THE PRISONERS IN COURT

Examination Set Down for
This Morning.

Bail in the Case of Colonel
Ryan Refused.

James Peters anil Abraham Ackennait..The
action of the United Stutes authorities m'
this city in the matter of the suspected
titling out or a hostile expedition for the relier 01
the Cuban insurgents has acquired a widespread
notoriety lrom the late arrest of several parties suspectedof being the principals in the fitting out and
setting on toot of said supposed expeditions, uu
Uonday evening last warrants were again issued
from the United States Commissioner's Court and
placcd in the hands of United States Marshal
Barlow for the arrest of several suspected
parties other than those arrested on indictments
by bench warrants a few days ago. There
was one exception to this later order of arrest,
and mat was ui the case of Colonel Kyan, who waj

again arrested on aa alleged new breach of the neutralitylaws, which allegation involves a violation also
of the bonds entered into by him to await trial on
the indictment and to keep the peace in the meantime.The other parties brought into court yesterdaymorning had not been previously charged wuh
any offence in this connection; they were not arrestedby bench warrants, but simply on the aflldavitof one Maximilian St. John that they were

engaged in fitting out an armed expedition designed
for rendering relief to the Cuban insurgents.
Considerable excitement was created throughout

the city yesterday by the Herald account of the
arrest of these men and the unwarrantable and very
unnsual course adopLed by the United States Marshal
and Ills deputies in making these arrests. The halls
and passages In the court buildings in Chambers
street were consequently crowded throughout the
morning, awaiting the arrival of the prisoners and
anxious to witness the proceedings belore the Commissioner.
From some unaccountable delay and departure

from the hour fixed for the production of the prisonersin court it was after two o'clock when the preliminaryexamination was commenced.
The Commissioner having taken his seat, Assistant

District Attorney Bell, who appeared for the prosecution,having put in an appearance, and the accused,with their counsel, being present (Mr. Sedgwickappearing for Kyan and the others, with the
exception of sefior Alfaro, and Mr. Lowry appearing
for that gentleman), the proceedings were commencedby
The Commissioner asking the oistrict Attorney if

Mr. Bell.Yes, sir; the same charge.
The Commissioner.The ease of the United states

against W. O. C. Ryan la the first on the list.
Mr. Bell.The government, your Honor, are not

prepared at this moment to proceed with the exanimationof the prisoners in this case. The prisonerswere arrested either last night or this morning,
and they are now merely brought before the Comnilssionerto have them properly committed to the
custody of the Marshal. They are now simply held
bi the warrant of the Commissioner, without formal
commitment. He was not aware that the Commissionerat any time committed these parties ror examination.

Mr. Sedgwick, on behalf of the prisoner Ryan,
contenued that the District Attorney had had ample
time In order to prepare for the examination of the
accused in this case. These parties were arrested
on tho allldavit 01 one Maximilian St. John last
night, at six o'clock, on the unsupported amdarit
of a man notoriously employed bv those parties who
have got up tne prosecution, and at the beck ana
call of the District Attorney. Your Honor's duty and
the rights of the.je defendant* demand that an immediateexamination should tie held. He had to
urge a further appeal on beliall of these men.that
they were already under heavy bonds, having been
Indicted.

Mr. Hell.No; none of these men, with the exceptionof Ityan, are under indictment. Counsel had
belter (OMM himself now to the one case, of Kjraa.
Mr Sedgwick wondered at the District Attorney

exhibiting sucli ail unwonted feeling in a case o(
this kind.

Mr. Hell.I entertain no feeling in the case, but
say the case of llyun Is exceptional, because he has
been indicted and the others nave not.

that the accusation agalust Ryan in this case was
as vagne nnd indefinite as It could possibly be. No
apecihe facts were set lorth.

Mr. Ilqll said lie did not want the Commissioner to
wppoae or ooanaal to Itelieve that ha was not reudy
to proceed within a reasonable time, but the lact
was his witnesses were not here. For the first time

