Tho -
proved weatier for the past few days, witha pleasant
weperature of about seveuty-elght vo elghty degrees,
18 no doubt the great attraction, togerther with the ex-
cesding beauty of the woods on both sides of the river,
Nothiug could be more delicions than the fresh groon
of the follsge and the summer odors of the trees
and wild fowers, There have been many changes
in Niagars since last year, and all for the
better.  First, there (s the new Suspension
bridge, a few hundred rods below the falls,
which leads direct to the Cifton House. It was

pleted last January by & company, of whieh

Jonm T. Dush 1s president. It cost, 1 believe,
$150,000, and s now open for the first time for pe-
destrinns and carriages at a moderate rate of toll.
At present it has but b single track, so that car-
riages cannot pass both ways; but by an ingenlous
contrivance notice 18 given by a bell at each end
that the track I8 clear. By next scason the briuge
will be wigened so as w admit of & double carrisge
voud, The finest view of both falls 18 to be had from
the centre of this bridge.
