ing from his Eastern tour. The letier referred to is
addressed to the Asslstant Treasurer, Mr. Vun Dyck,
and saysi—

After the close of the present fscal vear, and until
furither notice, the Secrotary of the Treasury will
purchass one million ol bouds in slveruate wecks,
commencing Thursday, July 1, uld Will otfer for sals

one milion er goid on lltiu:‘gnam Weeks, commencing
Thursduy, July 8, gabject to the ususl conditions,

Under the new programme the snnual contribu-
tion to the sinking fund will be about $25,000,000.
This ts just one per cent ol the national debt. Mr.
Boutwell 13 theretore slmply about to put in force
during the ensuing flscal year the law of the sink-
ing funil. In buying $26,000,000 he wiil be acting up
1o ils spirit and will discharge his duty. Showd the
revenucs of the government continue to warrant g
greader reduction of the debt than one per ceat per
annum be will be abie to avall himsed of his undis-
puted right so t employ _the Treasury balance
at any time. To those who wish to see fair
play and  justlce this policy must commend
mtseld  as  pertectly correct, The Sinking Fund
acl wus never put In force until he first made it
operaldve.
