The "Conspiracy*'Against the Road
and What It Amounts to.

Confession of John Bowen as to His
Complicity.

Tbc Erie Railroad, in common with many other

railroads in the country, has been peculiarly unfortunateduring the past year or two in haviu^r ha>t to
pay out every once in awhile some of its available
cash id repairing the damage? <loue by a ' smashup"on some part of its liue. The accidents on this
particulor road, it is true, with but one most tornble
exception, have no: bem at:ended with any lo^ of
life, but the bare idea that a freight train which one

day dashed down a precipice and was crushed to
atoms, or that another winch rushed into an open
drawbridge and was enguiphed in the waters beneath.might have been a tram with its hundreds of
souls as passengers, was quite appalling euough to
attract public attention to the subject with a more
than ordinary earnestness. The great Question of
late witn the public lias of course been:.What cau

be the matter with the roadt and up to a day or two
ago the railroad gave no response to the question.
The answer It diu make, however, on Wednesday
was rather startling, to say the least; one indeed not
very well calculated to relieve the anxiety of travellersin regard to the safety of tlie road. The substanceof the answer, which was mada public in a
sort of semi-ottlcial shape, was that there was

a conspiracy

and that one oi the conspirators, Joliu Bowen by

late accidents with this man and with several other
ptraoss Who are more or less acquainted w :h line
iiallroad matters, aud although 1 do not think the
company's agents will make out as good a "con*
spiracy case" as they imagine, 1 must confess that
the arrest of Bowen has brought to light certain
/acts wuich nave heretofore been a mystery to most
people.

now THE CONSPIRACY WAS rNEAKTUED.
The frightful accident at Can's Koek about a year

ago. by which several persons lost their lives and
neores of others were maimed for life, must still be
Iresh in everybody's memory. .Shortly alter the
slaughter.for it was nothing else.the company determinedto ferret out the cause of not only this,
tut oi every little accident or mishap that mipht
afterward occur; for. be it known, even at this early
date certain of thp oflicials had their suspicion that
the train did not run off the track at Carr'9 Kock
before somebody had made it a physical impossibilityfor it to stay on the rails. They therefore went
to work quMtlv. Catherine op every little bit oi CMtnuonythey could get, by whicn they hoped to draw
a network of evideuce so tightly about the mptetad
parties that cscape would be out of the question.
Thev were unable, however, to tlx the responsibility
«<1 the affair on any particular person.for reasons
which 1 will hereaiter mention.although the
results of their Investigations led them to
shadow'' certain individuals for a considerableperiod. Ever since the accident the

locality of Carr's Rock.where, the double
track runs along the very edge of yawninir precipices,has been more than ordinarily well guarded,
and every eff'>rt has oeeit made to keep the road in
the neighborhood in such a condition that another
human tiuti-hery would be out oi the questlou; but
notwithstanding all this vigilance arid care, to the
horror ol a grea: many jnsrsons, on the 17tn of Aonl
last one of the rails was lotind removed from tue
track. Investigation 'ed the Division Superintendent
to believe that It had been removed by one of the
very men who informed him or its removu .on oi
the railroad employ s, in fact.and for no other reasonthan to curry favor with the company for i.is
great vigilance. Kortunately no train came along
<itiring ilie absence of the rail lroui its accustomed
piaie. 1 his lneinent, >rj> r«:hcr outrage, had t.ie
B"od effect of making the authority* redouble their
energy to detect the individual or indit;.*!uuis tvno
seemed to have such a mania lor tampering With the
rails.
Three weeks pa-^efl by and no rail was removed;

but on the 88U» of Ma iati one of tbe aiftt watchmenwas walkiuit along ttie track lie was accosted
by one John Bowea, wno informed linn that he had
seen somebody tampering with the rails a little distancewest of where tnev met. The watchman
asked him to go back to the place with hinj. and, j
sure enough, on reaching tue spot there was-a rail
unscrewed from rhe sleepers. Kven while the tnen
were talking about the thing a train came alon
and. by some good luck yr oth"r, pa--ed over the
loosened iron in safety. fne company the following

It is said
by some of the railroad ottlelals that the eugineer
whistled "down brakes" in time when he saw ttie
draw open, but that toe whistle was uot obeyed.
And wuy y U will be remembered that in the accountof i];e accident it was staled that a orakeiuan
saved his ute by running from the tender to the rear
car on Die roots. No uientiou was made of any
other brakemuu. The questions that the people in
the vicinity are asking one another are, "Were there
more than one brafceniah on the ears r" and "What
was uit* only oue heard ol doing near the tender f"

a transatlantic historionne and lectuiess, on the careerof Napoleon from the cradle to the throne.
Miss Arundel appeared for the first time before a

New York audience to deliver- this lecture, but ou

account of the lateness of the season the audience
was very slim, bhe came forward at eight o'clock,
attired in a beautiful green and white dress, with an
oversklrt of Paris green and a white waist tastefully
putted. Miss Arundel speaks in a clear, distinct
voice, with studied emphasis and considerable histrionictalent. She is terse, and at times poetical,
employing few stilted forms of expression and
no bombastic figures. Her manner is if.

tmgueand she shows unmistakable signs of
good breeding. As a narrator she is at
times lively and intensely interesting, sometimes
engaging aud again forcible. Her lecture was inter*
s.jer»ed with uuuv appropriate anecdotes, and was,
on the whole, a colloquial recitation o:' the Jne of me
presout Emperor of the French. She spoke while
sitting iu an easy attitude beiore the large reu screen
ol Dickens fame.
Louis Napoleon, began the lecturess. was l»orn of

Hortense, daughter of Josephine, on the mh <la.v ol
April, Ims. lie was the Child or an unhappy QUOD.
Loula, the Orsi Napoleon's brother, hud never ueen
be.oved of llorteuse, to whom he was married by tue
imperious will of the Emperor. Then there was a
separation, and Charles Lotus Napoleon Bonaparte,
wall Ins brother, passed under the maternal care of
yueeu llorteuse. She was (he best 01 mothers and
loved her sons wlih true devotion, but she had no
exalted estimate of the value of Kingly blood, and
taking her vouug sou, the future Emperor of 1110
trench, in her arms, she exclaimed, "lie must
rise by merit." Throughout his early tuition,
under her charge, this was the predominant
Idea. Not as a pampered aristocrat, not
as an exclusive, not as starched scions
of royalty, were the years of this young
prince's lne wiuled away, but among the mechanics,
amoag ttiat population w men afteru ard elevated him
to ihe mightiest throne in Continental Europe. It
was this politic, yet tender care or Ins keen mother,
that made Napoleon wuat ho is now, aud ever uftvr
gave to liiin UmS sharp scrunny of the motives ol
men, by means of winch he is to-day one of the
powers of earth. The leciuress then, in a graphic
way, aud with sentences abounding in
vivid representations oi Sipmwnl first im-
piisonnieut by Louis Philippe, depicted his
subsequent wcapt; ins aoortive attempt
to ascend the iiirone m Strasbourg in la<il; his
lauure; his gay life in London, where he was the lion
of the Loudon season, where no drawing room was
complete without Ids mUite end polished manners,
and where uo gamed a reputation as a cavalier that
told largely upon his future character; ids hliai ai-
iection, shown in the eager haste ami youthful rap-
lure with which he repaired to the bedsiue of his
dymg mother, and his second attempt to oiibdtie the
Booroons ui nis onslaugnt in 1840, wbicb sent nun
to liis ocveii years' exile m the castle at I law. ills imprisonmentat this historical bastile, Mi»s Arundel
