CORONER'S INQUEST.—Last Thursday evening Coro-
ner Bathgate held an inquest on the body of Chris-
tiana Nedlson, a child four years old, whose parents
are Bwedish immigrants, living at present on Morris
avenue, Melrose. It appears the child died suadenly
in the afternoon, and such I8 the crowded state of
the tenement occupled by ite parents that its deagh

ed unnoticed for some time afteswards. The
result of a post mortem examnation having been
laid before the jury & verdiet of *‘dled conges-
tion of the brain” was rendered., This being the
fourth inquest held recently among Swedish immi-
grants who are accumulatiog in hovels at the place
above named, it would not be uawise for the town
authoritles to investigate their sanitary status.

SUPPOSED CHILD MURDER BY AN IDIOT.—A boy
eight years oid, named Willlam Craft, who lived
with hiz parents at East Portchester, died rather
snddenly and under mysterlous clrcumstances dur-
ing the early part of this week. It appears that the
child haa been sent to a neighbor's for milk a short
time previous to his death, and after a protracted
absence came home complaining of a pain in hig
fnead, while it was seen that he experlenced greas
difficulty 1 swallowing. He became delirions, and
waonid repeatediy cry out, “*Don’t tic me up, Leander;
'l be a good boy;" and alter numlni intensely
for about forty-elght hours died. swelling
was noticed on the boy's neck, which, after death,
turned black. Since the child's burlal it has been
asperted by some of his playmates that an idiot boy
of well known vicious proclivities, named Leander
Burns, had tried to hang httle “Willie by t:mﬁa

Lnlon county.,  He states that he s mareied and re-
sides i Lombard street, Baltimore.  The young girl
beiongs w0 a fnilyresiding in Bighth street, New
Yark.
