This port, lliogo, is situated about 323 miles in a

Southwesterly direction rroin Yokohama, uearly at
tlie head or 'rsumi or Osaka bay. But why am I
speaking of lliogo r The fact is tho place called by
thai name is scarcely of any lute, est wiiaiover to
the foreigner. It may be remembered' that when
Japan was first opened the treaty with the foreign
Powers called for the opening or the port or Kanagawa.The Japs, however, after a great deal or opposition,but with the ultimate consent or the forclguministers, placed the foreign settlement at Yokohamainstead or Kanagawa, whence all foreign
ofilcial documents arc still dated, although the latter
place is a good six miles from any foreign residence
ana we havo no more to do with that place than
any other in the Interior. So instead of marking
out the foreign settlement at Hlogo they placed it at
Kobe, along a miserable sandy beach, aud vessels
tiave to pass IIlogo to get to the anchorage.

Nevertheless, the entrance to Kobe is extremely
picturesque, In spite of the sand beach.the scenery
behind, below and above the settlement being very
pretty aud striking. The auchoi age is good, aud
the harbor, somewhat smaller than Yokohama, is a
little better protected, though even here tho elementsseem to get on a spree, and the harbor is extremelyweathery ut times. The foreign population
will probably number about 260. Besides the settlementtoreigners have the privilege here, which, they
do uot possess at t okohauia, of renting houses la
the native town of Koi>e (they are not allowed to
live at lllono), and the settlement, us usual, being
fixed At Hie wrung end, must of the mercantile
houses have availed themselves of turn privilege

1 have spoken of
Osaka as a commercial city.that is, in a Japanese
point of view, for Japanese juuks can manage at high
water to get over the bar. Osaka is said to contain
l,r.00,0u0 inhabitants. It Is t^e centre or rather the
Ultimate point, of an immense tea and silk growing
district. Everything that is shipped from Kobe
(or foreign ports, or the other poris of Japan, comes
from Osaka, and yet, la my opinion, Kobe BltUt

Japanese are making in their Ideas of government,
wo must, nevertheless, stale It an our opinion that
those reforms will l>o opposed by a large number of
the Dmlmios. When the great convention of the
princes is to take place lias not yet transpired, all of
them not vet having arrived at Jeddo. I aui more
inclined to the opinion above given, from the fact
that, now and again, the old feeling of
dislike to foreigners occasionally crops out. During
tiie last two weed* tne tokatdo has been
almost constantly occupied by princes and
thoir retainers on their way to the eastern capital,
and every now and again some Insult to foreigners
has to he recorded. During the last month several
foreigners, being on the Tokal lo during the passage
or some one of these irains, have been forced to descoiiiiimm their carriages or horses. One of these
occurrences assumed a serious aspect. About ten
da;* ago some gentlemen, among whom was Captain
.stanhope of the royal navy, while returning to Yokohamaby coach, were fori ed to got out of tbeir carnageduring the passage of some nobleman's train.
A complaint was mudo to Sir Harry 1'arkes, who
demanded un apology to Captain Stanhope on board
of the raptain's own ship, the ocean, from the nohieinanwho was responsible tor the insult. This was at
first refused, sir llarry threatened that ir his
demand wore not complied with all intercourse
should ceaso between the Japanese and foreign
rowers (it Is no difficult matter for Sir llarry to influencethe other Ministers). The waps had to coiue
down. The apology was mado and the Hags will fly
troHi the nag staffs of the various legations. Hut
besides this there has been ono or two occurrence*
ut Yokohama e.,uaiiv as serious, although the satne
fuss has nut been mado about them. About nine
o'clock on the night of the aoth ult. Lieutenant Dn
Itousquet, acting as interpreter to the French l.ega*

The first boat
race wan for cutters, distance lour mlies, (he
Euulish ship ocean beatlu^ b>th t tie French and
American. TUe next was for gl,rs and whaleooats,
the Asliuelot taking the tlrat prlxeboth irom Knglish
and French, in the pinnace race the Monocacy
beat easily both the French and the Aahuelot's boat.
The other races were well contested, but were mostlybetween boats owned by residents. Tue time iu which
the diifeivnt races were run was not taken.
The news has reached this place, per steamship

