I ptophesled some weeks ago that the effect of the
enormous Irish emigration would soon show itself in
a liliilulty of getting soldiers. What I then said
was verified three days ago. The minimum height
ut wlii' h recruits can now be received for the British
army has been reduced by an inch, and yet we can-

ere paid better, fed better, lodged better and treated
bot:-'i-1tian they have ever been before. The term of
service for a soldier has been reduced from twentyoneto tcu years. The period of service in India has
been lessened from tlftcen to seven or eight
years. We have no war In any part of
t!ie world to cause any extraordinary thinDinso: our ranks. We have not increased
but have actually decreased th8 strength of our regiments.And yet the vacancies are as many in proportion,ami more dlQlcult to All up, than they were

during the Crimean war. One reason for this is the
ever Increasing unpopularity of the army. The militaryaristocracy will not move from the beaten track,
and so improve the service that a man entering It
ax a private soldier would have fair hopes of obtainingrank alter a certain number of years. Whether
lilted or unfitted for the service, no matter what his
education or acquirements may be, it is rarely Indeed
that an Kn-dish soldier obtains a commission. And
so in proportion as the working classes get better
and better educated they avoid enlisting In the
sc. vice. This accounts in a great measure for the
pan* iry of recruits that we <-au obtain In England,
tlu u is not the sole reason, nor will It account for
whv Irishmen, who used to lortu two-thirds of our
line regiments, do not enlist. But I will tell
you what does account for It. Within t-he last
twenty days 10,000 strong, able bodied mechanic*
and agricultural laborers, a large portion of the
very pirh and marrow of England and Ireland, have
emigrated from Liverponl and from yueenstown lor
your country; and although they cannot be prevailed
npon to shoulder a musket on this side of the Atlantic.there Is little doubt that they would make excellentsoldiers if called upou by your country.

*lhi Worst feature, that is to »av the worst "fca'ure
for u*, wiUi respect to this emigration, is the bitter
hatred to everything English that these emigrants
carrj with them t;> America. It was not so in forlaeryears, m those da.vs an emigrant often left his
own land with a sort of undefined intention of returningthereto, or at any rate of benefiting more or
less the relations he was leaving behind him when
he should have acquired a position in the
land ol his adoption. But now eren Englishmenleave the country with the conviction
that prosperity and advancement are to them

now beginning to be agitated tn England, is that In
every parish there should be held every year* ballot
of all men of all ranks of life, between the ages ol
eighteen au'l thirty, and that these who uraw certain

no doubt be a fair aua equitable mode of Ailing our

what could be carried out honestly.or rather

I niuit not conclude this letter without mention-
Ing a clrt umstauce which cutae to my Knowledge
the other day. There 11 a book, written t»y Major
uenerai I'pton, of the United States Army, called
"System of Infantry Tactics." This work has been
moHt favorably criticised by military men in tln«
oouutry, and I have reason to kuow is likely to form
the foundation of a new system of drill lor the Englishinfantry. Whether the source from which it ts
taken will be acknowledged is another matter,
although I hardly think It will be cutter ignored or
denieu.

majority are tbe creations of the presont century.
Of the barons who responded to the wilt* of summon*issued by ftlmon dt MouttorL Earl of Ibicester,000 years ago, the dacendauts or turee only now
ait in the unpei houae, The. are Lords IlasTlnus,
l>e Icos ana AutUey, the baronies ot the two forintr
dating from lHi*, and that ot the latter from icttfl
The ssrvivtng peerages, which are creation ot
the fourteenth century, ftre four, viz., the baronies
t>r Catnoya, Clinton, Uacte and \V1!loug!ii>jr de Krcstij.
Ihe peerage* ot the tltterntli century now re^rr.
tenled 11 seven; ot the sixteenth, twelve; ot Hie
seventieth, tlurty-Ovs; ot the eighteenth. ninew-
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Ore, and of (he nineteenth, 231. TV.e surviving peerages.however, bear Uttle comparison to the number
of creauous. When Eari (iri-j came' into power
In November, 1880, be was called upou to contend
with a body which, scarcely without inteiruptton,
ftom the administration of Lord Bute to that of the
Duke of Wellington, had been recruited through

history, from 1700 to 1330, more than 400 peerages
had been created. Tiie actual number made wuhlu
the reign of Ueorge III. was SM, aud during the
seventeen years oT Mr. Pitt's Premiership upwards
of 140 new patent* were issued. Within two year*
the same Minister had either created or promoted
thirty-live new peers. A large number of these names
have, however, dropped from the rt>ll of the House of
Lords, for on an average more than twenty peers die
annually, aud turee or four peerage* become extinct
every year.

