Nor cau the majority tor (he second readmeLie traced to aay conscientious desire on the part
ot the reera to yield their own convictions or prejudicesto the expressed will of a majority of the people.since it has been avowedly cast in the hope
or thereby defeat lug the bill without Incurring
direct responsibility for the act. We must look elsewherefor the explanation of this unexpected result
or the tut aiuoug tiie tory knights, in which the
haughty crest of Derby weut down before tho craveu
luu'-e of Salisbury, and the plain matter of fact is
hat we shall flud it in the growing dread of the revoluuonar.rtendency of the masses. As soon as the proceedingsol the conference of I'eers were made
public (he whole press of ttueland, with the
exception of the immediate organs of the
tory party, united In a tone of menace
against the Bouse of Lords. Let the I'eers place
themselves in opposition to the Commons, was tne
cry, and the fate or the Irish Church wilt be forgottenin the inquiry "of what use Is the House of
Lords t" The Irish Church cannot be saved, exclaimedsouie journals, but the Upper House may be lost.
I'roin every quarter of the country came propositionsfor popular agitation. The old Keform league
was to be revived, and meetings were to be held in
Hyde I'ark for the pucpose of pulliug down I'eers,
instead oi palings.
At Birmingham a great gathering was to take

place, and John Bright, who is as great a
terror to the aristocracy of England as
was John Brown, a few years ago, to
the First Families of Virginia, wrote a letter to his
constituents declining to be present, but expressing
in plain but moderate terms his views In regard to
the threatened aciionofthe Peers. As the letter la
doomed to become historical, and as it was sufficient
ro spread consternation among the nobtlily of Englandand to become the subject of debate lo both
Houses of the British Legislature, the American
reuder would no doubt desue to lead it in full. Here
It Is:.

It mar It* aske<l alio whr
the Crown, througU ita Minuter* in the Haute of
Commons, should he found in harmony with tliv
nation, while the Lord* are ucnerallr in direct opposition
to it. Instead ol doing a iutie childish tinkering about Ill's
peerages, it would be well If the l'eers could brum them
scire* on a line with the opinlous and necessities of our day.
In harmony with the nation they may go on for a ionic lime,
but throwing t'iem*e!rrs athwart Its course they may ini»et
with accidents not u'ea«atit for them to thinK of. Hut there
are not a lew good and wise men among the Peers, anil we
will hope tlietr counsel* may prevail. I am sure you will forgivenic if I cannot come to your meet ng.

Now tuts letter, although it contains nothing but

obvious truths, clot lied in the uneraggerated languaveof common sense, was in fact the main cattle
of the defeat of the bold policy <»f Lord I»erby and
the hacking down of the most noble Peers of Bnglandfrom Hie haughty position they took at the
J>uke of Marlborough's convocation two weeks ag».
The plain words of the rerorui leader opened
iieforo the eyes of the exclusive uristocracy
the book of futurity, ami Its lessons, rend
in the light of the past, made them pause
in their dangerous career. Here was a member of
the British Cabinet writing to a liberal association
a letter, to be read at a public demonstration and
Intended to meet the eyes of all the people of Kusrland,iu which the House ot Lords was described as
a body "not over wise." but by wh ist '-tinwisdom"
tue people might profit, should it lead those accidentallegislators, the peers, in their "infatuation,"
to throw tncmseh'es athwart the course of the nation.What wonder that so unusual an occurrence
should have blanched the checks of liord Derby's
followers, and have recalled to their uiind the valuableadage which teaches tis that discretion is the
better part of valor? ,
There are those who believe that the unwisdom"

of the Lords was never more conspicuously manifestedthan iu tue prominence they gave to this
letter by bringing it officially to the notice of Parliamentand making It tue subject of a questionaddressed to the Minister of the Crown. Hy their
vote this morning and by the speeches which precededit they have themselves admitted that ther
uare uut |uarc uiemwives openiy in oppoeitlOU to
tlie House of Common*, even on a meaauro which
Ma* been pronounced by a large majority of peer.-* sta
revolutionary, dishonest anil sacritigeous. Their
object in arraigning Mr. Bright Was no doubt to
create trouble and dissension among the
Ministers; but success lu this direction would
hardly compensate them Tor bringing the
powers and obligations of their (louse under
discussion. It ia rumored. Indeed, that Mr.
Bright'* associates are by no means unwilling to get
rid of him. A Cabinet minister who cannot hold his
tongue, and is constantly rendering it necesaarr to
explain away hia words in an oiticiai manner, ia
something of an elephant to own.

put by Colonel North to Mr. Gladstone only gave the

Nappwied Fenian Oiirafe* iu the C'auntj
Cork.

