The train from Puerte Principe due on Tuesday
last, the 20, did not wrrive bere untll last evening.

It wos sited that the (rain hadgheen
attacked and captured, that the bridges had
beea destroyed and Las Minas laid 1o ashes, How-
ever, much to the satistaction of the falthful Spun-
lards and corresponding depression of the disioyal
Cubans, guiet followed the coming of the train,
though the causes of the delay were serious enongh,
1t sermy thut when the train which left here laxt
8 hed a polat within seven miles

150 of the troops and volunieers went out after cat-
tle at a farm wbout two iengues from the eity, Tuey
met 4 force of wmsurgents, numbering, as they =ay,
500 men, by whoimn they were driven back, with
o loss of seven killed and twelve wounded, the
tormer miade up of a leutenant, a sergeant and four
soldiers. On their return, in the afternoon, the men
were &0 exhansted that large numbers of them had
to be cuarriea in carts, and, on their arrival, foroy
were sent 1o the nospital.  There are on an avernge
