broker's safe, but an unpretending whatesale tobuceo
store in the Bowery, where the thieves had resson to

Al hoped that now wonld come the
time when clean streets should be the order and
fith the exception, The “Health Board" was wel-
comed with general applause, and it was belleved

that with thelr advent to power the city might nence-
forth rely upon cleanliness being eufurced upgn all
people and in all streets,

that the “‘Hoard of Health" is but very littie, If any,

There
seemed to be nobody there making Niagara a som-
mer resort. Perbaps there are few who do this any
year compared with thoke who spend the summer at
Newport, Saratoga or Long Braoch, and then even
in the busiest times at the' hotels the goests are
mostly transient. [ asked the disappointed and
anxlous hotel proprietors and their subordinates the
cause of this pancily of guests, They replied the
weathér had been unususlly cold; that, in fact, there
had-been no real summer weather to induce people
to come or atay at the Falla, This waa true as regards
the cold, but only true in part with regard to whe
want of| customers. The truth i@ Niagara Is not
such a popular and favorite piace of resort as some
other places, and is declining comparatively in this
respect.
