The Irish Charel Bill Amendments,

Wasmixaroy, July 16, 1500,
Enfercemont of the Neutrality Lawe=—(unban
Omcials Satisfied with the President’s Ine

siructions.

The fnstructions lssued yesterday by the President
to the United States authoritles at New York cop-
cerning a strict enforcement of the neutrality laws
was not unexpected. The Cuban Envoy here, Mr.
Lemus, and those of the Cuban Junta who are with
bim, bad intimatlons of it several daysago. Itls
thougbt that the pressure brought to bear by the
Spanish Minlsier, and s trequent complaints of (he
fitting out and escape of expeditions hostile te the
EBpanish Interest in Cuba, was the immedinte canse
of the lssue of the mew orders. No great import-
ance s attached to the sction of the President, how-
ever, beyoud the fact that 1t puts the military and
naval power of the government at the command of
the clvil authoritiea as n posss comftatus to €D«
foroe the neutrality laws. The United States Dis-
trict Attorney and the Unlsed Stales Marshal at New
York were expected to look afier any infringement
of the meutrality laws before thelr attention was
directed to the matter by the President, I they
fonnd themselves unable to enforce the law it wad
their business to call upon the government for ald,
Which would of course have been granted. There
18 nothing really now or alarming, therefors, in the
turn affatra have taken, The New York ofMclals are
slmply cautioned to be more careful and to keep a
stricter watch. The Cubans are neither discouraged
cor demoralized by thia order, By a little shrewd
management they can get nearly all they want from
the United Statea withoat Gtting out expeditions of
& warllke character. They are not so much in need
of men as they are of arms, ammunition, War ves-
s¢l8 and military and naval stores. These can be
purchased and shipped from the United States withs
out any breach of the neuirality laws, According
to the rulings of the Navy snd War Departments any
person can purchase arme or shipa from the United
Statea and no questions asked. This glves a chance
to Cuba as well as to Spain, Mr. Lemus says the
Cubans can get along without men belng shipped
from the Unlied States il they can only get arms and
smmunition. It will be seen, thercfore, that there
13 nothing calculated to do great Injury to tha Cuban
cause by the I'restlent’s order—at least the Cubans
themselves so think, aud it I8 [air vo suppose Lhey
know best.

Cuban Estntes Conflacatod.

Inrormation has been recelved ners that the e3.
tates of D, Domiolgue Aldama aml hia som, Miguel
Aldama, of Cuba, have been seized by the Spanish
authorities. The elder Aldama 1s o native of Spain,
who has espoused the Cuban cause. He (s sald to
be a man of great wealth.

Further Decrense of the Pablic Debt.

From the present indications at the Treasury De-
partment 1t s pelleved that the next public state-
ment will show another large reduction of the ln-
acbtedness, though not near so large a3 was
exhibited on the 1st of the present month. The
recelpta from customs and internal révenue are con-
sidered good for the dull season, Estimating the
recelpts and expenses of government for the re-
mainder of July on the basis of what they have been
to the present aate, the debt statement on the 18t of

August will show a reduction of upward of
$5,000,000.
Disposal of Bonds Purchased by the Govern-

meat,

Under the law as It now stands the Secretary of
the Treasury is not allowed to place over §20,000,000
per annum in the sinking fand, This calls for a pur-
chuse of about two and one-third million bonds
each month. Since Mr. Boutwell's advent in the
Treasury he hag fully comp.ied with this requirement
of the law. The bonds which he 18 now purchasing
are therefore latd aalde to awalt the action of Con-
gress. itis probable that the Secretary in his re-
port will recommend that the surplus bonds be
added to the sinking fund also, to cover the years
elnoe the slnking fund was ereated whem no bonds
were purchased. This dates back seven years, and
would require $182,000,000, which i8 more than the
Becretary will be able to purcl:ase between this and
December,

The Yerger Case—Application for Iabens
Corpns Suspenided.

Owing to the importance of the queations involved
in the Yerger case the Attorney General has en.
tered Into & written stipulation with Messrs. Phillips
and Carlisle for the purpose of imtiating proceed-
ings by woich these aquestions will be brought before
the Supreme Court in October next for consldera-
tton and adjudication. In the meantime the appli-
cation to the Coiel Justice 1a suspepded without pre-
Judice to the petitioners. The District Attorney in
Misstasippl 18 directed to facllitate any proceeding
necessary for the presentation of the case W the
Supreme Court, The Attoiney General is authorized
by the President tosay that no sentence of the mill-
tary commission will pe carried loto effesr, save that
which may be necessary to the safe custody of the
prisoners. This agreement mects with the approba-
tion of Chief Justice Chase,

Mail Rebberiea in New Mexico by the Indians.

The Second Asaistant Postmaster General has
rocelved advices from Mr. M. B. Dulcld, Special
Mail Agent of the Post Ofiice Department, dated Lo
Meslila, New Mexlco, July 2, in which e states when
he arr.ved there he fpund the ciuzens much exoited
{n vegard to the depredations committed by Apache
Indlans, who have just captured the two last mails
between shat place and Tucson, Artzona, it being
the third mall captared by them within eight days.
Thoy killod two drivers and wounded the third. They
have kilied many men ou this route within the last
year and bave taken many mwails. From La Mesilla
to Tucson, & disiance of 300 miles, there is not one
mile that is safe to travel on account of the Apaches,
nor has it been since the organization of Arizona
Territory. This section of the country, it is stated, 13
the worat for Indlan outrages, and the fewedt num-
ber of Indlans commit the most depredations. A
subsequent despatch gives the names of the drivers
killed a# Esttvan aud Reyes, and states thas the
mails are badly torn up aad acatiered around, and
she mail bags are gone.
