It is reported that bonds
were bought In Europe yesterday ana this morning
on New York account, which Is not unlikely,
in small amounts, and this has had its
Influence here upon both the exchange and
gold markets. Any elTort at large purchases,
however, upou the same account would soon restore

Iteport of the Board mf Viaftwra.

WasHiNOTOtt, li. C.. August 6, is«9.
The Board of Visitors aupoiuted Or the President

to atteuil tue annual examination at the United
stated Military Academy at Went Point in June last
hare submitted their report to the War Department,
and it will tie laid before congress at ltd next dee-

siou. The Board wan composed of Judge Charles
H. Warren, Massachusetts; General John Katun, J r.,
Tenuuasee; Geuerai David Huuter, Untied Slates
Army; Geuerai W. O. Uresliam, Indiana; Hon. B. K.
Loau, Missouri, ana President* Anderson, ot tiie
Itochester University, New York, and staiitoii, or
Miami University, Ohio. By law tt was made the
duty of the Board to examine into the discipline, inatrucuun,police, administration, tiscal airairs and
other concerns of the Academy, ana lull reports
upon each of those subjects are made.
The system of discipline prevalent at the Academy

Is very highly commended. The personal freedom
so necessary to the development or stroug, self-reliantcharacters is not imperilled by unwise restraint.
Yet the personal knowledge of the Superintendent
r canceling the habits, conduct and capacity of otUcersand cadets is surprisingly minute, and, without
being oppressive or tyrannical, and consequently repulsive.is made to cgercise a coustant and powerfulinfluence over both. The main purpose of the
Academy to train young men to be saic and successfulMincers.is ever kept in view and never subordinatedto other ends. No oppression exists on
trie part or orticers, or seuse or degradation on
the part or the cadols, but a strict and rigorous*'discipline,justly but kindly enforced,
commands even Trout Its subjects cordial 6bcdleuce.
To every duty well periornted a value is attached,
wlule acts oi neglect and disobedience are charged
to the offender, to count against hltn in the tuture.
Tiie habitual use of the language, forms and routine
of the military service Imparts to the future officer,
while still a cadet, much knowledge of a part of his
future duties. The principles id nationality, love or
country aud ot Itlgu personal honor are careiuily
uurinred, and Insure to the country patriotic and
uonest us well as able officers. The list of offences
exhibits a gratifying freedom from malicious
disobedience or moral turpitude.carelessness being
the principal offence known, now that the skilfuland persistent efforts of the authorities
Iiave ail hut obliterated the former offences ol occasionalintoxication and persecution or new cadets.
The Board was pleased with the long-existing practiceof reporting the coudtict and class standing or
each cauet monthly to ids mends, hut would nave
heeu glad to Unit more evidence that the labors or
the iicudennc autnoritles were seconded by intluencesfrom home, and tnar. uo cadet is allowed to
iall below the bimmw of lua anilities for want of
such inspiration, made douhly necessary by ms loug
separatum from Ins laniil.y. The introduction ami

gradual extension of the system or enlarged privilegesas a reward tor good conduct Is declared to he
working very well.
Instruction at the Academy Is carried on under

general direction or the ."Superintendent and Hie
special supervision ot the professors, assisted by
ui my officers distinguished for their attainments in
the -pedal branches they are severally detailed to
teach. The division ol the classes 'Into sectious,
each In charge of an assistant.the professor proceedingfrom,section to section, Imparting tnc bcuetlt
ot his riper knowledge to both teachers and the
taught.produces a uniformity or attainment not
otherwise possible,' and Is declared to lie one of the
best featu es in the system. I lie blackboard illustrationsand recitations or the cadets command high
praise and attest their scientific comprehension or
their subjects and the faithtulness and ability of
their instructors. A marked deficiency in elegance
and even facility or utterance was, however, lound
to exist; and more training In logic, composition
and criticism is considered exceedingly desirable.
This and other deficiencies are charged to the low
staudard ol utiaitficutions for admission, which is
asserted to lie two years of study below the average
of colleges and universities In our own country and
in inilllary schools abroad, uud to the necessity of
devoting the cadet's limited time at the Academy
to the studies especially appertaining to his intended

