MURDER IN PORT JERVIS.

An 01d and Respected Chizen Assnssinated by

GREAT FIRE ON LONG ISLAND.

Oune of the most disastrona fires that bave ocourred
for many years took place at Columbusville, Queen’s
county, L. L, last night, on the premises of
Messra.
