gazing? What fools they were, some might say. llut
was it a loolish thing to manliest an interest
lu such a phenomenon of nature as an eclipse.
It is well to contemplate the operations
©f nature, and as it Is done to have
the mind led rrom nature up to nature's God. Thus
b.v the eclipse oi Saturday orje may he reminded of
the great obscuration that took place at the Hum or
our Saviour's crucifixion. What a strange event
was that The Jewish sixth is our twelfth hour.
At that time, when the sun usually shines In his
meridian splendor, everything was wrapped in sable

{loom. Darkness was spread over ail the land. Hut
ow came this darkness? can It oe accounted lor on

natural principles? No; the obscuration of (lie sun
lasted for three hours; an ordinary eclipse lasts but
a tew minutes. Besides, tne moon was not at that
trine in tne part of her orbit at which an eclipse
could occur. The darkness, then, must have been
preternatural. There are those who call that greut
event in question. Whv, it is asked, do we
not read of it in profane history. Tertulll&n, an
eminent Christian writer of the latter part of the
second century, In his defence of the Christian religionbefore the Human Heante said ilia* the obscurationof uie sun at the crucifixion was spoken of in
the annals of Home, une or the objects of this
darkness was to give evidence or iho malesty of the
being who sudered. Because of Hits event one or
the bystanders said of Christ, "Truly, this was the
Hon of Cod." lllonyslus, a convert to Christianity
at Alliens, under the preaching of Paul, witnessed
Uie darkness while In Hellopolts, and he said:.
' Hither ibe God of nature is suffering or the world
ta being dissolved." Another reasou for the darknesswas to ahow the foulness of the crime commuted;and still auuther to vindicate the substitutionarycharacter ol the Havlour's sunerings. He
died, but not for his own sins. The iniquities of one
person could not have extinguished the light of day.
Many persons had been cruciOed before, but the sun
hous as bright as ever.

ST. JOHN'S MTHOWST EPISCOPAL CKUHCH WILLIAMSBURG.
SfrmoD by Kev. Charles W. Bennett,

The usual morutng services were conducted at the
al>ove named church yesterday, by Kev. Charles W.
Bennett, formerly pastor of the American Protestant
church, at Berlin, Prussia. The preacher took as
his text the words found in John xvU., 2l.

Christian unity, he said, must not be found In one-
ness ltor id pcriect unity or uogmauc statement, but
Id tbe prevalence of that love In the hearts of all
Christians lor oue another, as characterized by the
love our Lord bore towards ills fellow man. Much
unity has already found large place in the
Church, and among other indications of its
presence is the variety of Christian literature
throughout the world at the present day, scatteringbroadcast in one form or auotner the divine truths
of the promises of God. The reverend doctor then
gave a vivid description of tbe state of the ProteslautChurch throughout Europe; the vast reaction
which is convulsing the old catholic States oi the
Continent. In Vienna. Austria, he observed the
gradual tendency of tbe masses to conform to
usages of tbe.reltgion of the reformers. The CatholicChurch gives to every library conuected
with their colleges and schools "Thomas a
Kemper's Invitation of Christ" in 1-cuclou's
fcennons; but the English church presents ths
Bible to all who come within the pale
oi her teachings. The preacher in conclusion exportedall within the bearing of his voice to give
their love aud labor toward the redemption of the
fallen Magdaicns and prodigal sons who Infest Williamsburgaud Brooklyn, said lie:."The list of uiur-
writ, rouuenes una various oiner crimes aany neru.dedto the world was enough to niuKe the stoutest
hearts tremhie with fear for tne welfare oi our belovedcountry una the preseut unsettled state of seemlyin general. Verily God iu his wrath visited
'toe cities of the plain' and destroyed their rebelliousinhabitants. The day of reckoning was lust
approaching, and it benooves each and every creatureto prepare for the judgment seat."

ALL SOULS' CHURwH.
Mormon by W. II. flrlffhain.

