companies have come to an understanding by which
both roads will be consolidated, should the action
thus fur taken be ratified by a vote ol' three-fourths
t the stockholders. The Lake snore Company gave

uoticc to-day at the Stock Exchange, In accordantwith the rule, of their mteutlon, at the
end of thirty days, to issue 12,000 additional
shares of stock, making the total capital ihlriy-llve
minions.an evea figure. This step as was suspectedon many sides, was preliminary to the plan
of consolidation above referred to, and which, If
ratlfled, will go Into effect on the flrst day 01 Januarynext. The terms of consolidation arc briefly
aummiiilzed as follows:.The stock of the Lake
Shore and Michigan Southern is to be put in at 120,
aud the Toledo, Wabash and Western at par. Belorethis is done there is to be a dividend of four per
cent cash on the Miuhlirau Southern. The mock aud

controversy ia regard to eairylug a ooxswalu
threatened to put an end to tlio contemplated race,
but tue Harvard* eventually conceded the point, (bun
abandoning at once Hie inulu feature of the style of
rowing to wMou they had been accustomed
ever since they ilrst pulled an oar, and agreeing
to adopt the style familiar to the Oxford meu. Tu«
Harvard* then desiied to stipulate that ih-iy should
bo at liberty nfte their arrival in England to seieot
the water on which the race should be rowed. Tula
appeared to be a most reasonable condition, consideringthat the American* wore coming to a strange
country and was t;>e uoarest approach that could be
made to a meeting of the two crew* on a neutral
course, although even thou all the ad vantage of being
at home would have still remained with the Englishmen.But again oxford was determined to have her
own way and to grasp at every point she could make
in her own favor, ana her crew refused to row anywherebut over the course with which they war# entirelyfamiliar. ThU also was yielded by the Harvards,although it might well have been refused, and
then the match was made.

point, they had asked to be allowed to see the water*of America and to select upon what river tuey
would row the match, ami had been told by the
Haryards, ".no: you must row us upon the
Charles river, every current and ripple of which
Is familiar to us, or wo will not race you at
all." Suppose the English had yielded this great
point, and after their arrival lu America had found
that the river required a different style of boat to
that they had brought with tlxom; had ordered one
to be built and before Its arrival Mad been preyed to
name the day for the match and to name it irrevocablywithout any provision lor a postponement to
ca«e of a storm. suppose all this, and then Imagine
what a howl of indignation against Yankee sharpne-sand Yaukeo cowardice would have gone up
from the full tnroat of the whole Cockney press.
There are at least gome Englishmen who deplore the
ungenerous action of the oxford crew, and who are
maniv enough to protest against the spirit which
demands to have everything lis own way »ud to
take every advantage possible of the American visitors.The better portion of the river-side boatmen
do not hesitate to speak out boldly in denunciation
or I he unfair treatment the Harvard men have received.Nor Is it surprising that the eager anxiety
of the Oxford men to fix tiie day irrevocably, and
with a long notice In advance, should have revived
some of those latent suspicions of an Intention to
beat the Americans anyhow, which the American
press nas labored to allay.

It has beeu hoped that a match ou the river among
gentlemen would be tree from anything like foul
play, no matter who might be the victor, and there
has been a general desire to remove the impression
that there was a possibility of a repetition of the
scene* that were witnessed when ileenan and
Sayers fought for the championship. If a crowd of
English bruisers broke up a ring and threatened the
life of an American because he whs on the point of
whipping the favorite fcngltah prise tighter, there
was no reason to suspect that hired rougha
would i>e on hand to "foul*' an American boat'tcrew
should thev threaten to beat the Oxford men In a
fair match, or that steamers would have the cue lu
certain coiiituiroucles to run ahead of the rowers and
spoil the race tor the atraugera. Yet many peraoua
are unable to account for the eagerness displayed in
some quarters for a loug notice and au unalterable
'
Tue Harvard crew are at least doing their beat to

deserve success. They are steadily at work at their
headquarters at Putney and practise dally, although
thev nave uot yet made any extraordinary exertions
or clone more than lake steady exercise moderately
each morning and evening. They have as yet only
taken their seals in their falter boat to see how it
wouid ride witU tuetu, and, as has been stated, the
Elliott boat, m which thev will probably row the
race, is not >et finished.
