The Naval Defences of the Kingdom.From
Portsmouth Uouud to the Downs.Iron*
Clads Against Invaders.How an American
Ercmy Could Operate.Ireland on n StrategicPoint.

London, August i«, is09.
In my letter or the I4?h Inst. I gave an account of

the defences of Portsmouth, showing how any enteri.risiiii/L-neinv could enter within Suit head, destroy
the dockyard, and even run up into the harbor and
destroy the building yards and the shipping laid up
in "ordinary," as U is called. And, as 1 noticed in
the same letter, Portsmouth, be it remarked, ia
the only dockyard we have in Eutrlaud with
any pretence to lortldcaMon or defence of any kind.
To save the place tn tne event of a war, it would
be necessary to keep a fleet of iron-dads within call,
which fleet must be as strong.man for ntan, gnn
for gun and ship for ship.as that of the Invading
enemy. But once entico our tron-clada away or
leave them weaker than tliu ships of the invaders,
and our principal dockyard is gone forever, without
o hope of being saved from destruction. And Tortsmonthbeing destroyed the right artn of the British
navy will have been cut off.
Bo much for my last communication on this subject.I must now ask you to accompany me in the

spirit .'rom Portsmouth round to the eastward, sailingalong or steaming past the south coast of England.pastBognor,Worthing, Brighton, New Haven,
fit. Leonard's, Hastings, Folkestone, Dover, Deal,
Kamagate, and so round the Downs to the mouth of
the Thames. Why I ask you to do this, to go with
me thus far, is that u-om Portsmouth round to the
east and then northeast, and afterwards up the
river with It London is built upon. Is the part or the
ooast of England which is supposed to be defended.
\v nether or not it Is so I leave your readers to judgealter my bird's-eye survey ot the sam?.
The south coast of F.ngland, from Portsmouth untiljoarcacu the ceie'ota ed white chalks about Do

v r, is flat to a degree. Put, within easy range ot
the ordinance now in use upon ships 01 any mag
nitude, vessels of the largest size could steam
atung quietly and deal out destruction as they went
Hi on a number ot wealtny towns. Tne coast is certnniy lortitied. but torlided merely by Martetlo towers,placed bete aud there, not calculated to hold
mere popguns in the way of cannons, sav at the vary
outside e.ghteen or twenty-four pounders, These
towers are certmnlv within sicht ot earn other an.i
would, no doubt, do very good service in the event
oi an Invasion by boats or by landing of troops; but
that enemv In his right senses would never lor one
moment ttream <u landing troops on this part of the
coast f li he did so for the purpose of breaking up the
railways, or of annoying the deiendera of the countryhe couui certaiuty do so wituout In anv way endan
Bering tue men wno landed. Hut against the iron
clads, or against any vessels armed witn inch gun!
as are used iu these days, the Martello towers would
be no deience wnatever. As we steamed gently alone
this coast my naval friend who MOOBfUlM
me poluted out bow the wnolo of this coast, covered
its it is wit u wealthy Hnd flourishing towns, would
be moat completely at the mercy of an enemy, uud
how tron-clads could, while lying far out of range,
batter to pieces and utteriy destroy every house,
factory, farm, railway stariou, town, street and
country house ironi one end of the coast to the
other until yon set to Dover.
Dover would be an ugly obstacle to overcome.

The fortifications have been all repaired of late
year-i, and the ordnance mounted upon the castle
is all new, w en keptand In excellent order. Whether
this actual castle could be battered down by vessels
to rearward, tney themselves keeping out ot range,Is impossible to decide. My naval lriend who ac
couipunied me said that he did not believe the place
could be taken without a regular siege, and if attackedby a fleet it wornd be tUe old question tried over
again of big guns against bricks and masonry on
the oue hand, and big gnus against lron-c'.ad ships
on the other. 1 his would lake time of course. But
If Dover cannot be taken It can be turned, or, in
oilier words, avoided altogether As a hindrance to
men-of-war.whether large or small.gettinground into the Downs, or further on, round
the headland or so, to the mouth of the Thames,
tt is worth nothing. Keeping well in towards the
f reach coast a fleet of a hundred line-of-battle ships
might pass the Straits la the greatest safety, and the
entrance to the Thames would tliea be at then
mercy. Off Deal the largest snips can anchor
within range of big guns. It is true that there are
several small forts built all along the coast here, the
object of tncir creation belug, as 1 imagine, to protectthe great number of tpcrohant vessels that wait
here ciiuer lor tavorable winds or for tug steamers
to tasc iheui up the river. But these towers are
only bui i lor very small guns.that is, small In comparisonto what monitors aud other iron-clad vessels
carry in these days.and they have been evidentlybuilt for tho purpose ol defending the anchorage cf
the Dowus against boats ruuuiug in lrotn an enemy'sfleet. When they were constructed tue Alabamaquestion had not Deen mooted, nor had we
ever heard oi any chaacc of a disagreement with

AmericaLetus for a moment lma7lne that, In the event of a
win w ith England. America were to despatch a large
fleet of iron-ciaus to Ireland. As a matter of comae,
our whole iron-clad fleet would be moved to the westward,lor lie purpose of defending the coast of that
1-iauu. In tue meantime a portion of the Ainericau
fleet, consisting of a couple or so of large ironclansand as many gunboats aud monitors as had
been brougnt aruss the Atlantic, would come up
the r aglisu Channel, destroy Poristnouin aud then
Tiass ou to the eastward. I maintain that In twenty.
lour hours iruiu leaving Portsmouth London would
be at the mercy of ttie invaders. There is nothinu
whatever to hiuder or prevent bold meu Irom carryingout this piau. From Portsmouth ail the wav
round to KautsgaM and Margate, with the single
exception of mover, the iletcnces of the coast are
such as would not Mru back a baby that had
any pluck. At Dover the gnus of the fort can be
avoided. At Sheerness we huve a dockyard and o
lew men-of-war, but no Iron-dad*. From Sheerncssright away to Loudon budge there Is nothing
but forests of masts belonging to tnereUaunnet
In dock to be seen nght and left of tlx
river, Inviting destruction, as It were, from anjhostile vessels tnat got so tar luto the bowe.s of tlx
land. 1 am unite sure that half a dozen guuhoat'
could m one morning utterly destroy many luilliorx
01 dollars' wortu of shipping, on their way frou
Woolwich u j to Loudon. And, a3 i said before

Carlos has married Mar{[iierlta,the daughter of ilie Doke of Modena, Wht
s said to be the richest prince in Europe, and who
has lately given his son-lu-law >2,000,000 to help hla

AUSTRIA.

The Church and State Question Difficulty.
[From the Indopendance Beige, August 10.]

A portion of the Austrian clergy seems at length
to comprehend the dangers which Its attitude
towards the government and the new legislation
might bring upon the Church and the country. The
Episcopate of Bohemia, which Is not precisely the
most tolerant of the monarchy, has asked from
Rome instructions in order to regulate its conduot
with reference to the legal intervention of the
priesthood in the schools; and, m virtue of
a communication received from the Holy
Bee, It lias addressed a circular to its
subordinates. This document shows:.l. That the
bishops felt hound to take the advice of the Pope on
the Austrian laws, and to make their attitude dependon the Pontlfleal reply; 2. That the Holy
Father has shown himself clement and has authorizedthe prelates to permit their clergy to take part
in the deliberations of the scholastic councils. This
lost fact is so much the more Interesting as some of
the higher ecclesiastics, like the Bishop of I.lnz, for
example, has Interdicted those under his orders from
participating In any way In the superintendence of
those establishments such as they have been newly
organised.
