Opera In the

United States=Musie for
the People.

Bome of the London aud Paris journals
which pay partioular attention to the opera
snd musioal art generally have been dis-
ousalng the question of establishing opera for
the people. It appears that such s project
bas been enterfaloed in Paris. The price of
admlagion, It Is said, should rangs from balf a
frano upwards, or, in other words, the price
should be so low that the cost to the marss of
the people should not be higher than at the
ordinary theatres. But considering the ex-
pense of operatio entertainments, including the
high salarles to first class artists, 1t Is sug-
gested that such an updertaking would not
pay unless the buildings be large enough to
scoommodate many thoussnds of speotators.
Hence 1t is proposed to have mnch larger
opera houses. A London journal argues that
In & properly oonstructed thentre operas might
be performed with good effact before andlences

a8 large as those which were brought together
ot the Orystal Palace by the HMandel festival
performances. It says that excellent opporin-
nitles were afforded in the Crystsl Palace of
the range and effect of the sloging volce over
the voice of oratora; for, while the spealkers
at the meeting In favor of the Irish Church
oould scarcely make themselves heard at
thirty yards distanoce, the voices of the great
aingers at the Handel festival, especially the
sopranos ond tenors, were heard throughout
the length and breadth of the vast enclosure,
These projects, suggestions and argaments in
favor of establishing opera for the people in
the great capitals of Europe are worthy of
consideration by the people and enterprising
capitalista of New York and our other large
«clties.
Why cannot someihing be done to give
the people here cheap music, and, above
all, cheap opers, which combines with
» high and an atiractive style of music
‘the most agresable theatrical representations ?
In orchestral or instrumental mnsic Mr. Theo-
dore Thomas has solved the problem. At his
Ceniral Park Garden concerts the price of ad-
mission is only thirty-five cents, and there are
Iarge audiencas nightly of three or four thou-
sand people—of people, too, from the higher
«classes of aociety ns well as from the poorer
class, They are truly, in the broadest senss,
‘the people's concerts., Many predicted that he
would fall when he first commenced this gocial
revolution, for such it may be ealled; bat he
haa succeeded and is making money. Cannot
4he same be done with opera? We believe it
gould, if large opera honses were erected, with
@ proper regard to acoustics, that would hold
many thousands of people. The price of ad-
mission could then be made low and the
masses of the pedple could alford to enjoy the
musio, while at the same time the bhest
artista could be well paid. And what artist is
there who would not rather ging to thousands,
with all the fire and Impulse that would be in-
spired by thelr plaudits, than to slim houses of
cold dilettantl and affected arlstocracy? 1t
‘has been shown that the kid-gloved class alone
pannot support opera In this country. Itls
only successful when some extraordinary star
brings out the people and causes them to
squeeze out a portlon of their limited incomes
for the oocasion. Of all countries in the
world this Is best suited for just such a people’s
opera as s spoken of in Paris and London, and
whare It has the best chance of snccess, We
have an example on a small scale in the suc-
cess of the operas given by Brignoli and his
artists at Long Branch. There is no theatre
at that place, and the performance was in the
large dining room of the Continental Hotel;
but the place was crowded, simply because
there was no form or exclueiveness and be-
cange everybody could attend without much
oost, That is as it should be in New York
and everywhere else in this country.

But what are we to do for opera this winter ?
The opéra bouffeis dead, and did not diea
day too soon. Apart from a few sparkling
and popular airs it was the merest trash, and
demoralizing, We are to have lhe English
opera, with Parepa ; but that Is always heavy
and unattractive. The fine voice of Parepa
can hardly save it from the fate of all preced-
Ing experiments. Nature never intended that
opera should be in English. We have gome
elements here for Itallan opera, and others
oould be had by proper management, Why
does not the “‘silver voiced” Brignoli make up
a respectable company for New York the com-
ing season? He is a host in himself, and has
several good artists with him. 1t is said he Is
golng to California this fall with a good com-
pany. The people of that State, with all their
gold and lavish expenditure of money, cannot
support such s company long. He should
prepare the way for returning to New York
early In the winter, and in addition to the
artlsts he has should get others, either
here or from Europe. This seems to be the
only chance we have of Italian opera this
winter, 1If he will go to work earnestly and
show more regard for the oplnion and
caprices of the public he can succeed ; or If
Brignoli, Parepa, Kellogg and some other
stars wonld unite and give n popular as well
o8 fashionable turn to opera they would be
woll rewarded.  But for the future, as we said
bofore, the opera, to be a living, permanent
institution in this republican coun(ry, must be
bronght within the roach of the poople gene-
rally. Lot us hope sovme enterprising capl-
talists and artista will take this view of the
matter and supply-what the pablic want,
