EXTENSIVE COYFLAGRATION.

Demtruction of & Bleck of Bulldings In Grand
and Tompkins Sirecta—L.oes $35,000~How
It Originated.

The-fire alarm sounding at four o'clock mr.eru..a
evenlng from all the towers in the lower part of
clty apprised tbe watchful enemiss of the destructive
element that & more than ordinary attack was belng
made on property, if not on life. The ready engines
swapt through the streets to the spot lodicated, the
horses bounding under the lash of the driver's whip.

The aignals indicated Grand street as the scene of |

operations, and the repeated ringings told of an.ex-
tepaive conflagration. The frst engine arriv-
Ing in the mneighborhood was at once
placed in poaltion by the men in charge, and the hose
belng attacned to the hydrant began to play. At this
time there seemed to be little to yustify the double
alarm, but an examination of the premises connect-
fng with the particular pince where the flames were
then starting out revealed the alarming fact that Gre
had taken firm hold of several bulldings and was
creeping slowly and stealthyy toward the rear of the
block of housesa at the corner of Tompkins and Grand
streets. ‘Some few seconds after the arrival of the
first steamer, a large force of Airemen, with thelr en-
gines In full working order, and & heavy detall of
police under Capialn Bennett, wereé on the ground.
Under the eoucuntnlgd efforts of the engines
the fire dipped from view for a moment
and a dense cloud of smoke filled the alr, covering
the scene of the disaster and the people standing
around the fiery engines, The check was but mo-
mentary, bowever, Forked fames of angry red
burst through the canopy of amoke and illuminated
the scene of devaatation.

Totally unconscious of the dan of their acta the{
conunued to play, making fires of slavings wit
lighted matches and standing by to see
them burn, ‘They were not noticed, unfortunately,
for some time, and then it was too late. The shav-
mgs had caught the wood lying about in small
plewa and the fames, fanned by the rising wind,
rushed across the yard, lioking up with a2 red
tongue all the debris in its way until it reached a
lle of timber, which was soon in fames, and in &
'ew moments the whole yard was a sea of fire. Jets
of water in such a raging furnace were unavalliog,
On 1t rushed, roariug over everything infiammable,
and then the walls of the houses in Grand street
began to show signs of distress. The private bouse
of Mr. Clarke, No. 4 Frauklin street, fell
before the onset of the Sames before the Grand
gtreel houses 1o brignten, but these quickly
followed swit, The efforts of the firemen were
unavalli at the early part of the contess
between the slements of fire and water, The third
story buliding No. 802 Grand street waa speedily and
entirely destroyed; the frame house No. also
