THE BOARD OF HEALTH ASD FAT BOILERS.

Tlie Board of Health Is likely to encounter serious
difficulties during the fall months in carrying out
Its avowed policy of fighting the batchers, fat boilersand other nuisance creators. A month ago an
ordinance was passed compelling all establishments
of this kind to leave the city proper and locate
above iluth street after the 1st of October. It Is said
that the parties immediately affected by this ordinance,headed by a powerful organization, known as
the "Butchers' Association," have combined to
thwart the Board, and collected a large sum of
mouey for that purpose. Failing to intimidatethe Board, and by argument and politicalinfluence, Induce it to recede from
its action in the premises, it Is openly asserted
that an application will be made to the
courts tor au Injunction restraining the Board from
carrying out the ordinance. It will be remembered
that this same proposed action was taken at the
tunc those establishments were banished to the
territory above Fortieth street. The case was carriedto the courts, and the action of the Board was
sustained. It is very probab.e that, In the event of
an appeal being made to the courts upon this last
ordinance, a similar decision will be rendered. So
great is the pressure brought to bear upon the Commissionersov citizens atlUcted by the foul smells of
these establishments that the Board has recently
hown considerable delicacy in squarely meeting the
issues raised, and legislate upon them in secret
session, to wnlch the parties complained of are admittedaud the complainants and representatives of
the press excluded. A further aud, it is promised,
the last secret conference of the Board on the subjectIs to be held on Monday next, at two o'clock
I'. M.. when it is expected final action will be taken.
The alleged offenders boast mat they will compel
the Board to recede from Its action. As the proceedingsof those secret meetings are never given 10
the press, the public are kept in blissful lguorau e
ol the action of the gentlemen to whom lias been
entrusted iliu preservation of the sanitary coadluou
of the c.ty.

THE BOSTON DEFAULTING TELLER. l

Examination of the Acrused.Htoek Gambling 1

the Canoe of the Lapse.
(From the Boston Post, Sept 11.]

The c* e of David E. Saunders, Jr., the defaulting
teller of the North National Hank, came up yesterday
before commissioner Hallett. Mr. Dickenson, AssistantDistrict Attorney, appeared for the government,
and S. U. Ives, Jr., of Salem, for the defendant. The
first witness. Charles O. Nazro, president of the Norm
National Bank, testified that lie had known Saunders
about five years, during that time having been
employed In tue bank. The duties of paying teller
were described by the witness, his duty being to pay
out all the cash on checks, and he had In charge
all the cash. The checks lrom the Clearing House
were brought to him. and kept separate from other
checks In consequence or the pending of a legal
question. The president and directors of the bank
lia<l examined the cash of the bank six times within
eighteen weeks. It was a rule with him not to
notify the teller when he was about to make an examination.and when an examination was made It
was usually about two P. M., at the close of business.on the 6th of September an examination was
made In the usual way, SaunderB being told to bring
in his money. While counting a lot of silver a
memorandum was lound which called for $4,ooo
or $f>.ooo, but only $1,400 was found it It.
Witness said to Haunders, "This memorandum
calls for $4,oo0 or $s,uoo, and we find but
about $1,*<io. » nere u me uaiaucer" mr,
Saunders replied, "(ientlemen, I must tell you my
cash Is short." To the question, "How much?"
.Saunders replied, "About $80,000," and then stated
that he had transacted business with brokers in
stock, putt ing up money on margin, and the stock
had goue down. 'lo the inquiry whether that was
the whole amount he answered that It was about
$100,000, but lie could obtain on the margins In the
hands of brokers an amount wnich would reduce it
to $00,000. Saunders stated that the brokers with
whom he had done business were bee. lmn forth A
Co. Aner lurtber conversation with hlra relative to
the deialcation, it was thought advisable to consult
counsel, and the witness did so. The complaint was
made against SauuderR on the Saturday lollowlng,
alter a lurtncr examination was made of the books,
sail attorn meanwhile remaining voluntarily lu charge
of an officer.
on cross-examination by Mr. Ives, Mr. Nazro

