To-day haz been wet and cold, yet in spite of it all
the report has spread through Paris that the Em-
peror has driven in from St Cloud, some six miles,
and made the tour of the Boulevards. Tnis 18 very
Lold of the impertal invalid, and 13 taking a great
risk for nothing, His iliness has caused great
suxlety and a panic on the Bourse; but this onght
10 teach the Parisians the value to them of ali others
of the life of that man whom they took such deught
in vouing down m the month of May last. No won-
der the Emperor 15 in such haste to appear all right
again, inatead of induiging in the great delight of see-
ing e Parisian world a prey 1o the most violent agi-
sation, not to say the Hvellest terror, at the chance ot
his abandoning them forever. The Emperor must
really feel more aympathy for the interests of the peo-
pie of Pans, who are greatly damaged in varions ways
by the anxiety and suspense prevailing there, than
they had of late extibited for him to incur all the
dangers of a relapse, by turning out on this mele-
went day and passing upwarls of an hourin s
carriage. 1t will be somewhat strange f he does
not pay for bl plucky imprudence. There i no
doubt of the fact, this tume, that is Majesty has had
a sever® shake, and bhe must begin to feel the v
perious necessity of putting s honse in order, This
8 by far the severes: attack his heaith has ever
sufferea. Al SIXCY year= of age his constitution hps
loat vital power of resistance to disease. The stric-
ing characteristics of the man have reveaied them-
seivea consplcuonsly doring bis recent ilinesa,
Whether he s the determined fatalist it s nsserted,
or only tue shrewd, suspiclons man he has 80 often
proved himsolf 1o be, It |s quite eertain that he
showa very liitle deference to the taoulty, whose
greatesi celevrities have surrounded nim. 07 It
were not but respeect lor usage, as well as to allay
the feveriah anxietles of his family ‘enfowrage, he
would probably rermse to receive any physician at all,
and prefer o Aght ont Wiz maladies alone, unadaed,
As 1t Q8 the aoctors all call him a Mouvails
wadadde, u bad patient, for e rewists some remedies
ad much as he can and only submits to thelr treat-
ment as lttle as he can.  Some scaptics ke himself
may think his chances of life are considerably
inorensed by Lis profane waut of falto i medical
doetring, but far be it from me to venture oo auch
delicate ground, In 1833 the Emoeror had s sudiden
wttack similsr to the. present, but not =0 prelonged.
On that occasion the Empress persooded bim to
accept the services of a celebrated homeeopathist in
which shie bud unboundel confiience and to which
he made no objection at all, having as listle confl-
dence in one scbool, it would seern, 88 in another,
Dr. O0— was calied M and began I8 treatment,
but e was greatly surprised, If not discomcerted,
when the Emperor sald 0 him on bis appearance,
“Doctor, | don't want you to cure me; simply man-
Bga that by to-morrow I should seem to be cured,
fur ik 18 absolutely necessary that for some days just
now 1 saould sppear w be in good health.'

Gold
lad, therefore, only such value as the bulllon doeal-
ara gave it ln trananotions across thelr counters, and
the price in such clroumstances ranged on extreme
figures from 132 to 138. It is certainly & curious com-
mentary on the late movement that it should bave
efMootually closed one great mart of the moetropolis
and suspend the rate commodities which ure
governed by the hourly prics of gold, The Gold Ex-
ohange Bank was thronged all day by parties to
whom balances were due, and who were anxious to
hasten the delivery thereof.

GENERAL THOMAS IN ALASKA.

Military Inspection of the Country.
