TEMPORARY SUSPENSION OF TRAVEL,

THE STORM IN THE CITY AND SUBURBS,

It 18 not a little singular that at & time when
meotropolitans and their neighbors were dreading a
Phlindelphis-iike famine; when the Mayor of the
city, the Croton Board and Fire and Police Commiss
Bloners were urging upon all the necessity of
economy 1o the use of water; when the indicators at
the Croton reservolrs mnrked o gradual but sure
decline In the helght of water within the walls,
Pluvins comes to the regcue, and, opening the alulee-
gates, allows the water to come down Jn over-
whelming plenteonsnese,

On Saturday night, at half-past eleven o'clock,
the rain commenced to fall, and throughout the
night, all day Sonday, through Sunday night and
up to yesterday afternoon it came down, soaking
the parched earth, swelllng the streams, laying the
dust and allaying the fears of all. ©ld Boreas was
apparently so overcome by his labore during the
previous week that he did not attempt for atime
to Interfere with the “‘eautiful rain;" but when he
found that Plavius was go molstening the dost as to
Bpoil his sport and prevent him catching it np
aud puiing and whirling it In and upon every-
body and everyihing within reach, he ‘‘changed
his mood, and commenced at once to show that the
waterfall had no fears for him. He banged ghutters

and eaghes a8 he pnssed backwards and forwards,
Iasbed up the waters on the rivers and sct the ferry-
boats rocking aa if they were so many floating
cradles, He took hold of a e tres thas stood
in his path at Thirty-third street and Ninth avenue
and bore 1t to the ground as i it were a tender twig,
He alghtad chimney pots and bricks that were some-
what shaky and dashea them to the ground,

All the doings and pranks of both wind and water,
however, must be excused in view of the Immense
Rervice the latter nes done in the way of swelllng
the tribataries whence comes the water for the
poople of the city to use. Bhortly before the storm
of last week the water at Croton dam was down to
eleven feet ten Inches where the usnal helght was
thirty feet. ' From the reservoirs more water was
belng given cut than was received, and the matter
Was assuming a serlous aspect, The rain came aud
in & day or two Imﬁlrovamm WaS noliceable, There
can be no doubt that the rain of the past two dayse
will result in running the water supply up to the
Eﬂiﬁlmndam. and all fears of & water famine bo

hile, however, the residenta of the metropolis
were congratnlating themselves on the fact that
there wonld now pe plenty of water the waler roee
wihere fts rising was not needed. The rivers on
elther side of the city swelled 8o that they burst
through the barriers and bulkheads and rose through
crevices and crucks on the docks aud in the honses
In the mmmediate vicinity of the river front= until
they hecame decliedly uncomiortavle, and the gle-
ment which was longed for as o servant bade fair to
become soon & masier. In many pigces it did

were submerged, and freight left on gowme of them
sullered conslderably, Along West and South strects
and the crogs streets, near the rivers. the bnsementa
of many of the houses were filed almost to the ceil-
inga. ¥m1tm floated about, and the cecupants
were, of course, compelled to geek other quuriers.
Should the flood continue to rise there may possibly
Le an opporiunity for boatinen to drive o profitable
business In ferrying passengers (rom near Wasliog-
ton sirect to Lthe ferrvies, a4 was the case during a
mimilar flood some eight years ago. Al the ferries
the scenes were quite lively, The ipordinate heirht
of the water necessitated the elevalion of the bridges
to such i helght as to render It almost impossible
for veams, especinliy if Jaden, to get on board e
hoats.

Bridgens Bwept Awn!—linﬂnnh Washed and
Plors Submerged=Two ilundred Feet of the
Hudson River Railrond 'Prack Woshed
Awny.

