1'he great
bulk of business, however, was at six to seven per
cent. The prevailing abundanoe or tuiids ih due to
several causes. The great shrinkage in yuIucs at
IHo Kiock Exchange has pnnmlly lessened the
demand. It requires a great deal leas money to
carry stocks now than it did amonihtigo. Again,
the demand irom the West is comparatively light.
The Bhlpmeuta of curreacy liuvo commenced, but
the lunouuts sent arc small. Tlso decline iu gold
has checked the movement ol the crops. I he
farmers have in thjir mindi the old prices, and
mo loam to sell; ueace the retention o
aratn which, wiui a ltignor ptemlnni ou gold, wonld
liud its way tu the seaboard, while currcucy \vou»
llud its way to the West.

A week a^o sight bills on
New Vork were at oae-eiuhta discount, bu> us tlie
shipment of grain dirainished tne price of exchange
gradually run up to par, nnd to-day Gome of
the bunks belnu unable to get all tuey required
for their customers were obliued to ship currency
to New York. At the sauic time the shipments of
currency l'rora here to the country, though con¬
siderably dijiiulBhe.t from the volume of ten days
ago, are still as large as usual at this season. These
are features of Importance m finances, because they
show that r/e are paying our Eastern Indebtedness
with our currency instead of with our products,
which, as Ions as tticy remain unsold, are that mucii
capital "locked up." These results are directly
traceable to the New York panic. 'Jhe produce
dealers of that city have been unable to get in®
usual accommodations from their bankers because
the latter havo been lending their money to the
stock operaiors who have been hard pressed by the
oee'.me in stocks, and liave had to pu. ut> millions of
money or permit their stocks to be so;d at enormous

Mr. Eraetua B. Bigciow, President of the National

Apsoclation of V ool Mauulacturers, delivered an
elaborate aud highly Interesting acldresH last even¬

ing, at the National Exhibition nbw In progress at
the Ensure Rink, on Itilrd avenue and Sixty-third
street, under the auspices of tlie American institute.
The subject of the oddresa was, "The Wool Industry
01 the t'nited btates." The association of which
Mr. Uigelow is President Is only five years old, yet it
exhibits, in the variety ami quality of trie articles
of American wool manufactuiea now to be
seen at Hlult a remarkable degree in
the growth and vigor of this branch
of home Industry. Tho annual value of oar wool
manufactures anil of those manufactures in which
wool Is a component part is not less, according to
Mr. Blgclow, than $175,000,000, of which nearly four-
fliiiis are ma le from American wools. The course
carpet wools, which are not grown b. ro at all, the
worsted cotnoing ivools and ilie ilue clothing wools,
which are grown by us only in II.mud quantities, m
to mane up the rest. Passing a Ingli encomium
upon the perfection to which tho wool manufacture
has MMMUM iu inis couiiuy, ho put ; lie 00B»
suiupttou of woollen uoods in this country In round
numbers »t £240,ooo,oo.), allowing nearly #Go,ooo,ooo
lor the amount paid by tho coosumur for Imported
woollen*. Tiiu sjKiaker criticised severely the habit
of some who continually apeak oi the Inferiority of
Ainericau fabriwi uud docry everything tnat is home-
made, which leads to American goods being pro¬
vided with foreign brands to sell better. Alluding
to the peculiar, but temporary, causes which led to
the ptflteat aepmilMI Ilk the wcol trade, ho said
they were over-stlaiulalio i, un amouut ot produc¬
tion largely uhead of t!ie demand. That tais was
not caused i>v the influx of foreign good.;, he showed
that the number oi pouuds of wool grown lu thu
country lu ..¦00 was oo.ull, ii-13, while in 1 U8 it had
risen to 1? /.OJu.OOO pound.3, aud the value of domes-
lie wcoi manufactures had increased iu tho
same period lrom $08,000,000 to $176,000,000.
Mu'.h of this excess of production over
present demand, be said, was due to the war, which
made cotton scarce and turned cotton nulls tato
woollen mills. The principle which underlies our
present tarnr on wools aud woollens was earnestly
deiended by a lenginy argument, embellished with
statistical comparisons ot the condition o( labor and
wages iu this and European countries, c inlng to
the conclusion that Congress has wisely eutered on a
protective system. The illusive notion of free trado
was very fair in theory, said Mr. Uigc ow, but wholly
uusati8iact3ry in practtce, aa it ignores the great
law of NU4IHKIR and the duty or a nation 10 pro¬
tect its own industry against the injurious effects of
foreign competition, a duty at sacred as to oefjnd
fts soli and its homes against tho aggressions of
opeu war.
