Dostraction ‘of " Life ‘and Propérty in
tein A " Cannocticat,
Toe storm In Co 1 was \ly Aektroo-

tive of life and propoerty. At Dridgeport tho waler
pipes were burst by the food of water, the telograph
wirea broken aud the ralirosds damaged signuy.
At Derby the great Housstonic anm, which was
regarded the strongost in the Staie, gove way and
the water poured over, fooding the valley below
Birmiogham, destrormg the railroad  track
aud doing Immeoss damage. For a Ume It
wa feared much greater damage would be,
infiteted, but  luckily the storm  abated,
From up the Naugetuck Rallroad our advices
Indicate serious loss of property, HBotween Ansons
and Beymour the rallrond track and embankinents
were destroyed at intervals, and the north end of
tne Seymour bridge-swept away. At Waterbary the
Slorm waa terridlc, and two persona are reported Lo
have lost thelr livea. On the Housstonio Rallrosd
between Shemeld and Darrington, there la eald to
be no passatie bLridge or road, the entire country
belng washed out, The dam at Oconm, on the She-
tucket river, at Norwalk, was partiaily carricd away
on Tucsday night.
