“eorner” on gold.  The parlies concerned had
gean for weeks und months ia the fluctuations
of the gold market that if they conld get
control of the twenty millions within the
immediate reach of the strest, they had only
to socura the non-intervention of the Treasury
Department in order, by a grand charge, to
ran up gold to two husdsod in a single after-
noon, and to sell out with a general profit of
many millions before any Inland speeulators or
Euaropean bankers could be brought to the
regme,

This programma for a grand *‘pool” was too
tempting to be rosiated, and the parlies con-
cerncd procesded to aciion—firat, in buying
up goid suflicient to control the street, and
forly millions or more were thus seeured by or
befora that disusirons Friday; secondly, it
wns essentisl to  the suocess of the
conspiracy 1o secnre the mon-interven-
tion of the government in the development
of the plot, This was a delicate and diffionlt
task ; but where miiilons of money are con-
eerued mountaing may be removed, If a
promise or an understanding conld be securad
from the President and the Secrelary of the
Treasury success would be inevitable, Iere,
then, we have the explanation of the remark-
able devotions paid to Mr. Boutwell by certain
financiers and lobby men on the ocension of
bis vislt here o fow weaks ago, and of the won-
derful pttentions of Fisk, Jr., and others to
General Grant in his late summer excursions
in these parts. And whatever Corbin, the
Presldent’s brother-in-law, may have to say in
his own defence, his protessional antrcadents
and his otherwise mysterious relations of
confidence with Fisk, Jr., and others of the
bull eligue, rendar it morally certaln that
Corbin was relied upon to manage the Presi-
dent,

Mr. Corbin's experiense at Washington ag a
lobby jobber and a newspaper man had taught
him how to work upon the administration by
individuals und through the public press. We
find, too, that whatever the means employed,
Soecretary Bontwell, on his last appearance in
Wall strect, publicly declared as his poliey the
policy of non-intervention with the paltry
games of the gold gamblers, Tt was not
the Lusiness of the Treasury Department
totnke a hand with thene gold gamblers on
either side. This point, then, lLad heen
gained, Next, it now appears that the news-
paper articles sot afloat about the same time,

Fisk, Jr., has evidently about the
same understanding of the moral law as
Baronm, the showman, It rests on the Ply-
month eorner stone of Yankee shrewdness or
‘cnteness. Onee upon a time, they say, the
famous John  Randolph  remarked :—*‘Mr.
Speaker, I have heard enough of Yankee
shrewdness, and T underatand it, sir. What
in Masanohnsetts 18 called Yankee shrowdness
wa in Virginia oall Yankee swindling, and the
worat of it is, sir, your Yankee glories in it."
And it is just so. Barnum, for Instance,
parades his examples of Yankea shrowdneds
with all the airs of & hero. South of Connee-
tient there are veory fow men who would even
like to be told of such Yankea tricks as those
of Bavoum, if guilly of them; but Barnum
parades them as & foather in his cap or as a
soldier on state oocasions parades his modals
and crosses of honor, His idess of morallly
appear to be of that peculiar type of Randolph's
Yankee, IIe seems no more to understand
the shame involved than the Feejee Islander
comprehends the shame of roasting and eating
missionaries, It i3 the Fesjee’s nature and his
moral law to roast and eat misslonaries, So
from the moral nature and training of Barnum
it ia simply us imposaible with him to under-
stand Randolph’s Virginia moral code as it
wonld be for the Fesjes mermaid or the woolly
horse to underatund the value of roast beef.

Mr. Fisk, Jr., in his line, appears to helong
to the genuina Yankee blonde school of Bar-
nnm; and Corbin, we judge, if you serape
henenth his skin, will turn out a Cossack or a
Purllan of the same godly stripe. Whena
man is a candidate for Alderman In New York
he is “on the make.” So were Flak, Corbin
and all concornsd in this late gold pool, It
wad make or break with them, and that was
all, Nordo we suppose thal they are inthe
least disturbed by their disclosures against
each other, excopt in the cash account of profit
and loss. Cleurly General Grant, in his simple,
stralghtforwasd honeaty, has proved a puzzle
bayond their comprehension. They were on
the wrong tack in ganging him by their own
measave. They bave learnod that, but still
they are groping about in the dark, for they
can't understand it.  'Wall street case-har dens
Rundolph's Yankee and gives him the hide of
a rhinoceros. Hence he ia only vulnerable
under the ghoulder where he carries his wallet.
In this view, however, the late collapse will
gtand ns a more offactive lesson to Wall atreet
than all the laws of lhonesty embraced in the
cods of Yankee shrewdness or Yankee swin-
dling.

