DESFRUCTIVE F:RES,-
Buroing of a Distlliery=Loss 8100,000 to
£120,000=Several Pervons Injonred.

About twenty minutes afler tweive o'clock yester-
day worning & whiskey meter in the extensive dls-
titlery of Joseph Secxles, corner of Firat avenue and
106th sireet, bursted, while the employds were at
work, and the gas colng in contact with the liquid
the room i a few minutes was envelopad in flame,
The alarm was promptly sounded, and the fire de-

partment in the nelghborhood hurried to ihe scene
of degtruction. By the time they got on the Croton
from several ipse the fire had gained such control of
tha combustible contentd of the buliding, which 18 a
large four story brick, that but slight Lopes of suc-
cesefully checking 1t were enterwsiued. For more

than two lhours, Qowever, they controlied
the flery enemy, wolch conunmally n-
créased n extent and  spresd wilh re-

markable rapidity, uool the eatire stracture
from ground to roof, wad a mass of flame, that
threw out its forked tongues throogh the windows
una doors and bade delance to the men, Wwho,
mounted on lsdders and window silis, directed &
flozen streams upon it. By two o'clock the fire had
exnansted itself, but it had swallowed up the entire
conlents and left ngthing vut wie bare walls ana the
brokel machinery. The walls fell over about two
o'elock In close proxiuity to the mwemberd of Engine
CompanyiNo, 13, three of whom—Joian Lrodle JHenry
Nuns apd Michasl Daly—were struck by the falling
bricks and iujured, the iatter slightly and the others
severely.

Avamor which gained credence yesterday that
the Spanish gunboat No. 1, lying at the Delamater
‘Works, at the foot of Thirieenth street, Was prepar-
tng for sea caused some littie excitement in Spanish
and Cuban circles, bus It wis soon found that there
wié no foundation for tbe many statements adoat
respecting her. The Bpanish gunboats are closely
walched by the United States stemmer Maria, snd
the slightest movements on thelr part are noted. It
I8 an utter impossbllity for any of them Lo escADPe
to écs  without permission of the govern-
ment. If by any chance No. I, No. & or
any other one of the membera eluded the vigilanoe
