The principal, the tirat landlord in Kerry, Is the
Uight lion. Viscount Caatlerosse. Hi* estate
includes all the iakes of Kiiiarney and the inlands in
ana belonging to tiie same aud thousands of acres of
Hie best land In the county. Ilia incomo is £02,000
per annum; 4310, 000 'in gold." The C'luivaleut for
thui princely income is a residence in Ireland of
throe months or less iu each year; but his lordship is
considered a good landlord. He does not evict so

long as his vassals pay promptly their part of the
£42,000 income.
The following are alao landlords of importance:.

Lord Caatlerosse, William Denny, Lord Ueadler and
Henry A. Herbert, Mr. Denny is a bad landlord, out

a very ambitious man. He lias endeavored to repre¬
sent the borough of Tralee for the past twenty years
in the imperial Parliament, but the people are so
Ignorant of his merits, but thoroughly acquainted
with his unkladnea* aa a landlord, that they have
permitted him to remain ut home. Lord lleadley t*
not known to any extent; he seldom visits "the
acres of his ancestors," but receives his rents very
punctually and speuds them very rapidly outside of
Kerry.
Mr. Herbert is the worst landlord In the county.

Jean Pierre Dan-
tar. was a friend of the writer of the ubove; but he
was every one's friend, lor the matter of that, and
ail the Parts papers of thU day hare devoted a
column Mid more to his memory. Ho was
called Dantan, Jr., to distinguish him from
Dantan, Sr., tun brother, who is also a sculptor,
lined eighty. '1'he D.intan collection, No. 41 Hue
Blanche, Is ono < f the moftt ourious histories of con¬

temporary celebrities. There they all are.but carica¬
tured (at thotr bidding) In plaster, wax, marble,
stone or clay. His statues of Koasinl, Meyerbeer,
Bouldteu, Hose-ChiTl, Veipoau, Neiatnn, Ac., are all
great works, tils busts are too numerous to bo
recorded; but where Dun tan excelled wax in the
burlesque; and those who have sean the origi¬
nals of some or his best caricatures aie only
able to appreciate how profoundly he had studied
every mental weakness of his models before
ho would convey tliom to the cleverly manipu¬
lated mould lie used. A visit to Dantan's museum
on tirst entering produces a most ludicrous Impres¬
sion. His copies are so perfect in point of resem¬
blance that they seem almost girted with the power
or speech, thos viewod In the attitudes peculiar to
tliom or in those they affected. Home are absurd;
others a winking, lounging, desponding, sitting m
strange contortions, grumbling, begging, gesticu¬
lating.it is all a species of cold lmpdom.

the midst or aneiecttou excitement. No one writes,
talks, or thinks of anything except tho election of
members for the corning Diet To day members
bavc been chosen for tho country districts, and on

Friday, the 24th Inst., Prague and the town" will
elect their representatives.

1 have just returned from an election held in a
suburban district, and liaucn to give an account oi
what I saw and heard. In order to understand tne
significance of the present elections It Is necessary to
take a retrospect of Austrian policy lor the last two
or three years. I shall, therefore, preface my descrip¬
tion with a brief statement of the political position
in Bohemia, such as It has been given me by promi¬
nent men here and from such Information as 1 have
procured since coining to Prague. Although differ-
ent attempts at constitutionalism had been made in
Austria previous to the governmeut always
maintained Its old tendencies and centralized all
power In Vienna. Constitutions wore drawn up
from timo to time, but they were either abrogated,
rendered of no account by ministerial regulation*
Issued In Vienna or were simply not applied, remain¬
ing a dead letter. After the crushing deleat ol
Hadowa the old system was discarded, and It was
announced to the world that Austria, which hitherto
had been the acknowledged stronghold of reaction¬
ary principles and politics, was now to become
really a liberal and constitutional State. Hun¬
gary, which, sinoe 1843, had been governed from
Vienna, was invited to come to an arrange¬
ment. The leading idea in Austrian politics
has always been to maintain the supremacy of the
uerman overall other nationalities In tne empire.
H was possible to carry out this idea when Austria
was at the head of the German Confederation, and
whon all administrative and legislative power was
concentrated at Vienna. But after Austria was
unceremoniously thrust out by Count Bismarck it

I was diuicult to keep up the former supremacy or a
1

race so small In numbers as the Herman Is in Aus¬
tria, and utterly out of the question if u constitu¬
tional form of government was to be Introduced aud
adhered to. There is notnlng, however, soairtluuit
to part with as power, and although it was
evident that tho old system must be aban¬
doned, It was only arter it was aliown
that the Hungarians must nave complete satis¬
faction that these demands were acceded to
by the Vienna government. Alter the agreement
with llungaty Count He uai set about arranging the
aii'jii's oi the western half of the monarchy. A con¬
stitution wits promulgated from Vienna, by Ibe pro¬
visions or which the different people were to havo
their Ihots or Provincial Assemblies ami sent! dele¬
gatus to a central Parliament to be held at Vienna.

