Enplistments in the Army=—An lIwmporiant
Haleas Corpus Case.
Before Commissloner Belts,
A writ of habeas corpus was issued on* - the
United States Distriet Court, by Judge Blavehford,

at the petitlon of Mary Ferns, to obialn the dis-
chargur private Thomas Ferns from the general
service of the United States Army, on the aliegn-
tions, fivet, that be was inloXicated when enlisied;
second, that he was a married man; third, that he
bad been atltested belore a commissloned oflcer,
whicl was contrary to law, a8 & jusilce of tho peace
might have been obtained to swedr lum In. The lust
aliegation was a traverse Lo the return.

The writ being served on Brevet Brigadier General
Thomas H. Neill, commanding Fort Columbus, New
York parbor, that officer made return by producing
Feros in court and exuibiting the enllstment paper
by which he held him and certifying substantially
that he hed recelved the pay, clothing, rations, &c.,
eslablished by law; had voluntarily performed the
duties of a soldier and been nunutely and critically
spected two days after his arrival ol the depot,
apecording to paragraph 976 of the Army Heguiations
(which now have the force of swtutory law), to
ascertsin whether he had been enhisted “Conlrary Lo
law or regulation.’
