Pulace Nupoloon’s Nete to the Amoricans in
London.

Tho Buropean mall of the 5th of Qelwober brings ns
the following compiote text of the note lately
addreased by Prince Napoleon to & party of Ameri-
cans In London, and which has been already notioed
in our cable telegrams. The American deputation
from Loadon to Parls waltea on Prince Napoleon
Beptember 30, to preaenl whie address voted on the
occasion of the spoech he dolivered in the Senate
on the 18t of Septomber. The Prince replied as
follows:—

GENTLEMEN—] have recelved through your chalr-
mik the gddress you have sent me on the cocasion
ol my last speoch An the Senate; 1 &m thankfal to
you lor it To bo underalood and approved by the
vitizena of o (res country which glven such
Zroal examples to the world 18 8 faltering roward,
AL the dawi of Hberty, from the very earliest days
ol the reviprocal emancipation of our Lwo countries,
Amerioa and France have been friends, and havoe
supoolbed each olher; the fuauder of our dynssiy
has always been your friend. Was It not he who,
cousidering the «death of Washlugton s & loss
for muakiud, orderad Franos to go into mourning
for your groat clldzen®  Have we Hot fought together
for the freedom or the seay?
