I'nuMe *f the Decline in Hhipbulldlng.
The Congressional committee appointed to inves.

ligaie the causes for the decline in the American
niailno met again yesterday at ten o'clock In room
No. o Custom House. There were present lion. John
Lynch, Chairman, and Messrs. Conkilng, Calkin and
Hotchkiss.
Mr. A. A. Low said be had always been In favor of

protecting American Interests, our laws were
framed with a view of protecting various Industries,
but they bear hard on this particular Interest and
ore a burden on ships. There are varloua causes for
the depression of the shipping Interest. The depre¬
dated currency tended to Increase the cost of build¬
ing ships and sailing them afterwards. The policy
of England had given her a prestige. We had only
one Important Hoe of steamers at present, lie
thought there was scarcely a law that did not inflict
injury on our shipping interests. He was in favor of
the policy of England being adopted here, he said,
and explained the beneficial effect that would result
If subsidies were given to steamers. He did not
think that we could equal England In the construc¬
tion of ships. England had always striven for
supremacy in everything, and has driven our ships
from the ocean by paying largo subsidies. They
protect their ships; encourage the shipping interest,
and we depress it. He ihougUt shipowners were
In favor or bringing English vessels here, and putting
them under the American flag; for his own part he
would like to see our mechanics encouraged, and
that we should bulla our own ships. He thought we
should be Independent of foreign workmanship and
skill. England can at present build much cheaper
than wo can undoubtedly, and purchasing ships
abroad and putting them under the American flag
would not change their foreign character to any
great extent. Wo should adopt the policy of Eng¬
land, whlcli pialntains her steamers by subsidies,wiiile we do nod * '3 t*'
Mr. Poillon said his views were fully expressed

by gentlemen yesterday; the views, however, ex¬
pressed by the Shipowners' Association he thought
w»re not the true exponents of those of the mer¬
chants of New York or or the country. The prohi¬bitory tariff affects our shipping luterests; the price
of copper is seven to eight cents more here than
there, and in Iron the difference Is thirty orthirty-tive cents. Although we pay our mechanics more
tlmn the English, still their superior skill, he
thought, was more than a set-on agslnst it. The
effect ot putting a duty on foreign ships he supposed
would be to cause a duty to be put on American
ships abroad. The only way or recovering our
European trade would be by granting subsidies,England and France both follow this policy, ami
they are more liberal to vessels trading with oilier
countries than to this; they allow drawbacks, too,
on all stores supplied. If all these concessions were
made the trade wonld revive in two years cer-
talnly.
Mr. Georub Opdykk gave his views as to the

cause of tue depression of tbe shipping interest.
The most unpoilant was tbe depreciation of cur¬
rency and the lilgh price charged for materials,
witlcn waa seventy-Ave per cent above tbe gold
price, wlnle tbe difference between gold and cur¬
rency waa only forty per cent. He tbougbt it would
be good policy, In order to establisu important lines
of steamers, to grant subsidies in certain eases.
Navigation laws be considered to t>e absolutely
necessary. If tbe concessions demanded were
granted be thought It would give us the supremacy
of tbe sea; all our people want is an open Held and

a lair competition. He did not think that exempt¬
ing from tlntv the materials Tor tbe construction of
otber ships would uut be sufficient to enable us to
compete with Kngland In shipbuilding. If we were
to admit foreign bunt vessels to registration here
and put them on an equality with American vessels,
it could not fail to be Injurious to the shipping Inter-
em
Mr. Howland, of tbe Arm of Rowland k Frothlng-

ham, considered tbo depression of otir commerce
was attributable to natural causes; there was leas
carry i 11^; there was an overabundance of tonnage,
and the civil war had tended to destroy our pres¬
tige. It would be some years, he thought. Hefore
we could cope with ureal ltriiulti in building iron
ships. Their Arm own all American ships which
sail under the American flag. The shippiug interest
was small in comparison with other interests; It was
considered a poor investment. He was not In lavor
of abolishing the navigation laws; but If materials
lor constructing vessels were exempted from duty,
and the stores were permitted to be taken in bond it
would undoubtedly benefit shipping interests. He
thought it would be inconsistent to grant more pro¬
tection to shipbuilding than to any other branch of
industry.
John W. Elwell, of the Shipown«m' Association,

