The Ecumenicnl Council—=The Manich Theo-
logi and Archbish Manni Comfurt

for Bavaria,

Loxpon, Oct, 4, 1889,

Two interesting additions have been made thie
week to the lilerature born of the discnsalon of the
objects and eventual effecta of the approaching
Ecumenical Council, the one being & second reply
of the Theological Fuenlty of Munich to the five
gquestions propounded by the Bavarian government,
and the other appearing in the shape of a discourse
delivered yesterday In one of the London Cetholie
churches by the Archbishop of Westminster on the
Pope's Syllatbus. The five questions addressed to
the learnsd doctors of Munich were as follows:—

First Question.—If the propositions contamed in
the Syllabus and the Infallibility of the Pope are to
be declared articles of fatth by the coming Counetl,
Whiat oh 23 Wil be caused in the doctrine of the
reiations of Chureh and State as 1t has hitherto
been treated theorgtically and practically o Uer-
many ¢

Second,—In this presupposed cnse would the
public teachers of dogmntio theology and ecclesins-
tcal law consider themselves bonned to assume the
docirtne ol the aivinely ordained sovereigniy of the
Pope over the monarchs and governments (e It a4

sstas @ivecia, or wndirecia o temporatia) as

binding on th of every Curigtian ¢

Fhird.—Would the tesclférs of dogmatic theology
ana eoclesiustionl law consider themselves at once
boumd to adopt 1 shelr lectures and writings the
docirine that the personal and real immanities of
the clergy are of divine right, and therelore belong
o tiie sphere of the dogus?

Fourth.—Are there aur generally recognized
eriteria whereny it can be ascertained with cerimnty
whether any Papal dictum 18 e cadeds @, gud, there-
fore, according to the doctrine eveatually 1o be lald
down bf the Counctl, infaliible and bigdiog on the
mind of every Curistian; aod if there such
criterin, whico are they?
