
FINANCIAL AND COMMERCIAL.
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The course of tne money market do ring the past
week renecta two facto.first, tbe superabundance
ex funds succeeding tbe great shrinkage of values
on tbe Stock Exchange, and seoondly, the beginning
or tne long deferred outflow of currency to the West.
It is difficult to say how long the speculation at the
Stock Kxcbange and the demand for the movement
.I the crops will remain united to render money
active. Money has been at this season of the year very
active. While the undoubted and general course of
prices at tlie Stock Exchange is upward the progress
thus far has been bo slow in comparison with
tbe decline in the period of panto tbat
it rem&lus 10 be seen whether tbe Western demand
wMl not have been met and satisfied and money be
.n Its way here again before tbe shrinkage in stocks
ban been entirely made up by a bull movement. A
rough estimate puts the decline in stocks as com¬

pared with the summer prices at not less than fifty ,|
millions of dollars. Of course this estimate is made
tor the securities actually in the city held in brokers'
sales at night or locked up in toe vaults at the Stock
Exchange. The shrinkage for tbe total capital of
all the enterprises whose securities are dealt in at
tbe board was not less than two hundred million^
Since the depth of the deoliue there has been, bow-
aver, a recovery of ten to twenty per cent,
ao that the shrinkage is now only thirty to forty
Billions. Iu other words, there is thirty to forty
Billions more capital now afloat in Wall street than
there was In the height of prices before the panic.
U Is with this sum, as a margin, the city is prepared
to meet the fall demand from tbe West. The slow
advance In prices of stocks and the hesitation of
buyers ever since the panlo give warrant for the
assertion that, berore the movement at the Stock
Exchange can assume such buoyancy as to
again absorb this margin, the West will have
received, used and returned tbe money. Account
mast also bo taken of tbe fact that the
West will not need so much money this year
as last, for the reason that the. prlce3 of breadstuffB
us e undergone so large a decline that only u frac¬
tion of the sum which went last year will be wanted
now. Tne movement westward la slow and behind¬
hand, owing, in the flrst place, to the lateness of the
crops, and, secondly, to the delay In obtaining a
market for them, the Eastern buyers fixing their
standard by the price of gold and refusing to give
the Ugure demanded at the West. Indeed, for a

week or more there was a deadlock between the two
Interests, which led to a complete suspension of
shipments; but the market having become firmed
here a compromise seems to have been effected, and
towards the close of the week there was a decided
movement of the crops in this direction. The money
market was a precise Index of these facts. From
Monday to Friday the rate on call leans ranged from
four to seven percent; bnt on Saturday little busi¬
ness was done below five to seven, with a general
demand for funds at the intermediate figure. The
banks are still cautious after the late crisis, and dis¬
posed to do more discounting of mercantile paper,
the fact having oeen painf ully proven to some of
them that stook loans, even at twenty to thirty per
cent margin, are noi always devoid of risk. They are
In a very strong position to meet the fall
demand for currency from the West. While on the
one hand that demand cannot be as large as last
year, they arc better fortified In their snrplns above
the legal reserve. Last year they encountered the
drain with a surplus of less than fourteen millions.
This year their excess above the legal reserve is over
twenty million!*. The bank statement of Saturday,
as compared with its predecessor, is without decided
feature, inasmuch as the loans have been decreased
and the reserve increased it is not unfavorable, and
the banks are stronger for the business of tbe en¬
suing week than they were last Saturday. The gain
In reserve, however, Is less than a hundred thousand
dollars, but as the deposits have fallen off hair a mil¬
lion toe addition to the surplus beyond the legal re¬
serve is over $130,000. Two of the changes are lnex-
pl.cable. The specie has fallen off about a million and
tbe legal tenders increased a million. As the gov¬
ernment sold three millions of gold during the week
and the banks sent large shipments of currency to
the South In return for cotton, the specie should
have Increased and the legal tenders decreased.
Doubtless there are undercurrents In the general
flow oi business which have occasioned the transpo¬
sition.

With few exceptions the speculation at the Stock

¦xchange was a rising one. Ttie advance was most
notlccable In New York Central, which on extreme
quotations fluctuated between lTltf and 186, the
tatter price being made on Saturday. Hadaon
River was also very buoyant and rose to 160. Tlie
lnuomuable energy of Commodore Vanderbllt tn
lighting down all antagonism seems to have
Inspired his partisans with new courage,
and hence the bullish movement has been
more visible In his specialties. The meet¬
ings of the Lake Shore directors, while
affording the public no new light on the subject of the
losses Incurred by the failure of Lockwood & Co.,
have shown In the election of Messrs. Banker and
flchell, the one as treasurer and the other as direc¬
tor, the potent influence of the veteran Commodore.
Luke Shore has also reflected this Influence by a rise
to 03. un the other hand the course of Erie has
oeea downward, declining as It did from 34 to 30V.

