
THE GOLD RING.

The Conspirators Against the Administration
Microscopically Examined.

Baffled Attempt} to Concentrate Circum¬
stantial Evidence on Govern¬

ment Officials.

Bowing the Wiud to eap the
Whirlwind.

The baffled ring of gold speculators »tlll continue
to use the columns of several dally newspapers in the
desperate effort to link President Grant wlib their
abortive scheme of plunder, and to exhibit &u glar¬
ingly aa the world would care to see what a depth
of cunning, treachery and fraud can be masked
tinder the namo of speculation. "I am a specu¬
lator," says Klsk. "I am another," exuitingly de¬
clares Oould. The Italian brigand takes a pride in
his profession, and sees a halo of ruraance and glory
surrounding it not quite so visible to the rest of
mankind. The speculator, mounting over the rums
of other men's fortunes to |an unsteady pinnacle of
Ill-gotten wealth, sacrifices truth, principle and
honor, and stands before the world in defiance of
tu good opinion, glorying in his shame and blazon¬
ing It forth as something worthy to Imitate and
admire. The ring of speculators who sought
to suddenly enrich themselves by rushing gold up
to an abnormal standard would have com-

placeutly retired and fellcited themselves upon
their brilliant exploit had they succeeded in

securing the profits, though the consequences might
Have been to shake the monetary credit of the nation
abroad and spread a panic at home, the disastrous
results of which no mere figures could measure. But
the profits were not realized; the fruits were as Dead
Bea apples, pleasant to the taste but turning to
ashes on the lips. There was a walling
In the camp of the conspirators winch soon

turned to the sharp accents of complaint
and recrimination. Then followed a flood of Insin¬
uations artfully framed to divert attention from
the real culprits, the real organizers of financial dis¬
aster, and to fasten the odium and guilt upon the
administration of the country. The conspirators
felt the fearful character of their position, and
exactly as Macbeth sought to shake off the burden
of conscious criminality that weighed upon his
thoughts, and in every effort made his Infamy but
still more apparent, so did the foiled, chagrined
and self-oppressed speculators seek a solace
for themselves and a security against Indignant ac-
cusitlon by turning the curious and inquiring gaze
of the public In the direction of the White House
"In that fierce light which beats upon a ruler's bead
and blackens every blot." This was skill. What
did the public care to know anout such small fry as
Oorbln or any other lobbyist and stock¬
jobber, but make it appear that in
the background on the supreme eminence
of official station tnero was oue who stood
darkly conniving at scliemes of unhallowed import;

In confidential communication through an exposed
ex-lobbyist with notorious speculators, and tne in¬
stinct ol public curiosity becomes at once aroused,
the petty rascals are forgotten and the great alleged
criminal absorbs all the attention.

THE HAZES OF Til E KINO.
To follow Corbin and Kisk, Gould <t Co.,

with their attendant satellites, through the
torturous maze of statements, misstate¬
ments and machine-made aiilduvlt* poured
through the congenial channel of certain news¬
papers would bo as nauseating as it would certainly
be tedious and profitless, but let us glance for a
moment at the latest eirort, as It is the most au¬
dacious that Mr. Jay Gould has yet made to drag the
Chief Magistrate of this nation down to Ills own
level. Corbin, let It be premised, Is past all hope
of moral recovery ; but there is a limit to the extent
of his being made the scapegoat for the sins ol Fisk
and Gould.

What
cared Napoleon for tfhe sufferings of his
soldiersf To stride to victory over rula
and misery needs a heart of sterner stuff
than ordinary men possess. And what cared
he for the administration, for the country,
for anyinlng under heaven but nls own sordid self?
Let Grant go by the board and the memory of his
great victories be wiped out In the reproaches of an
indignant Inatlon rather than Corbln should lose his
margins on gold. Of such was the creature with
whose slimy exudations these active contributors
to the Bohemian press would fain besmear tho
reputation of our Chief Magistrate.

