
TEEBIBLE CATASTROPHE
ExnloHion of a Tank of Carbohfl Acid

Brooklyn.1wo Tien Hiked
and Others Injured.

The row of building recently occupied by Henry
Ilarteou A Co' for lathing and building materials,
situated on Third street, near the corner of liund,
80tub lirooklyn, was the scene of a feailul explosion
tost evening, about half-past six o'clock, resulting in

loss of Human life anil serious damage to property.
Tiie victims of the catastrophe were Martin voor-

hies. or Princeton, N. J., and Michael Ueoheagon, of
lirooiviya.

itiipp-.-are that tne premises in question were re¬

cently leased by the Robins Wood Preserving com¬

pany, whose office la at No. 183 Broadway, New
Ycrk, lor the purposing of creosoting the wooden

paving blocks used in the Nlcolaon and other pave¬
ments. Considerable expense had been Incurred by
the company in perfecting the completion of their
works, and the tank and boilers used were all new.
The lircs were lighted under the latter shortly before

FLASH OF A OPN.

This was at half-past six o'clock. Then there was

a mighty rush of etcani, simultaneous with the rever¬

berating report of the explosion, and tne lailuig
dobrisof timber, brick and mortar. The lirst on the
scene of the wreck were three young men, named
llernard Rlely (lata of Engine Company No. 15, of
New York), TUomaB l'atioa and F. T. Mullen, who
happened to be passing along Third street at the
moment of the report. The flames burst out from all
sides of the wooden structure, and the lire bells rung
the alarm. The men above named made their wav
heroically into the place, and brought out with them

of two men. The bodies were mien to a shed oppo-
slte and there laid upon a rude stretcher prepared
tor ih lr reception. In the meantime the Fire Da-
purlmcnt arrived upon the scene, und the appa¬
ratus were not long In getting a liberal stream upon
the devouring element and in bringing it rapidly
under subjection, thereby preventing u further de¬
struction of property, which was highly Imminent,
ow ng to the close proximity of a vast quantity of
lumber whtcu was on the premises, captain
W addy , ot the forty-third, and Sergeants Ferry
and Meeks, together with a number of
patrolmen, were prompt in arriving and 111
giving efficient aid to necessities of the occasion. It
1« Impossible to give expression to the terrible aspect
presented by the bodies upon the removal or the
blankets whicn formed their covering. The heads
of both men were half burnt from their bodies, but
one eve being visible in the head of one of the men,
which was bulged out 111 a most ghastiy manner.
The hair was entirely burnt off the heads and faces
of the unfortunate men. as were alsn the greater
portion of their clothing. Their lower limbs were
also fcariuliy charred.

TtIK REMAINS IDENTIFIED.
A man for whom Michael Uaheogou had worked

wan admitted to the shed in which the bodies were
and identified the remains 01 tiuheo^ou as otie of
the victims of the terrible disaster. The latter re¬
sided on Hamilton avenue, near the foot of Clinton
street; was a native of Ireland, about forty years
or age, married, and was employed as a
laborer on the Dretnises. Subsequently Mr. Trnndy,
the superintendent of the works, who was
also burned about the head, face and hands by the
steam, came in and reuJi'y identified the body or
Martin Voorhiea. l!r. Voorhles. who was the
pat' ntee of the wood-preserving process in question,
wn a resident ot Princeton, N. J., Ofty years of age,
aud .eaves a wue and family to mourn his sad end.

STATEMENT OF TUB SPPfflUNrEHbENT OF THE

Mr. K. W. Trundy, the manager and superintend¬

ent of the works, made the subjoined statement to
the Assistant Fire Marsha), P. Ready, who was cany¬
on the grouud:. 1 am general manager 01 the
Robins Wood Preserving Company, the office of
winch is at ,6.i Broadway, New York. ihe works
were located at the corner o! liond and Third
streets, or near the corner. We fired up at four
o'clock this afternoon. The tank was full or wood
and lumber, and Mr. Martin Voorhles was watching
the operation. Everything went on finely, aud the
operation was going ou well. I lef, Mr. Voor-
h es at ono end of tlie building and
went to look at the Are at the other
e..d. While going over I heard an explosion;
it was till in a moment, and I wa* lifted and carried
some thirty or lorty leet and thrown down with
Kreat violence. When i got up 1 staggered a lew
times and reuctied to the loner part of the tank,
wuere Mr. \oorhics was w hen 1 left him. and ah u!
lorty leet from that place I saw hira nn.l anotht r
man lying close together, appnrently dead. I took
bol l of iiieui and helped to haul them our. After
that I commenced to put out ih:* fire as well i>s

; lie had been married sixteen years, is the mother
of live children, and mat she is, and always has
been, a chaste ami virtuous womau, and actod
the part of a /owl aud dutiful wile ooth towards ler
husband and iu her conscience. She further alleges
that on.or about t:ie Mh of August, 1888, defendant,
In the presence of several witnesses, called her a vile
name and accused her of beiug improperly intimate
with other men during her husband's absence, aud
that he had seen her do so. He further charged her
wiui being worse tliati any woman of the street, and
that he could prove it and send her to the Slate
i'risou lor stealing. Plaintiff mates that in conse¬

quence of the words uttered by the defendant tier
reputation has been so damaged that many of her
friends refuse to speak to her, and that tho happi¬
ness of herself and family has been destroyed, and
the therefore brings this suit to recover the sum of
$.1, 000 as damages for the injuries alleged to have
beeu sustained in consequence of the words said to
have been uttered by the defendant. The answer of
the defendant was a general denial. After a short
deliberation the Jury rendered a verdict in favor of
the iwaintiff for fifty dollars.

