The week opened on a very dull state of affairs In
the stock murket. Prices have nol been so quiet
and steady any other day since the panie. The only
speculutive inlerest manifested was in Lake Shore,
whi¢ch nNuctuated between the lumits of @15 and
90%. The directors made thelr appearance on the
street again to-day, and the “Lake Shore ring' were
oharged with being beavy sellers of the stock to-day,
ander which the price declined to the lower ol the
Ogures above quoted. The meetiug at Clevelnnd
broke up on Saturday after the adoption of & propo-
mition for eonsolidation with the Wabash road on the
terms alrendy specified in this colomn, woieh pro-
position will be subwitted tw the stockhiolders
of the respectlve roads for their adoption or rejec-
tion, The cousolidated shore caplial of the new
corporation Wil be $42,500,000, and its tite the Bul-
falo, Lake Bhore, Chleago and Wauabash Ralway
QGompany. It 18 proposed to lncrease the caplial to
$50,000,000 by the 1ssue of adoltonsl stock, the pro-
ceods of 8 sale to be devoted 1o the beter egnip-
memt of the new Ione.  The books of the Lake Shore
Company will ¢lose on the 16th prox., to allow the
slocklolders to vole on the action of tue diree-
tora as above taken, Whatever was done with
reference to a  consolidation with she New
York Central id not trapsplee, but it ia shrewd)y
sospected ihat the Lake Shore directors lhave
stood on their dignity and refused w confess the
superior werits of Commodore Vundoerbilt as u roll-
way manager. On the other hamd, the vVanderbils
party were donbitiess dampened in their eathusiasin
for consolidation by the discovery that the “Lake
Hhore ring" have taken care of themselves by varl-
ous contraets, the perpetuity of wilen Mr. Vanoder-
bllt was unwlling to sanewon o the event of con-
sultlation, The “rng think they bhave a magnif-
cent opportunity to Y“milk the sueet” witn Lake
Bhore, just a3 has been done with New York Centraly
and they cannot (orego the templation. The “ring'
are now short of the stock, aud will trust to thelr
own .cforts to break the price of thelr own
stock, At the Stock Exchange to-day exception
was taken o the further call of  Pittsborg,
inasnuch a8 the directors rave lucreased the stock
fifteen per cent without giving the usuul thiety days’
notlce. lpasmuch as the lncrease wad in e form of
a dividend, and not of the character more particu-
larly contemplated by the laws of the board, the
<call was not suspended, but the matter wuas referred
% e governing committee for adjudication.
Quiside of Lake Shore the general list wus very
stendy ana fNuctusted very little. At the Iast board
there was a4 sharp decline in Chicago, Columbus
and Indiana Central, which was ofered ab 2235, The
monecy market was more active and the rate on
call ranged from elx (o seven per cent,
with exceptions at flve per cent, the Increased
activity belng due to the fact that the
Bob-Treasnry sales of gold will draln the banks this
‘week of ubout a millton and o half of currency. Is
will be seen by a report in another column that
@enernl Butterfleld has resigned the Asslstant
Treasurership, but the fact was not known on the
street this aftorooon up to the cloze of business,
Commercial paper was sbll wilhoot negoliation
except at extreme rates, the runge of discount
being from nine to fifteen per cent for prime aecept-
ancea. Forelgn exchaoge closed weak at 1003 for
prime bankers' sixty day, and 1087 for slght sterling
Bllia, Sales on the sireet were maide at 1001 for the
former grade.

= HIETORY OF TISE CASH.

Joho W, Moore, the condemned and executed
man, with s wite, lived 1o o house and on the farn
of one John P, Good=on, about three miles south of
Greanyille, MY, Goodson wias an uninarcied man ,
and made his home with Moore and his wile, or
ratlier they kept nhouse for Goodson, whose father
hod ral Moore from tho thime he wid u boy of
fourtesn or slxtoen years undl e ariained his oo
joriy. Mr. MeAdama owned nnd cceupled the farm
adjoining the one on which Moore lived; Lis house, a
frame oue of two rooms, belng sitaated about elghty
rods 1o the southwest ol Moora's, thers being uemall
branch and grove of tinber between the two houses.,
MeAdams and Moore were about the same age, and
were somewhat related by marrlage—about two
Fears previvas to the murder Moore having arried
B young woman of the nolghporbeod by the name
01', Hannah Urine, a sister to Joln Orme, whose wile
1 turn was sister to the murdered woman, Mre,
McAdams, Under these circumsiances it was naiu-
ril that & close neighborly inumacy shonld exist
between the two fwinilies, and Moors, presuming
upon that lntimacy aod the frunk, free, opon
aud honest disposition of Mre. MeAdams (who
18 sald to have been B most  amlable woman),
and with an unlawful snd unholy lust, and in
violution of his own maritul vows and obliga-
tions, sought on the day of the murder to vioiats
her person, and Ialling in his porpose, in & most
bratal and fendish manner, at 4 to 1
