Riot in Coldnboro' nelwrrs Government
Troops nnd Nosrocs.No Interference by tlio
(HtII Authorities.

GOI.DSIIORO, Oct. 24, 1809.

incitement lau night by a riot, which commenced
early in mo evening and lasted until ten o'clock, bo-
tweon tho Unltod States troops stationed here and
tho negi oea.

The Art¦iilnUri-alion nnd the ( ulmn ((niuillon.
That all republican members of Congress are not

agreed a8 to the policy that should be pursued in re¬

gard to Cuba la developed by the recent arrivals
here. I explained In a previoua despatch that the
probabilities were that Congress, as a body, would
torue the Executive to take a maud In harmony with
the national aentlment. Some recent prominent
arrival!) here, however, would Indicate that
«iume moderate, though perhaps not so popular,
measures will be favored by some leading republican
members. These latter state that, the Executive
being In accord with Congress, it would be Improper
either to advise or suggest the course which the
former should pursue. Some express lu their
opinion doubts as to whether Congress will act at
all, except by request of the President. They say If
the President desires any legislation on the subject
all he will have to do will be to express his wishes,
and he will be clothed with auy necessary power in
order to enable hlin to carry out his policy
on that subject. It la understood that
the President, will treat very fully in his message
on the Cuoau question, giving its Inauguration, pro¬
gress and present condition, pronounce his views
on the subject una suggest to Congress what action
ne would deem it advisable for the legislative arm of
the government to take. Every republican member
of the Senate or (louse of Representatives who lias
visited this city recently has expressed himself
unqualifiedly in favor of the immediate recognition
of Cuban Independence*

(Secretary Fish's Late Diplomatic Dinner.
The absence of the Ministers of Peru and Mexico

from the dinner recently given by the Secretary of
State was not occasioned, as slated in a New York
journal, by differences of opinion relative to Cubun
affairs; neither did It result from any social misun¬
derstanding between 'tho parties. The iacts are
these:.Colonel Freyre, the Peruvian Minister, called
upon the Secretary of State and Airs. Fish immedi¬
ately after his reception by the President in June
last. The Secretary '¦ family did not arrlvo in W ish-
ington until the middle ol September. So soon as

they were settled in their house Colonel and Mr3.
Freyre called upon Mis. Fish, and their visit was

Immediately returned by the Secretary of State and
his lady, if they wore not invited to the dinner in
question it was simply because it was not
given to the whole diplomatic corps. Another
is to be given by Secretary Fish on

Thursday, the. 2Stn Inst., at which tho Teruvian
Minister and Ills wife will be present, as also such
other members ol tho diplomatic corps as wero not
invited to the first dinner. It is a common practico
ol Secretaries to dine the diplomatic corps in Instal¬
ments, and, of course, to invite on each occasion
those members whoso otllclal or sooial relations are
closest.
The Mississippi Election. The President Op¬

posed to JucUri; Dent's Election.
Senator Thayer, of Nebrtiska, bad a conversation

with President Grant yesterday on tho subject or tlie
Mississippi ^lecildhs. lie called the President's
alter;l0ft fo a published telegram to the effect that

Judge Dent was represented as saying that the
President sustained him as a candidate for Governor
01 that State. The President said he had himself seen

the statement and had enclosed it to Judge lH'nt,
asking U he had been correctly reported. To this

Inquiry he had not as yet received > reply. The

1'reHideu! father stated tbat In Au^usl fast Tie
addressed Judge Dent a letter advising him
not to connect blmseir wltb tbe conser¬
vative movement against the party now sup¬
porting Alcorn, tbe former being, bo said, the
enemies of tbe administration and government.
While be was on good persona! relations wltb Judgo
Dent, he nevertheless felt bound by public duty to

oppose bts election and desire the success of Alcorn.
These views he unqualifiedly and emphatically
repeated to Senator Tbaver. He believed, from
what he bad heard, tbat Alcorn would lie elected.
Con\ersingou the subject of the Fifteenth amend¬
ment te the constitution of tbe Uutted States, be
expressed the hope that the Nebraska Legislature
would be convoked this coming winter In order to

ratify tbe ameudnient. Tbe sessions of the Nebraska
Legislature are biennial, and the next regular ses¬

sion will not lake place till January, 1871.
North Carolina Polities.Ueneral Rrcaliin* Up

of Parties.New Party to be Organized.
A uentleman, formerly United States Marshal of

North Carolina, who arrived bore fr^m that State
to day, says thero Is about to be a general breaking
up or political parties there. The Tloldcn party,
which has ruled with great bitterness in the Interests
of the ultra radicals since the state was recon¬

structed, has lost caste and Its members are quar¬
relling among themselves. They have brought tbe
State to the verge of bankruptcy, and now that the

gtnto bQDris are selling for about thirty-eight
coins oil tiie Sollaf idiiiS 6r tliehi are bcciuiV
conniving at a repudiation of the SUlo
debt. Tho people, or at lenst tho respect¬
able portion of them, and especially the property
owneis, ore leady to join any party organization
that promises relief from the onerous taxes and bad
management of iiolden and bis friends. Iloldcn is

