or wi n i';o express or Implied umloi landing tint
his official action or omission to aci is lo be in any
d ee inilaenced thereby, shall be de mod guiliy ol

a l'clony, and on conviction shall be punished by iiu-
prisoutuent iu a Mate prison lor a term not cxced-

l i«r live years, or by a ilue not exceeding i5,0ttu, or

botn, iu tho discretion oi tno court. Tills section
liiall not au'ect Hi j addity ol any existing siatuies
in relation to the olfence of bribery.

Any per-oa oilerinut a bribe, ii it shall bo
accepted, shall not uo liable to civil or criminal pro-
..> 'utiou uieiefor. nut any person who oilers or
promises a bribe if It shah oe rejected by the orilcer
to whom it is tendered, snail be deemed guilty of a i

attempt to bribe, which is hereby declared to be a
leloiii, and, o.i conviction, shall oe p iulsaed as pro¬
vided in the first section of this article.

Src ¦. . Any person charged with receiving a bribe,
or with offering or promising a bribe that is rejected,
tihull be permuted lo te.-thy in ids own behalf in any
civn or criminal prosecution therefor.

.sue. 4. Any district attorney who shall fall ralth-
fuily io prosecute the violation iu his county of any
provision ol this article which may come to ins
knowledge shall be removed froin o.llco by tho 11 ov-
crnor, utier due nvtice and un opportunity of belug
heard in his deleuce. The expenses which shad lie
incurred by any county iu investigating ami prose¬
cuting any churgeoi bribery or attempting to bribe
any late officer or luemoerol ihe Legislature within
.,uch couuly, and of receiving brines by auv Mate
officer or member of the Legislature in said county,
shall be a onargo against the State, and their pay¬
ment by tho Sla'.c shall be provided for by law.

Article XIV.
O VTH OP OKPICK.

Section 1. Members or the Legislature ami all offi¬
cers, executive uud juUiciuJ, except such interior
ollicers as may be by law exempted, betore they
enter on tUe duties of their respective olllees, shall
take and suoscrtbe tiio loiiowiug oatli or arilrma-

existing o.lices and tlio terms ol persons in oiiice
siiail continue as is now or uia> hereafter be pro¬
vided by law.

BE'1, a. Amendments to this constitution may be
proposed in tho Senate or Assembly, ami if
agreed to by u majority of the members elected
to each house, such auieuduieuts shall be eutered
on the journals thereof, with the yeas and nays,
a. ia ba referred to the next Legislature, and
published lor three mourns previous to the next
geneial election, and If in tiic next Legislature such
amendments shall bo agreed to by a majority ol all
the members elected to eacti house, it snail be the
duty of that. Legislature to submit such amendments
to the people in such manner and at such tune as it
shall prescribe, ami if sucii amendments are ap¬
prove'! by a majority ol the electors voting thereon,
tliey »:ijli become part of t.:e constitution.
