All were
ill. merest skeletons. Captain UounsevUle, who
weighed before lite wreck 190 pounds, had lost
nearly ninety pound* m his eight days ot Huner-
In^. A tenspoonful of brandy was given each
one to start wuh, but even this was too much lor
iheir shuttered systems, and very soon after reach¬
ing the ship ail were unconscious, and remained in
that state /or two days. On reaching London tho
survivors were removed to the Sailor's Home, in
Well street, where ilie.v met with every attention.
As soon as ho was able Captain Hounseville pub¬
lished a eard of thanks to Captain Oxley, and took
measure* to communicate Ills gallant conduct to the
American Consul, through whom the government
will lie advised, and will undoubtedly make some
suitable acknowledgment.

Captain Rounseville Is still suirering from the

effects of his terrible experiences and I ,d!i men¬
tally and physically is greatly prostrated , ne aays
he did not expect to live when the craves ilrst
washed hiin overboard. He could no i swim, and
made no effort to save himself further * ,han to catch
hold of the rigging as he was washr ;d against It.
All the goad swimmers on the vessel were
lost. He says If he could hav 3 reached the
cabin, where his wife and children were,
he would gladly have diei j witn them,
lor he feels that though lie has sav' S(\ ht3 .Wn life he
has lost, all that made life dear to him. lie Is a man
about forty years or age, of pie? jmg manners, and
talks freely, though of course sudly, of the occur¬
rence winch has been such t * heavy weight upon
him. In his delp aflUcllon no will have the sym¬
pathy of all readers. The J otiuy man uvlles, of
Hartford, one of the lost, wat i well known here. At
one time he was a c.sgrler for the Courant. Ilia
parents live on l'ark street t and It was not until
Saturday that they were advised of his death,
though tlicj had heard of '.lie loss of the vessel.

John
Itichards and \\ illiani Amiln had their lace# and
hands lacerated t>y tho combination of powder, clay
and sand which swept like a shower on them. Tliey
were all removed for medical attendance.

follows:.The fire was fed from tho side under
the boiler; the fornace la abont seven root

by four and two doors opened into the furnace
in coming from the gauges no past the cocks; I
asked Mr. Voorhies If I had not better open Ihein,
and he said not to do so until the pressure became
greater; the water was dripping from the l/oa<l_ oi
tlic boiler in several small streams; we Immediately
tried to screw the head and partially succeeded in

stopping tlie water; this water was the product oi
what had been driven from the wood by the process:
there were eight barrels of oil In the tank and 10,000
aupertloial feet of lumber; it requires about four or
six hours to ireat the wood; when the oil was put
11110 the tank it did not oorno within three
Inches of the angle irons of the boilers.
[The construction and location of the angle
iron gutters was again gone over with. 1 think
these gutters were full of oil, whtch flowed over
Into the oil in tlie boiler, and immediately the explo¬
sion occurred; In building the maciiuie we put a
piece ol halt inoli iron near the end where the tire
Is, as we supposed that the extra heat would require
this, while the Iron need not lie so thick at the other
end, where it was three-eighths; the vapors referred
to as issuing from the vulve were only vapors, pro¬
bably naphtha vapors; l think the dropping of the
oil from the gutters, and their contact with the
heated boiler iron, caused all the steam generated at
tne moment Qf the explosion; at this time 110 safety
valve of any size would liavo been of use; I think the
overflow was due to not turning the oecks; I suppose
the water we saw dripping from the boiler miiot have
been condensed from vapor at the top of tho boiler;
there was no ovidencc of a detective flue; I
should have known it If there was; the head con¬
taining the gauge* wan carried about ten feet ; both
heads of the boiler were broken by the explosion ;
all three of us stood near tho centre of the head, but
as l arose from scrowing it I stumbled on a board,
and as 1 recovered I was onteide of the line; the
other two were left by the head; they were found
pretty near the head of the other tank after the ex¬
plosion; 1 was bunted on the hands and face; I was
111 ihe air, 1 don't know now long, but suppose I
must have lain three or four minutes on ilie ground
after I came down; 1 feel pretty sore now; the coals
were not blown out of the lurnace; J can't account
for the flames immediately following the explo¬
sion; as soon as I could stand I saw a light all
arouud: I have seen several boiler explosions be¬
fore, and that had all the appearance of an explo¬
sion by steam; It was by steam; have never used
superheated steam in troatlng or those lieavv oils;
I don't kuow exactly what It is; (in reply to a jury¬
man) my theory is that the water from the wood
which fell into the gutters flowed over on to the
healed iron and formed steam, which caused the
explosion. Mr. Trundy, In answer to a question
concerning the fluid in tho (Hitters, said It was not
oil, us there was not sutllcient heat on to condense
oil vapors; It was water from the wood, aud not, as
understood i»y several present, naphtha oil; the gas
was escaping -from the salety valve, probably trom
the oil; the reported explosion at Han Francisco
was not similar to this; there arc now works in Sew
Jersey which have been running cverv day for over
three years: l think If the cocks for the drawing oir
of the water had been turned there would have been
no explosion; I was entirely uuder the supervision
ot Jr. Voorliee3, and did as he told me; I don't
think any engineer could have foreseen an accident.

'r. Alexander H. Cunningham was next sworu-
lleside at ais Clinton street; am a mechanical aud
practical engineer; have examined the boiler; 1 have
tlie oriKlnal drawing, turuished by Mr. v.; was
called in 10 assist in its construction after it was
commenced (the plans were shown to the jury);
the machine conformed to the original plan with the
exception ol the heads being cast iron Instead of
wrought: there was nff speclllcauon as to the thick¬
ness or the Iron; I examined tue heads several times;
tnese were oi cast iron with a wrought Iron sheet in
the centre; the cast, iron was an inch and five-six¬
teenths thick In the extreme, when It joined tho
wrought iron; the .wrought iron was about seven-
siMeenihs; cast iron expands by heat I11 a greater
ratio 1 liau wrought iron* in c<tual thicknesses
wrought iron will stand eight times tno pressure
that cast iron will.

1 he Inquest was further adjourned nntil Wednes¬
day next.

tenant, lout furniture valued at $1,000, and Mrs.
brown, $300; no insurance.
No. 10 was owned by Thomas Trice an<l occupied
