be the setried centraa of business or how mueh copl-
tal will be employed for merceutile building uses.
Yrade tn all its branches, as far aa locality 18 coa-
cerned, 13 in & transitory state, and not until a
healthy feellng pervades the finazoes of the country
will any cae be able to sinle authoritatively in this
Tegard,

Below we glve some of the most expensive snd
elaborate structures wonich have bLeen recently
erectecd or are now galng up. It will bo observed
that each belonzs to o distinet olaza of business, and
that each niay be taken as o representative building
of those that will follow, They all indlcate n marked
progress in elegance of archilecture, parlly of de-
aign, beauty of Anlsh and stabllity of framework.
Having evidandy been balit for the new era and not
for the old uvne of cramped space and badly ven-
tlated aparlivenis, their eellings are uigh, thelr
Tacillties for Ught excellent, and for exunguishing
flames when not {leeproo! unsurpassad.
