W. H. Taylor, Dan Mace's bay gelding Dres-
den, Baunders' bay gelding Western New York, P. Ma-
nes's gray gelding Mercer and W. Browne's gray
mare Lady Hamilton T. 0'.Connor’s black mare Lady
Wheeler was withdrawn., The horses had four heats,
Dresden winnlng the first and W. B. Taylor toe
three subsequent ones. The race ran Into nigns, the
last heat being troited in the dark, and tho
time was not taken. The winnor of the race, W, H.
Taylor, was the favorite over any of the others pre-
vious to the start and continued so alter belng
beaten the first heat. After the eesana hoat he was
the favorite against the fleld at even money and he
Increased in favor as the race progressed. Hefore
the atart for the fourih neat he sold at one huodred
to twenty.

The race was a very Interesting one from begln-
ning to end, and was much enjoyed by those In
attendance, The weatner was Oue and the track
In capital condition.

This Is to certify that 1, J, W, Southard, M, D,,
curator of Hellevue Hoepital, have made an autopsy
on the body of Architinid Dougles and found as fol-
lows:—A panetrating wound of occipital bone, one-
haif inch in diameter, situated just 1o outslde sups.
rior and one inch below the posterior fontanel; effa-
sion of biood hetween bone and dura mater, alao
between dura and pia mater; hagged opaning in durs
mauter; posterior iobe of the cerabrum much contused
and for no arcs of an juch square reduced to & pulpy
mass; large purnlent effuslon betwesn dura inater
and pla muter, prinelpally at the base. CUsose of
death, meningitis, prodaced by peasirating wound

of skuil.

Spoeches by Horace (ireeley, Dr. Chapin and
Dr. Miner, of Loston.

The members and congregntion of the Universallst
Church in thus clty and nelghborhood met together
st night for the purpose of celebrating the cen-
tenary of Universalismn in America, or, in other
words, the celebration of the embodiment of the
dootrine that all men will be saved from eternnl
death and eternnl punishment.
