general free dellvery system throughout the coun.
iry. Mr. Creawell belleves that by sbollshing the
private box system and employing the carriers to
dellver letters and nswapapers free and mors
promptly sud expeditioualy than nt present, espe.
cially in the large citles, (b general correspondence
would be largely increassd and s handsome reve-
nue deritved by the government, My Cres
well considers that quick and more frequens
delivery would csuse peopls to correspond
more frequently, and probably he 1s right, for many
Ppeople who now use the telegraph and private mes-
sengers to convay their letters do so merely becanse
the postal facilities are so lmperfect, and would
naturally abandon the more expensive mode if they
conld accomplish thelr ends as well by means of the
Post OMee, which would do it more oheaply and with
less probabliity of mistakes belng committed. In
this way, by e augmented number of letters
seut by mall, the profita of tne department would
be increased. At present an lmmonse gquantity of
room in the poat offces of the large clues 18
given up to the private boxes, The same
space rented out for other purposes, It 1s be-
lieved, wouwld, when taken In conoection with the
increased quantity of mail matter, bring a blgger
proflt to \he government. Ona exampls will suMoe,
In the city of Now York, for instance, there are about
five thousand boxes given up to private uge, bringing
an ananal rental of about sixty thoasand dollars,
When the new Post OMce 18 completod the Bpace
which wouald be devoied to private boxes wonld, it 18
caloulated, bring a yearly rent of soms forty or Afty
thousand dolars. The same proportion woald
doubtless exlst in other large clties, It 18 proposed
to have a gensral conference of all the postmasters
of the leading citles in the Unlon in this city next
Jannary, when this matier will be generally dls-
cuesed.

GLORGE PEABODY.

At half-past eleven o'clock last night, at his resl-
dence in Eaton sguare, London, thero passed away
from earth o man whose name will ever be remem-
bered and whose memory most ever be onerished
80 long as the virtues of benevolence and generosity
are regarded with approval, Standing alimost alone
among his felow-wen be tanght philanthroplata
what real phllanthropy ls—taught the wealihy a
lesscm Whose moral & priceless, becanse it shows
them how, Ifrom e measore of thelr abund-
ance, the poverty of mau ecan bhe made
less Irksome without adding to {8 polguancy or en-
cournging 1ta disposition to laleness by the degrada-
tion of wimsgiving, And yet, while the fame of
George Peabody springs from his unprecedented
plillantiropy, we do not herd express our sincere
regret af the announcement of his death becouse of
that which he gave. Rather let our sorrow arise (rom
the knowledge st if we pow look over the
proad Neld of bencvolence the central fgure
towerlog far above others @ no more secn—
that nothing now rewains bue the tmwmortality of
gooda deads, which, shine as they muy o the records
of the truly great, are as but tiny gleamings beslde
the iviog embodiment of Lim who created and gave
them Ugnt, That Mr. Peabody should die was natu-
ral. His fate wus tus Inevitable. But never before
Aala death cut down & belng of greater service ton
world rail of misery, of penury and of weakness than
he. Wherever Chrlstianity obtains there will a loss
be felt. In the two great Anglo-Smxon nations,
where s benefaotions were conferved, in all parte
of the world, whepe his was & boght example, thero
will he be mourned with & depth of sineeriy bardly
fashomalile.

And all this, which If spoken of most other men
would be & fulgome landuiion, is bit o faehile, though
truthful, tribute to the virtues whilcd distuguished
the career of Mr. Peabody,

HI5 ANCESTRY,

Mr. Peabody epruug from good old Englieh stock,
Bix generations back hin ancestor was Francis Pay-
body, of the soclent family of Payboudys, of Lelees-
teralire, in England, who at an cArly age lelt st
Albans, in Hertfordshire, and went to New England,
For twenty-bwo years no  appears to  have
resided in various parts of the opuntry, but
in 16857 ne tnally eettled at Topfield, a small
town in Essex connty, Mass, whare he ever after re-
pided, The regulence thal he erected and the mill
(the first one in the town) that he valit, are stauding
At the preseut day, venorabie in thelr iwo ceuturies
of age. e was wealthy—that s, wealthy compared
with his nelghbors—anil being, In addidlon, a man of
edacation and respectability, naturslly sttnoed v
prominence.

BIRTUPLACE AND EARLY LIFE.

AMisfortune appears Lo have Lefallen the descend-
ants of Fruncis Paybody. When, on the 18th of
Febrnary, 170§, the subject of this sketch was born
in the town of Danvers, his parents were persons In
very poor circamstances. The boy consequenily
grew up Incking In the advantages of & good edpca-
tlon, Indeed, ot this time educational fucllities were
not g0 abundant as ey now are, and none but e
gons and daughtera of thore in aftineat clroumstances
were ghlo to obtaln more knowiedge thau Is em-
bruced lo the bare learning how to read and write. In
additton the parents of George Peabody were unable
to support him for any length of time in Idleness, so
that] even had ihe system of free schools besn a2 per-
fect and eMclent a8 they now ave, i ls exiremely
doubtfal if he would have obtalned a more perfect
educalion than ho actuslly received. Al the tender
age of eleven yeara be pmbarked in business as cierk
