EBince then Brega
has been hard an worlk, snd W what comes to (he
enrs of the tarlM men be correct g treaty hes actu-
ally bean diawn uj to be sent Lo Lhe Senate, Judge
Eelley, of Ponnsylvanm, who may be termed the
Jeader of the carld men In the Hoaso, arrived helo
1sat night to eppose the negotiation of a reclprocity
treaty and If posstble to smasn the Inciplent lobby
which proposes to run It through Congress. He de-
voted to-day to huntiog up facts and fdgares In (he
Treasary Department, and, armed with a formida-
ble array of statisties, proceeded to-night to the
White House to convince the Fremdont that a recl-
procity treaty wilh the Dominion is an abominaiion
and o sonare. Kelley proposes to show the President
wrom ofelul data that sinee the explratlon of the
reciprocliy trealy our government hss recoived
from the Importatlon of coal from the proviuces, in
she shape of Import daty, over £300,000, from
oarcals nearly $1,000,000, and from [(umber nearly

$1,800,000, These are the three principal
articles exported by the provinewls, He will
also show that we have had 8  heavier

export trade with the provinclals since the treaty

expired than whila it was in force.

Bome daya ago D. Mltra ¥ Vedla, o relarive of the
1alo an:l present Commander-n-Ohiel of the Argen-
tine army and Sceretary of Legatlon of the
Argentine Repulille here, saw fit to publish woat
he calied a “diplomatic onrd,” wherein he stated
that he was authorized by the Mimster Plenipotan-
wary and Envoy Extraordinary of the Argentine He-
publio 1o protest agninat certain statements which
sppeared in the newspapers and which It was sup-
poeged were based on  facts mentioned by Generul
MoMahon, late Unitod States Minwster to Parnguay,
Thean statements were danoanced as “‘gratultous
caluany,"” which were “offensive to the honor of the
Argentine army.” Probably Mr. Vedia congralu.
Inted limeelf on tho pubitcation of thig rather un-
diplomallo pronunclsmento, and, indeed, 1t 18
reported that he considersd he had got even
with General MeMahon. This jubllation on his part
was deatined to Lo of short duration; for it 15 under-
stood that to-day, when the Argentine Minister
called at the Btate Department, Secretary Fish called
his attention to the “diplomatic card” of his Secre-
tary of Legation, and in & diplomatic way expressed
the opinlon vhat 1t was, Lo say the least, dlscourieous
not only to General McMablon but to the governmeni
of the United States, and decldedly undiplomatic.
Ho aleo called hia attentlon to tue fact that the mai-
ner in which General McMahon had been treated by
tha Argentines, on his return from Paraguay, was
diaregpeciiul Lo our governmend, General MeMahon
bad been eartoatured and Insulted fo the glreeta of
Lns#nos Ayres, when he had givon no occasion for
such treatment. It s pad the Mimnlsier made some
