degrees of heat without any indication of pressure.
To a juror.We treat all woods alike; some for
tweive and some six hours; the longer you traat the
mete oil will be nsed; we had been using oil which
vaporized between .130 aua 406; Voorhles said we
ought to use oil whloh vaporized at i<Hi or '100, that is
where all eai nolle acid Huh; our boiler Is run in the
opeu afr, but has a rasing of wood and felt near It;

In New Orleans was calloa to one of the latent acts
ot tjra.'uiy perpetrated by the Spanish ru'ori of
Cuba. It woula appear that the graphic aud Inter¬
esting reports of tbe operation* of the Cabau pa. riots
which have been pub.latied in tko Hkkai.d have
caused alarm and confusion in the Spanish camp,
and very erroneously (as wlii appear In the sequel).
The authorship of these Jetteia has been fixed
upon n former correspondent of the Hf.ralj>
in Havana, Mr. H. J. Koppers. The secrct vlgtiauco
committee rccontly established by the Spanish ciiy
Governor.a mere creature of the volunteer ornanl-
ratlon devoted their utmost euermea to obtain
proofs or the complicity or ifr. Koppers In tiiu
iltUAtn'a too faithful narraiivos. They lalieu
utterly, but notwithstanding the entire abeence of
proof they kldnappo.l the suspected newspaper
wntor on the eve or a public holiday, trust him luto
the coruuiou jail, and fcept Jtl.n lu solitary conflnemetit
fur two days, without permitting him to commmcate
with oitUer the American or Kngllsb Consul, aud
without even according hiintUo privilege of a change
of hut'n. Uy a dexterous subterfuge tie prisoner
finally sncceoded In obtainlug pencil and paper.
With the phosphorous of a match he wrote on the
bottom of a match box. "Papel y iaptz".paper
and a pencil.and thrusting his haud through the
Iron grating of his dungeon contrived to siing the
message, wrappod in a haa«kerchief, into

the call »f an adjoining prisoner, who
was not inoommunlcatto. Paper and pencil were

suppliod lilru in the same way by bin brether unfor¬
tunate, and he tnus managed to convey to Urn friends
tUe knowledge of bis po3itlon. Mr, lCoppers, though
for some yean a correspondent of the Hkiiai.p, hap¬
pened to bo still a British subject. The British Con¬
sul General In Havana acted with commendable
promptitude and decision In the matter, lie ren¬

dered himself personally responsible Tor the captured
suspect, aad obtained hts release. All eifcru to pro¬
cure a deflnite bill of accusation against tho unfor¬
tunate cx-correspondent failed. Nothing further
than that his "relaxed mora'.s" required poli<:e
espionage, and that he had "disflng'iitsbed himself
at sundry times by his writings a^.uus tlio Spanish
government," could be elii'itod irom tue authorities.
These two charge are evidently o .e aud tao same
thing, the "relaxed morale" be lug a waut o! appre¬
ciation of tue beauties 01' Spanisu rule, in proof
that no otuer cf.args could be brought against
hiiu i!r. Koppers to-dny produced at tno Bmirh
Consulate iti New Orleans a certificate sigued by
every iorolga merchant of standing in Havana liiat
tnoy had i ert.onaili known him for upwards of
twenty years aud that Ins morai character was irro-
pruaeuiblc.

Per.ute then ni.iied towanis deceased aiul klcseit
him about the abdomen; deceased men went into
tlio yard and naked Pezuto if he wanted to fight
him, at the same time attempting togiasp Pe^uie
by tho hair, when he struck him, knocking bun
down; j-ezuto struck the deceased tint.
Koaa Oiga, of 31 Baxter street, deposed that at

about halfpact three o'clock on Tuesday afternoon
she saw Shay rtn<l Per.ute standing in trout of the
alley way to ;.l Baxter street; shay wanted I'ezuto
to flKht, but he refused; they then endeavored to get
together, but did ,not; i'e/jne then went into me
yard aud deceasad afterwards followed him up and
attacked bim; both fell, and when f'ezuiegot up he
kicked deceased, who was auhfe<juently laKeii nr>
by one of hla friends and removed to the home of a
relative for uiedloai treatment.
