Tlio republican journals are beginning to
howl over the revolutionary consequences foro-
shadowed in our recent State election. They
see that, w'uh the democrats at last in posses¬
sion of the Legislature and the Governor,
"the legislation of twenty years is to be abro¬
gated;" that "policies which have matured in
canal administration, prison control, excise
regulation?, police supervision, city govern¬
ment, election conduct" are to be repealed,
as "the result of the indifforence of the repub¬
licans In the interior of the State;" that the
tcmperance men who confided In democratic
promises in the late election "will find them¬
selves the victims of a deep laid conspiracy;"

: that "the day of tree rum is dawning;" that
"Sabbath desecration and unrestrained license
are fixed facts in the immediate future," and
that "New York, Albany and Buffalo will now
be given over to a police deriving their power
by the direct franchise of the people, and
subjected always to the dictation of the mob."

Pandora's box, it thus appears, has been
opened by tho lato election, and all its evils
are to fall upon this doomed city. We are

told, too, that there is no hope from democratic
cli-tafT._jctio.i8 in the Legislature; that Tam¬
many rules the roast: that Tammany is the
party, the nucleus of power, spoils and plun¬
der ; that Tammany will share the plunder
suiTiriantly to seciro her supremacy ; that
"she will only disappoint those she can safely
defy." A republican organ of the rural dis¬
tricts, however, says that it does not caro
a fig for these city commissions; that if
our citizens can stand the robberies that will
bo perpetrated upon them by innumerable
democratic rings the people of the rest of the
State can afford to let them do it; that these
city commissions are of no possible benefit to
the republican party, and that the lazy drones
thus provid <1 with cosey otflces will now have to
walk out, and that what they get hereafter will
have to bo earned by more faithful service.
But still the consequences above foreshad¬

owed of a comj lete democratic occupation of
the State, legislative, executive and judicial
departments are foarful to contemplate. Nor
docs it matter whether the unterrifled have

| gained this absolute possession through ropul>-
lican treacheries, division or indiffere nce in

i tlio rural districts. Grant, that the jopular
vote of this decisivo election falls short by one

! hundred and fifty thousand or two hundred
thousand of tho full vole of laot year, the fact
is still the samo. Tho democrats havo gained
completo possession of tho State, and thcro

j can bo no doubt that their reconstruction of our

1 State and city affairs will bo almost as radicul

on tbo otliar tack as tlie reconstruction of Vir-
ginia or South Carolina.
Wo believe that the peoplo of the Stato have

permitted the election to go by default, in ardor
that a chango might follow In "the powers
that be;" we believe that the people had be¬
come sick and' tire 1 of republican experiments
and radic.il corruptions at Albany, and wero

ready to risk anything for a change; we be¬
lieve that the democrats owo their success en¬

tirely to tho local quostions involved, and that
accordingly tboy have full authority from the
peoplo to turn our State and city institutions
upside down, Insido out, right and left.
We believe, too, that this thing will bo
done. But what will follow ? In tho work of
reconstruction Tammany Iiall, in acting wisely
and with an eye to law and order, may not

only secure to the democracy a firm possession
of the State for ton or twenty years to come, or

(ill demoralized by corruptions, as all parlies
are under a long reign, but the Old Wigwam
may bocomo master of the situation in shaping
the democratic programmo and in naming
tho party ticket for tho Presidential succession.
Thus Sweeny may yet play the role of War¬
wick tho kingmaker, and fVom what we have
soen of his ongiueorlng abilities he is likely
to prove equal to tho mighty task. lie has a

splendid opportunity not only to lift up the
New York domocracy from the level of the
First ward to tho lofty outlook from tho domo
of the St to capital; not only to reconstruct
our city and Stato affurs on a strong popular
basis, but to initiate on tho now order ol tilings
the reconstruction of the democratio party
throughout tha United States, and to place it
on tho high road to tho White House.
On the other hind, there are the tempta¬

tions to all tho democratic rings to avail them¬
selves of the rare opportunity to reap a golden
harvest in spoils and plunder. They have a

margin in this city alono for five hundred mil¬
lions of dollars, In job3 and spoils, and the
lobby men interested and their clamor at
Albany for a full swing will be unparalleled.
Here, then, lies tho danger to Tammany and
the New York democracy. They may do
great things for themselves, tho city and tho
State ; bat they may also be swamped in tho
spoils before July as flies and bees aro

Bwamped in an open barrel of molasses. In
any event, wo expect that the doings of our

now Legislature will be more important and
momentous than those of any Legislature of
this Stato for a hundred yoars behind us.

