By mall we have tlio following special correspon¬
dence irom Constantinople, describing 'tiii tuimc-
dtate landing of the Empress of the Fre.idi from
tlie imperial yacht L'Aiglo on the A&iuUc sule of
lie Bosntiorus and tier first reception by tlie Sultan
and people. Onr Constantinople letter of the iltli
of October, already published, described tlie pre-
yurauons which bad been made t>y the Turkish
potentate and magnates for the great event and trils
communication curoulciea events as they occurred
subsequently ku chronological order.

CONSTANTINOPLE. ('Cf. 14. 1SS9.
The Froncli Imperii*! yacht L'Aig e reached the

pa..ace of Begleroeg, oa tae Asiatic aulo of tso Uos-
phorus, at about naif-past three o'clock yesterday
and wus anchored a few hundred yards niiove it, so
as to avoid tae strong current, anil also so as not to
cut off the view of the Empress from tho windows
of her new abode. Scarcely was us anchor down
than the t>ultan, wearing the Croud Cordon of the
Lesion ci'ilonneur, came alongside In a small steam
yacht, lately paiC.iaseil by his ljaponal Uajeitj
steered by Admiral It msaiu Pacia. Aloug the
shores of tuo Btratts soldiers were stationed, who
presented arm;-, aad iiieir bands played the Une air
of yueen JTorteus-', mother of the Emperor Najio-
leon."Partant pour la syn:?."
The weather was lovely; tue snn shone oat bright¬

ly, out witnout much heat, aud the air was almost
caira. Whatever breeze tiiero was camo down the
Bosphorus Horn the north. An immense crowd of
men and women, In boats, were about the yachts,
?atniy striving to catch a glimpse of tiic national
guest, tho beautiful Empress tug me. For souw
days past various pcrtaits ot her have been selling
tn the strft.i of Staiubou'., l'era. Uaiata aud some
even iu Scutari, on tae AsiAvie shore. The Smian
mounted the steps of the gangway, fallowed by Emir
Pacha, lil i chief secretary, and Anile Bej, thJ
chief Dragoman, as interpreter of the
Divan. The Empress Eugfnte, dressed in a
light white robe, and looking most lovciy, met his
