Joiin Hum wan born on the nth or July, latw, in the

village or llusinets. near the southern boundary of
the kingdom or Bohemia. By tho assistance or
friends Hush wast enabled to study at i lie neighboring
town or rratiatu, and later at the University or
Prague, vrhero he obtained the degree of doctor
of laws In 13»8. Two years later ho was
made professor of theology aud philosophy, rpU la
14')j preacher In the afterwards famous Butli&ieui
chapel and spiritual director to tho yueen Sophia.
In Huss' time rrague was the seat or ouo of tho
tnree great uuiverMties or Europe, the other two
being at Paris aud Oxford. And it was very natural
that trie first «rcat movement towards intellectual
freedom in Kastern Kurope should take place within
its wata. lieiore entering upon a ccnsideiation of
cliocaroerol Hum and the religious tuoveiueut In
Bohemia during his life, and for tweuty or tUiury
years after his death, It is necessary to take n short
survey of the peculiar condition and hl.'-torv ol Ho.
liouua ttioif, which in every respect (liti'urs lrom
Germany.
Bohemia Is remarkable in the religious ana poltil-

cfti History of Europe, because it is tuo country
where tlio two opposing systoms represented by tho
Eastern aud Western Cliurclws, or more correctly
the Eastern and Western divisions of the Church,
met in deadly conflict.
AH Eastern and the greater part of Western Hohe-

mla wore convertad by mtsaloaarida from tireece
before tue Church had ba omo divided. lu t ie nl nth
century tue Moravian aud Bohemians, in common
with most of the other Slavonic ptoDles, had tue old
and Sew Testament lu tlio Slavonic language, as
well as the Church ritual, according to tho us ij,e
still preserved in Bulgaria, Kervia, Bussia an J other
kindred nations. The Eastern Church has alwuys
maintained the principle that all bishops are e(ju>ilin authority; that each na# jurisdiction in las own
diocese, and not ueyond u, an i that if procotlence is
granted to one it i» granted oecumj Uo U ac»uow-
leaged to be the flrot among oijuals and not as
having supremo authority ovor ad. Tho principle
was to allow the autonomy of eacu national CUurou,
ultowing u the popular language, ami atica peculiar¬
ities as might bu peruutied t>y a ueaaral council of ail
tne Churobes. jhia is a usa^o winch obtains
in tuo Eastern Cuuroh to tuo presoai. daj. la
Greece, in itussia, iu Georgia, la ii.t gam, 111 Sorv.a
ttioC.iurcit uses tuo language of tlio couutry. .No-
wuero tr> lug to impose tae authority of ouo Oiuircli
upon anotiier, or to force tho la iguago of one poopo

Tue Cathedral ot Prague alone had tioo priests,deacons, &c., attached to it, aud in ohurcue+ w.iero
now one priest aud two assistant,* aro su;iiu..ut

duties were performed by hired ourates.
With such an army or men, oulj' a fraction of

whom were occupied, disorders were Inevitable.

towards the distant Orient. Egypt and its Nile art
uanuliy taken In the anine view. 'ih& Pyramids,
Thebes and the t alaracis seem never to lose theu
hold upon the public mind and curiosity.

Soma would nave next proi-ialmed itself au line-
pendent kingdom and a civil war wotnd have boon
excited and usststed throughout Honmella.this
part of the empire, which is south oi tlia Danube,
tor the purpose of oo.ainiuir aa au onoiny for
the Bulgarians also on the piea of coreliglon with
the orthodox Creek t tiureh of Russia.
Much of this was arrested by the intimate connec¬

tion winch arose between the sultan and tho
Hjveretgus of France and England on the occasion
ol the Journey in question.