MANHATTAN COLLEGE.
Manhattan College, situated at the junction of the

new Uoulevard and 131st street, Is now the scene or
the interesting exercises of Its annual examination,
which began on Monday ana will continue until
Tuesday, tbe 2»th Inst., when an address will be
made by Mr. Henry James Anderson. The college
now numbers 225 scholars, of whom 150 are collegiansand the rest preparatory students. Twelve
will be given their diplomas, having gone
through a course distinguished for high
scholarship. The Institution is under tbe immediate
personal sujieivlslou of Brother Pauline, and is in a
highly prosperous condition, being sell'-supportlng.
The academic course covers four years, and there
are tour classes. The collegians average about
eighteen years of age, and the preparatory scholars
fourteen, sickness of any kind bus never been
known in the college, and the Inmates have a healthy
and animated appearance.
The programme for last evening opened with

music by the band.a group of students who are
good amateur players, and who discoursed excellent
music. Declamations were then given by Thomas
Howard, Patrick T. (ilennen and Tnoinas K. Skelly,
alter which the French class (fourth class) went forwardand wo* tested as to Its proficiency in French.
The members acquitted themselves creditably, and,
lor such young linguists, produced a marked impression.Exercises m Latin from Horace and
Livy followed, by the third collegiate Claris, and
then came the examination in Greek, during which
difficult selections from Demosthenes and Sophocles
were surprisingly well rendered, and prominent
among the able expository oi these ancient lathers
were Mr. James Kelley, Mr. C. P. Cumngliam and
Mr. Thomas Garnett.
A portion of the grounds has been cut off by the

new boulevard, but extensive improvements ate
contemplated.

The question of immigration la one of pre-eminent

Importance. it is so, qoi only in respect of the actuiilaccumulated wealth.money.which the nnmlgrant*bring to thus country, thus enriching it withoutany productive labor of its own; not only In
view of the constant Increase of population, with
which the Increase in consumption and the consequentincreased demand o( the products of the countryKeeps pace; but In a more extended sense is its
addition to trie laboring force of the country, to its

productive power, forcing itself upon the attention
of every one, be he statesman in official position or
citizen In private life. The student of political
economy.and neither statesman nor citizen can successfullymanage affairs in his charge without being
such.cannot overlook the coustaut stream of
immigrants pouring upon our shores and
spreading thence through and over the
whole country. It has. in years past,
changed the material aspect of many a vast
region or our land. Where there was wilderness
and desolation, where thick forests encumbered the
land or lone prairies extended their dreary waste,
there, in many States, blooming farms gladden the
eye, the clatter of the mill is heard, and the cheering
voice of the teauister or farmer, bearing his produce
to market. No one will or can assert that the
stupendous development of our Western country
could have been but for the enormous immigration
which has filled and is now tilling the land with
thrifty la>>or and energetic hanus. Three nillllous
could never have peopled a contluent from ocean to
ocean, nor rise to 40,000,000 of souls, constituting one
of the most powerful nations of the earth, tn the short
space w eighty years, without Hie aid ol linmigra
tlon.

But this matter is of still greater importance ai the
present day, and in its mnucuce upon our national
finances. Burdened as we are with debt and taxation,it concerns every one. immigration lessens the
burden of the debt and the t;ixcs to each one of ns,
lor the Immigrant immediately upon landing takes
his share upon himself. Thus If 600,000 people, who
weie not here Inst year, come and setlle among
us during tne present, they will take from the shouldersof the people who were here before their
comparative share of the burden. Taking onr presentpopulation at 40,000,000 souls and our national
debt at $.1,500,000,000, the share of each is sixty-two
and a half dollars, while with the addition of the
half million or immigrants it would only be sixtyonedollars and a fraction over a half dollar. This
would, however, be too narrow a calculation of the
hati/tflta l\rrm<rht tft iho unnntvv aiwl ita nonnto liv

immigration. They increase consumption, and
thereby contribute, by being compelled to pay indirecttaxes on all they consume, to the national revenue.They open new territory to cultivation, add
to the productive Industry of the country, enlarge
the volume of trade, and thus create lile in places
where stagnation hail been before; increase the nationalwealth, and by thus Increasing the whole extentor property to be taxed lessen the rate of taxation.solong as the amount to be raised remains the
same. It would be impossible. In a mere
newspaper reference U> the subject, to even hint at
the manifold advantages which the whole country
and every individual reaps from this source, from
this steady flow of European immigration to the
United Stales. All that can be done la to note the
fact and to give the reader an important subject for
stuuious reflection and deep contemplation.
And now for the figures. Here it should be remarkedthat between the different offices in Castle