Japan, wnich arrived here this morning, that the
mail agents are to be discont.nued on me boats runningbetween San Francisco, Yokohama and
Hong Kong. The utility of these gentlemen
was very questionable m the flrst place, even
in those cases where they understood what
was required of them; but when incompetencyand neglect are added it is time the
matter was looked Into. On the arrival of the Great
liepubllc tne San Francisco mad was kept on board
the ship lor over twenty-lour hjura, the reason
being that the worthy mail agent thought lie had
signed a receipt for lour bags only, wheu there were
really live. Hut what the postal service doe* requireis one competent man to sti: erimend the facilitiesfor delivering others at the di.l'erenr ports.
namely, Yokohama and tne way pons to Shaughae.
In these pla< es they are handed over to the consuls,
and a great deal 01 time is wasted and a great many
mistakes are made, from the fact that they have
no competent help who knows anything at all
about postal business. One competent man
could serve as postmaster for all these pons,
and the letters could be sorted m transitu, so that
they would be ready for delivery immediately »u
the arrival of the steamer at their respective ports.
As it is now the mail service is a humbug and a deluslon,for which the United States pay tne nice littlesum of $500,000 per annum.

urc sending up a long and dismal wail on account of
the home government of Great Britain having expressedtheir entire disapproval of the way consuls
mid naval oltlcers look it upon themselves to settle
the Vang Chow uflalr. For my part I think that the
rovemment are altogether right in refusing the
power to do such high handed ucls us were committedIn this affair to consuls; but when Lord
Clarendon expressed an opinion, In which even
ministers were to have no further power in these
matters, but that they must be rel'orred to the governmentat home, I think ho weut a step over tho
murk. With a wise aud honest man to represent
lliera at Pekln I thluk no nation need fear of being
1 ragged into a war witii China on account of the
minister demanding redress ror any outrage done to
their respective subjects or citizens, even if they do
back up such demand by a Bhow of force. To
refer such matters at home would cause great
Jelay aud greatly lessen tho influence that
ministers should have with the Chinese government.As It is tho public reproof given to the coniulsin this matter is apt to have a bad eireat, Inasmuchas ihe Chinese seem to think that other countriesare beginning to be afraid of thetu.
There is serious trouble at Pekln. Tho French

Charge d'AiTalres has beon grossly insulted either by
Prince Rung or one of ills oOlcials. So far the intelilRenceis not quite positive. The first report we had
here was that Prince Kung had slapped tho Frenchman'sface. It is quite certain that the trouble Is serious,from the fact that the Frenchman lias hauled
down his Legation fl ig; and all tho other foreign Ministershave threatened to do the same, and cut olf ail
diplomatic Intercourse, unless an ample apol >gy Is
tendered. What the result of tlis fracas will bo I
supposo can be easily loreto'.d.' lie Chlneso will
make the amend; but I should not be at all surprised
if they neld out a little longer than usual, when they
think or tho action of (ireat lirUain.

Intelligence Ims arrived here of the loss of th*

All the boats arrived til Mong Kong ou
the night 01 the 23d. The captaiu reported, however,

liong Kong. ou the captain's artival at lulu place lie

So the case
was discharged. The Cliinaini n then turned round
and Nued Captain Crosole for false lniiirisouuieiit
(they had been kept two daw in prison ou t he charge
oi piracy), nud it being proved that the passengers

there would be any great difficulty.

We came through from Cawupore at nlgiu in

order to see the Taj by a full moou. A mglit earlier
would nave been too Boon, and a night later would
have been too late. We reached Agra at lour o'clock
in the morning, and, without waking the porter at
the howl, lbft our luggage and drove directly to the
Taj. We did not want the company ot a chattering
cicerone to guide us to the tomb. It stood out clear
and bright In tho moonlight, two miles distant. It
wag not the chaste silver moon or northern latitudes,
but tho full, voluptuous, lustrous, arubcr-colored
moon of India, with the three Intense stars burning
like /lame upon tho band or Orion. The stillness of
silence was upon the face of nature when we arrived
at the entrance to the enclosure. The night Insects
had sung themselves to sleep and the mormng birds
had not beguu their carols. The paint trees stood
still and seemed as il they were inlaid upon the sky.
The cypresses were as silent as li' they were mourningover ihe earth. The guide book says:.
ThaTajls situated In a noble <iua<trani{U enclosed with