It is not surprising that when the whips found
themselves in office in H30, they at once began to
redress in some degree the enormous disparity in
the numbers of the rtval parties in the House ot
Lorn. Che subjoiued tabular statement shows the
Duw'jer of creations and promotions in the peerage
made by each minister from Earl urea's accession to
powa to the present time:.

The liberal party have been in power auring twothirdsof this period, aud have created l2o peers, as

against forty on the part of their opponents, yet
they are still in a miuorl'.y In the House of Lords.
It should, however, be explained that although In
less than forty years 183 new .patents l»ve been
issued, the whole of them were not absolute additionsto the strength of the peerage. In the majority
of Instances the dukes have been recruited from the
ranks of the marquises, the marquises from the
earls, the earls from the vlscountB, and the viscounty
from the barons. Rare Instances occur in which a
commoner at once receives an earldom, such aa In
tho ease of Lord John Russell. A retiring .speaker
countcy, but as a rulo the rank of baron of the
l tilted Kingdom it Hut oy which an outsider enters
tUe House of Lords.

The New Constitution.How It Was Received
In Cadiz.A Tame Reception.The Iteffency
Question.The New Consul.Cuban Affairs.

Cadiz, June 9,1809.
The lan light of the many prepared to impress the

people of Cadiz with the virtues of the new constitutionexpired last night In the midst of ttie most
profound silence and a dead calm. The most energeticpreparations had been mode to give this
solemn act.the promulgation of the new constitution,or, as It has been styled, the code of Serrano,

white walls of Cadiz.
All the office-holders were out In full force, ditto

I tie array and navy. To giro the funeion a respectableappearance the alcaldes of the villages
and towns in this province were invited, the CommonCouncil and the foreign consuls. The latter
body have a horror of civic powwows In Spain, becausethey are generally treated as intruders and
have no particular place assigned them. However,
the.v resolved to have a meeting before they decided
to take part in the ceremony. All were in favor of
turning out except the Austrian Consul, who, rememberlrga bungling affair in 1362, declined to
have anything to do witli the demonstration. The
Engilsh and Russian Consuls did not appear, but the
French andAmerlcan attended and agreed to don (heir
uniforms, In compliance with the request of the
Governor and as a token of their kind feeling towards
the government for the time being. 'Considerable
speculation was Indulged in as to the probable appearanceof the American Consti". He, of course,
responded to the Governor's invitation, and appeared
bU uniform. that of an American military ofllcer.

fhe procession assembled in the Governor's house
at two o'clock P. M. and perambulated about two-
thloas of the city. The spectators were very numerous.Each roof.azotra.and balcony had a fair
snare of "the charming girls ot Cadiz," and the sidewalkswere blocked up in many places by the silent
hundreds who looked and gaped and held their
p-ace. Arriving In the plaza T^an Antonio, the consularbody, alcaldes. 4c., ascended the*platform,
which had been hastliv erected the previous evening.
Tne secretary of the Governor read the constitution.
In the midst of his laoor a battalion of Infantry enteredtiie square and the few hundred persons as-
semblcd near the platform skedaddled to a safe dls-
tauce. 1 bis movement ww the Host unfortunate
because It gave the promulgation a very warlike
appearance. The hou»etops and balconlcs wero
crowded, ottf the attendance in the blaza was poor
hid'-ed, an 1 the ten* were confined "to the uniformed
gentlemen in the vicinity of tue platform aud the
dependents of the Governor.
After the secretary had read tlic new constitution

the Governor ma le a speech. He was greetnd !>v
the aforesaid ricaJ and one ''Death to the ltepublic;"
but a dozen "Viva la Repablloa" was the response.
The people In general remained verr decorous und
eloquently silent, because the battalions of Spain
were at hand, and the history of the country con-
tains too many tragic episodes which were Inauguratedat the conclusion of fimctane*. Prudence,
therefore, told them to stay away, or If present to
abnain from any kind of dUeattsfactinn. The majorityof the citizens t»l Cadiz are republicans. They
do not i-eiieve In the new constitution, because they
know that such instriimen's have no binding force
In Spain: because they remember the perjury of
Ferdinand VII., the vlllany of Maria Cristlna
and the carelessueas of Isabella. Constitutions
In Spain are like dicers' oaths.taken only to
be broken. It Is not a rigmarole or tlue
chapters and well arranged sections they need, but
a thorough, radical cleaning out of the whole conccraof crown and bauble. When the system that
lioa Impoverished the land is dead and burled be.
neath the mountain or the people's hatred a constitutionmay be acccptab'e, but until then the farce of