ou the isth tnst., abont nine o'clock la the evening,
four meu entered the restdenoeof Mr. Gray, at BallinlousNi,two mites from Cork. Mrs. Gray, who was
walking in front of the house, saw them approach,
aud guessing their object, ran into the parlor, where
her husband, an invalid, was seated at the table. Blie
screamed out, "the Fenians are coming!" aud handed
him a revolver. Two or the partv entered the Kitcheu,
and, presenting revolvers, overawed the domestics.
Another kept guard at the door, aud the fourth
entered the parlor, presented a revolver and demandedarms. Mr. Gray died, and the Feulau re-
rurneu me nre. nr. uray again nreu at nis assailant,the shot taking effect in the abdomen. Two
other shots were nred simultaneously across the
tabio. Tne party then withdrew, leaving outside
the wounded man, who begged to be let in. Mr.
«rav, thinking It a ruse, refused, but a Mr. Conollv
e.omiuot up. on his statement the man was admitted,
and kindly treated. His uame is Andrew Campbell,
a keener in the Lunatic Asylum at Blackroek. He
has beeu removed to the infirmary, hut is not expectedto survive. The ball has not yet heen eKtracted.He refuses to tell the names of ins accomplices.Three uiea have been arretted, but discharged.

The £'*i,-t of Tortosa Is beginning to make itself

felt by people and government. It begins to be
powerful, to lie a palpable, tangible thing that mcu
can believe has fervid lift* In U. one of its
sequences, by no means the most insignificant, is the
grand republican mass meeting held in this city of
the Abderramaues, In the i'arador del Toro, yesterdayafternoon. A reunion, .Spaniards call It.a
"reunion of republicans".a very good name, conveyinga signification which, to warm hearted, fiery
Andalusiaus, means just what it Is. Vesterday's
mass meeting was a reunion of every southern
.Spaniard who believed he fe't the glow of liberty
within him, and as one son of liberty met another
it was a spring into each others arms, a ki?stng
on both cheeks, ending witu a "Viva llberttkl."
There were aucli loud, sonorous kisses, with good
Hearty smacks, as if they were relished by donor and
acceptor.such beai^husrs, in name of friendship, in
name of republicanism, that no otlier namo but that
of reunion would be suitable or applicable to tlie
meeting of yesterday. At tlie call ot ttieir committeestlie republican came from the Pyrenees, from
tlie Basque provinces, from tlie plains of l.a Muu-tia,
Castile and Arragon to attend tlie reunion. For days
previous to tlili demonstration preparations were

belug iu8de to give due honor to tlie army of citizenswho were coming to hear the doctrines of the
republicans expounded by the most eloquent orators
of Spain, ft 10 a long ctme since ancient Cordova
looked so gay as yesterday. For a parallel we must
go back to tne days of tue last Moorish king, and
seek it on the day of triumph and victory over (jotlis.
Kver.r house was tn holiday attire. There were
streamers yards In length, and Spanl'h republican
banners tribarred.blue, red, yellow.of glorious
extent, waving from tower aud turret. Mottoed
tuscnptlons revived ancient memories or Spain.
evoked transcendental ideas of a future dlnilv seen,
but boldly spoken of, and suggested hope to the
itiAiuftmu whn ilorV'Pil tn PrtrdftVA.

ceptions in I his cane is made up wittiout aujr regard
to the rules la accorilauce with which audi twits
should be framed, it Is little else than a transcript
of tho evidence, oral and documentary, given at ttio
trial, and covers uuiety-six primed pages of the record,when the exceptions could have been presented
with greater clearness and precision iu any live or
them. In its preparation counsel seem to have forgottenthat this court docs not pass, in actions at
law, upon the credibility or suttlcieucy of testimony;
that these are matters which are left to the jury, anJ
for any errors in its actlou the remedy miist 1x9
sought in the court below by a motion for a
new trial. A bill of exceptions should only
present the rulings of t he court upon some matter or
taw.as upon the admission or exclusion of evidence.andshould contain only so much of Hie testimony,or such a statement of the proofs made or
offered, as may be necessary to explain the bearing
of the rulings upon the issues involved. If the facts
upou which the rulings were made are admitted the
bill should state them briefly, as the result of tho
testimony; if the facta are disputed It will be suiwcientif the bill alieue that testimony was produced
lendlug to prove them. If a detect in the proofs is
the ground or the exception such defect should t»e
mentioned without a detail ol' the testimony. Indeed,it can seldom he necessary for the first determinationol any question raised at the trial to set
forth the eutlre evidence given, and the practice in
some districts.quite common of late.of sending up
to this court bills made up In thla way, tilled wuU
superfluous aud irrelevant matter, must be condemned.It only serves to throw increased labor
upon us and unnecessary expense upon partiesIfcounsel will not heed the admonition*
upon this subject so frequently expressed by
us the judges or the courts below, to whom the bill*
are presented, should withhold their signature*
until tho bills are prepared in proper form, ft-eo.l
from all matter uot essential to explain aud pome
the exceptions. The action in this case is brought
to recover damages against the defendants for
fraudulently obtaining the property of the piaiuttrrs.