prolessionol arms. While praising the attainments
of the cadets in forelgu languages, the Board tuiuks
that equal attention stipuld be given to our owu. The
suggested remedial measures for existing deficiencies
are embraced In written as well as oral examlna
tlous; short courses of lectures upon physical geographyas connected with military operations, and
hygiene, as connected with the care and preserva-
ti'on of troops in the field, and historical studies as
a means ot education. The standard of admission
should also be raised to correspond la some degree
with the standard of other educatloual institutions
at home and abroad. Constant additions to tUe
scientific apparatus are advised and the collections
of illustrations of natural history, /oology and
mineralogy being found to be very lar below what is
required, a plan for their enlargement and improvementLs recommended for adoption. Competitive
examinations as the basis or appointment to the
Academy are also suggested. The separation of the
chaplaincy from the professorship of ethics, as an
act of Justice to both those tniportaut unices, now
languishing from their enforced union, is recommendedby this Board, as it has been by all their
predecessors for many years. The study of the
course or ethics has long been Uistasteiul to
the cadets, and Una important branch has
fallen far oelow its standard: but It Is
nelieved that the reorganization proposed would reviveand make It popular. The Board consider the
proposition made to abolish it altogether as inadmissible,but its useful continuance is regarded as
dependent upon reorganization, in drawing it is
advisod that more time be given to draw from natureby the eye and less time to mechanical copying.
In practical instruction of all kinds, and bom ol a
military and civil character, gratifying proficiency
was observed. An interesting chapter of the report
Is devoted especially to the signal and telegraph
drill; the application of these auxiliaries to military
operations and the almost wonderful combinations
of one with the other, as Illustrated by the cadets,
exciting the admiration of the Board. The police of
the grounds and buildings, with the exception of a
want of underground drainage, la pronounced, after
general observation, confirmed by minute examination,to be exeilent In every respect.
The Superintendent's administrati on of the varied

concerns of ine Academy, zealously aided by his
stair officers, Is as highly commended by this as by
former Hoards of Visitors. In commenting upon
this branch of their inquiry the Board express an
opinion adverse to the dlspiaoement, unnecessarily,
of any officers la the more responsible administrativeposts.
The fiscal affairs of the Academy are reported

upon very favorably. Purchases of supplies seem
to have been judlcionsly made at seasonable tunes,
and consequently at reasonable prices, and the
accounts have been kept with scrupulous exactness.
The cadets' hospital is large enough for the ordinarywants of the Academy. Is well kept, but needs

more light and a better system of drainage than
cesspools beneatu the building.
The library contains some 23,000 volumes, chiefly

scientific works, pertaining to the studies pursued
at the Academy, but with a judicious infusion of
biogrsplucal and historical works. To enable it to
keep up with the wants of the age yearly appropriationsare needed, and $2,000 Is suggested as the ap

proprlaitonfor the current year. A good catalogue
is much needed, and one has been prepared without
any cost to 1 lie government, and its publication, at a
cost of $1,000. is advised.

In conclusion, the Board express their opinion that
however nearly the Military AcadcmJ may have met
the wants of the past, it does not. in view of our na-
(tonal growth, the place wr nave taken among the
nations, and the progress made of late year* In the
cience and art of war, meet tne requirements or the
present as the one military school of a great nation,
and that it should be raised to a standard unsurpassedabroad. They therefore recommend that the
Academy be greatly enlarged, the number of pupils
greatly increased and two separate courses of study
pursued.one in a general class for all the cadets,
the other in a special class formed by selection of
the best material from the other class-the general
class to be limited to a thorough comprehension
ol the elementary principles ol the art or war;
hut tne special class to be limited only to the
boundaries of knowledge upon that subject, other
changes art' suggested as dependent upon the adoplionoi ihts proposed basis or reorganisation, rc m
lug, among other things, to a return of a portion of
the graduates in each year to civil lite and to an
enure chauge In the sysiciu ot promotion m the
array.
As the result of their investigations the Hoard And