Kev. W. 1L Brigham conducted the services in this
Church yesterday morning, and preached a brief
sermon, taking his text from the alxtb verse of the
JUBih Psalm, which bears relation to the Impossibilityof comprehending God and His workings perfectly.The preacher said that the expression containedin the test might he the ntteran .0 of a soul
to doep contemplation or of a bewildered soul not
Mtltfled with anything. From the simple fact,
which the words of the text contained none would
nalntaln that a man can know all. No Intelligent
nan would assert even that the words of
lusulraflon gave a comprehensive descriptionof ail the knowledge of uod. Inanitycould not be brought into the compass
of AnJty, and the spirit which wm supreme and
divine eotild not be brought into the limits 01 any
space. (Hie school of German painters denned this
outward v'prid, with all its wonders, us "a God comingto the knowledge of Himself." The fact waa
that unattaln thle knowledge was al once an abstract
conviction and k" experimental conviction. Uvea
if we started wlt> the hope that we could And out
the fuluic the very eynoeptiou of the divine ngl^e

bold us very clearly tust 11new eould M known by
human mind or intellect. Kor, it we could attain to
that knowledge, we most be divine. It was not
the purpose of lila discourse to dwell upon the generaifact of the unalterable groatneas of God. He
would take a narrower range than that, In general
terras he might my that the Impossibility of reachingthe completeness of divine knowledge was no
reason why we must not seek that knowledge, and
that onght to have uo influence In keeping as back,
in the unit place, then, there was a natural instlnet
winch drew men towards heavenly wisdom. It was
the soul's Impulse and the soul's right to make these
Inquiries.ihat was the soul's natural desire. Every
spirit longerl to penetrate the secrets by which It
was surrounded.to rise from facts to laws, lrotn
phenomena to causes. There was a longing in the
soul of man to acquire more knowledge of the
spiritual workings or its Creator. Why should the
soul of man, then, be hindered flrom inquiry aud
searching into theology and heavenly things. There
was no study which more exalted and Inspired the
human soul than that of theology. The pagan fahle
that "One morsel of ambrosia la worth more than a
loaf or baked bread" would apply here with the
greatest aptitude. There was positive good in the
soul when It advanced a single step In its
investigations. We found, after long groping
an l wandering through narrow aud dark passages,
thai we knew but little more of the secrets of thai
darkness than before. Groping in the labarvnths of
religious thougUt. however, left more joy iu the soul
thau ail the possible or conceivable joys of physical
llle. We really learned a great deal when we tried
to know God ana his works. These nights or tho
soul In thought were not empty beatings of the air.
Every serlouB contemplation of divine things made
us in some degree wiser. No science, uner an, pro
duced more positive results tlian sacred science.
The study of divine things might now show us clearlywnai Gcd is or where He Is, hut It made it more
aud more unpo-slLilu for us to disbelieve his teachingsand laws.

Sermon by Rev. John J. Owen, of London.
A large congregation assembled yesterday at the

Stautou street Baptist church to listen to preaching
by the Kev. John J. Owen, of London, who comes to
this couutry to make it his home. The reverend
gentlemen pronounced an eloquent and instructive
discourse, securing the golden opinions of his
hearers, who, at the close of the service, with a
unanimous voice praised nis zealous efforts. Steps
will be taken to ordain bun as the regular pastor.
He selected bis text from Second Tbessalonlans, I.,

persecuted and maligned, who was crucified ami buried,and who ascended from a mountain in Ualllee
to sit at the right hand of the Father, will not oome
agaiu to undergo another glorious martyrdom, to

guide them In triumph to tbo Promised Land and
teau them to the steps of the heavenly throne- It is
to this majestic mission of the Redeemer that
the text refers, and for Its future completionall souls should prepare. They should be
washed ot sin, and compensate by repentance the
vicarious atonement of Christ. He will be "glorified
In nis saints" under a variety of circumstances,
which the words of the Gospel must suggest. First,
In the forgiveness of sins, to effect wnich Christ
came on earth and followed His unexampled career
as the Holy, Teacher. He wandered from laud to
land, from shore to shore, and planted the primitiveChurch by His weary pilgrimages, and sent His apoejties to the distant ends of the earth to spread abroad
the fruits of Christianity. And now now changed
Is the aspect of the world.how different from
eighteen hundred years agol In Kurope, in
Asia, In Africa and America, and soon
among the savages of Australasia will the standard
or Christ float universal. His wondrous example
shall change the heart of the wicked and depraved,
as Paul, the blasphemer and sinner, became the
Apostle and advocate of God.

KINGS COUNTY POLITICS.