stated that the defalcation amounted to about
$i.;j,ooo, and as It appeared on the face of It the
b iK-on that da> wotud haveshowu it. Inexplainin.'the manner in which the defalcation originated.
Mr. sunders suid he had llrst overpaid money on
checks, amounting to some $4,oooor $5,000, which a
man ha I promised to make good; and the witness
also thought that Saunders said he had failed to send
checks back to fhe Clearing House before one
o'clock, hat ing retained them on the promise of a
man who would make them good, but liavtng tailed
in do so, ne had resorted to these speculations in
order to make the oauk good. After leaving the
bank Monday afternoon Mr. Saunders declined to
give any further information about cite affair, saying
that he was liable to a criminal prosecution; that
for himself he did not care, Out there w°re others
whom he wan'ed to protect, therefore he though the
ought not to tell now it was done. Mr. Nazro
Inferred that it was his wife he desired to protect.
John t). SaiTord, a director of the bank, testiaed

substantially to the lacts on the examination of the
bank as given oy Mr. Na/.ro. He could not say
whether tuey examined the books to cover the deficit.Mr. Saunders brought in a written statement..
which he gave thein, remarking tint it would show
trie actual state of the bank, which they would nnd
to t>e correct.

Mr. Wiu. B. l.ee, or the tlrm of bee, Oanforth A
Co.. brokers, testified that be bad known Maunders
since lsci, and that be bad bought stock or theia
since tuat time. Mr. Maunders bad glveu his orders

I for stoc k and It bad been bougnt for him, the Arm
i rcituiriiig tbe usual margin of ten dollars on a share.

The witness did not know where the money came
from. It stocks had declined he had called on Mr.

r Saunders for the margin. Ills firm had never dona
any business with ihe North National llank. He had
called on Mr. cauuders at the bank, perhaps «ix
tunes, but be could not say be had ever taken any
money. The buying of stocks tor Maunders had
chiefly been done in the New 1 ork markets, and he
had been notified of such purchase.
on cross-examination the witness said that Saunders'operations in stocks commenced in sums of

$100, $200 or $.too. and gradually worked up.
John M. Panforth. of the Arm of l^e, Danforth A

Co., testified that tbe margins put up by Saunders
severally were In bills; their books would not show
whether there were hecks if there were any; if
there wer# any checks they would nave been depoiilied in the Union Bank; he never inquired nor kuew of
Saunders where tbe money came from, and oouid
19t mi liow inucb tU« whole amount might have
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been: there might have t>een more than $1,000,000,
taking the entire value of the atock upon which the
margins were made; the books of the Arm would
show the margtus.
On croM examination witness stated that tbey

never had on band at once more lhau $69,000 from
Maunders; he had no Idea of the amount of commissionspaid to them by Saunders; possibly the/
mum have amounted to t'jo.uoo.
The tesiiiuony for the government was here concludedand Mr. Ives offered no evidence for the

defence, as he said he was aware the case must go
before the (irund Jury.
Mr. Ives, however, desired the ball might be reduced.and on tills question the case was continued

until this (Saturday) morning. Meanwhile the ball
of Maunders reinams at $60,000,

It Is stated by the officers of the bank that the
entire loss to their bank will be about $90,000, after
deducting 1 lie oouds of Maunders and the uiuouui
received by the brokers.

YELLOW FEVER 1$ THE IAY.
The yellow fever seems to have broken out with

reuewed malignity on board the French corvette
D'Kstrees, at the Lower Quarantine. When tut

vessel arrived at this port on Friday it wan

announced that two death* had occurred from yellowfever eince she left Fort au Prince and that one
man waa still suffering from the malady. These
facta appeared in the Hirald of yesterday.

Yesterday twelve men were removed from the
corvette to the hospital ship Illinois, all Buffering
from yellow fever, and later In the day one of the
patients, whose name haa not been learned, died.
Stringent measures are needed to prevent a further
spread of the contagion, but the present cool weatherwill aid materially in its suppression.

REPORTED BONO ROBBERY.
At ten mlnntea past midnight this morning a

rumor was in circulation on Broadway to the effect
that late last night a burglary had been oommitted
In the Third precinct by which $150,000 In bonds
had been secured by the thieves. Inspector
Dllks having retired to bed, no particulars could
be ascertained at the Central Office. The
rumor, which could be traced to no reliable source,
stated tbat the whole or the property had been recoveredm an up town precinct, iuuulrles at
most of the precincts failed to elicit any information
bearing upon the subject, ana it is probable that the
report was circulated by interested parties wliose
ami was to injure the standing of a respectable
insurance company.