Ope week ago SEunday the towns niong the Hud.
son ware VISited by & devere rain wtorm whick
Jasted pearly tweniy-four hours, The rain which

then fell sosked the land and filed the streams
and ere¢ks to such an extent that the country along
the river was ‘‘waterlogged,”” If sueh an expression
may be allowed. Then followed clear weather for &
week il daylight of yesterday, when another storm
commenced and which continued with great severity
till nine or ten o'clock thls morning, The rain fell
in torrents, especially throughbout last night. The
effect haa been disastrous. All alomg the river this
morning piers were submerged. At Bhinebeck, six-
teen miles morth of here, five bridges have been
swepl away, falrly isclating the village from nelgh-
boring pinces, One of the bridges was made of
stone and nearly new, costing $3,000. A sawmil),
060 saw loga and elght ¢r ten tons of bay were also
swept off. Hogg's bridge, ndrty of the village, held
on for an hour, while water wae rushing over it
tight feet deep, but It Onally succumbed to the great
welght W e e 8 et S S

Over the river at Rondout {he water rosé rpldly
this morning till all the piers were submerged, and
the water in the Delaware and Hudson Canal was
80 high that steamtugs were sent up to bring boats
down, horees being unsbie to work because of the
towpath being eubmerged. The wind at half-past
five A, M. blew a gale from the southeast, making It
imposaible for the Mary Powell to leave
without incurring damage, and as there was
no one to go on board of her Captain Frost
‘wisely concluced to discontinue her trip for
one day. The new Rondouland Oswego Rallrosd
18 badly washed in soiue places, hundreds of feet of
embankment being gone. At Tivoll tols morning
the water ran 80 nigh that the Chauncey Vibbard
could not land, thus compelling the use of a swail
#teamtug to couvey her paesengers to shore,

Soon after elght A, M. the wind suddenly shifred
to the northeast and bLlew almost & hurrlcane,
About that hour the water In Catskill creek com.
menced to rise rapldly, aud in a few moments own-
ers of vessels (o (e creek, lTearing danger, cul their
crafts loose and let them foat down the creck
into  the WHudson to Catekill Point, where
they were safely moored. Among the vessels
was the steamer Thomas Powell, Hardly were
tney alely tied ere fragments of heavy tmber came
rushing down the etream, which gave rise (o the
rumor that some heavy bridges had given away
above. Foliowing the timber came hundreds of
pumpkins and corn {n the stalk, all of which foated
out toto the Hudeon and away south. The storm
has also hort the Hudson River Hailroad. The
bridge at the mouth of Livingston creek, south of
Oakinli station, was partially earried away eariy 1n
the morning, and a report reached here that soon
after a Lridge between Catekill and Hudson was
al#0 gone, and thata gravel train had run into it,
but no one was hurt. All trains have been delayed
at Liviogston creek, and 1t will probably take
mapy hours 1o repalr the break, Between here and
Rhbinebeck this morning the river was tilled with
floating timber, railway ties, &e.

A8 T close tnis despatch additional Intelligence is
received from the north., The track from Lere to
Germuntown s reported to be In good condition.
The brenk at Livingston's, at the mouth of Living-
eton ¢reck, comslsts of the abutinent of a culvert
gone and the tles undermined by the water, The tralos
which left New York at 6:45, 8, 10:30 and 11 P. M. ure
detained there, a8 18 also the train which left Albany
at twenty minutes past £1x A. M, The four first
named tralns have been orderea to return to this
piace on toe time of the Buffalo express due here at
seven o'clock to-nlght, when a train will be made up
here to go through to New York on that train's
time. There was no culvert washed away between
Hudson and Catskill, as fivst reported. A gravel
train, however, ran off the track between those two
places, which gave rise to the report,

A raliroad bridge near Stuyvesant lighthouse is
gone, and pear Castleton 200 feet of the roadbed
has Leen washed nway, both tracks Leing gone.
Several Western trams are thereby detaived at
Albany.

J. M, Toueey, Superintendent of the Hudson River
road, lefl here at six o'clock tq-night on an emnty
engine for the scene of the break. To-night a lnrge
force of inborers wiil be employed all night to repuir
the wreck, and If it is possible traing will be gent
York Cenieal road, pae here Eu-duy “and
expressed fears o reiation to the rking of the
Mohawk.