Crsx Arr Rigar,—Before (he Madrid
oligarchy daetlared itselt so imperiously in
regard to holding Cuba it ought to have
been sure of its ability to hold Spain, which
apparently ia slipping through its fingers. With
the Spaniards and the Cubans striking at the
same time wo are clearly sure of freedom in
Cubn: for If they keep the soldiers in Europe
to keep down the Sponish people the island
will be all right ; if they send the soldiers to
Caba there will be a real republic in Spain,
and one in Cuba must be a consequence of
that.

Makmio A Poisy 18 Pams,—Certain of the
French depnties are organizing & row. They
intend to repair to the place of proper assem-
bly for the Legislature on what they regard us
the legal date, and thus put before the country
the guestion of the imperial power to declare
when the Legislature shall meet. The organ
of the “‘Reds” in Paris advises this course,
and spenks even of n renunciation of allegiance
to Napoleon under certain contingencles,
There may be trouble with these fellows ; for
left alone they will make a tremendous noise,
and interfered with they will make a greater
noise atill.

Turkey a¥p Eayrr.—A cable despatch
from Constantinople informs ns that the
great Powers have withdrawn from interfe-
rence o the affairs of Egypt, and that the
Sultan and the Viceroy are to be left to settle
their difficulties as best they can.

The Luud Question in Irelapd=A Good
Mign.

The Marquis of Iartington, Postmaster
General of England, has introduced the sub-
ject of lsnd tenure veform for Ireland, the
essentially vilal question of the day ot the
other side of the Atlanlic, to the people of
Grent Britain in  an extra-parllamentary
speech, but which, coming from so experi-
euced and prominent a member of the Glad-
stone Ministry, must be rogarded in the light
of a semi-official utterance, or the public
shaping or roughing out of what will consti-
tate the strongest plank in the Cabinet plat-
form for the next session of Parliament. The
Marquis treated the matter on broad and
liberal grounds, but in reality added no new
points in support of the necessity of the
movement to those which have been already
set forth, with such accuracy of statement and
telling effect, in the letters of our special cor-
respondent in Ireland, and which have heen
already submitted to the American publlo in
our golumns, He asserted the right of the
Irish farmer and agricultural laborer to obtaln
a living from and on the soil of their birth in
words which foreshadowed justice to all,
without violence to the rights of sny. Indeed,
it may be said that the Postmaster General
merely took ground on an axiom and only
elaborated a principle laid down in Ireland
thirty years ago by a distinguished and much
lnmented Scotchman, the late Thomas Drum-
mond, when discharging the dutles of Under
Secretary of State in that portion of the king-
dom, in the simple words, “‘Property has its
dulies as well as ita righls." At that perfod
an evieted Irlsh tenant, obeying the prompt-
ings of what has been termed the ‘‘wild
justice of revenge,” shot a landlord. The
magistrates of the county, class peers of the
deceased, assembled and demanded of the
government a proclamation of martial law for
the entire disirlict in which the erime was per-
petrated, its enforcement to be entruated to
their own hands. Mr. Drummond wrote the
official reply of refusal, assuring the gentlemen
that they should be completely protected by
the law In its ordinary ocourse of sction,
informing them also of the truth—unknown,
forgotten or unheeded by them previously—
that ‘‘Property has its duties as well as its
righta."”