It is generally acknowledged. 1 believe, inatiho
constitution is rcasoiiatUv liberal tu many respects;
but complaints are made that It Is used uitro.y na a
weapon to secure (Jorinan iiwcondan.'y.
To givo Hie most striking example, I will t.ike

Bohemia, which is Inhabited by Upwards of live mil¬
lions of people. Of these nbou- two mlliions, or
nearly so, are Uormans, or of recent Uerman descent.
It is evident that If the ballot Is talriv applied
tiie Bohemians must be In tho majority, Hut
as Vicuna gave the constitution, h<> Vi¬
enna undertakes to regulate the arrangement
of doctoral districts aud tne manipulation oi elec¬
tions, wnlch Is done with suoh success mat the
Bohemians, who lorm a large majority or tin1 popu¬
lation ol the kingdom, are represented in the Diet by
a minority. This Is managed oy giving to smail
towns having a Uernuiu majority an equal rnpreseii-

I tatlon with large lloiieinlaii towns. At the llrsi ses-
i slon ot tho Diet in IK61 the Bohemian members with-
' drew, signing at the same time a probst stating! their grievances. Since thai lime tliey havo taken

no part in the government of the country. Upon
withdrawal their seats were doolarod vacant, and a
new election has l»oen ordered. Tho great question
Involved In the election is, "Will the coOBlry uphold
tiie protesting members)" Ah I write ret nuts hove
boeu received from thtrty-so.veu districts; tu every oui
the protesting members have been returned either
uiianlmously or by a very large miuoru.r, und tho
pron|>ect Is that, every member will be returned. I
asked one ot the leaders or the Bohemian party yes¬
terday what tiiev were struggling ror in tills contest
witn the government, lie answered, "For our
nationality and our local rights." Hatd he, "Bohe-
inmU one oc the oldest kingdoms in tho Austrian
empire. The only legal tie binding it to Austria w
that the Emperor of Austria is King of Bohemia.
Wo are willing to yield to tho Vienna government
everything tliat Is necessary for prssorvlng Its unity,
but we wish to preserve our nationality and ou;
lw#i ituuiuuous, w» wlait W alio* tua uqru^tu

' In Bohemia the fuileit r^prssentation they are onti-
Hod to; bat wo do not wish that they should
rule over us. To this we never will con¬

petition, and not by throttling us, not by deprivinguh oi our rijftJtn and using violence. It may oe wellto remuid the Vienna people that, although a smallnation, we are not without friends aud rclatlrea inthe world. The nation which gave birth to Immsluud Jerome of l'rague, and fouirht the liussile watu,cannot be without sympathy. Bosidei, there aro mthe Kast 'JO,(WO,000 of the HIavon lc race, our brothers,with Russia ut tho head, who sympathise witn im,
who speak a language which 1* uearly the same a*
our own, and who must ever regard us In a diffureutlight from nations not related to us t>y blood.
The main question of the Bohemian opposition to

a uatloual one. The government wishes to Uerman-Ue them. They wish to preserve t'.toir Historicalrights and their individuality, and will continue the
struggle so long as tiiese two things are not a^uredthem. That the absenco of the Bohemian delegationmay oe very eurljus wo oau uuderstand by tue last
session of the Hungarian and Viennese delegations.The iluuganans, In every instance, outvo'ed the
Uermans and carried measures which raised tho ireof the whole German pross. This may be attributed

But 10
return to the election, oue of the cltlaens ot the
district where the election was to take place called
at an early hour at the hotel and conducted me t»
tue polls. At eleven o'clock we arrived and found
the votors already assembled. 1 was much struck
by many tinngH which 1 saw both In the place and
among tho people. The polls were at the root of tho
/.lska mil. Zisku, as every one knows, was the Bohe¬
mian leader in the Hussite wars, lie never lost a bat¬
tle, and on tho very niaco where we stood he defeated
the army of the Bmperor Sigismond with great
slaughter. At the side of the building where the elec¬
tion was to be held stood the church of Cyrill and
Methodius, the Slavonic apostle*, who, In the ninth
century, converted Bohemia and Moravia to Christ! -

unity and gave all tne Slavonic nations the Bible in
their vernacular language. Ad soon as the hour for
voting arrived we went Into a large hall and wit¬
nessed the process ot savlug one's country ta Bohe¬
mia.