traced the fluctuations in the carrying trade from he
period of the Mexican war to the breaking out of the
rebellion, when many of our vessels were solo abroad,
and there was little building because ol the high
price of materials fiud the cost ot equipping and
running vessels. The expense or labor now is. ou
an average, two or three hundred perccut more than
liefore the war, but even now vessels can be bunt
lor sixty dollars per tou. The expense bas been
greatly Increased by the repairs and the high rates
of insurance. He thought mat the remiaalou of duty
on materials for building would greatly lend io In¬
crease shipbuilding lieie. The coas'. wise trade is not
over one-bail wljat it wap before the ifar; the only
important trade now is that of California.

Mr. bpoffobd, of the dim of spofford, Titeaton A
Co., thought that the chtei cau«e3 of Ihe depression
are the subsidies given by lorcigu governments and
the co«t of construction and navigation. He thought
the policy of our government Miould bo to allow au
American to purchase a vessel where he pleased, at

i lie cheapest market, and register her here. He
thought that no duty, at least a light onVr, iliouM bo
imposed en maiding materials, if he were engaged
in ih<' coasting tir.de in England, he believed lie
would he compelled to put the ownership In the
name of a native of that country. He doubted that
if the duty wete taken off material wo could supply
the demand M fast as the vessels were demanded,
or at so low a COlt as in England, lie thinks steam¬
ship lines are managed more economically now tnau
they were when the Collins line was established. If
loreigu vessels were admitted to registry here lie
does not think tlio controlling Influence would lie
largely held abroad, no more than by allowing
foreigners to open our railroad*.

Mr. W hiti.Ock suid lie considered that great bene¬
fits had resulted from the introduction or steam¬
ships. The application of all laws should lie uni¬
versal. Ue favored the removal of all restrictions
by duties, and foster every means by which suip-
building here would be encouraged.
Mr. Nkhmith said his Arm had had offers troni

England to build sailing vessels at £14 Ms. and as
low as £1'J per ton. He thought that If the duties
were taken off building materials the American
builder could supply the demand as low as in Eug-
latiil.at least wooden vo*sels, but tie did not know
about iron vesseis. He was opposed to abrogating
Hie navigation laws.

Mr. Wili.iam 11. Wkbr hoped that before the com¬
mittee returned to Washington they would reqnett
shipowners and underwriters to furnish inloruiatlou
in writing.

A llNiinwny Convict Hhot.Novel Attempt at

Suicide.Another Escape.
Patrick Kavanagh, one of the three convicts who

escaped from sing Slug Prison by seising a powder
boat during the month of September, 1808, was re¬
captured at Haverstraw, whither he had ventured to
.ee his wife and family last Thursday. On
the following day he was escorted to Sing Sing byConstable ltuchniian aud an assistant, but after ar¬
riving at the railroad dopot Kavanagh, by a dex¬
terous move, managed to slip the handcuflfe from
his wrists aud once more essayed to escape by run¬
ning. Determined not to loso their game his recent
custodians drew their revolver, an<l while fol¬
lowing In the wako of the fugitive fired six shots at
hlia, one of which took etTfect in Ills back, Inflicting a
severe aud perhaps mortal wound. Kavanagh was
conveyed to the prison hospital, where all efforts to
extract the ball have failed. Should the wouudod
man survive he will uudergo the romainder of his
term of senteuco for the crime of grand larceny.

A half-witted convict named George Watson,employed in one of the foundries at the prison,
extemporized a thoroughly original Instrument of
destruction wnercwlth to end his existence last
Friday, This fellow's disordered mind led hint to
select a piece of ordinary gas pipe, about four
Incucs In length, in one eud of which
he placed a large fixed cartridge, on the breech-
loading principle. Holding the opposite end of
the pipe to his car with ono hand, Watson took a
hammer with the other and by a violent blow ou
the cap exploded the singular contrivauce. For¬
tunately for him the blow destroyed his aim and the
builet sped on its harmless way, while the would-be
sulcldo was thrown to the ground by the coucusHion.