a curious sequence of the annual election, whereby
tlie chief spirits of the road have not only been re¬
turned to offlcc, but chosen to stay there four
(o Are jears. In the beginning of Septem¬
ber, when Erie was registered, these men
mooted the question of their own retirement In
order that the public confidence might be restored
to the stock. Is not the policy still a good one, or
U the roa nrter a malign Influence uot of their
creation f The values of the Stock Exchange seem a
measure of the popularity of the great railway lines
diverging from the metropolis. The earnings and
popularity seem to bear a direct ratio to the safety
oi human lire in travelling over them. The recently
published annual report of the state Engineer gives,
among Interesting statistics, the following:.
*or the year ending September 30, 1868, tbo
fir e Railway carried 2,104,348 passengers. The
number of miles run by passenger trains
was 2,471,694, and the average rate of speed per
bout was twenty-six miles lor ordinary trains and
thirty for express trains. The length or the road,
Including branches, is 821 miles. During tue year
twentj-uine passengers were killed and eighty-six
Injured on ibis road, the greater part of whom were
the virt.iis of the memorable disaster at Carr's
Hock, on the 14th of April, 1898. The New Yorn
Central curing the same period carried 3,070,150
pimengen; its passenger trains running an aggre¬
gate of l,wo, 160 miles, at an averago speed of thirty
ami a halt miles per hour. The ieDgih of th>
road la a»7.76 miles. During the year no
passengers *ere killed and only six injured.
On the Hudson Hiver road during the year the
number of miloa run by passenger trains wa* 806,628,
and the avtragt speed thirty-one and a half miles
per hour. This road la 144 mile* long, and has
double track* for the entire distance. Of the
0,129,288 passctigers carried none were killed and
only five Injure). The New York and New Haven
Railroad carried daring the same period 2,192,03a
persons, running v.7,891 miles by passenger trains,
.t an average a*eed of 81X miles an hour.
This road Is 82X mi|pi long. Daring the year no
passengers were killed and but three Injured. Now,
If we take the prlcea of \he stocks of these railways
we shall find that they bear a direct relation to
the number of person killed and Injured.

THE LESSON OF THE RECENT ELECTIONS.
Views of Leading Domorrutlc and Repub¬

lican Organ*.
[From tne Philadelphia Age (democratic), Oct. 10.1
ah democratic Journalists we are of course

expected to say something on what Is marfniio-
nuently called the "philosophy" of the late elec¬
tion.the lessons whlcn it teaches and the theory on
which the result is supposed to have come to pass.
It will be onr endeavor to dp so, briefly, clearly and
according to our light*, a little ooufused by a stun¬
ning blow, we admit honestly. One thing to our
minds is very clear, that the result, and especially
Geary's election over Judge Packer, lias surprised,
and. In different degrees, disappointed both parties.
It is hardly neccssary to say now and why the demo¬
crats are disappointed. Tney hoped, and they had
reason to hope, that the unbrokon course of radical
misrule, winch has continued for nine weary years,
wus at last to be stayed, and Pennsylvania,
under the guidance or a pure and patri¬
otic man, was to resume her ancient posi¬
tion aa a sovereign State, ana be, as she
once was, free from illegitimate federal control,
though obedient to lawful and limited federal
supremacy. . * * it will hardly he denied thai
the mass of the republicans in this region, while
they rejoice at victory In the abstract mourn at
Geary ;in the concrete, the truth being, as they
know as well as we, that his election ulvea us t hreo
years of doubt as to executive integrity and of any¬
thing like stability. The peculiar mends of Geueral
Grant, if he has any here beyoud the circle of oiilce
and social intimacy, feel they would have been
safer with a nominal antagonist, though a true man
like Judge Packer, than with a suspected and inse¬
cure friend like Geary. * * * one word in con¬
clusion as to the causes of this disaster. We rneau
the causes on the suriace, for we have neither time
nor inclination to explain very deeply to-day. it is
a matter of deep regret for us to be obliged to say
that defeat is mainly attributable to the neglect of
duty and apathy of our friends.

GENERAL THOMAS' KffflT OR IUWl
Hi* Territory A)ao*t Worthless.

[Washington (Oct. 15) correspondence Boston Ad¬
vertiser.]General George H. Thomas, having made a thor¬

ough inspection of Alaska and studied its condition
and resources daring tliu past summer, Iiob Just for¬
warded bis report to the war Department. It takes

a very different view of the purchase from the one
presented by Mr. Seward, lie thtuks the principal,if not the only present value of the new Territory is
in the effect its transfer to the rolled States will
bave npon loosing the hold of England upon British
Columbia, He thinks that the sending of revenue
and other civil officers there is a useless expense,
as the only beneflt will be to those who draw tue
salaries. He alBO thinks that the military postsshould be reduced, as the expense of supplying themIs enormous, and the cost of keeping up the civil
service will very far exceed the revenue collected.
The Territory was a constant burden to Russia, and
she held it at great expense, simply for tue benefit
of the fur company. There is no probability of any
emigration In that direction, as there is not the
slightest inducement for any. Two mines of valu¬
able minerals have been discovered, which would
uay to work. There la plenty of timber and coal, but
plenty of as good quality aud easier of access can be
had a thousand miles south of the Territory. There
has been no change in trade on the part of our
merchants; the few houses engaged in it
before the purchase still continue. The fur trade of
the interior must continue to be carried on by the
natives. Its agricultural region has no value what¬
ever. uraln cannot De raised, and the lew vegetables
that can be produced rot it not used within a few
weeks. The superabundance of rain and the great
lack of sun preclude the idea of any proll table culti-
eation of the boII. Slock raising, for obvious rea¬
sons. cannot be carried on. The report is long and
exhaustive, but the above are its main points, in
reference to the reported irregularities of troops
there and the alleged neglect of General Jefferson 0.
Davis, ueneral Thomas finds that the accounts
wnlch have been circulated are gross exaggerations.
There have been some troublos with the troops
which seemed to call for a little more stringent
discipline from the hands of General Davis, and so
while there was foundation lor the stories afioat
there was nothing to Justify the coloring they re¬
ceived.