THB RING TlllftSTING FOB OTHER VICTIMS.
Casting mound for oilier victims after the

slaughter of Corbin the ring discovered that General
Grant and one of his appointees, the Assistant
Treasurer In New York, could be assaulted at one
and the same tune. General Butterfleld was selected
as the most tangible target for the poisoned shafts
of calumny, and a united effort was made to drag
him, body and soul, Into participation in the secret
designs of the conspirators. The adroitness of the
manoeuvre cannot be questioned. Here oomcs Mr.
Frederick .A. Lane, henchman to Jay Could A Co.,
with a long report addressed to his employer of tho
various interviews he had with General Butterfleld,
In all ol which he struggles hard to give the
impression that the General was in the pool and
reluctant to pay his losses. It may not be
quite Irrelevant to inquire who is Frederick A.
Lane, and whether he be not Identical witu the at¬
torney who sold out the proxies of the Erio Railroad
to Fisk A Could, by which they were elected,
the money for the purchase or tho proxies being fur¬
nished by Daniel Drew, with the understanding that
he was to receive them In his election. It Is well
remembered how Uncle Dan was counted
out, though only for bis kindly helping hand
the world or Wall street and the lieges of the Erie
Railroad might never have heard the names of Fisk
and Could. Did the transaction redound much to
the honor of Attorney Lanef Tho curious In the
matter can inquire tor an alternative on Wall street.
There are a good many little incidents in the attor¬
ney's careeer which throw such a curious reflec¬
tion on his highly spiced account of General
Butterfleld's relations to the ring that it would be
well for General Grant, ror wboae especial eye the
story was concocted, to Inquire ftbout tne character
of the author and the relation he holds towards the
controllers of Erie stock. This is not meant by way
of deieuce of Ceueral Butterfleld, for he needs uo
volunteer in that regard, being amply competent to
prove, in the proper place, his entire in¬
nocence of the charges preferred against
him. The public, however, might like to know from
what sources come every day these torrents of ready
made aitldavlts, letters, reports and statements, and
of which the supply seems never likely to stop.

THE LIES Of LAMB.
Lane In his letter to Could starts out witli this

statement of his interview with the Assistant Trea¬
surer the day of the panic:.

I stated to General Butterflsld that I had called In rofer-
encu tu the oue million and a half dollor. of gold he had in
the pool, which, with commission and interi-si, itood In aliout
140 per cent. I told him that he mum either put up more
margin* or take up the cold entirely, or it would be (old out
for bis account and In his name.

The General replffed thai there was gome misun¬
derstanding if you bought for him: and while he did
not admit fill legal liability (for they did not have
hit) signature to anything, nor did they have a scrapol paper in his handwriting), yet, whatever Ins
friends had done for nlrn he Telt In honor bound to
stand up to, and he would do so. (1 oeg leave to
state that the General must excuse me from givinghis exact words, as his conversation was so inter¬
larded with profanity that no gentleman would re¬
peat it).
The sentence in parenthesis needs no comment.
Lane was Gould's confidential agent that day; andIf General Hutterfleld was in that pool, where was

the necessity of saying there was some misunder¬
standing?
Jay Gould parades a check he aays he gave

General Butterdeld for f 10,000. Now Is Mr.
Gould prepared to swear he did not give that check
to General ButterileiJ to accommodate him in meet¬
ing an account at his banker's, as he might give It
to any old and intubate friend with wnoni he came
In contact dully, aud whose means warranted him
in expecting punctual payment? And now what
Is meant bv the long-winded yarn that
Kane tells about calling on General Butter-
field to pay up $10,0Cio or run the risk of being sold
out of the pool. He trlea to make it appear that the
General la in the pool with the rest, and that as
matters ar« going contrary to expectation he must

Jint up more margins or take up the gold entirely, or
t would be sold out for his account. How like the

tone of Shylock this sonnds.
Am my order* from you were peremptory, says Lane, to

make him aire margine or take up the gold, or hare it aold, I
aaked hlmTf he would make It a matter of honor, and if I
would take the reaponalblllty of not aeiling him out would he
without fall Rlre me a check for at least $10,000 by three
o'clock, and more on Monday, and agree to mortgage his
real eatate for any balance to be found due on the transac¬
tions when they were closed ?
Gould In his itraita wanted back his 110,000.

and he sent I.anft to have the money or
the pound of tlesh. The whole tone of this Btory as
told by Lane Is stmlned and malicious, but told with
so much plausibility as to catch the atientl n of the
unwary reader and make the subject of It appear
by inference Implicated In the operations or tne
ring. As to the mortgages on General ltutterfleld's
real estate they prove nothing but a prurient curi¬
osity on the part of those who love to hunt up the
private transactions of public men and spread them
in chrap print before the public, hinting at the same
time that any man who mortgages his property aud
holds an oitlclai position must certainly be engaged

m Illicit speculation. What a farce of reason and
logic.