Tke ( ."reel Cuuiuiltalauer Interviewed.Mndi-

¦on Avenue to be Clenred luimrdiMely.
Tlie Nineteenth Ward Citizens' Association, of

which Mr. John Foley is president, have been agitat¬
ing the means of communication between the upper
and lower ends of the Island, especially on their
own mde, with much success. The; have "Inter¬
viewed" the Mayor aud induced htm to present their
petition to the common Council, they called 011

Commodore Vanderbllt, were courteously received
l>y Una and recommended to "see William." They
accordingly went lo ''see William" and obtained
from him the promise that If Madison avenue were

freed of the encumbrances the Harlem Kail-
road Company would, at once, lay down
their tracks end run the horse cars

up the avenue in accordance with the provisions of
the charter which the company hold. The associ¬
ation were given to understand that the Street Com-
mlsaioner could direct the removal of the interfering
encumbrances, aud they determined, therefore, to
"interview" the btrcet Commissioner on the subject.
At noon yesterday a portion of the committee

appointed to wait on the street Commissioner called
at that functionary's olilce and "sent 111 their card."
They were Invited to wnik in, and were ushered into
the anteroom.

Inmiui'y or Nnrdpr.Horrible Hconei of
lllood-.A Wniuiiii'i Ih'.ud Ul«rally I'boitpcil
to Piece*.The murderer Nteka a (Second
Victim, but Kaitiun in Ilia Purpose Destroys
Siiudft

RONDOPT, Oct. 25, 1B69.
Ponekhookle Is a locality situated about a quarter

of a luile north of this place on itie Hudson, and on

Saturday evnning last was the sceno of one of tUo
most horrible tragedies, In which, drl\en mail by the

stings ol Jealousy, a ship carpenter named Joseph
i\ Wood was the actor and hi* wife the victnu.

TUB FKINCU'ALS.

Joseph Wood was about forty-Qve years of age, a

strong bunt man, of medium stature and of moody
disposition. lie had been married ouce belore, but

utt Ilia wife, with whom he dul not live happily.
His liaoits were dissolute. lie served in Hie war,
and after Ills term of service had expired married
his second wife, who was quite young and pretty,
being only about twenty-one years of age at tuat

time.
Martha Wood was about twenty-five yeari of age,

and despite the fearful wounds upon her lace to-day
traces oi beauty are still visible. Her maiden name

was .Martha Wuruell, and her parents are residents
of Dutchess county, near Mntou Ferry. Since their
marriage three children have been born to
t..em.one, a boy, is still living and is tw
aud a half years oid. The others were twins and
died last winter. All three lived at i'onckhockie,
on the road to Kingston I'olut. Ua Saturday even¬

ing, about seven o'clock, Mrs. Grimes, with whom
lliey lived, heard a scuilling on the tloor below, and
heard Mrs. Wood cry, "Oh, Josey, Josey, don't Kill
me I" and it secuied to her as 11 somebody had
tallcu against a stove. She Immediately called to
her mother, "Joe Wood is killing his wile; run for
help." Her mother. Mrs. Hurry, an old lady, ran
down the road calling for help. A number of men
answered and ran to the house, but all were afraid
to enter unill Ueorge Metcalf came, when ho
tried the door, but finding It locked, be called to
Wood by name to open it. Wood came to the door,
flung it open and stepped back to the back part of
the room. The first, thing Metcalf saw was Mrs.
Wood lying on the tloor near the door liornbly
mangled and covered witti blood. He sprang over
her toward Wood, and (ound him flat upon Ills face
and exclaiming 'o, dear, O, dear." Metcalf then
turned to see if Mm. Wood was dead, and while he
was bending over Mrs. Metcalf, who had come In,
saw Wood get up, wait towurd the bedroom door,
pick up a razor unit turn toward Metcalf,
us they thought, with the intention of stab-
b.ng him in the back. Metcalf quickly
whirled around, when Wood raisen his
hand as if to cut ti's own throat. Metcalf seized his
hand and pulled It down, when he made another
attempt aoil Metcalf pulled his hand away again.
Wood then made a thrust at Meteali's throat. Mr.
Metcall's wrist was lame, and, being an old man,
felt that he could not hold him, so he sprang to the
door, calling lor the men outside to come In and
help nun, but they ran away. In a minute he was
back, but too lato, for lie was only lu time to see
Wood fall lull length with his throat cut lrom
ear to ear. The neighbors then flocked m,
ami a horrid sight was presented. Wood lay
upon his face, with his throat cut to the
bone anil bleeding copiously. In the centre
of 'lie room was a great pool of blood, and In iront
of Hie lounge near the door lay Mrs. Wood, a ghastly
sight, with her head liackcd and mangled and great
gaping wounds across her face and throat, the back
ot her skull broken and lierunn gashed and her neclc
broken. The lounge was soaked with blood aud the
wall back oi it bespattered with it. On the wall was
some hair clotted with blood, and in her hand was
also some hair. On Mrs. Wood's face, uecK aud
head were- found eleven wounds. They were
a.l made witu a dull, heavy axe, which was
found in the room, the wretch liaviug lite¬
rally chopped her to death, lu the bedroom
adjoining lay the little son of the Woods sleeping
quietly; upou the floor were found bloody foot¬
prints and a towfl upon the bed upon winch Wood
had wiped Ills hands. It U thought that he was
about 10 kill little Ocorge when Metcalf called to
lilui. The room where the tragedy occurred is an
ordinaiv sized sitting room aud kitchen, sparsely
furnished witn a lounge, a few chairs, a small cook
stove, a couple of suuul tables, and upon the wuiis a
coupie or cheap prints. Upon the mantel a ciock
was ticking and a cheap looking glass hung
upon the wall. Norlnug In the room showed
any sign or a struggle except the stove, upou wnlch
a poi and thu Ills were tumbled. A scanty lug
c.irpel was upon the floor and this was soaked with
blood.