about deserting the extreme radicals, because be
perceives that their power is at an end and will pro-
bablly seek for admission in the new parly. He has
been so proscrlptive, my lnformantlsays, against all
who did not agree with htm that ho will get no favor
at tho hands of the leaders of tho new movement.
Tho gentlemen propose to organlzo a party after
tho fashion of tho Walker party In Virginia and tho
Senter party in Tennessee, with universal amnesty
and impartial suffrage as the loading features.
Fundi lor the Mississippi and Texas Cuui-

palgns.
The presence of Governor Geary in this city Is for

the purpose, In co-operation with the Kxecnilvo
Committee of tho Union League of America, or
devising means or raising money, to be used in the

approaching elections in Mississippi and Texas, it
is proposed to Issue circulars for distribution among
tho leading republicans, in order to learn what they
will contribute, it is desired to raise a handsome
sum.

Ofllce of a very marked earthquake wavo having
been recorded on the self-registering gauge In San
Francisco on .Friday last, at five o'clock P. M. From
this the occurrence of a violent earthquako In
some distant part or tbe Pacific ocean may be in¬
terred, of which news will doubtless reach here be¬
fore long. The earthquake at Simoda in 1854, and
the one which occurred in Peru in August of last
>ear, were aunounccd In tho same way. These
Waves travel across tlie Pacific Ocean at an averagd
rate of about 3S0 miles an hour, depending on the
depth of water along the track of the wave. From

Indian Outrages in Montana.Necessity Tor

Government Protection.
William F. Wheeler, United States Marshal at

Helena, Montana Territory, lias forwarded to Secre¬
tary Cox a report of the United States Grand Jury
of the Third Judicial District of Montana Territory,
In regard to robberies and murders committed upon
citizens there i>y predatory hands of Indians within
the past few months. The report was sent with a

view ot calling attention to the exposed condition of
the people there; and copies were also forwarded to
Commissioner Parker, to the commander of the
military district, and to General Sully, Superintend¬
ent of Indian Matters. Ttie report of the Grand
Jury states that It found, rrom the evidence of a

great number of witnesses, that the people of the
Third district have suffered, wlititn a few months
past, a great loss of life and property from roving
bauds of Indians. They had been furmslied with
the names of some nlno or ten citizens who have
been murdered in cold blood by them. Over "00
head of stock have been siojen within three months,
anT tSey Uelievo 'tdat w'itlnu sfx months l'ufly I.O06
horses have baen stolen and the lives of a number of
valuable citizens sacrificed. The report further
says:-«
The Peeaans, IlloOdfl and Bluckfeet, who all talk

the same language unit constitute the iilackfoot
nation, have moved their women and children north
of Montana into Uie Untish possessions lor their
safety, and In ttiat country have procured supn.ies,
ammunition and improved arms. Tl.is 1.4 a declara¬
tion of war upon t lie whites of Montana tiy these
Indians, and so ue measures should be adopt) d for
meeting tlio emergency, 'i no civil authorities have
not the means and the people are not able to bear
the expense 01 pursuing and punishing these robbers
and murderers wno destroy our property and our
lives nu 1 come and go like the wind. Ours Is a cou-
tesi between civilization and barbarum, and we
must risk our lives and sacrifice our hard-earned
property to defend tnera unless the general govern¬
ment gives us the means ol defence. To tills we are
entitled, as we havo left homes of comrort in the
Kast to plant civilization in tha wilderness, it
is in uvidenco that the I'en n'uretlles, who
mako periodical journal s from their homes to tue
val'ey of the Yellowstone on hunting expeuUions
through so.ne ot the settled portions o; our territory
arc guilty of horse stealing, if not murder, liieir
4>a^s.igu tnrough our settled va'leys snould be pro.
limited by the 11111 horitlea. The itiver Crows mur¬
dered two white men near Fort licntou about U10
39th oi July last, end look their horses to tliuir
camp. In nono ottheae cases of murder and theft
have the Indians been pursued and punlshud. Our
population is necessarily scattered along ihe valleys
ami aro isolated in mining camps and gulchea, and
hence aro peculiarly exposed to sudden attacks from
Indians. The Grand Jury further state that the
report is made In the hope that the proper ottleeis
ol the general government will tako the steps nocos-
sary to give them mil protection, or, if the means
in their hands are not adui]uate, they will represent
tlio matior to the heads 01 the government here who
have the authority and means to puniah and prevent
ludiau depredations.

cisco a pari v of professionals, under command ot tho
superintendent ot the company, which commenced
operations the latter part or January, 18 u, and com¬
pleted the service in aooui six months. The origiual
value ot Hie property saved. the materials, Ac., lor
the monitor. was f400,000, $60,000 ol which was un¬
insured.

1'nblic policy requires
this service to be compensated, not in pro-
portion to the value of the property, but in
proportion to the hazard or the service, with a
view to tho encouragement 01 such survices. The
same policy dcitiauuti that the means of salvage
shall be the most efficient possiole; licuce the Court
ur Admiralty lias uol hesitated to accept all beue-
tlctai mode and instrument* or salvage services,
Which from time to time are developed by the pro¬
gressive rorces or society, oven though tney may
depart from tne settled rule ol decision. The old ruie
that none can claim salvage who do not take part