Tbe Tin tin Kacoa la Trouble.
Victor Emanuel is ill and supposod to bo

dying. Spain is in the agony of a revolution
of which no one seos the end. Napoleon is
not in a sound state ; but whether he should
live a little while or a long while, thero are in
the French cmpiro undisguised troubles which
(111 tho most hopeful and the most confident
with fear and trembling. Of tbe four Latin
kingdoms Portugal alone enjoys domestic tran¬
quillity ; but Portugal, though wise enough to
wait and watch while the elements are brew¬
ing, is not strong enough to resist the storm
when the storm fuirly Beta in. Napoleon is
now much more than the nominal master of
the Latin races. In spite of his failing health
and his domestic opposition it is still a neces¬

sity, and more a necessity now than over,
for Spain, Portugal and Italy to consult his
wishes. Should Victor Emanuel bo cut off
mn hfivn little doubt but that his son. Prince
Humbert, will quietly succeed to the throne of
united Italy. But after his succession much
will depend upon how ho conciliates tho Italian
faction* and how ho submits to Napoleon.
Spain still looks out for a king ; but the mon¬

arches of that country feel themselves ham¬
pered in their every movement by the restric¬
tions of Napoleon, and the fettered action of
tho monarchists is tho opportunity of tho re¬

publicans. In the event of Napoleon, at this
crisis in the affairs of the Latin racei, being
cut off, it might not bo impossible for tho re¬

publicans to mako themselves once again mas¬
ters of France ; and tho republicans masters of
France, Italy and Spain, as was the case in
the first French revolution, would cease to be
monarchical. Tho contingencies and proba¬
bilities are bo numerous that it is difficult to
forecast a future which is pregnant with peril.
What a day or an hour may bring forth wo
know not ; but no one can deny that a crisis is at
hand which may bring about tho unity of the La¬
tin races and establish a grand Latin empire.
Railroad Exproa* Robberioa.Is tbe Mys¬

tery Solved f
* A heavy robbory of express matter, con¬

taining a considerable amount of money,
occurred not long ago on one of tho New York
Central trains near the station at Fonda.
Since then thero has been a profound mystory
a« to tho perpetrators or the mode by which
the valuables were abstracted. It turns
out now that the vigilance of the detectives
has traced tho robbery to a number of rail¬
road employes, all of whom have been
arrested. The principal culprit appears to bo
a baggage man, who was once before arrested
in this city and discharged upon a writ issued
by ono of our judges. Robberies of express
matter on different railroads throughout tho
country have boon frequent for a few years
pa»t. The safes of the express companies
have besn broken open and the money
extracted. Employes of tho companies have
been gagged, beaten s -useless and otherwlso
maltreated in tha can whilo the ruffians car¬

ried out their purpose. Fcople wondered how
it happened that lawless bands of marauders
could outer the cars, and, after securing their
booty, dep>rt without detection. A few
srtgacious peoplo probably suspected that the
guilt devolved upon the railroad employes
themselves, or was, at loast, perpetrated by
their connlvanc ..

Wo r nrmbcr how surely retributive jusiloo
J followed tha mall robber* at Seymour, Ind.,
J where lynch law took tho place of tho bench and

the jury box. But It has not yet boon revealed
how much the employ » of tlio railroad had to
do with the crirao f >r which the dcsporadocs
in this ease suffered on the limbs of tho trees

by the roadside by the hands of an indignant
populace. The discovery of the guilty parties

1 in tho late* Central Railroad robt cry may throw
ranch light upon this whole daring business.