We ueeJ not no v more than rovert to subsequent

events. The .Sultan has returned to his home, safe
in body und mln l His people have not tost their
respect and veneration ior hnn in co.inequenco ol his
Journey. The civil war in Creto has been arrested,
sve hoar of no more attempts at revolution in Roit-
lminia or Servia, and even the Bulgarians ate per¬
fectly quiet. All or ihe lniricues aud ambitioua
schemes of Russia have b -on checkmated and
thwarted, reace is restored tnrou mi tiie whole or
the Ottoman Empire. Kven Russian prestige and
luiiuenco ore at a low discount in Greece, notwah-
standing that her queen is a niece or me mighty
Czar. What Is tho cause of all this sudden chauge
in :ho destinies of tiie distant orient, since 1887 ?

At the pr< sent moment we luve rumors which
gain in strength aud consistency, that the presmt
K lug of ureeco lJ about to elfect a c > /> cP« 'at and
aboush tiie constitution. Although the Creek papers
of Alliens discountenance such an attempt of the
abolition of their liberties, the Court party sur¬
rounding the young King and C^iieen are said to be Its
promoters. In this party there seeius yet to exist a
Hussiauone, tending to assimilate Greece to Russia.
All of the press in creece are unanimous on one
point.vi^., that Kussla is and has always been tno
enemy of this country; that her promises of succor
have been heart ess and insincere; that she con¬
vened tiiojsan is oi poor Cretans upon her shores,
ou tne score of Immunity, aud men left them to
starve; that her consuls and emissaries m Crete urged
hi tiie revolution, under the most irauk engage¬
ments never to abandon It, and that all this has
turned out to be only so mauy vain words uttered
for the promotion of lier own schemes of ambition.
Since tue termination of the war in Crete Ureece,
burdened with an increased debt and hampered by
domestio party trouoles, as a people and a nation,
has rather retrograded than advanced.

nievi-it ol the sultan has produced many good
fruits. True, he has neither a constitution nor a
representative chamber, lie has, nevertheless, had
drawn up, in various languages, codes ol laws und
regulations tor the several dc, ai lments and bureaus
oi his government. lie tins siso established a
"Council ol State," in tlx branches. each covering
tlie various departments of tiie administration, and
their members are chosen from among tho various
peoples of ins empire, ot all sects and religions in-
uiscriHiinateiy. Several of his Ministers In the
capital and auibassuuors abroad are Christiaus.
Tue capital has been formed into a city corporation,
with a civil nia.vor or governor, and divided Into
several sub-mayoralties, each with common coun¬
cils. i'hese are engaged in widening tho streets and
creating avenues a id nubile squares. Kven in the
vliiaares on the i.osphotns the but tan has given up
locations on which kiosks havo existed irom time
immemorial belonnnirf to the crown, tor the purpose
of having tiiem converted into public gardens for
tho use of hi « people. These, however, forin but one
s.dc ot the picture. The othfr, unfortunately, is not
so commendable; for ho has already wasted lm-
uienso sums of un>a*y on useless palacea and shlna-
ol-war and yaclils. which uii^ht tiave been ordorod
another day. when Ins treasury was mil. and not
depleted us It now is by these reiorms and increasod
expenses.
The telegraph ti«s already made us acquainted

with the visit of ihe Empress of France to the sultan
or Turkey. What a change m political senumeut
this vi-it shows lu tno mind of the Emperor Napo¬
leon with regard to the Ottoman government I only
two years au" ho urged in very strong terms
upon the .-sultau tho necessity of abandoning
Cuudia to croece us a paliistlon to tho de¬
mands of Uussia. in lsrsu ho sends his fair
Empress to Constantinople to cement tiie now
alllniiec with the Sultan, of whose dominions
tie then was the most enthuslastio dcspoilor, The
Suiinn lias received her with such attention and
marks of respect as to have called irom her the re¬
mark hat he is truly the successor of Solomon and
emulator ol his maiznillcence. It ls supposed that
she thus referred to the period or mis Jewish
monarch's best days, when the oueen of Kheba paid
him tne visit. yet so remarkable in onentui nistory
aud tradition.