Uarden, and also between them and the records of
emigrant arrivals kept at the office of the (iennan
Society, at No. 15 Broadway, there is always a slight
discrepancy, which is very natural and results lroin
different methods of keeping the account of the
numbers. Home officers take the date of the arrival
of the vessels at Quarantine, others the day when
the emigrants pass through Cattle (iarden, and
others again when they reach the dock, between
which dates there is oftea a difference of one or more
days, and hence the number of the arrivals for a
particular day, a week, a month in the year may
vary on the books of the several offices; but the
difference is always only a few hundred, or at most
near a thousand, ana does not vary the aggregate 01
the result, as the accounts for the year, when the IDdividualitema become to be compared aud regulated,are, in general, correct. Another circumstanceshould here be noticed. There is always a
large number of persons arriving who are American
citizens and returning from a foreign trip. They are

but procced swiftly to the interior and over all parts \of the country, particularly the West. Illinois is a
favorite state with them ror settlement, so la Iowa,
Wisconsin and Minnesota, and it is safe to assume,
iiom pant experience, that about one-third of the
entire imminratlon is finally located and settled
within the boundaries or those States. 1

Iu connection with this subject there is just given

Oration at Cooper Institute by Mr. Wn.
Panon.

An oration on "Michael Angelo, the Architect of
St. Peters," was delivered last evening at the Cooper
Institute, by Mr. William Parsons, before quite a
numerous and discriminating audience. The proceedswere devoted to the benefit of St. Stephen's
Orphan's Home. Among those seated on the platformwere Horagc Greeley, Alderman Tieraan, Chas.
A. Lane, ltev. Dr. tiiynn, of St. Stephens, Rev. SylvesterMalone, ltev. John Crlmmius and other clergymen.The speaker, who is one of the few distinguishedlecturers the Old Country has favored us

with of late years, spoke without notes or manuscript,and with vigor, fluency and beauty of languagethat evoked repeated rounds of applause.
His peroration might very well answer for a classic
model of scholastic declamation.
He began with a dissertation on the grand principlesof art, its various manifestations in tue artist

mind, and then drew a romantic picture of the
youthful Angelo, imbibing from the geuJus ot Dante
those sublime principles of poetry that create mid
perpetuate fur ail time new realms of iieauty. glory,
greatness or terror. Angelo began iife as the anpreuticeof a stonecutter. His father, the Count dti
Huonarolli, saw in the bent of his son's genius somethingwhich be mistook for a lower grade ol art
than that of sculpture, such as breathe** into the
dull, cold marble the wonderful presentiment of life;
but Angelo felt that be was dedicating himself to
what should illustrate the power and genius ot his
soul, and He lost no time uml spared no pains to
reader iniuself an artist, the world tin* ever
since agreed to pronounce the most perfect
that ever lived, lie speut ten years or unremittingtoil as a student, rising step by step to
hotter and greater efforts, uutil 1iih native town ol
HI >rence was tilled with Ills growing fame. Hut An
gelo was a painter an well as sculptor. His breadth
or mind and imagination set/.cd upon all tonus or
beauty, and wliut lie could not Illustrate as he desiredin marble he transferred with woudertul iorce
aud effectiveness to canvas. In the budding greatnessoi liis lame he mot. with Leonardo da \ iiitl. one
ol the few supreme matters the world has produced
in the realms ol true art. Between da Vinci and Angeloa con'est oocuired of that extraordinary characterthat brings all the grand and euuobliiig passionsand faculties of the human soul and miud into
active play. They painted each a colossal picture of
a battle, lo one of which the ai t critics ol Florence
were to award the paiui of excellence, lireat was the
rivalry of the two distinguished artists, but it was of
that high, chivalric nature thai scorns an nnworthy
advantage. The world knows a story of how a pupil
of da Vinci's, unknown to his master, cut Angela's
picture la pieces, and how noble was the observation
and uurevcugelul the spirit of the snbniuc artist as
ho simply exclaimed. "That Is ail I need to convince
me whose picture excited the greatest envy." 'I'he
tale ol how Angelo painted for Tope Junus the concavedome of the Siatiue chapel is one ot the tlirillioc
pa,'es that mark the life of this great man;
how for vears, by nlgnt and by day.
he worked upon the ceiling, suspended a hundred
leet from the floor: how he overcame iue apparently
iusuperablcdullcultles of giwng to a concave ihc
appearance of a tlat surface; how he followed up the
sovi'ii atihiccfs he look to Illustrate tiv tlmillv undue-
inn ' The 1-ufi Judgment," the most wondrou-,
weird and terrible production of the human pencil
hat the world has ever seen. All these are themes