lofty r«<i sandstone wal l, with turret* at the angles and a
eateway on each «l!e. The quadrangle meuum 1,860 feet
from nut to weal him 1,uu0 led from north to south. tlia
principal gateway In a noble structure In rod sandstone, moat
elaborately carved and Inscribed with sentences from the
Koran, i'asslng through the gateway Ihe tirnt view of the
Taj Is obtained at '.lie mi l of a long paved pathway, shaded by
a beautiful avenue of tall, dark, cypress trees; in the centre
is a basin with a lountaln, and u row of il'enu is Carrie I
front end to end. The whole of the enclosure I* beautifully
laid out w,th stately trues, shrubs and Uowcr beds, and Is kept
in irood order at the expense of government.
In the midst of these grounds rises the Taj Mahal,

the great architectural wonder of Agra and of India.
What Is this wonderful structure ? lias a star lailen
from the firmament and crystallized In the form of
the habttatlous ot the cherubnu and seraphim to exhibitto mortal eyes a model ot the mansions of the
blessed ? Have the sea fairies gathered the pearls
aud corals and gems of the Indian Ocean and fashioneda submarine structure of exquisite beauty aud
waited it up the sacred river to rest upon the banks
of its most beautiful atllucnt as a mod 1 to man of
llie corallne palaces In which the sea kings lay the
beautiful mermaids to sleep? No; supernatural
structure though lc seems, It is nevertheless the
creation of mortal hands; but its inspiration was
immortal. It was inspired by Immortal love. It
was built by Shah Jehau (a descendent of the great
Tamerlane), In honor of his beautltul wife, Noor
Jehan (the light of the world) who was a niece of tho
celebrated Noor Mahal (the ll^ht of the harem) in
Lalla Kookli. These Tartar women must have been
beautiful, Indeed, to have Inspired such passions.
In eighteen centuries the Christian world has built

no such monument iu honor of the beatldcd mother
of the Saviour of Mankind. The chosen people of
God have left no such monument over any of the
daughters of Israel. The Egyptian Queen liad many
noble lovers, but neither Caesar nor Antony, with all

to the Enchantress of the Nile. Grecian marble immortalizedGrecian beauty, but leit no monument of
Grecian love. It&nau history perpetuates the virtue
of Komau ladies in tlie Latin language, but tire Suracenwrites the story of hia love in enduring marble,
intelligible to all nation* mi l to all ages. In no
western laud lias marble been so plastic to the talismanof love, only here, under this burning Indian
sun, shaded by the palm and the cypress, has the
great human heart swelled to maturity with the
divine passion and burst in expanding its devotion.
It Is a poem of love written In marble and illuminatedwith precious stones.
We walked about the marble pavements under the'

cypress trees and by the flower beds, taxing a look
at the Taj from diirer^nt angles, until the moonlight
faded out before the approaching sun, and In the
interregnum the palm branches began to stir with
the morning bree/.c and the birds began to slug In
the cypress trees. The sun rose tip over a palm
grove in the distance like a shield of molten copper.
A few lazy keepers began to crawl from their hiding
places about tlm enclosure, an-l the two American
visitors to the Taj walked away as quietly as they
liad come.
Monsieur Heatimont does not keep a very (rood

hotel, but he keeps the best hotel In Agra, lie Is an

old Frenchman and has a large family, lie has been
in imiin 11 lorn? time and would not know farls now
If he wero to return. Indian landlords never speak
to tlicir gucata. and their Ruests never have a chance
to apeak to them. The hotel la generally attended by
native servants, who do not understand a word oi

English, and who neither know how to cook nor
serve anything. It was, therefore, necessarily a
worn of iimo and patience to get rooms, ba:h and
breakfast at Monsieur lieauniont's hotel.
We returned to the Taj about noon and fonnd the

shade of the gardens a pleasant retreat from the
noonday's sun. A treat many carts were at the entrance,aud hundreds of nuuvea were engaged la
carry imr flower pots into the gardens. Wo learned
tnat there would be a flower show to-morrow, when
the floral beauties of India would be exhibited lor
premiums 111 the gardens of the Taj.
The tomb is raised on a platform of red sandstone,

l.Ooo feet long, fronting on the river Jumna, by U50
leet in width In the garden. On this platform a terraceof white marble is laid, 8.>o leet square, in the
centre of this terrace the beautiful structure is
erccte I In the shape of an trreirular octagon, occupyinga square ot lso feet. At tne corners of the
marine platform are lour guardian minarets, ctuli
l.>a met In height and beuntuuily proportioned.
Entering the marble doors of the tomb yon are