strong may bo Couut Uismarck's ambition to establisha German empire under a llohenaollern dynasty,
and whatever hopes Count boust may entertain of
some day humbling Prussia and its Premier, their
hands are tied more or less by aged monarclis, just
as unwilling as old Nap feimseif to run the risk of
losing their thrones. Allowing a certain prejudice
in France against Germany, we believe the majority
of the intelligent and industrial classes to be in favor
of pcaco, and it is no loss so in this country. If a

cordial understanding could be arrived at botwoon
both it would be au enormous profit to the people:
who now groan under the burden of military establishments.A genius is wanted to allay the
foolish fear of aggression and put a stop
to this vast squandering of national resources.We noticed in some Journal here a

complaint respecting the inefficient action of the late
conference for the caro of the sick and wounded soldiers.It was there stated that not less than
4,003 mattresses and bed* should bo provided
for each army corps of the North Germaa Confederation,so as to accommodate, In case of war, 48,ooo
wounded. The marks of identification to be worn

by every soldier, consisting of a small tin olate, upon
which the number of his regiment and company
is stamped, have been ordered; they will bs worn
on a string around the neck and under the uniform,
and wilt serve for speedy recognition ol the wouuded
and killed. The military gazettes teem with such
precious information and descriptions of new
needle guns, submarine torpedoes, Ac.; already
their columns are filled with the details of extensive
Held manoeuvres to take place In the fall or the year.
King William's journey to hl3 new provinces,

which had at first been fixed upon for the 24th alt.
and deferred until to-dav, ha* again been postponed
to the 13th. This Is somewhat strange, as his
Majesty has completely recovered from his indisposition,is daily conferring wir.ti his Ministers aud receivesvisitors at liabelsberg. It is said that
ttio arrangements for a festive reception
have met with opposition in some Hanoverianand Uessiaa«.towu3. The democratic
Zutcunft has heard of a refusal on the part of the
Common Council ol Hanover to wte any funds for
the purpose, as their exchequer could not afford it,
and had been considerably bled at a previous visit
of tils Majesty. The time chosen for the trip is not a
very good one, for great dissatisfaction is prevailing
just now throughout the country In consequence of
t'.ie proposed Increase or taxes. The unpopularity of
this measuro was evident from the action of the
Reichstag on Saturday last, wnen an additional duty

Thus It Is a thing understood once foi
all that nont bnt monks shall reach lbs highest dig'
nltlca of the church, tod be bishops, archbishops and
matrnnfilirnna nlthonirh the la no nnnnin law

whatever to that effect. Indeed, the om Is ao generalami so ancient that moat of the Rasstaoa themselves,If not apeclall/ Instructed in church matters,
believe it to be a lav, Jatt as most catholics not
strong In theology, imagine the cellbaoy of the
clergy to be a dogma or tha catholic Chorch, and
would have some trouble ia believing that Monsieur
le Curtf or 11 Slgnor Abbate have aa good a right tc
family joys and tribulations aa themselves. One ol
the cleverest things the black clergy have done foi
themselves la their having appropriated tq themselvesthe exclusive right to educate the white
clergy, which, as yon perhapa know, forms somethingof a caste, owing to the prieats' way of Inter
marrying their eona and daughters, and as much tc
the circumstance that, thanks to the blaca olergy'i
having it all their own way, no layman ceaid tak<
orders, unless he had t>eeo educated in one of<tlu
special ecclesiastical schools called semlnariee.
Those seminarist, as well as the higher * 'Bccle

siastical Academy," were, and still are, eznlusivelj
In the hands of the monks. The rector, Inspector
toadiers. professor.i, tutors, all are monks. On tin
other hsnd, If everybody could not take priestly or
ders, merely because he wished It, and bad quail
find himself Mr the office by the necessary studies
If those studies were not made In their privileged
schools, everybody might become a monk any time
he plcaiied, from tlie nge of eighteen, I believe, tohli
very death.

By vi. tue of tills advantagethe latter must be paid half a real daily by
each laborer, "lor hia pulque;" or If sucu
black mail is not paid the laborer loses his wor*;
and, work being always aearce, this uas to be subnuttedto. The proprietor allows his overseer to do
this, and it la regularly practised. These, poor men
have believed tuat uuv foreigners would be better
tnau their countrymeu as employers, uud so Maximilianand 'lie intervention got in uud not the lutle
popularity it did gel until worse evils lollowed in its
train. One who talks with these humble people and
la in their continence will hear that they nave a high
opinion of the United States people and their institutions;they got tins iu a great degree from knowingor hearing about the Americans who were nere
In 1847, who treated them and governed them much
to their satisfaction.

Still the grand question remains how Mexico Is to
emerge from her ancient barbarism, l'ime wilt
doubtless see tula done, and means are at work,
however slowly. Dut it is a pity that tue presout