that, considering canting obstacles, woudenul rc-

>y Dr. Atvah Hobos, the husband ol the murdered
ady, running breathlessly into the Fifth police stalonon liedhaiu street and cryiug that nts who was
diet. Sergeant Hartshorn was quickly despatched
o the scene, and upon arriving at the nouse found
hat the viottiu of tne assault, Mrs. Katie Hobbs.was
load and her body lying upon a sora in tue parlor,
ier murderer, Major Thomas I.. White, stood to the
utddle of the apartment, holding in IiLh hand a revolver.with which the deed was committed. This
nstruinent is one of the Smith A Wesson manufacture,Its barrel six inches in leugtii. having six
shambers for powuer and nail, two of which were
implied. Me surrendered (O the odleer at once wlth>utany show or resistance, and iiuiutly accompanied
inn to the station house. Whiie.lt now appears,
tad been stopping with the Doctor some days, and
was under treatment for a lung disease. The facta
>f the shooting are auDstani tally as given in our issue
d .vosterduy.
After Major White's arrest the question was put to

him by an odleer ot the station bouse as to tne cause
of the dreadful act, when lie replied that there was
no cause to justify what be had done.
Tne deceased was a lady of many accomplishments

and was widely known. She was about thirty-live
years of age and had been the wife of Dr. Hobbs
about twelve years, their union during this time havingbeen ot the most lender and adcctiouate character.Before her marriage she had acted iu the capacityof housekeeper in bis family. Her maiden name
was Miss Katie Sylvester, she was twice married,
Rrstto a Mr. Ismrie, with whom sbe lived for some
time iu Ann place. Mutual disagreement having
sprung up between Ihem she was afterwards divorcedand remarried to Dr. liobbs. The latter has
also been twice married, having been divorced from
his first wile, wno is still alive and residing ui this
city.
Major Thomas I.. White is a Canadian, about thirty

years of age, uud came to this city in IH&6 and enteredthe law omce of B. h. Treanor to enter the
study of law. Subsequently lie pursued his studies
at (lie omce of Messrs. Burl A Lincoln. Before the
breaking out of the war he was admitted to the bar
and commenced practice in this city. Klred with
indignation at the action of the South, he gave up
his practice and enlisted as u private in tne Ninth
Massachusetts regimcut, being very active in organizingthe regiment. At the bailie of l'rcdericksourg
he was severely wounded, and lor ment.irious conducthe was promoted to a raajoralup. He was directlythereafter sent South and assisted la organizingseveral colored regiments. Tncre lie remained
mi alter tlie war, being an intimate fricud of GeneralDent. In 1808 lie was sent a* a delegate to tlie
Chicago Convention from Mississippi. Hiuce the war
lie Has remained in Missis-ippi, acting In tlie
capacity or a registry officer, a position secured (or
liint by General Ileal. A tew weelu ugo lie returned
fiom the Soutti, coming on to New Vork. where lie
remained a few days. He CUM to this city two
weeks ago to-day, suffering with some lung disease,
and lieitig a most intimate Irlend of Dr. llouhs and
his wile lie was Invited to their house, the Doctor
actiug as tils medical advisor. Major White has
known and loved, tairiy idolized, Mrs. liobos for
years. About tier he was a perfect monomaniac,
and iti 1881, alter attempting to take her life with a
knife, he was, through die advice of Dr. .stedman,
sent lo the Insane Asyium at South Hoston, where
lie remained about six mouths. As slated, after his returnto this city two weeks ago, lie was invited again
to Dr. Hobbs' house, many iriends ol Mrs. Hobos at
tlie time remarking that tbey thought it very imprudentfor liuu to be there.
Major White was arraigned before Judge Hard, of