The Campaign nnd lfs It,sura.Opposition
to Com mixtion*.Kewloralion of Power to

the Mayor aod Common Conncil.Political
Organizations at Work.A Few of the Cnndldateo.TheOthers to be Filled.
It is only now that the politicians, and those who

have an eye on them, arc beginning to awake to Hie
fact that the time for action ia drawing close to
hand; that the plans for the fall campaign should be
looked well to; that tne hordes and cliques should
be drilled, disciplined aud marshalled in their re-

spectlve divisions, and, in brief, the clarion note of
preparation should be sounded without delay, if, in-
deed, they would lie In readiness for the approach-
lug contest. It Is true that this is the season of vacationand rest, that the courts are closed, and but littleis being done in the several departments of the
municipal government; that the loading lights of both
the democratic and republican parties are rusticating
and recuperating for tbe trying time. But neverthe-
less there arc subtle agencies at work for either weal
or woe on both sides, which are agiiattbg a very
large and influential portion ol the community. The
questions at issue in Kings county upon which
argument will be based in the political canvass are
of the utmost importance to the taxpayers ol Brook-
lyn, Involving tbe principle of right between the administrationor the offices of municipal government
by the Mayor, Common Council and other de-
partment officials, chosen by ballot, and an Ill-advisedand extravagant expenditure of funds- by
commissions corruptly appointed, In opposition to
and without cousuitiug the will of the people. The
commission system in Brooklyn, most eweeplDg in
the exercise of the privileges accorded it by the
Legislature, is popular ouly where actual and direct
benefit is received from it, and its merits are too

slight In proportion to the lavishness of the outlay ol
public moneys entailed to elicit In this city anythingakin to commendation of the experiments. The
latest ami most sweeping thrust at the pockots of
the taxpayom Is the Waier ami Sewerage commission,the boundless powers of which in all matters
of sewerage, street cleaning, repairing, repavlng,
grading, cutting and tilling streets have been fully
explained tu these columns on a previous occasion.
Winic the Commissioners are all reputaole and intelligentmen. whose characters are believed to be
uulmpeachuble, the restraint upon their official
transactions is too slight to satisfy many as to the
infallibility of their judgment and the propriety
of the mode of procedure. Already the warning of
the economical Mayor, Martin Kaibilelscli, given utteranceto two years ago in his message, against the
likelihood of the sobrujuet Clty of Bouds" being
fliven to the city if more precaution was not taken
n the outlay of public money, is beginning to assert
a meaning. It can no longer be denied that the
high rata of taxatlou here drove many millions of
capital from Brooklyn to Westchester county, New
Jersey and elsewhere m the vicinity or New Vork,
which woold have found its way to the City of
churches, were it not for the rapidly rising rate of ,taxation, and the prospect of still further increase.

Earthquakes .Civil War . Military Executions,
Panama, July 31, i860,

Earthquakes continue to be felt along the coast
and through the interior. On the 91st or July, at
half-past seven P. 61., a sharp shock was experienced
at Guayaquil. At balf-paat nine P. M. on the same

day It was felt at Payta, and at midnight quite a
severe Bbock was experienced at Callao. In no case,
however, was any barm done.
On the 33d and 24th or July a heavy shower of

ashes fell over the city of Guayaquil, which was

supposed to proceed from the old volcano, Pi-
cmncni, on me siue 01 me qui comaiuiug which »

situated the city of Quito. This volcano and that of
Cotapaxt have both been In a state or activo eruptionrecently.
Mr. E. P. Larkin, the Superintendent of the PetroleumOil Compauy at Tumoes, near Payta, has come

up on the present steamer en route for New York.
On the loth of July a decree wae Issued In Quito

by the National Convention declaring the republic
in a state of war and Investing the executive with
the necessary power to save the country from the
piratical Invasion with wluch It Is threatened; and
the General ln-Chlef, Gabriel Garcia Moreno, has
been called into uctive service and Invested with ail
the powers delegated to the Executive.
On the 18th Captains Jos6 Maria Cabrera and

BANDITTI IN THE QUMBEBIANO MOUNTAINS.
A Man Kidnapped.$'£,000 Kansoin Demanded.

We received yesterday the particulars of an aifair

of the most astounding character, which, did our inlormationnot come from reliable sources, we should
certainly discredit.
Our readers are doubtless aware of the exploitsof the notorious desperado named Bndd