Beverity of the Storm at Hadsen=Injory
1o the Huoilrond=Uonsidernbie Property
Destroyed=Rallrond Travel Interrapted.
Hupsox, Oct. 4, 1560,

The severest rain gtorm ever known in this local-
iy prevalled from mudnight Saturday uotil noon
to-day. The rain fell unremittingly and with great
force during that time, cauging much demage by
fnundntions and freshets. On the Hudson River
Rallroad bridges sna eniverts were carried away
above and below the oity, preventing the passage of
traing  either way durlng the day. The
brldge At Ghent, on  the Hatem Raliroad,
was washed away, together with many others on
the Itne between Ghent and Copake, The Hud=on
and Boston Raiiroad conld run no treaing through to
Chstham to-lay. About ity feet of the track was
washed away near Claverack depot, and other dam-
age was done to the road, which will be repalred by
to-morrow morning.  The brick yards of F. M.
Sprague, B. & A, Bruce, Henry Muler and George
¢ Myrne were dnmaged by overfiow. Mr.
Spregue 18 probably the beaviest  sufferer, his
loss being reported at 4,000, Fritz's paper mill,
the etorebnuse of Harder's woollen mill and the
dam at Phimont were earcied away by the freshet.
Bridges on neariy ai the turnpikes leading ot of
the city were waehed away, nnd the ronas along the
strenms and ponds were overgowed to & depth ren-
dering themn impossable.  The constraction traln on
e fudson River Ralirond which lert this city aboat
nine o'elock thie mornipg to aselat in the repairs at
Livlugaton ereck met with an accident at Mount
Merino, about oue mile aud o balf seom this city, by
neans of the falling io of o culvert as the traln wae
passing over it The locomouve was thrown over
and tle tender fol through the culvert, Eeveral

A large portion of the Hudson River Rallroad at
Castieton s careled away., The storm noas caused
great dnmage In thie eity by the tearing up of pave
ments, buysung of sewers, &¢, The city loses, at n
low eatimpre, §60.000, In many etrects the waler
was fureed tnto cellars und basements, doing great
damage. Buldlngs unfinighed were fooded
and  the work destroyed. Messre. Mount &
Burnop, grocers, on  the cormer of Dove
and  Btate streets, euffered damage by the
nooding of their basement. A sewer in Elk street
gave WAy whilie a horse and wagon, with three per-
sons in the latter, were passlog over it, and they
were ail precipitated ten feot into vhe sewer, One of
the party, aboy named Peter Jones, was, It 1a feared,
fatally injured. A brick stable erected in Hudson

The freshet all along the line ia terrible,
and bridges, fences, culveris, embaokments and
even bulldings of conslderable slze are belng swept
away and carried with the current towards the

10 property la very great, many cellars belng
filled up and outbulldings and loose material
of all kinds being carrled away with the stream.
Many of the Inhabitants of that sectlon of town are
leaving their houses and fnding eafety on higher
ground.

Mnrch Damnge to Property—Dreaks in the
Ervie Cannl=Railrond Tracks Under Water,
SCHENECTADY, N. Y., Oct, 4, 1860,
The Incessant, driving rain of Isst night caunsed
mueh damage in in this section. Several dams in
the uburbs of the city are goue and the flata are
sabmerged. Several of the main etreels of the city
are under water. The Mohawk river 18 ten feet
above the w water mark, The Erle Canal 18 in &
very bad condition. There are two breaks on the
four-mile level ive miles west of this eiry, Tiere ls
also & portion of the aquednct gone on the seven-
mile level. The country In that neizhborhood 18
inundated. It will take Lwo wecks to repalr the
damuges. The trains on the New York Central Rall-
road golng west are waterbonnd at this elty.

The Storm in and Arvound Sarnteoga—Lujury
te Property.
BARATOGA, N, Y., Oct, 4, 1800,

Rain commenced falling here on Saturday night,
and contnned untll ten o'clock this morning. Five
and three-sixteenths Inches of warter fell, of which
amount two and nine-sixteenths fell vetween aix
and ten o'clock this mormng. The freshet here is
doing considerable damage in the streets, and in the
country bridges aud roads are washed away.