Mr. Drummoad was called to his reward by
denth soon afterwards. Ilis words were im-
perishable and remain. They are producing
their effect to-day, as evidenced by the fact,
embraced in our European news report yestor-
day, that his Grace the Duke of Devonshire
pledges himself to advance the sum of one
hundred thounsand pounds sterling for the
purpose of conairucting a railway to conneot
the Irish towns of Fermoy and Lismore,
situated respectively in the counties of Cork
and Waterford, but not very far apart, and for
the moat part on his own estate.

This is a really excellent sign, & good
beginning. The noble family of Cavendish,
of Devonshire, which comes down from Bir
William Cavendish, the most nocomplished
gentleman usher in the household of Cardinal
Wolsey, built its greatness on its share of the
confiscated abbey landa of England, its repre-
sentative In the year 1720 obtaining also a
baronial title from a {orfeited domain in Ireland.
The members of the family have been popular

L b vuanter sinan, and, an the Maergais of
Hartington is one of them, the Irish people
may, we think, accept his present expresaion,
as well aa the solid gift of the Duke of Devon-
shire for industrinl purposes, ne unmistakable
pledges that the British government and Par-
linment will adjust theland question difficultics
et an early day and effectually., The support
of the Devonshire family in such direction,
owning, a8 it does, an immense estate in
Ireland, ia all powerful. Its members are
doeply interested in the iesue, and prudent
withal, The family molto Is ‘‘Cavendo
tutng” (“‘be cautions and safe”), words of
wiadom and just in place.

Southern Agricultural Fairs,

Among the most encouraging signs of the
times are the unusual interest which is taken
in the great annual fairs of Virginia and North
Carolina, to be held within four consecutive
weeks, and the cordlal invitation extended by
thelr managers to Northern ekill and industry
to exhibit the latest improvoments in agrlcul-
tural methods and lmplements and in stock
raiging. The sectional prejudices which pre-
valled before the war are manifestly giving
way before a disposition to profit by modern
applications of science instead of sneering at
them as “‘Yankee inventions." The destruc-
tive spirit fomented by the war is yielding to an
intelligent zeal for the restoration and the
ingrease of that material prosperity which for-
merly made the South one of the richest
gources of our national wealth. The third
annual Border Agrioultural Feir of Virginla
and North Carolina will take place at Dan-
ville, Va., on the 13th, 14th and 15th of
October ; the fair of the North Carollna State

and Leesburg, in Virginia, The unquestion-
able advantages of agricultural faire will
doubtless be illustrated at all of these moet-
ings, which may well take the place of the old
Houthern commercial conventions, where com-
merce was but the pretext for worse than Idle
disoussions aboui slavery and other political
subjects. Our Richmond correspondent is
right in saying that the approaching Soutbern
agrienltural fairs will give a new and powerful
impetus to practical reconatruction.

The Fropesed Dariom Shlp Canal.

By our last mail advices from Contral
America we are happy to learn that some
stops are being taken in reference to the
Darien ship canal. General Hurlburt, the
Unlied States Minister to the republio of
Colombia, has seen President Correoso on the
subject, and finds him greatly in favor of the
scheme. Moreover, the merchants of the
Isthmus are now In favor of the Ides,
and are determined to have it at any cost.
For some fificen years we have endeavored
continually to call the atiention of those most
interested to the lmportance of constructing a
ship canal through the Isthmus of Darien. At

‘various periods we have published in the

columna of the HEraLp all the Information
that could be gleaned upon the subject. Even
Alexander von Humboldt foresaw the impor-
tance of such an undertaking and predicted
its consummation. Now that the ship canal
mania is raging in Europe and the East, surely
we should not allow our American interests to
pass into oblivion. At present the necessity
of such a moans of communication between
the two great oceans ia self-evident. 1In order
to effect the transmission from the Atlantie to
the Paclfio, or rather between the Eastern and
Western hemispheres, vessels must necessarily
go round either Cape Horn or the Cape of
Good Hope, or land their cargoes and passen-
gers at the Isthmus of Panama, to be trans-
ported across by rail. Breaking cargo is at
all times an expensive and depreciating
operation, and the passage around the Cape is
frequently preferred. Duly consldering these
points, there can be no doubt that the
canal, however costly, would not only prove a
boon, but also a profitable investiment, for the
¢apital sunk. The Buez Canal is a great
work and will result in immense benefits
to the univerae generally; but & ship
canal across the Isthmmns of Darien would
be equally beneficial, and fo the commerce of
the United States infinitely more so. The
beneflts accruing from the railroad across the
Continent have already become apparent, but
still more facility is called for, and the subject
of a ship canal through the isthmus must not
be allowed to slumber. Commerce, the wvital
strength of this conntry, demands it.