iit one end of the hall was a long table. Behind
it sat the government commissioner and the ohiel of
1110 electoral diet net. yn the table were a number

o. baoks containing the doctor's names, each oue
with Its number. A clerk, or teller, called the name*
111 numerical order, and each man advanced as hi*
number and uame were called, deposited a ticket cer¬
tifying who he was, and this declared in a loud voice
the nam 'j of the candidate for whom be wished to
vote. '1 he ballot Is not allowed in vottug for mem¬
bers of the luet, aud many persons with wnom 1
spoke complained of this limitation. Some of tho
names called by tne cleric are worthy of notice. 1
was not a little surprised to hear John lluss, tanner,
called upon to give his rote, aud shortly afterward
Joiin Zlska, grocer, also asked to ao his duty as a
Bohemian citizen. It soeraed so strange to hear suck
names at a small election. It was as if oue should
hear Mai tm Luther or Oliver Cromwell called upon
to give tiieir vote iu a small German or English town
on some of the questions ol the day. At tne close of
the election, which lasted ubout two hours, tue
.1 hole body of the electors repaired to a large hall In
the vicinity, wheie the candidate or their choloe
awaited them. Tho election was unanimous, if
there was auy (real) opposition it was so small
that the opposing voters stayed away.

I must here mention, as a peculiarity of the elec¬
tive system iu Austria, that the candidate is n>t
allowed to appear near the polls or spoak to the
electors before voting lest he might excite them too
much. 1 consequently saw nothing of the candidate
till the election was over. When all was finished
my compunion con luoied me to a club at no groat
distance from the polls, l here tho candidate was
waiting tho issue. Shortly alter our at rival oame
tno chairman of the election committee and an¬
nounced the result of the day. As most of tho elect¬
ors had arrived the announcement was received
with a burst ot cheers, tue day was carried, tue
nation 1 candidate was elected. John lluss and
John Zuka iia'i not cast their votes iu valu.
Tue newly elected mouther made a speech thank¬

ing, tlrst of an, loose pi osent lor tueir kindness in
choosing him to bo their representative) aud then
spuite at some length concerning the state of tne
couuiry. lie said mat 11 was a critical tune, that
the question of the duy was whether lliey were to
continue to exist as a nation or to disappear In that
indciinco group ol' people known as Cisleithauia.
Afterwards he reviewed tne present position of the
Austrian government and renewed statements
already made that Austria Could only succeod as a
conidiieratlou.as a iruiy constitutional State.aud
not lu her present condition.

German .State:) of the system oi weights and
measures now obtaining in the North Geruiaa
Coinedoiaifon. Tne ooiumen lai, navigation, postal
uud telegraphic

treaties which had boon con¬
cluded by the Customs Union were then roforrad to,
as also was tho Introduction luto lladon of a mili¬
tary orgtuueatton m conformity with that at jroeeut
existing in North Germany. Ky this organization
me l aden troops could enter the ranks of the
federal army of Norm Germany on the name
lootuig as the federal troops for the delonce
of the common country. AHuslou was also
made to tlie treaties concluded wttli the North tier-
man Conlederatlon, by which the inuabltanU ot
liaden could serve In the federal army aud <<«*
vni sit. These treaties would be laid i>erore the Cham¬
ber, and the uuity ot the German military forces
would thus be happily secured. The Grand links
hoped that the military power of Germany woutA
not be called out lor any serious service; uevermo-

I ess, the value aud cliuracter or tU.it power ought
not, rrom a national point or view, to be misunder¬
stood. The goverumont would propose tho ezteii- ,
sion for two yearii or tne law on ttj « contingent, ami
would ask tne Chamber to vote Vi,e necessary mili¬
tary estimates, which had been reduced to a mini¬
mum amount, estimates withoirt winch it would t*
impossible to maintain the Ba/tcn army at that de¬
gree of oillciency which it had attained.
Tne internal questions ot lb e couutry were next
alluded io, the celebration of. iue nftietU anniver¬
sary of the constitution* 'and the constitutional
changes which would be iiif i before the Chamber.
Various bills, relating to tuc criminal procedure,
ministerial responsibility, the trial or political
oirenan by Jury, compulse ,y civil marriage, supple¬
mentary clauses to be added to the law on
education, slmpilflcaiio* of no organisation of
the communal uuiiioriuj ,, extension ot the autou-
oiuv ot tue comiuuucH, u ui ai*o bins relating to tlio
loans, luilway.i and cau would be presented to
tne chamber. A bill r* utive to the establishment
or a lift nk on tin* Norte uerman system, aud also .
bill on industrial ami' comiucicial associations, were
announced.