ACTION OF 0KNERAL BITTTKRFIKLP.
However, General Bntterfleld Is not asleep in this

matter. He has informed the President and Secre¬
tary of the Treasury that, as certain allegations have
been made against him, he deems It incumbent to
call for a court or Inquiry to prove his entire inno¬
cence. He utterly repudiates the Idea that he has
been concerned in any of the gold ring operations,
aud, as he is still an officer of the United States army,
be requests that an investigation be Instituted by a
court composed of the highest officers in the service,
aud his character, both as a citizen and a soldier,
be cleared of any aspersions cast upon It. He
denies every charge made against him as beingwholly aud unqualifiedly false, and eagerly asks
for an opportunity to prove the same. Wnen the
officials to whom the documents are addressed sig¬nify their pleasure the rull correspondence will be
given to the press.

Where Does James Flsk, Jr., IteaidF f.Which
In Which f.l>oes lie Live In Boston and
Stop In New York Occasionally t. Butcher,
Barber and lirocer.His Penchant for nn
Actress.
The case of Orlando M. Joslyn against James Flsk,

Jr., impleaded with others, came up yesterday before
Judge Daly in the Court of Common Pleas.
The action was brought by the plaiuttfT to
recover differences in sales of gold made by
Joslyn to one Albert Spcyers and Llvermore A Com¬
pany, on the 24th of September last, amounting to
$622,450. There are three actions brought, and in
each of them an aitachment was taken out against
James Flsk, Jr., as a non-resident. Tins motion now
comes up on an order to show cause why these
attachments should not be set aside, on the ground
that James Flsk, Jr., is a resident of the Stale of
New York.

Mr. Dudley Field, on behalf of the defendants,
moved for the vacation of the attachment, and pre¬
sented the following affidavit in support of his mo¬
tion:.

City anil County of Neic York James Flsk, Jr..

being sworn, says:.Prior to the mouth or May Inst I
was a resident and cltlzon of the State of Massachu¬
setts, and had no settled home or domicil in the
f*ate of New York; but finding that my business re¬
quired inv constant attendance in the city of New
York 1 took up a permanent residence In the State
of New York. I now reside at No, ni3 West Twenty-third street, in the city of New York, a private house
taken and furnished by me for the purpose of a resi¬
dence, and which has tieen my home for some
months past. I am in every respect a citizen and
resident of the cliy and Slate of New York, and a
freeholder herein to a very large amount, greatlyexceeding the amount ol all tho claims against ine
in the above entitle! actions, and I have made lite

and said he was looking for two or three houses for
his friends, and examined said house, with a view to
purchasing the same, and requested deponent to call
and sec linn the next day at the Erie Hallway omee;
that deponent, acting as agent lor his wife, after
sundry interviews with said Fisk, finally agreed to
sell said house to the parties represented by said
Kisk for |4i>,ooo; that a contract for the sale of said
house to sa il risk or his assigns was prepared by-
Mr. Shearman, who acted as counsel for said Flsk.
and signed by deponent; and afterwards a deed of tho
said house to Helen J. Mansfield was executed by
deponent ami his wife at Mr. Fisk's request and
delivered by deponent to Mr. Shearman, as attorney
for Miss Mansfield, aud he gave deponent several
checks, amounting In all to $20,000, being tho
amount of the price over a mortgage on the prem¬
ises; that deponent Is not acquainted with Miss
Mansfield, and never met her nor had any deallugs
wun tier, except as aforesaid.

Henry S. liewaon crave his statement under com¬

pulsion that be and Mr. G. G. Garibaldi, an artist In
iresco, had a contract for doing certain frescoing
with the Erie Railway Company, and also did work
on 313 and 350 Wesi Twenty-third street, and was
paid for it by the officers of the company.

Mr. Hoes made affidavit that he hud examined th<
records and lrom them found that Mr. Flsk and Mr.
Uould bought l'lke's Opera House for $7oo.ihjo, the
mortgages on it amounting to nearly 1600.000, ana
that the rest of the real property standing In Mr.
Flak's name was leaseaold.

FIGHT NG FIRE.
NotbI Exhibition lit the Battery.