Different opinions are expressed iw to the probable

motive of the murder, but Hie true cuu.-u: un¬
doubtedly was that VV ood was crazed by jealousy,
which worked upon his mind, wnile it was stupefied
aud weakened alter a long debaucti. He and lug wile
were never known ro quarrel, she giving in to him in
all matters with the exception oi the sale or the
property at Sleigbtburg, the deed lor which she re¬
fined to sign because he had sold It while In u Mute
01 intoxication. They had a difference on this;
bat It Is not known that they nail any
serious quarrel. Wood had been drunk for about
two weeks; but dtiriug tho week he had been
pretty Hotter, but very moody and low-spirited,
one of hi* neighbors, J atneB R. Wood, observed his
depression and asked linn on the fatal Saturday
what was the matter, telling htm he feared he was
brooding over something which would come to no
goon. Joseph replied that nothing was the matter,
un the Thursday before he went to Newburg after
his wife and chlid, and came home appearing to be
en good terms with his wife, and she, a bright little
body and possessed of Borne itood looks, appeared
to be m excellent spirits and smiled aud chatted
gall v us she walked along with htm. On Saturday
morning he borrowed a pen aud ink of James li.
Wood, and probably wrote the lotter found upon

i hlin, which gives the clue to ihe cause of the criuie.
On Saturday he also stopped at Mr. Warden's, ex-

i pressing great anxiety to see him immediately, say¬
ing lie would write to him and yet met him a few
hours after and seemed to have nothing to say to
him. He toul Warden's wife he was going up the
canal on Monday to work, hut he told Mr. Hendricks
that he would come to Cokey's shipyard on that
morning and go lo work, tie spent u long time
wrung ou Saturday, and it appear* from the letter
that his tntnd must nave been in a very disordered
state, as tne letter Is disconnected, wild, unlit for
publication and almost undecipherable. From what
cau be deciphered of the writing It appears that he
suspected his wife's fidelity to him, aud had brooded
over it for a long tune, in the letter he says that he
gave up a Job on the railroad to come home and
watch her and And "them" out; that lie had been in
Newburg to find out about her. lie says he saw
her in criminal Intimacy with two ortnree men, and
that he has only been her tool to make money for
her. fie accuses another man of being the lather
of his child, and says lie must have her life.
He closes the letter with biddlut? his beloved
mother |and sister goodby, and nopes Uod
will save him, and also reipiesti that he
be buried just us th y find him with lus clothes on.
From all that the neighbors observed his suspicions
were unfounded. It Is not known that Wood had
ever communicated his suspicions to any one, but
lie brooded over them In silence until he was
wroutrht up to the crime of putting his wife out or
tne way and ending his own lire, lie is said to havo
received some anonymous letters tellniK him that he
was not the lather of little George, ila appears also
to have had some monetary trouble and to nave felt
the pressure ot poverty, as he complains In his letter
tbat he Has a house full.
So far as her neighbors know Mrs. Wood has always

couductcd herseli properly, and the suspicions that
her husband entertained are generally thought to be
baseless. Ills former wife married alter hearing
tii at t.e was drowned, and Is living at Hllenville,
where Wood and she also resided while they lived
togethe. She Is said to be a very fine woman and of
good family.
The scone of the tragedy was visited on Sunday

bj upwards of 2,000 peopia.
Phis morning Coroner llnggrrty held a final in-

quest upon the remains. Tne verdict has not yet
been rendered.