' If tho case is well worked out by the detectives
| the mystery of many of these railroad express

robberies may be Bolved. It is certain that
no one has more opportunity of robbing tho
express trains than tho railroad men, It" they

i choose to use it. They know where the booty
I lies and how best to got at it,

Another Atlantic Cable.
The more olectrlo cables across the Atlantic

thJ better. The quicker and more reliable the
communication between Europe and America
the greater will bt tho advance in tho civiliza¬
tion of both hemispheres. Therefore wo are

glad to seo that tho Belgian government gives
its adhesion to the scheme of laying a new At¬
lantic cable from Belgium to some point, yet
to be solected, upon the American coast, from
Maine to Goorjia. We need a telegraph line
having a terminus upon our own soil. We
need it in order that wo may bo to some extent
independent of foreign countries in tho receipt
or Important news. The lucrease of telegraphic
communication with Europe trill incrcaso tho
business, just as greater facilities In the postal
service and the railroads have multiplied tho
transport of letters and the proportion of
travel. The French cable has not Interfered
to any sensible degree with tho business of the
British lines from Ireland. All the now lines
will make trade for themselves.
Now that we have secured a fair telegraphio

intercourse across the Atlantic, the next thing
to bo done la to got a submarino cable under
the Pacific, to put us in immediate communi¬
cation with Asia and tho groat empires of China
and Japan. This can be done to a great extent
without going out of our own territory, by
usln2 the chain of the Aleutian Islands lor tho
overland portion of tho line, and taking oxir

submarine points of connection there. A Pacific
cable is there quite practicable. Wo need no

urge its advantages, but can only hope that It
will not be long betore such un enterprise will
bo undertaken.

Napuloon &itd Rocliciort*
M. Henri Rochefort, editor of a Paris

journal named Lantcme.w excellent speci¬
men of the lueua a lion luceiulo in trans¬
atlantic journalism.has completely failed In
his endeavors to rank as a French political
martyr. Napoleon has extinguished him, in
his own peculiar style and in a manner just
suited to the caso of llochefort. Tho pen-and-
ink parodist of revolution, who has beon for
some time past in exile in Belgium, set out
from Brussels tho othor day for France. On
reaching tho frontier he was arrested by tho
police. This was a perfcct "Godsend" to
Rochefort, who immediately commenced to
sting, in anticipation, like a Quartier Latin
flea, when, behold, the Emperor comes out
on him with a coup d'itat la tho shape of a

telegram directing his reieaso and accom¬

panied by a "safe conduct" puper, endorsed
by tho imperial Bign manual, under which ho
journeyed to Paris, where he has been nomi¬
nated for tho Legislature and serenaded by his
friends without any interference on tho part of
the police.

People have been accustomcd to read and
spoak a good deal of the Malakoff and Magenta
and Solferiuo, the assault on the tower of tho
Russian stronghold demonstrating that no

impediment is too high or difficult for tho
military genius of France when inspired by a

Bonaparte, while tho attack.for it is an

attack when applied to encli a man-on Roche¬
fort proves that no event can be so trifling
or insignificant as to oaoape the careful atten¬
tion of Napoleon the Third In tho pursuance of
his vast and peculiar systom of rule. During
tho legal arrangements for tho "Stato trials
and prosecution of tho late great Irish agita¬
tor and his associates in DubUu, jreara
since, a very fussy "conspirator (Mr. Tom
Steele) bored the law officers of tho Crown
vastly and almost d uly with questions rela¬
tive to hU caso. The Attorney General (Mr.
Cusack Smith), becoming impatient, one day
said to him:."Mr. Steele, I caunot reply to
your questions, and if you ask another one I
will omit your name from tho Indictment and
you won't be tried at all, either as conspirator
or rabel." This threat silenoed Tom, Just as

Napoleon now silences Henri. Sach mode or
action results from the universal communism
of great minds in contempt for professional
politicians.
" The Colored Troop* Foiifllit Well."
In the great battlo between Oko Jumbo

and Ja Ja, which raged thirty-six hours and
ended the native war at Bonny, on the wont
coast of Africa, the slaughter on both side#
was immense. Ja Ja's troops were totally
defeated, and Oko Jumbo captured seventy
guns of different calibre. The guns, ranging
from 86-pounders to 68-pounders, were fired
at the extraordinarily short range of one hun¬
dred and sixty yards, with heavy charges of
grape and canister, and the havoc was fearful.
Ja Ja had about five hundred men killed out¬
right, and three or four times as many put
hors de combat. Even the fiercest of Haytion
battles are Quaker moelings in comparison
with the battle botween Ja Ja and Oko Jumbo.
The names of these African warriors seem

as strange and odd to us as those of Alexander
the Great and the Duko of Wellington wonld
seem to them. Oko Jumbo's name remind* us

of a famous despatch which was conspicuously
placarded in a New England villago with a