that only genius can claim to Oder, and then lost,

Exritiiif Sculling Wilch Between Robert
Kill* and Michael Uleuny for 9400.Kill)
the Winner.
A prettier or a mure keenly contested sculling
latch rlian that betweeu Michael Ulenny and Robert
lllla, which came off yesterday over the Empire
ourse, has not taken place during the season. It
ras simply a splendid race, unmarred by any accient,mishap or disagreement which not unfreuentlycharacterizes such events. Moreover, the
ontestants were in splendid trim, the course a line
>ne and the weather favorable In the extreme. Few
>oat races have attracted such a crowd of spectaors,whether on land or sea; for every available
toim of observation from the former was
aken possession of hours before tlie
tart, while the calm surface of the latter
ras thickly dotted with all descriptions
if rowing crait. Nothing could exceed the interest
>f the spectators, for the event had long since been
arnestly discussed, and the two men were pitted
gainst each other ror a thorough trial of their
tquailc skill and $400 to boot. The scene prior to
he race was one of much excitement, belnsr besides
omewhat entertaining and picturesque, setting
iside the ever ready betting men, who, as usual,
vere anxious, jocular and loquacious, there clung
>n every projection of the pier whence the start wul
o be effected a motley group of heads and a stilt
nnnler catalogue of hats, their owners holding fast
or grim death. All along the course, toe. crowds
issembled, and altogether, Including the variegated
sostumes of the oar6men on the river, the occasion
was lively. The course was from the foot of Brown's
Hotel, foot of Ninety-second stret, to 117th street
ind back, the distance to be repeated, making
n all about Ave milas. Though the race was announcedfor three o'clock there was no appearance
jf the men till nearly five. Robert Ellis is a meinjerof the Excelsior lioac Club, and has already
igured as an oarsman, while Ulenny belongs to the
McKav Club, of llarlem, and is scarcely so prominentin aquatic circles. The sculls were about seventeenfeet long.
Shortly after Ave o'clock the contestants appeared

in line opposite the stakeboat amid great cheering
and exciteineut. At nine minutes past live the
word "go was given, Ulenny being the ilrst to dit»
Mm onr. Kor ahum twenty strokes he keDt VerV
slightly ahead, but his opponent, putting on considerableprepare, quietly came up with him.
Here ensued au exciting struggle. For fullv a ouarterof a mile the boats were bow and bow, when at
length. by a vigorous eilort, BUM shot
ahead. and, gradually increasing his speed,
at 106th street ne wan fully two lerigtns in advance,while Ulenny palled maiirully and with a '

steady stroke, m this order they proceeded to lUttt
street, when Ulenny lessoned the distance between
them, and wa* fa^t gaining on his opponent. Their'
approach to the turning stakeboat was hailed with
the most vociferous cheers. Ellis turned less than a
boat's length tn advance and made straight for the
shore along Ward's Island, Ulenny keeping close to
the New Vork side or the river. For a time it. was
dinicult to ascertain who held the lead, but whea
about hall way down it became evident that EUiv
was to the front about four lengths. According to
the course taken by Kills he was compelled to cut
straight across for the home stakeboat, whila
lilenny was obliged to make somewhat of a circuit,
though beyond the influence of the flowing tide. The
stretch to the home stakeboat was a capital display.
A hundred yards from it both were equl-distant, and
the contestants appeared to strain every muscle to
l>e first around. The scene was most exciting, the
iriemlsoi' both men encouraging tuein by the wildesthurrahs, Ulenny was almost around m advat.ee,
bu: Ellis, stepping tn between him and the stakeboat,managed to get ilrst around, the time being as
folloWB:. I

Away they sendded along tn vigorous style, Ellia

over a boat's leugth in advance, pulling about thirtyeightstrokes a miuute, and Ulenny about thirty-six.
Passing the pier near 106th street Ellis applied
himself strenuously to his work and was soon ovee
four lengt hs anead. Approaching the stakeboat at
117th street Ulenny crept up slowly and was evi-
nenuy prugrcsftiuy wuninuiuj. e>uis iuiuot m

few seconds iu advance and then commenced tliq
pull for home. Both shot along in splendid styla
and, although Kills was over two lengths ahead,
there was yet a good inlle and a quarter to be gun®
over, and the result was extremely doubtful. felliia
wisely altered tits course and kept more to the Harlem
shore, and (ileuny in his wake, yet scarcely so vigorouslyas the occasion required. Half a mile iroin home
Ellis was half a dozen lengths ahead, lie slacked
somewhat, howerer, and uleuny made a bold effort
to catch him. He succeeded In gaining a little, but
the distance was now too short Tor any hope on hi*
part, aud, notwitstandlng a gallant effort, Ellis
passed the stakeboat tne winner of tne race by
twelve seconds. The following Is the time in whicl*
the live miles were completed:.