under the dome, which is l-jo feet high and 90 feet
in diameter, the crescent tipped spire being aoo
leet above the basement. In the centre of
tno marble rotunda, immediately under the
dome, is an enclosure made by an octagonal
marble screen wrought In trellis work and lulald
wnh vines bearing flowers Imitated In precious
ston s. »o fresh and natuiitl that you look for the
dew aud smell for the perfume. The festoons of inlaid(lowers represent the iris, lotus, tulip and other
rich colors ol India, and are made of corncllau,
asrate, bio idstone, lapis lazuli and carbuncles. insideof tins marble screen are the sarcophagi of
Hliah Jenan and Noor Jchau, their actual tombs
Ir'Iiik in the basement underneath. The tombstones
are of pure white marble, profusely iniald with
wreaths of flowers In precious stones and covered
with inscriptions from the Koran Uiiald in black
marble.
The tombs were spread witu row*, jnsmlne and

sweet flowers from the garden, yielding au altar of
lragrance through the rotunda. The walls, the gallerus,the cornices, the arches of the alcoves and the
wiudoTS were all hung with vines and flowers, inlaidwith marble and precious stones and Inscribed
Willi verses from the Koran, it is said that
in the inscriptions inlaid in marble upon this
building every verse in the Koran has been
copied. The echo under the marine dome lias been
compared to the harmonies of Paradise. Bishop
Jlener a'tlrms it to surpass anything in Europe. If
1'attl, Nilsson or any of our Western nlgiitlugale*
could sing under this marble dome the eye would
instinctively turn to the alcoves in the cornice to sco

strums of music to I'aradlse. Tho imlldlng wan
completed lu ltiuj by tut- lavish expenditure ui millionsof treasure and tlie lai>or of 20,000 workmen
for twcnij-two years. "They built liko giants and
finished like goldsuiitns.''
We returned agaiu to ttic Taj that nlghl. A connle

of geutiemen wore wandering about the marble
waiks, comparing views by moonlight. Thc.v had
come from Kngiand; we from America; but the
same object had brought us together In the shade
oi the beautiful Indian tomb. Wc made up a handfulof money lor tho keepers to reward thorn
for burning bluo light# in the alcoves of tho
dome. The keepers wont up tho stairways
and soon appeared in the windows alow tho corniceof the douie holding out sulphureous toiclies,
which shod a sepulchral gluro over the dome, and
made a misty shade ou the tombs through the trellis
work of the marble screen by which thoy wore swrrounded.We looked at one another and our fares
were yellow, like wax figures, or unnatural, like
doad people. The blue lights burned out and left
us in the darkness of the tomb. We went out and
passed along by tho siieut fountains, under the
snade of the cypress trees, listening to the echo of
our steps upon the marble pavement, and separated
for t ho ntght without saying amok 10 oik h other.

i)n our return to the hotel we experienced a groat
deal of trouble with our so-called hotel keeper, Mon-
mrur IH'UUIHUIO. liu li«ci 111 i< nun ii'ijuiiiinu mi

hotel and leavon bin guests to the attention of native
servant*, who do not know how to keep a Motel.
We sent for Monsieur Hcanmont and expostulated.
Me la exorbitant In hla charges for carriage litre, ami
we excited hia Ire by employing an outside conveyance,and orTenled hla pride by insinuating
that he and all other hotel keepers In India were entirelytoo much above their business, and, in fart, wo
threatened another great Indian mutiny (against
hotel keepers) on tne same ground that influenced
tUeSepojs, vis., makingus eat too mneh grease.
Monsieur Beaninont intrcnched himself in hTa villa
and we kept possession of the hotel.