Hie Municipal Court, yesterday forenoon, on the
charge of the wilful murder of Mrs. Katie Hobbs by
sliooiiug her wdli a loaded pistol. Mr. A. O. firewaterappeared as his counsel, and m his client's benaliwaived all preliminary proceedings as far as
the lower inbiinai is concerned. White was then
ordered to i>u fully commuted to the comity jail to
await the action of tlfc Grand Jury tor the .Septemberterm. Mr. Brewster requested that, if possible,
ati earlier hearing might be had ami that tne case
might be sent to tlie Grand Jury now sitting. Tbe
Court informed the eouusel thai to grant the request
wus beyond his power aud that application should
ue 111; 1(11' umiiigii uuuiuer nuim.e. iu rrcn ui win

fact that Wlilte (lias been an inmate ol an Insane
asylum it is thought thai a plea or insanity will be
made in bis defence. The demeanor of the prisoner
was calm and undisturbed, ana slid not evince
the least agnation. In appearance lie was a man or
medium aiature. His height would seem about live
feet eight inches, weight anout 120 pounds, complexionpaie, hair and mustache light brown. His
countenance will be familiar to many who have
done business about Court square for a number or
years.

Or. Alvali Hobbs, the husband or the deceased, Is
a man a little past middle life, rather thickset, with
hair and beard somewhat gray, lie was thoroughly
devoted to Mm wire and is almost luconsolable at the
great loss lie has sustained. After ills return from
the court yesterdav forenoon, whither he had been
summoned to attend the preliminary examination
ol Major While, he went to his rooms, where he
remained secluded the remainder or the day. His
residence was kept closed, and a large piece of crape
attached to the doorknob told that it was the house
of mourning and kept it sacred from unnecessary
visitation.

Coroner'* Inquest.Testimony of Or. Hobbs,
Husband of Deceased.

Boston, August 5,1860.
The jury of inquest on the deatu of Mrs. Alvah

Hobbs. who was shot on Tuesday night by Major
rhomas L. White, held asesslou this afternoon.
Dr. Alvah Hobbs was the first witness examined.

He staled that he entered his parlor about ten
o'clock ou Tuesday evening and entered into conversationwith Mr. Bullock, a medical gentleman
rrom Providence, his wife at that time being in her
sleeping room, on the same floor in a wing of the
house. As Mr. Ballock was about leaving Mrs.
Hobbs was sent for; she came in and
entered into conversation and then sat down
by a window; a few moments from that
time he heard the report or a pistol; Mrs. Hobbs
arose lrom her seat, partly opened the door into the
Hall, hut dosed u instantly una cried out to him.
Doctor, he's got a pistol," at the same time putting

her shoulder against the door; he ran towards the
door and had advunced a tew steps when a second
discharge came; Mrs. Hobbs staggered hock, threw
up ncr hands and exclaimed, "On, father (tne term
she always applied to her husband), I am snot;" he
immediately went to her, saw that she was fatallv
wounded, left ner in the care of Mr. Bullock and
ran to the station house; when he came back a few
moments alter he found his wife dead; he could
not see White when he tlrat came iroui tne room,
bnt supposed he might be hid tmder
the si airs, and during the shooting was
iioi certain that he saw him at all; at tea Mr.
While was very quiet, and the only conversation
which ensued was in reference to a headache which
that gentleman was laboring under; Mrs. llobos,
when she went to the door, remarked to her hushundthat Mr. White was trying to fiighten them;
lie nas In the habit of firing pistols, and the lirst
shot was supposed to have been tired in his room
until some time subsequent to the murder, when the
bullet was found In the parlor door; one day last
week White followed Mrs. Hobbs out or the house
with a pistol In his hand, but made no overt act, and
for many weeks he had slept with a loaded nlstol
under Ills pillow; Mrs. Hobbs never went to his
room to request him to cease reading so loud,
as was reported, but sent a servant girl
to do so. Further testimony or Dr. Hobbs
revealed the facts that White was a quick tempered,
reckless fellow; that in the year 1861 ne was caught
with a butcher's knife threatening to kill Mrs.
Hobbs, but was prevented by Mr. Hobbs, who threw
lum ou his back, look the knife from turn and gave
him in charge of an officer.
Annie Coleman, a Kirl wno has lived in I)r. Hobbs'