Carter, whom wo have had occasion to mention a
number of times durlug the last few weeks- Budd,
It will be remembered, was captured uud confined
In jail in Northern Alabama on the charge or horse
stealing, having ded from Tennessee 011 account of
ins many outrages against law and order. It seems
that he was last engaged in an Illicit distillery
scheme In Cumberland county, whence he was run
out by the officers of the Keveuue Department,and then, after plundering abont in his
travels south, dually brought up in Northern
Alabama, where he stole a home, was iollowed and
captured. As soon as toe United Elates authorities of
Cumberland county became aware or the fact that
Carter was In durance they procured a requisition
from Governor 8enter, took Budd from jail and
brought him to Nashville fyr trial before the federal
court.
Budd was called up before Judge Trigg, and the

trial on the charge of illicit distilling commenced.
As soon, dowever, as the civil authorities of Cumberlandcouuty heard that Carter was in the hands of
the United States oitlcers they seut down and had
him tilVPfl All Mil nUi indlnr.mAMt. far miirrloi*
lie whs accordingly carried to Crossvllle and lodged
In Jail for a future hearing. This was about a roontu
ago, and Uudd has lalu In durance ever
since, till lust Tuesday night, when he
broke Jail and escaped. Immediately collectinga gang of his friends, the desperado went
over Into White county, and on Wednesdaythe villains rode up to the house of Mr. William lliil,
a prominent citizen, who once arrested Carter, and,malting him a prisoner, hurried away toward tho
mountains. Word wus at once sent back by them to
the mends of Hilt that if they did not make up $2,000
at once us a ransom Utll would bo huug or shou
The money was to be left at the house of Budd's
mother. Hill himself sent word to have tils frlcnus
accede to the deuiuud, as ho feared for his life, andthought that even 11 the ransom money were paidhe might be loutiy dealt with.
Our readeis can readily understand the consternationwhich this ait'air produced. Tnose Interested in

the weilare of Mr. llill exerted themselves, and the
mouey was raised and sent to the point designated.These particulars we learn from Mr. Oeorge mil,
who arrived lu the city from McMlnnville yesterday.
No news has yet arrived as to the safety of the
prisoner who was thus ruthlessly oarried away.

A Doctor nag Ilia Four Wives.Hodden Death
of the Third.lie is Charged with Poisoning
the Foarth.

Many persons will remember mat last year one

Dr. William Duvail, who proclaimed luuiscii able to
cure persons afflicted with any of the diseases
known to suffering humanity by the "laying on of
hands," appeared in tne city and set hliuscli up as a
rival of the regular practitioners. Whether thoso
who draw their rees ironi the poorer classes found
him a formidable rival we cannot tell, and do not
care to inquire. It Is sufficient for our purpose to
say that after boarding at the 8t. Nicholas Hotel a
time he moved to No. 613 Walnut Btrect,
where bis wife, Catharine King ltuvall, died
suddenly on the 11th day of Jnly,|i868. Catharine
waa bis third wile. Two former consorts ol the
doctor had died before, how or where is not known.
When the third one lay stretched a corpse Dr.
Duvall himself signed a certificate that she nad
diet) of spoplexy, on the strength of which a ceiUOcatofor Interment was granted at the Hoard of
Health office, and undertaker Sinithcrs burled the
deceased In Beliefontaine Cemetery. Wheuier Duvailwas too much shocked by the death ol hie third
wife to slay iu a city where he would be constantly
reminded by the surroundings of his bereavement,
or (ound the dimes and the dollars coming in too
slowly, we do not kuow; but he left town, it Is said,
somewhat suddenly, aud In a manner which would
cause Mr. Muiltiiers sud the proprietor of the St.
Nicholas to desire to be kludly remembered to bun
when he next appeared upon the medical boards.

It inav here be stated that Catharine, before she
was married to the doctor, had been living with linn
during tho lifetime of his second wife as governess
to hla children. When Mrs. Duvali No 2 stepped oil
the el age alio appeared upon It aa Mra. Duvali No. 8.
No the dootor, lathe depth ol his bereavement ami

with ten ohlldren lert motherless, made his exit, aud
the next we hear oX him ta that be la confined In the
jail of Janeaviile. wis., ou the charge of having
poisoned hie fourth wile with atrycnulnc. When
aud whore he g6t married the fourtn time, and to
whom be devoted hia affectionate atientioue, la
again a question that we cannot answer. It ninet,
however, be evident that he did not venture very
deep regret* for any very great length of time for
the unfortunate demise of tin poor third wile. We
have not information! aa to who the lady was who
became Mra. Duvali No. 4. but have to lament that
Die followed Mra. Catharine King Uuvail ao quickly.

Tula, we are told, Instructed the boy
ne to what lie eliouid testify In regard to tho death
of his mother in »t. f.oule. Ho was to «ny that she
died of sunstroke, aud had to read tiie paper over
twelve times every day so that lie would get it fixed
in hla mind berore he might be called upon the witnessstand.
There is certainly a, mystery here, and furthsr rtevciopinentsor explanation* will be eagerly looked