THE FLOOD IN NORTHIRN NEW YORK.
Damage by the Storm Arvound Whitehall=
Portlons of Towpaths Carrvied Away—Loss
of Life=Rullroad Bridges Destroycd=Trne
vel Interrupted,

WhHITEHALL, N, Y., Oct, 4, 1883,
A furious storm of ralu prévalled all day vester-
day and continued unbl noon to-day. The streams
huve overfiowed thelr banks, greatly damaging the
corn aud potato crops, Breaks are reported in the
caual at various places. Two hundred and 0ty feet
of the towpath ave becn earried away between Me-
chapleaville snd Waterford, und fifty feet at Dun-
bom's basin, a place about three miics north of
Fort Edward. Tne water (8 also over the
W Ware™  nhEU6PFmowel 18T mdn
eaet of the village, towards Hartford, and p man
named Julius Lessor, of this place, while endeavor-
ing to cross the road, was drowned, as was algo his
team. Several bridges on the Renssalaer and Sara-
toga Raflroad are swept away and the track Is slso
washed out in several places,  Beveral bridges are
gone on the Rutiand and Wushington Rallroad,
There hus been no train from the South to-day and
none from the east since 8iX o'clock thls morning,
The main bresk on the Rensselner and Saratogn
Hailroad is at Mechanicsville, The trains are an-
uounced to commence yunuing to-morrow.

ON THE DELAWARE RIVER,
Injury to the Erie Rallroad=Helght of the
Hiver.

from their foundations, while thelr cargo shop Is
now moored to i1s foundation by ropes. Deacon
Dewind, a furniture dealer, had s entire bullding
and stock of goods washed away. Boyuoton, slhoe
dealer, logt Lis entire stock and tools., Newman &
Tyler, machinists, had the whole end of thelr shop
washed away. lhe lower end of the Connecticut
river bridee I8 woshed away, and fears are enter.
tamned that the structare will go én nosse. The

Grervt Testrection of Property=ills, Bridges
wed Hallrond Tracks Swept Away,
Hartronp, Oct. 4, 1509,

The storm of itoday was very severe in thls
vicinity, The telograph wirce east and wost of
Ahimepy wee down, wnd there is s break in the Hart-
ford, Frovi%esce and Fishkil Rallrond east of this
city, mesr Manchester, and west, near Bristal,
preventing e paseage of tralus,  There nre
rumoms of exieisive damago from frealiet, but full
partieulars cannot be obtained to-night.  Habbard's
cotton miits v Mligganam, Middlesex county, owned
by the Russeli Company, of Middietown, are reported
to have been swept AWRYy; Also several dwelling
houses In Glastenbury. Baidwin's new dam, Al
Prattaville, costing $9,000, was swept away, the
escape water causing great damage o other pro-
perty.

The entire Toss in Meriden I8 between §20,000 and
480 000, The track of the FHartford Raliroad ot

Windsor Locks was badly washed awar for avbout

100 feet, but to-night irains passed over, and tralns
will ran regularly lo-norrow.

At Boulh Manohester a Jarge reservoir broke AwWay,
enrrying off a portion of H. E. Rogers’ paper mill,
with the dams of the Globe Mill Company, Cheeny
Brothers, L. Buner & Bons, and Edward Bunce,

The silk factory of Cheeny Brothers was fooded,
the paper mill of L. Buper & Bons was destroyed
and ibe machine shops of B, Loomis were swept
away, The mils of Aillard & Bpencer ure serionsly
injured, and immense damage has been done else-
where.

The Norristown Radflroad Is bodily under water, as
algo the Reading Ratirond.

‘The Philadeiphia, Wil
mington and Baitimore Raliroad oficers then pro-
vided their steamors Fulton and Ariel to ply be-
tween Chestnut street wharf, Philadeiphia, and
Wiumington, Del., sonth, which line was uninter-
rupted. By this means passengers, maild and bag-
gage of all the New York, Washington, Ballimore
and Phliadelphia tralns were promptly moved,
thongh the very high water in the Delaware made it