Who Is Corbin?

Corbin, the sleek, quiet Methodiat, has
attained wida notoriety through the gold cor-
nering operation and his alleged connectlon
with Fisk and Gould In that business. Now
people are asking, who Is Corbin? They hear
he is the brother-In-law of General Grant—
that is, he married the General's sister a short
time ago—and this seems to be the capital
upon which he operated. But, they ask,
where did this man come from and what are
his antecedents? 1In sowme respects he is the
same type of man a8 Fisk—the New England
Puritan type—the type of which the notorious
Barnum is e representative. Whether he
boasts of his trickery as smartness, as Yankee
‘cuteness, like his fellow New Englanders,
Barnum and Fisk, we cannot say; but it is
evident he works in the same way. Though
not known generally to the public, or in Wall
street before, he was known in Washington. He
is an old lobby operator, and 1t is beliaved he
made his money or laid the foundation of his
fortune through lobbying. He was taken fto
Wanshingtun fivm 8t. Tanis hy Colonel Bmmn'
if we mistake not, and through Benton's
influence was appointed clerk to the Commit.
tee on Claims. This position gave him the
necessary information and the opportunity for
exercising his peculiar talent and for making
money as lobby agent. While in this business
in Washington he was able to purchase that
fine house in Corcoran’s row, where John C.
Breckinridge and Senator Douglas were hls
neighbors, From that period he has flourished
like a green bay tree. But not ocontent with
the ample fortune he had made in Washington,
he moved to New York and changed his busi-
ness In lobbying to gold cornering operations,
making his relationship with General Grant
the capital for this new business. Of course
General Grant is in no way responsible for the
use of his name by his brother-in-law, Mr.
Corblun, like Fisk or the showman Barnum, has
gone, probably, the length of his rope in such
guestionable operations. Like them, he has
reached the point of Yankee greatness or
glory, which, according *to New England
cthics, is smartness, and there i nothing left
for him to do but to seek ahsolution in the
hosom of the Methodist Church.

Dr. Livingstone Heard From.

A missionary has arrived at London from
Zanzibar with the welcome news that a letter
had been roceived from Dr. Livingstone, dated
February, 1869. The great explorer was then
alive and well, althongh short of provisions,
on Lake Tangauyika. This lake, which is sit-
uated about five degrees below the equator
and to the left of the Mountaing of the Moon,
is the most prominently distinct feature of that
vast terra fneognita which the discoverer of
Lake Ngami has so bravely and perseveringly
undertaken to explore, The ohjects of the
distinguished oxplorer, of whose safety the
whole civilized world will be delighted to hear,,
are to introduce to the family of nations the
innumerable tribes of negroes who, in eommu-J
nities hitherto unknown, produciog and con-
suming, and more or less civillzed, ocoupy this
strange reglon; to determine accurately ita
geographical peculiarities and to open to com-
merce regources of incaloulable value, If Dr,
Livingstone shall be spared to complete his
important explorations his account of them
will surpnss in interest even his own previons
narralives, as well as those of Speke, Baker,
Grant and other laborers in the same feld of
discovery. Thanks to the indefatigability of
such travellers, Africa will at length emerge
from the mystery which now envelops ite
very name, leaves its size and its population
nnsolved problems, and ite configuration a
matter of guesswork. By that time, perhaps,
the millennium may begin, the crowning of
which, according to the late Dr, Channing, will
be the perfect development of homan nature,
by the addition of its fully unfolded emotional
elements to ita fully unfolded intellectual ele-
ments, ae illustrated in the history of other
than the Afrioan races.