Yesterday afternoon a large crowd assembled at
tbe Battery to witness the exhibition of a new lire
extinguishing apparatus. The invent ion consists of

a retort for the manufacture of carbonic acid gas
from carbolic add and marble du st, a large tank or
receiver and an ordinary gaspipe. About fifty yards
from the enclosure containing the above apparatus
a small plank building was erected, and a huge
bonfire of tar barrels, saturated with kerosene,
kindled Inside. A two-inch gasplpc led from the gas
tank to the Are, and when the flames were
In full headway. Inside the building the door was
closed and the gas turned on, extinguishing the fire
In a few seconds. The apparatus is the property of
the Empire Fire Kxilnguishing Company, who pro¬
pose to erect large receivers like ordinary gas
tanks In the city aud introduce pipes Into buildings
in the same manner as waterplpes are distributed.
It is claimed that with a gas tank In Harlem, a pres¬
sure of loo pounds to tne square inch can be pro¬
duced at the battery, and that by turning on the itsb
in a building any fire may be Immediately extin¬
guished. The pipes are to be under the control of
the occupautii or the buildings where the gas is in¬
troduced the same as ordinary gas pipes.

EARTHQUAKES

Two Distinct Shocks in New England
Yesterday Morning.

Everything and Everybody
Badly Shaken.

The Puritans Terribly Scared at
the Phenomena.

INTERESTING PARTICULARS OF THE iSVENT.

THE EARTHQUAKE IN flASSACUl'SETTS.

Two Hhork* Fell In Boston and Vicinity-
People Housed from Their Mlumbern at Five
?'('loi'lc In the ItlornInK by the Violent slink¬
ing of the Eurill.i>Iaasachu»etts (Slightly
..ciliated.

Boston, Oct. 22, 1R69.
The under pinning of New England and the

British 1'rovinceii was terribly unsteady at about
daybreak this morning. It swayed to and
fr» and rumbled and grumbled for several
seconds, and then after a mumentary pause there
wts a severe shake, louder and clearer than before,
and one which threatened to upset everything
earthly and send all the inhabitants of this section
of the mundane sphere forthwith to kingdom come.
There was unquestionably a genuine earthquake,
and, from accounts thus far received here, it ex-
teided along tlio Atlantic coast all Its way from
N«w Brunswick to the furtherest western section of
New England.

In Boston and the surrounding country, especially
In the seaport cities and towns, it was quite distinctly
felt. In the interior of the country the vibrations
were not so sensible; but at many points along tha
coait the shocks were so severe as to disarrange all
thltgs portable and shake a few buildings from
their foundations, causing, of course, the greatest
fright and consternation among the inhabitants.

'llie evening previous was unusually clear every-
whe-e where the quake was felt, but at about nnd-
nlglit there waa a sharp rain, which lasted with
brleT intervals until aboat half-past four o'clock.
There then succeeded a beautiful starlight and a

clear, balmy atmosphere. At between twenty and
thirty minutes post Ave o'clock, just as daylight was
becoming visible, the first shocks were experienced,
and from all reliable accounts they seem to have
been felt simultaneously whenever they were fell
at all.
In Boston the sensation was most sensibly expe¬

rienced. Thousands were awakened by Hie rattling
of windows and doors, the Bhaking of
their beus, the ringing of door bells and
the general smashing of stone and china ware. The
early rlBcrs, ftucli as marketmen and milkmen, were
frightened Into a deathly paleness, and they were

generally united In the opinion that the mlllenlum
had come. The sleepers, so suddenly awak¬
ened, rushed madly to the windows to
ascertain the cause of such early and
strange confusion, but they were only met by the
inquiring faces ot their neighbors, which Ailed
nearly every window in their street, where dwelling
and lodging houses were numerous.
The rumbling and undulating movement, was

quite unniistakeable and the shaking was extremely
violent. A gentleman who resides at the Pavilion
Hotel says he was awakened by the shock and he
noted threo distinct shakes, sultlclently marked to
Induce hun to think that it was time to dress. A
domestic In a house In Tremont street arose at half-
past nve and awakened the household, declaring that
some one was under her bed and had ilfied it.
The shock was very distinctly felt In East Boston

by various persons who were suddenly awakened
from their slumbers by the shaking of beds, doors
and windows, and In one family the entire house¬
hold was aroused by the unusual phenomena.
One gentleman, whose [occupation often calls him
upon the sea on being shaken up from a sound sleep
by the etrange motion communicated to his bed, and
his returning senses convincing him he was not In
tne heaving main, deliberately charg«d his spouse
of rudely disturbing his slumbers; but the general
testimony of the family as to the cause or the agita¬
tion disposed him to retract the charge.
The shock was quite severe in Newburyport,