number of startliag telegrams flashed over tho
wires after a great and bloody battle during
our late war in the South. A woll known epi¬
cure had gone to New York to soek for an

indispensable ingredient in gumbo, that dolect-
ablo soup. Although the wires were held by
the government he contrived to smuggle
through this important mossage:." Gumbo all
right. I hava Okra. " " Okra's taken. Hur¬
rah for Okra ! Dut where is it ?" exclaimod
the villagers.
Ma. Low at tub Wnoso End..Mr. Low,

our rcconily appointed Minister to China,
wants somo now legislation regarding the
coolies. If it is for the regulation of tho
coolies on this sido Mr. Low need not much
concern himself about It, as his duty lies in
China. If it is for tho government of any
ono in China our policy is to leave the gov¬
ernment of that country to those immediately
charged with it.

Polich SuriflBONS..Thoro is more com¬

plaint of incapacity or Inattention to duty on

the part of polico surgeons. Only one remedy
seems to be in the hands of the police authori¬
ties. Thoy can dismiss the surgeon and
supply his placo with another, against whom
there will be tho same complaint In a few
months. Tho pay of the offlco Is insufSciont
for a competent surgeon, and none such Is
likely to devote his whole time to the duties.
Let tho Commission authorize tho snrgeon to"
chargo tho oily a propor foo for each oase anji
they will see the difference.

baa just passed it might be fairly presumed
that the leaders of pjirtios who hr.ve bad to
bear the brunt of directing the hand to band
oncountera of the actual oombatants, and to
supply them with the sinews of war, were by
this time pretty well exhausted. Thero Is in
the present charter campaign really but ono

party in the Held. To the non-politician this
would look like a "walk over the coursa"
for the candidates, whoever they may bo. A
great mistake would this conclusion load to,
from the simple fact that the coming struggle
is not between opposing parties, but betwoen
candidates of the same organization, and
hence the difficulty of the political situation.
TIu) loaders aro, therefore, in just as serious

a snarl with their subordinate forces as if the
result of the contest was of the greatest Impor¬
tance, because tho understrappers aro lighting
tooth and nail for the respective offices after
which they yearn, in connection with certain
compromises and complications already
entered into in connection with tho late tight.
The Tammany chiefB, foreseeing this diffi¬

culty, passed a bill last year through one
branch of the Legislature to combine both
elections (November and Dcccmber) in one,
and thus to save the expense and tho terrible
political horror of a second contest. The bill,
howover, failed, and all the trouble that is now
pressing upon the party is tho consequence.
Thero Is not an aldermanlc or assistant aldor-
manio district in the oity that has not six for
ono and a half dozen end moro candidates for
tie oftier. It was intended by tho amalgama¬
tion bill to get these follows all Into lino and
to dispose of them at oaco, and thus to pre¬
serve the peace and harmony of the party.
But now accounts have to bo settled that oven
tho loaders could hardly have been prepared
for. There is not a politician in the city, big
or little, unprovidod for, who is not a candi¬
date for ono or other of the offices to bo filled
next month, all presenting somewhat equal
claims and credentials for the consideration of
tho leadors. In fact, It would require another
election In January, and one perhaps monthly
through a now year, to supply offices for the
demand that is made on the ring for its pa¬
tronage in this respect.
A little patienco, however, would bo a

splendid thing just now. The disappointed
might consider thomsel/os in tho position of
the learned but abstracted professor who,
ringing at his own door for admission and not
being rocognizod wa3 told the professor (him¬
self) was not in, replied no matter, he wonld
call another time, and walked away. So with
the prosent numerous candidates of tho party ;
there will bo so many placos to be filled that
if they can abstract their minds enough from
one disappointment they can call again and
havo another chance.

There is a big thing in the aldermanlc and
assistant aldcrmauio positions to make thom
dosirablo. Tho yearly stipend for the amount
of work done is considerable, but that taken
with tho well known emoluments swellB tho
valuo of tho office to such an extent that it is
no wonder that half of tho politicians of the
city who are candidates are after these par¬
ticular offices. Tammany is in a fix, how¬
ever, and the fight promises to give a con¬
siderable amount of political trouble between
this and the day of election.

The Coroner and Ilia Jury.