In the afternoon we went again totha Taj. Tho
flower show was in full bloom. The native princes
were rresent In all Hie gorgeonaness of Indian tasto,
anow whita turbans, acarlet jackets trimmed with
gold and loose white trousers failing over red or
yellow morocco slippers. The native ladles wero
there in great numbera, with "rings on their Angers
and bells on their toes." The ornaments worn by
ths nativa females 01 India are something wonderful.Commencing at the toes and going np. or commencingat the bead and coining down, it is a mass
of mystery. The hair Is handsomely dre*s*l and
Q'N "*]& 111 Mil Hlvtf arrowi and fold 4t»r»
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aad bound with bauds of genu and precious
stones. The cars are pierced for not only
on* set of earriujjs, but lor several.the usual custombeing «eveu holes ill the ruhi ear mid six in the
left, which in it lull orenMHl belle are all tilled with
rmir*. The nnae Is usually pierced in the let* side,
and a rlutf with pendant jeweid hamt* around the
mouth, daugluitf gracefully upon the chin. Tim neck
Is heavily ladeu with necklaces or nietal. precious
stones, coral or pearls. The bracelets on ttie urins
are of silver or Hold, according to the mean* of tlto
wearer, souie of ttie lair sex wearing as many as
twenty-five or thirty bracelets on each arm. The
finders are covered with rings lu the same profusion,
with the addition ot u seal ring on each thumb,
wnlch is generally ttie linest and most ornamental.
The anklets of the higher classes are of solid gold,
set wuii precious stones, and are extremely beautiful; llitle iiells are attached, so that in danclUK or
walking time is Wept to tne motion. The «oe<* are
frequeutly covered with rlugs, the seal being woru
on top, us upon the outside 01 ttie tinker.
An inuian belle iu tuil costume may wear several

pounds of jewelry and not t>e overdressed. The
mysteries of Hie feminine toilet are beyond tny comprehension..Some wear flue suit shawls wound
uiouuii o.t a jivijiui i/ui uieui iu u iiKint iu.ym.ci 10113

way, and are covere.il by another Bitaw I of ihe same
material, which liuntfsi over the shoulders and la continually11 at Luring an if trying to escape from a silveror gold band wliicli fastens It around the waist.
The little children were dressed in admirable taste
ami looltod as iresli and sweet as the flowers. The
European ladies were out in the latest lashlons
from I'atis and London.highland lassie and lowlandmatron discussing with tbe native ladles tne
prospect of attending the comlug "duroar" at I'm[>«iiaor preparing lor the receptiou of the Duke of
Edinburg at Agra in November.

All was merry and iieautiiut at tho annual flower
show in Agra. The band of Miebeventy-ninth ilighlundersplayed the national airs of Kuglaod In tue
gardens of the Great Mogul. The fountains played
cooling jets upon the periume-laden atmosphere.The promenade ot many couples
resounded along the nmrble pavements,
and here and mere a bright uuu'orm sparkled by the
side of a gay silk under the shade of the cypress
tress. His Honor the Lieutenant Governor of the
Northwest Provinces. Sir William Mmr. Commander
ol the Mar oi India, Ac., distributed the premiums
to the lair competitors:.For geraniums, one gold
bracelet: for roses, one pair earrings; for piuKs, one
diamond rlug; lot heartsease, one necklace, and so
on lor carnations, daisies, poppies, vcibcnas, asters,
petunias, oxalls, violets and passion (lowers.
The eye wandered to the ladies, lo the flowers, to

the Taj, as diilercnt grades o! beauty: but candor
obliges me to say it rested longest on the Taj, as the
most unlading. The children played and prattled
around the Uower-llned borders, until the old fountainsleaped lor joy and spread their spray m golden
rainbows like an archway of ceiestiat promise to
guide their footsteps beyond the tomo. The pyramidot flower pois melts away, the shadow of the
cypress trees darkens iu ihe garden, the pattering
ol feel oti the pavement leads towards the door, ihe
fountains cease to ptay, the children's rainbow Is
gone, the reverberations of -'(iod Save the liueen"
die away in the vault oi the tojnb, the departing sun
spreads ins golden glories over dome and minaret
for a moment, and Shall Jelian ami ids beautiful
bride are lelt to the solitude ul' tueir magnificent
tomb.
There are manv other obieets of Interest at Aurra.

but when Hie suu shines the stars are invisible.
Wnen we have seen the Taj all else is nothing. The
lort ami palace of Akbar the Magnificent arc well
worth a visit. The fort Is a mile ami a half In circuit,built of red sandstone, with walls sixty leet
hixrh, surrounded by h fosse ami enclosing a palace.
T.ie judgment seal ot Akbar remains.a wliite
marble slab, now oroken, like tlie Moslem power.

X lie Pearl Mosque h a neautliul umrble structure,
erected ior tlie worship of Cod and the Prophet,
where cacti pious Mussulman Uas an assigned space
Indicated ou the uiarble floor.