family for some time, said the heard Mr. White
reading aloud and was requested by Mrs. Hobbs to
request mm to cease; aha did not go, but went to
her own room; when she beard tha pistol flred she
screamed and ran down stairs, and saw Mr. White
standing at the door of the parlor; she passed by
in in *ud went to Mrs. Hobbs, who was lying on the
floor; White came in a few momenta alter, looked at
Mrs. Hobos and asked the girl If she was dead, and
also said that ho told Mrs. Hobbs that he would
sboother; White stayed in the room until the officerscame in.
Catharine B. Mccarty, who was also employed In

the family, said she went to Mr. White's room,
knocked at the door and was requested by Mr. White
to come tn; he met her with a smiling face and
asked her several questions aa to what visitors were
In the bouse; she told him and said that she came
to ask him to cease reading ao loud: she went to
ner own room and it waa there she heard the two
shots flred; she had heard him on several occasions
threaten to kill Mrs. Hobbs and also himself; when
she went to the parlor White was stooping over the
body of Mrs. Hobbs. The girl further stated that
White never threatened to kill anybody but Mrs.
Hobbs, towards whotu he seemed to entertaiu a peculiaraptte.
Tue session then adjourned till to-morrow.

MOTHER RAILROAD WAR.

Exciting Content for (he Control of the HusqucbiiuiiiiIlouil.Erie Clique Versus Local
Direction.
[From the Albany Evening Journal, August 4.|
A determined movement, thoroughly organized,

was initiated some months since, to wrest lite controlof the Susquehanna Railroad from its present
management. An old express quairel was one of
the exciting causes of this strife, and questions of a
similar character from time to time arose, which
rendered it dcsiruble to certain parties to secure the
removal of the ottlcers who have directed its ailalra
since the opening of the road. The eilorts to this
end have b°cn directed with greal shrewdness.
The leaders began early, and have worked witn persistence.
home months since an attempt was made to

make President Ramsey a party to persuading the
towns to sell their stock, nut Mr. Ramsey deemingIt for the b03t interest or the towus that they
should retain it, relused to volunteer any such advice.The law prohibits the sale of stock bv the
towu commissioners at less than par Without tue
vote of the towns, but they are authorized 'o sell at
par at any time. The 6pposition, linding It necessaryto secure the stock held by the towns if they
were to succeed, recently formed a coalition with
Jay Gould, by which the latter was to lurnlsh the
lands for the purchase of a sufficient amount at par.
It hus been well known for some time that tne Erie
Railroad desired to obtain control of the road, but
President Ramsey lias thus fur stood firmly by Hie
best interests of the people, anil has prevented the
road passing out of the hands of the inhabitants of
the section through which it passes. This new coalitionthreatens the overflow of this wise policy and
places the Husqucliauua within the grasp of the railroadpirates of Wall street.

'l'ne struggle between the Erie party and the local
control came to a head on Friday. Thursday uighL
a number of carpet-baggers went out on the Hue of
the road, bountifully supplied with greenbacks.
Telegrams followed them, and early on Friday morningit was known that a formidable raid was in progress.A number of commissioners arranged immediatelylor sale. Others remained open to negotiation.Mr. Hainsey followed on the noon train on
Friday, and from that time the contest lor supremacywaged nerceiy. The tact that the Erie party
procured the stock ofsome of the towns at less innu
was offered by Mr. Ramsey has a suspicious look,