shaking the doors ami windows and many movable
things in the houses. Tne people generally were

awakened by the commotion. An old brick mansion
house, built seventy years ago, having the thick,
massive walls so common in those days, was shaken
from the roof to the cellar, rattling the doors
and windows and creating general alarm
among Its occupauts. The people in their beds were

very sensible of a vibrating motion beneath them.
One man who lodges in Llndall street, near the
Boston Post omce. rushed up State street about a

quarter to six o'clock, partially dressed, and thus
accosted a policeman:."Ten minutes ago I was In
bed in my room alone, In the fourth story of

a brick building near the Boston Post Oltlce. I had
been awake for perhaps an hour or more when I sud¬
denly felt that the spring mattress beneath me was

swaying to and fro. This continued for perhaps half
aminuto, until 1 waa fully conscious of the molon.
when it ceased, and then, after an interval of a few
seconds, was repeated and for the last time. I could
hear the door of my room gently swing u> and fro,

1 should think three or four inches. I immediately
arose and found tnat my door bad been left ajar,
which was unusual. The motion was easterly and
westerly.1 should Judge nearly parallel with State
street. The time occupied by both shocks might
have been only a minute, including an intermission
of perhaps ten seconds."
Th great Coliseum, which was so terribly shat¬

tered by the September gale, did not escape a

wrenching by the earthquake. The watchmen em¬

ployed there were startled by tne creaking of the
timbers and they ran frantically outside, ocllevlng
that the vast structure was surely tumbling. The
historical edlllce Is to be drawn for to-morrow, and
the 70,000 ticket holders are In great ecstacles that
the building escaped the destruction which the ele¬
ments of nature have from time to time seemed to
have in store for It.

In Cambridge, as well a* In other places where
milk has been bulled up to nine cents per quart, the
morning dispensers of the lacteal fluid experienced
some peculiar sensations. These early risers had a

good opportunity ot Judging whether or not the
phenomenon was a quake In the earth, and those of
them who were not riding in their carts experienced
the sensation, and in many Instances they remarked
It to their patrons, no small number of whom cor¬
roborated their statements.especially the Bridgets
who could not account from auy philosophical rea¬

soning of their own why the windows jarred, tho
bells tinkled and the doors opened at the early hour
of half-past Ove o'clock. Some of the Bridget's, too,
were a little Irregular in getting the morning meal,
the feeling of superstition that came over them
creating a nervousness that was unusual.
The phenomenon were also distinctly felt liy the

professors and the students of Harvard College, and
Its duration was marked at sixteen seconds, as near
as could be calculated. The conductors of the early
horse cars also noticed the phenomena, and ttielr
opinion was strengthened uy passengers going into
Boston from Cambridge. The most marked man¬
ner In which the shock showed Itself was demon¬
strated In a glazier's shop, where an apprentice boy
on the night previous had accidentally or carelessly
left iflve panes of glass lying almost noised on a

shelf. This morning when he opened the shop he
found the panes or glass lying on the floor lu frag¬
ments. It is not often that tho people of Cambridge
are so sharply reminded of the unseen powers
contained In the bowels of the earth. At
first the people thought that an explosion had
occurred at the arsenal in Watertown, a few
miles distant, but the motion of the earth was so en¬

tirely different from the effect rollowlng a powder
explosion that It was voted by all that the sensa¬
tion was a sort ot weak edition or some of the t>lea-
santry experienced by San Francisco several months
ago.
A gentleman living a little north of Uamru col-

1 lege wan suddenly awakened out or a sound sleep,
anil at first thought the Watertown Arsenal had
blown np. His bed was quite violently moved, first
horizontally four times from north to south, and
afterward** op ana down the same number
or ir.otions. A female domestic in UIb fam¬
ily, wbo had great fear of ghosts, and for the
Unit time ha<l been persuaded to sleep in a room in
which an aged lady had recently died, was so fright¬
ened at the shock that she came wildly rushing to
her mistress, exclaiming. "Oh, missus, missus, the
old 'oman Is under the bed ; the old 'oman is under
the bed!"