Only a few days ago a deliberate murder
was committed in a rumshop at the corncr
of Battery place and Washington street. The
shot that killed was flred with desperate pur¬
pose to do all the hnrm it might, and that not
in a scuffle, but in the moment subsequent to
one, when the men were parted, and when
the murderer had to look round for his victim
and follow him into the barroom, noar which
the scuffle had takon plaoo. Tho Coroner
came with his jury ia duo time and Inquired
into tho caso, eliciting by the testimony just
such a history of the orirae ns we have given.
It was no doubt a murder, and murder in the
first degree. The Coroner saw that, of course ;
for bad as is our choice of public officers wo

have not yot begun to chooso idiots. The
Coroner saw that it was a enso of murder.
So did his jury. So did the oounsel for the
dcfence and the officer representing the
people. And seeing all this the Coroner and
bis jury brought in a verdict that the murderer
killed his man in self-dcfence. "Self-defence"
is a fine littlo phrase. The man who was killed
was running away at tho time. The bnllet
ponetrated the back of bis head. lie had
seen enough of the scuffle outside to know
that there was in it some special malice toward
him, and had gone into tho barroom to get
away. Finding himself followed he tried
to dodgo out at the different doors. He
had no arms, nor had the murderer
received a blow from him. Yet this
is what tho primary tribunal of our criminal
law pronounces a caso of killing in solf-
defence. With justico thus conniving at mur¬

der, with "justico" thus becoming an acces¬

sory, after the fact, in assisting tho murderer's
escape, we need not dilate upon the safety of
life in our city ; but wo may properly submit
the caso as a fit one for th* attention of
Governor Hoffman, who assures us that wo

Bhall have an honost government now that
the democratic party is in power. What will
he bo pleased to do with this Coroner ?

ANOTnEH Objection from Fkancb..Neither
will the Archbishop of Paris accept vory qui¬
etly the Roman law. He holds that the infal¬
libility of the Pope oannot be dolermlned
without discussion ; but as when dlsousslon ia
once begun there is never any knowing how
far it may go, it ia thought wiser in Romo not
to lot it begin ; so the Archbishop of Paris will
Qud himself in the same minority with Pfre
Hyacinths.

Fisk's Political Economy..Fisk has gono
up the Erie road to solve the difficult problems
of wages and strikes. He takes with him a

following of buff -rs, bummers, shoulder bit¬
ters, oyo gougcrs and other exerts of the sort.
We await the result of this little piece of pri¬
vate war with commendable patience, and
wonder whether the end of all theso vagaries
will bo a pleasant one for a man's friends to

contomplate.

Tbe Sanitary Influence of 8anligbt.

iir. John if. Grlscom delivered a lecture last night,
in Rev. Dr. Crosby's church, corner of Twenty-
second street and Pourth avenue, on tbe abovo sub¬
ject, before an extremely small though intellectual
audience. This was the second lecture of the course,
and was delivered under the ansplces of th» Young
People's Christian Association of the church. He
commenced by alluding to the absolute necessity of
sunlight in dwellings. He said the principal toplo
ho would touch on in the present leoture would
be the offect of light on animal lire and vitality.
Havlug then explained the effect of the different
colorings or rays or light the lecturer proceeded
with a practical illustration of the body known as
carbonic aold gas and Its effects on animals and veg¬
etables; also showing its destructive effects by reinit¬
iation. That showed that the gas oxhaied from our
lungs was lnsuillcient for the retention of our Uvea
and health. One of the most Interesting facts In tlila
connection was the reciprocal growth of the animal
and vegetabio kingdom. The animal received and
appropriated its carbon directly irom the food taken
into the stomach. It was then ejected from the oodv
through the lungs In tlio slmpe of oarbonlo
acid gas, and pa^aod into the vogetabl#
klngJom. Tins great atmospheric ocean which lay
above us fifty miles was but the vehicle by whloli
animal and vegetable life wcro conveyed to each
otner. It is only in the sunlight that this decompo¬
sition of carbonlo acid gas and the appropriation of
carbon by plants is absorbed. Whence came these
coal beds from every quarter of the globe? They
are Indubitably tno result of vegetable growth, lint
what were tuo animals oy which cuts vegetable life
was sustainod ? Turn to the Dook of Ueuesis and
we should seo God beginning with whales
and beasts, Ac,, finishing with the creation
of man, in order to supply food for
carbonic acid gas. That antmrvls born and destined
to live in darkness had a peculiar conformation was
a well known fact. l''or Instance. the 1UU born la
the Mammoth Cave of Kentucy had no eves. The
hdmfm bod/ wty nover tho sanr; in any two suc¬
cessive years. It was coutiuually eliminating old
aud gaming new force* and principle?. Ttiere were

continually going on in tho body the process of
disorganization and decay. The very act of death
was a chemical process. The lecturer then went on
In a technical manner to give illustrations of the
various etlects of carbonic acid gas on the human
system, and olosed ids remarks by advocating the
lreo use ot sunlight for sanitary purposes.