Tlx* eenaua or harem of Akbar the Magnificent
was the geui of the palace. Halls and galleries and
suits of rooms of white marble, with court yards
tilled with fountains, and balconies of marble treliis
work inlaid with gems overlooked the river. Tile
inlaid work of smue of the walls and citings was
marvellous in its perfection and detail.not a color
ot (be vine nor a line of the flowe r bat the precious
tone was found to represent. In ttt marble wfcUe
channels are to be seen where tlie water was
trained to cool tbe temperature, in one portion of
the palace a marole wall, divided into two chambers
by an archway, was set apart and elaborately ornamentedlor u bath room, ami has since been called
the llall of Glass. Iu each room are marble basins
in thecentre of the floor, with cascades or marble
leadlner from the walls 011 either Bide. The wails
ami ceilings were covered over the entire surface
With thousands or mirrors, arranged In the most
Intricate deslgas, so that every motion of the
nymphs in the bain was reflected teu thousand
times 11*0111 the crystal walls ami ceilings.

It does not require a very warm lmagluatlon to
fancy the ladies of the harem disporting themselves
in ti'.e marole baths and tun in t their pS tatted iimns
to tiie splashing cascades, ac 1 trying to outvie the
other in aquatic gymnasucd. 0 .oh motion multiplied
leu thousand times for tlie amusement of their lord
and masu-r, the Great Mogul. Akbar was a king
ot cosmopolitan tastes. tie tilled his zenana
with the classic beauties ot ilmdostan and
erected apartments suitable to their customs,
itu gaiiiorcit tnc nark-eyed maidens ol Persia with
tlie o.ive ripening upon the cheek, and the fair
daughters ot Cashmere, with something o( a peach
bloom complexion. Ho was toierant in religious
in.(tiers, and took a I'ortugii 'se wile named Marie,
and ornamentad her chambers with fresco printings
representing scenes in bible history aud surmounted
her doors with the Creetw cross. Oh, ISrigiiatn Young.
you ure a North American savage compared to
Akbar the Magnificent; your harem Is a workshop
ami your women are slaves. When I was In (Salt
Luke City last I had to rliie two miles ro the sulphurSprings to get a bath, ami then took it in the
open air. \'V e should have made a visit to Futteporo
Sikree, some twenty tulles liom Agra, the cummer
palace of Akbar, and his dual resting place, but the
spectre ol Time w.u< always at our buck, threatening
to cut our legs oif If we lingered too long among
the ruins of the past; besides, things had come to
such a pass with our landlord, Monsieur Beaumont.
that negotiations lor a conveyance were attended
with Uttllcuity. lie had barricaded himself iu
his vilia and declined any communication
with us except by epistolary correspondence. We
had occupied the hotel and laid the servants under
contribution for such provisions and attendance as
could be obtained. In this st;iie <>t the case we
concluded to raise the siege and evacuate the premises,but the terms of evacuation were diiiicuit to
arrange on account of the tediousness ol correspondence.The most Important matter to arrange was
the bill. 'I'hls was finally sent over under a flag of
truce, and having been fully discussed wni finally
agreed to: but ot tier illiHculties arose as to the paymentof the money. The landlord would not cotue
out to receive it iu person, and we would not pay It
to the native servants. It was ilnally agreed thai
the landlord should send over a receipted bill Bil l
that we should leave the money 011 the table and
march out Willi our baggage and arms.

COFFEE CULTURE IN FLORIDA.
AUnptnblllly of Boll nnd t'limntr.

From the mouth of Indian rivar to Cape Sable, the

annuals, become their biennial* and perennials: and
oUMft nprodoca Umuwivm, aboat old aettlemtnta,
a long succession of years, that must be replanted
here every year. 1 do not mean to sav that cold
never enters that, region; very late colli has t<een
kuown to injure the coffee crop In Cuba. And whore
Is it that culture of every kind.aye, every adventure
of man. his own health and even life,does not suffer by
casual)test Hut I bold that it does not arrive mere
at a period or lti sufficient Intensity to kill this
plant. The coffee, like all other docidiious plant!), is
lua slate of torpor dnnng the winter months: in
which time a considerable degree of cold cannot Injurethem; and when the spring has aroused them
from winter sleep, 110 Cold can occur mere that
would be latal.