In Charlestown the shock was felt with equal dis¬
tinctness. The old fogies there looked upon tuo
movement as the result of the annexation meeting
hold last night to join the city to ]i >ston. People
livlmr In the vicinity of Bunker 11111 monument, who
had not yet left their beds, heard or thought
they heard the pile of 220 feet of granite
all with a crash to tne ground; but upon
tbrusting their heads out of the windows found the
sacred column standing erect and undisturbed. The
report circulated In the city about six o'clock that

1 he Monument had boeu hurled to the ground was

probably started by Home wag who was nard up for
a sensation. The sentinels at the Navy Yard dis¬

tinctly felt the shock, but at tlrat thought an
explosion had occurrcd at the Watertown Arseual.
On the 1st of Jane, 1638, an earthquake took i>ia> e

in the New England States In the afternoon, airl It
was sufficiently violent to shake movable articles.
On the 2utU of October, 1727, a shock, which waa of
two minutes' duration, took place, and was felt all
along the coast. February 6, 1736, another shock took
place, and NovomberlS, 1765, the earthquake extend¬
ed from New Kngland to the Wes) Indies, damaging
towns throughout the whole extent of the coast.
On the 12th of March, 1761, there was a violent shock
In this and adjoining States at half-past two o'clock
In the morning.

Tlie Shocks In Worcester.
Worcester, Oct. 22, 1869.

About five o'clock this morning a distinct shock of
earthquake was experienced In this city. The shock
lasted about three seconds, and the motion appeared
to be from east to west. A movement of lesser vio¬
lence followed, about two seconds intervening.

Springfield Slightly Shaken.
8PRINUFIKLD, Oct. 22, 1860.

A slight shock of an earthquake, lasting twenty
seconds, was felt In this city at Ave o'clock this
morning.

shocks Experienced at Portlnnd» Augusta,
Kastport and Other Point*.

Portland, Oct 22, 1869.
The earthquake this morning was felt here. Re¬

ports received show it wan felt as far east as St.
John, as rar north as Kendall's Mills, and south as
far as Pails.

AUGUSTA, Oct. 22, 1889.
This morning at hair-past Ave o'clock a shock of

earthquake lasting more thau a minute was lelt in
this vicinity. Nearly every one was awakened, door
bells were rung and buildings shaken. It extended
all along the river.

Rockland, Oct. 22, 1889.
A slight shock of earthquake was felt here at

hair-past Ave o'clock this morning. There was) a

very sensible trembling motion of the earth, and
in many cases dwellings were shaken so as to rattle
the doors, windows and rurnlture.

EASTrORT, Oct. 22, 1889.
A shock of earthquake was relt here at liair-past

five o'clock this morning, It was the most severe
ever felt In this vicinity.

THE SH >CR N NEW II MIPS!! IRE.

Concord, Oct. 22, 1869.
There wan a distinct shock of earthquake relt here

at half-past Ave o'clock this morning. It was also
felt at White River, Littleton and heavily at Wells
River. Various other places report having expe¬
rienced a shock.

THE SHOCK II COMECT!C()T.

Hartford, Oct. 22, 1869.
A shock or earthquake was distinctly lelt in this

city about live o'clock this morning. It was also
relt at Windsor and other parts of the State.

TROTTING AT THE UNION Ct'lRSE.

A trotting contest for a purse and stake ol $i,ooo,
mile heats, best three in Ave, In harness, took place
yesterday afternoon at the Union Course, between
the chestnut stallion Burger, the chestnut mare
Louise and the chestnut gelding Dreadnaught. Five
heats were trotted without a result being arrived
at, Burger winning the first ana fourth
heats, Louise the second and t&.jrd and
Dreadnaught the Afth, when on account of
darkness the race was postponed until this
morning at nine o'clock. Tlie race created the
greatest interest among the spectators, lieforo the
start the horses sold in the Dools at equal figures;
but atter the Arst heat, which was won by Burger,
ne became a great favorite over the held. When
the mare won the second and third heats she was
the ravorlte at ten to one. The rourth heat was

given to Burger after Louise had won it by two good
lengths, the Judges stating that the mare ran too
much on the back stretch; but there were
rew others wno were of this opinion, and
considerable dissatisfaction was expressed in conse¬
quence, one or the friends of the mare going so far
as to threaten the Judges that if they decided in
that way again he would "put a head on them,"
which, In the vernacular or the Nineteenth ward,
means an embellishment or tho human face divine.
And this threat would no doubl have been put into
execution had Burger won the tifth heat. As the
race has been postponed until this morning the
probability is that new Judges will nave to be
appointed, as those who served yesterday will
hardly dare to trust themselves again in tne stand.