Lecture by Dr. II. Knuncy on Digestion.
Last ovonlug at eight o'clock the first of u series

of lectures to take plaoethls wiuter was given by
Dr. H. Ranney at tno Mission Hall, Twenty-fifth
street and Eighth avenne. Before tho lecture tbs
"Gleo Club" sung tho "bons of Tomperanco Rally
Song."
At the conclusion VV. Mackenzie Introduced Dr.

Ranney, who commenced by saying that he had
been Invited by the 8ons of Tomperance, who have
given the hall the evenings of their usual
meetings for loctnies to bo given for tho benefit of
tho people of tho vicinity, lie then stated his sub¬
ject was novel, as it is ibokod np in medical colleges,and aruorig medical men. Taking digestion for his
subject he dwelt on the utility of its knowledge, giv¬
ing several beautiful illustrations and throwing
away the modioli technical terms to make his sub¬
ject understood to all. lie went Into mln\ue details
of the physiological structure and at length arrived
at the drunkard's doom, which was very suitable to
the occasion, as the Hons of Teraperanoe were mainly
instrumental in getting up the lecture. Towards
the end he stated the length or time It took different
kinds of food to digest, roast pork taking the longest
aud pigs tect aud tripe the least timo. At tho ctoso
of ttio lecture sovorai songs were sung and tnt
meeting then adjourned.

LYC£l)!(I OF MTUtlAL HISTORY.

Exhibition of Ilydrogeniom.Science of llltn-
ininoas Coals.Rocoat Discoveries in Cllom*
istry.
Tho usual weekly meeting of the Lyceum of Natu¬

ral History was held last ovoning at tho Mott
Memorial Library, Madison avenuo, Dr. Newbury
presiding. The ujual routine business having booa
disposed of.

Dr. A. H. Gallatin read a paper on Graham's
researches on hydrogenlum. He Bald that after
trying a great variety of methods Graham Anally
adapted palladium as tho most suitable for tho
occlaslon of nvdrogen. That metal expanded
live por cent in cubic volume when hydro¬
gen was condensed In It. fie explained tbe experi¬
ment of Graham and desorlbea the rent appear-
anco of palladium wires after the hydroeen
had escaped from It. The figures closely resembled
tbe lunar volcanoes and craters as seen through a
poworful telescope. Tho wire exhibited every ap¬
pearance of Internal explosion. It was rent into
threads, as shown by a magnifying power of 6U0.
Palladium fod was varnisuod oil one side and sus¬
pended in slightly acidulated water, the two pieces
being attached to a battery composed of two cells of
liunaen's cup. The current of electrlolty decomposed
tho water and the hydrogen at once combined with
the palladium foil. As tbe metal was covered on one
side with varnish there was only 0110 surface ex¬
posed. so that the metal expanded unequally aud
curlea up like a horse shoe. Uy reversing the poles
of the battery oxygen In nascent state went to tbe
hydrogen side, and. displacing It, Hie foil unwound.
After a paper on "l'ho Action of Sunlight on tho

Sails of Uranuin," by Dr. C. U. liolton, Dr. H. Wurta
read a voluminous paper on minerals containing
carbon. Ho said that, In the first plnce, the classifi¬
cation of carbon minerals was in such a state of
contusion aud In such au lnleiiuUa shape that in ft
few years, when the rational clarification would bo
discovered, people would look back upon the pre¬
sent terms with tho same kind of amusement as
they did 111 reference to tbe jargon of the alohoinlsts.
There could only be a nulcu.il noinenclatuie as a
consequenco of a rational clanslflcution. Pirst of all
there must be a provisional clarification, using the
cruue terms which were now in use. Dr. Wiuta
presented a crude classification of an Immense
number of carbon minerals as a basis for dlso ission,
winch, however, was postponed till the noxi
meeting.
