In view of the movements in th,? West and

South, and the probable pressure that will be
mad upon C ogress to increase the currcncy
in the3w ; ctions of the country the que3i.lou
naturally ari.; .<, what can be done in the
m?Uer, and what, probably, will be the action
of Con,reu? Then, again, is this an and r-
h^nJ movement of the nation it binks to
increase the volume of their circulation an«l
power, aud with a view to pmh out of exist¬
ence ultimately the legal t -n c corr "icy ? No
doubt th. re is an un qu 1 distribution of
national banks aad banking t" ci.I 3 in the
different lecti ns of the co nt y.

The distribution at first, when the national
banks went into operation, ira3 n,.t propor-
ti mate, because the Eastern an 1 Northern
capitalists an i politicians had power enough
in Congress ind over the fover.im jat toacearo
the largest nhare. Hut the disproportion has
becoino far greater since, through th'- progr -as

of the We t and through the restoration and
development of the South. Thare is, then, a

necessity for the readjm in nt of banks and
hanking facilities throngh >ut the country. How
is this to be done? Shall the number of banks
be increas *d and the national bank currency
expand d proportions ;lyt Or shall the num¬
ber of these institutions bo reduced in (he
East and North and the same number be given
to the West anl South?
There is no nw-sslty, however, for increas¬

ing the total amount of natl >nal bank 0 ir-

rency. An equitable dis ribution of this
should be made, so far as the nominal possos-
sion or circulation of it by the banks goes, and,
if necessary, tho whole numb r of banking
institutions tn y be increased, provided a por¬
tion of currency be taken from existing banks
for the new ones that may b^ organized. But
this, if we mistake not, h not what tho agi¬
tators for mf>re currency and the national
bank monopolists ore aiming at. It is an

adroit scheme, probab'y, <o increase th* total
of the national bank circul ation, with tho view
of superseding uliimately the greenback or

legal tender currency. Of OOurse this object
will not be avowed by ni my for fear of alarm¬
ing the public at the grasping tendency and
enormous power of tho national banks. But
if the banks should succeed iu enlargjug the
volume of their circulation they would Boon
after 1 :ts>; the cry of a redundant currency, iu
or i 1 to force a contrictiga or total with¬
draw! of tho l<»,rd tendei «.

That Is what
this g!;jantfo and dangerous monopoly Is aim¬
ing at. It will havo, undoubtedly, a powerful
influence in Congress, for two-thirds of the
meinb probably, aro ntorested directly or

indirectly in (he national banking institution*.
Thi re i tho greatest noce.i3ity, therefore, that
publio opinion should be aroused to tho threat¬
ened evil. The peoplo should demand that
the leg-.l tender currency be not rcduccd and
that t'.io circulation and power of tho national
banks be not increased. Indeed, the national
bank currency ought to be withdrawn and
greenbacks i isuel in Its plr.ee. The West and
South, n w. 11 as tho East aud North, might
have then a3 many banks as they chose that
is, ian!t,,of deposit and lo ins, and for com-
inciu':il acco.ninod ttiou, which is the "only
lagilimate business of banking, all using at
tho ua:ae limo the curr -ncy of the government
and p oplo for circulation. The government
would then get tho benefit of a national circu¬
lation the profits of which are enormous ; the
p opto would have a uniform currency, per¬
fectly snfo and steady, and a monstrous and
dangerous monopoly would bo shorn of its
power. If the currency id to bo disturbed or

chango'l at p.ll this is tho only rational view to
take of tin matter tho only view in accord¬
ant o wi h ^ )iind fimnc'al doctrino and (he pub¬
lic inter* sts.

Out' readers are awuro of the manner in which
the agitation terminated, the silerft, moral
f.irco of the people remaining unevolved for
t;ie present and the material solid power of
the government unused.

It has raised to the highest
standard our railroads and telegraphs, and has
perfected our astronomical knowledgo so that
it lias brought the appcaranco of comets, eartb-
riuakes and eclipres within the limit of arith¬
metical calculation. So many years, so many
days, so many hours, so many seconds, we can
set down with unerring accuracy as the timo

¦ when the 31m or moon shall be overshadowed
or when couWr shall run their liery course

through the heavens. Science, too, applied to
art, has made in makers of photography, with
its thousand delicate applications of chemistry.
Hut this same science has taught criminals
in all ug<s to manufacture the subtlest poisons,
to be used for deadly purposes, and so it has
to-day supplied the counterfeiter with the
power to practise his nefarious business with
success and tob oui a scourge npon society.

Alt this, of course, does not militate ogainst
scionce and art norfurni di any reason why
we should not p"rs<:vero in bringing both to
the highest state of peifeclion. It only shows
that tho highest agencies can sometimes bo
employ. I for evil purposes. It shows also the
ncc- ity of some vigorous legislative action
on the part of Congress to provide some
better means of repressing the skilful opera-1 lion* vi ihe vountciieUcia,

Tb« Caurfng Charter Btvetlon.
The political caldron is atlll in a high state

of ebullition. No sooner has one portion of the
ingredients and elements which go to make up
the "bubble, bubble, toil and trouble" of a politi¬
cal campaign been worked off than fresh spirits
ypring up that require all the potent arts anil
spells of the ring to provide for with the fat
offices which, by a pleasant delusion, aro sup¬
posed to bo "within the gift of the people,"
but with the actual disposition of which they
have as much to do as the Inhabitants of Tim-
buctoo. The result of the State and county
elections has given Tammany complete control
of all the offices falling within the election to
be held on the tirst Tuesday in December
noxt, and as the chief slatemaker "wills" so

shall the result in tho coming eleotion be. In
tho absence of any party contest for the offices
to be filled, and as the Tammany nominees
will have a quiet walk over tho courso, Peter
Bismarck Sweeney cau afford, in the elation of
unexpected succoss and in the magnanimity
natural to the leader of a triumphant party, to
be just to the people in theselection of his nom¬
inees. The people do not expect and will not
ask much in the selection ol tho representa¬
tives of Tammany in that co-ordiuate branch of
the city government yclept tho Boards of
Aldermen and Assistant Aldermen. Use has
made us so familiar with the organization of
these bodies and tho manner of voting for
them, and this familiarity has bred such con¬

tempt, that vory little thought is givon to tho
coming charter election, which is to give us

two fresh boards, especially as more than
throe-fourths of the present worthies are sure

to bo renominated aud engineered back into
their old places.
Tho ooming election, notwithstanding that

it is thus encumbered with a deadweight, has
other interests depending on the result that
enhance it in the estimation of the citizens.
The whole magisterial forue of tho city is to
be re-elected.nine civil justices and nine
police magistrates. In a city stocked with
lawyers as is Now York, the great m joiity
of whom are young, givon to politics, and
therefore ambitious for plac9, there can be no

lack of the right calibre of men lor the Tam¬
many Regeucy to select from to place on tho
magisterial bench.no need to look to the
train bands of the party for candidates.to tho
class to which a portion of those who are at
the present moment seeking tho office belong,
and who can only be inspired thereto not by
any possible consciousnesi of their fitness for
the office, but as they deem themselves fitting
instruments to do the behests of the party who
may put them in power, and which thoy count
upon as all-sufficient recommendation.
Tammany has wisely concluded to renomi¬

nate several of the present incumbents on the
Civil and Police Justice benches, and has
thereby given an assurance of its desire to
leave the right men in the right places. In the
vacancies to be filled lot it do likewise, and
assurance becomes "doubly sure." Besides
the class of candidates referred to.members
of the train band of politicians.there are a

host of worthy and professionally qualified and
experienced aspirants for these offices, and Mr.
Sweeny can have no trouble in addinj to the
list of worthies to be retained on the magiste¬
rial bench by selecting from these candidates
successors to those presont incumbents whose
places which know them to-day will know
them no more forever aft»r the close of tho
present year. The nominations will be decided
on in a day or two, and we trust that they may
be such as will give the fullest satisfaction to
the citizens, who have a deep interest in an

impartial and impartmn administration of ju s-

tica in our civil and criminal courts.

I'urdiiial Cullen au Secret Sorielies.Demo*
rrnry In Ireland.

His Eminence the Cardinal Archbishop of
Dublin baa issued a pastoral letter on the sub¬
ject of secret societies and th« existing preva¬
lence of affiliated associations with members
known to each other by signs or passwords in
Ireland. The prelate is adverse to such asso¬
ciations and exhorts members of ail bodies
"siinihr to the Fenian organization" to abandon
them. Towards the conclusion ho adverts to
the "evils sustained by Spain and Italy through
the action of secret socioties, and says the
members of such organizations will incur the
penalty of excommunication and cannot parti¬
cipate in the jubilee which has just been pub¬
lished."

Cardinal Cullen is the accepted personifica¬
tion of British Catholic prelatlim as opposed
to the progress of democracy in the United
Kingdom, lie is talented, able, persistent
and ultramontano to the coro. His present
expression conveys the hereditary hierarchical
anathema which the Catholic bishops of Ire¬
land have launched ineffectually year alter
year against the "White Boys," the "Hearts
of Oak," the "Terry Alts," the "Peep o' Day
Boys," the "Molly Maguiros" and the other
Irish agrarian combinations which have pre¬
ceded and heralded tho one extensive politico-
military land reform body which he treats so

cautiously in the words, "societies similar to
the Fenian organization".a sentence which
seems to imply that his pastoral has no

particular reference to its members or asso¬

ciates. In this his Eminence has been, as it
seems, as usual, prudent, for those Irish
"Reds," whoever they may be, appoar to be
the only Irishmen in Ireland who are inclined
to walk independently away from the leading
strings of Mother Church. They apparently
care very little about a jubilee, unless, indeed,
it be in the shape of a "jubiloo" to bo observed
with bread and chccse, plain and honest leases
of land, fair rents, compensation for improve¬
ments, a clean shirt and "pantaloons without
holes in them," according to the idea of .Sydney
Smith. Cardinal Cullen Is not a whit more

fortunate in bis reference to tho present condi¬
tion of Itnly and Spain; for in what other
countries in the world with the exception,
perhaps, of Ireland.have the Catholic clergy
had such complete control of the mind and
purpose of the people tor centuries, or where
have they allied themselves more deter¬
minedly with monarchlsm against citizen
freedom and popular rights? We have chron¬
icled the history, and know the result.
Stern, unbending churchmen have stood in Ihe
path of moderate reform in Spain and Italy.
Tho cronier swept away the "hiiiritil.* peti¬
tions" of the straggling democracy, whilo con¬

gregated mitres and rows of lawn hid the rags
, and miseries and want s of the peoples from t he
I ejo* of the rulers, fcugh exglusiyu and wrong

were borne patiently for many a century, but the
"spirit of liberty" never had rest until both
Kalians and Spaniards, having recourse to that
ultima ratio of opprossed humanity.the
sword.seized it with vizor and swept away
thfe barriers of ecclesiasin. The civilized
world lias applauded the manhood of both Italy
and Spain, and it is not therefore likely to
censure the more moderate, respectful, yet
llrm advance of tho Irish towards sulf-govorn-
ment at the bidding of Cardinal Cullen. Tom
Moore may have becnpooticully prophetic when
he anticipated that "the shamrock of Erin"
would yet ba "entwined with tho olive of Spain"
in a "garland" of European liberty.

Tho exclamation of the modern peoples
with respect lo tho great event will be just the
same, but in a still more Christian accepta¬
tion, as was the cry in the days of Peter the
Hermit or in tho Papal Council at Clermont, in
the words, "God wills it!" "God wills it!"

The J'billinruioiilc Society.
No more signal proof of the growing taste

la New York for music can bo afforded than
by the fact that within two years, under the
prosideucy of Pr. Doreraua, so much lifo and
vigor has been infused into the Philharmonic
Society as to havo made its rehearsals and
concerts at the Academy equally fashionable
and popular. The eagerness with which the
boxes were secured last Saturday has been
wrongly attributed to the "speculators," whilo
in reality every possible precaution was taken
to prevent their monopolizing the opportu¬
nities offered to all. The plan for disposing of
the boxes was adopted after mature delibera¬
tion, and the complaints which have been
ignorantly, if not maliciously, made on this
head are altogether unfounded. There are

but ninety-seven boxes in the house, and
a few proscenium boxes still remain unsold,
while about two thousand seats are always
open to the public. Tho success of the last
winter entertainments was so decided that
there was no necessity to distribute hundreds
of complimentary tickets, according to the
practice of former years, and it was "a paying
audience" which fiilod tho Academy yesterday
afternoon at the oponing of the twenty-eighth
season. The programme consisted of "Sym¬
phony, Eb.," Mozart ; Aria, Vol che Sapete,
from Mozart ; Nozze di Figaro, with orches¬
tral accompaniment ; "Midsummer Night's
Dream," Mendelssohn; Lied, Erlkoenig, Schu¬
bert, with piano accompaniment, and overture,
"Oberon," Weber. Madame Charles Moulton
very kindly consented to postpone her return
to Paris in order to assist on this occasion.
The fine quality of her sympathetic voico
was shown to advantage in the aria from the
Nozze di Figaro, although she ventured to
embellish it with florituri, which class'cal
music does not require. In tho Erlkoenig she
interpreted admirably both Goethe's poetry
and Schubert's music, and Mr. Mills played
the piano accompaniment in his usual exqui¬
site style. Unquestionably the six ooncerts
and eighteen public rehearsals to bo presented
this season with such a complete and powerful
orchestra, comprising one hundred mem¬

bers, will afford to professional and amateur
musicians a privilege unobtainable in any
other city in this country or in Europe. Now
York may well be proud of her Philharmonic
Society.

Doiitli of Anion Kontfiill.
We have to record the death at Washington

yesterday morning of Amos Kendall, in the
eightieth year of his ago a contemporary of
Jackson, Clay, Webster, Calhoun, Buchanan,
Benton, Walker and all that school of the
political leaders and orators of thirty and forty
years ago, nearly all of whom have passed
away. In another part of this paper we givo
a Bketch of the public career of Mr. Kendall.
As a devoted admirer of General Jackson and
his administration Mr. Kendall first camo

prominently before the country, and his whole
political life may be summed up in his admira¬
tion of and devotion to "Old Hickory." For
the last twenty odd years he was lost to the
politicians in his business engagements in tho
elcctrio telegraph, as the representative of the
interests of Professor Morse, the inventor.
Like Walker, Kendall's political record belongs
to an age that is gone, and, liko Walker, but
even more successfully, his later years, devoted
to practical business affairs, have been crowned
with success. Pierce, Stewart, Wool, Pea
body, Walker and Kendall thus the old land¬
marks are disappearing; but such is the order
of nature, and to all of us it is only a quostion
of u few years more or less.

The In« Itnilrnnil Diannrer.So IHrntrry,
Tim latest accident in our vicinity was on

I especially puzzled to discover how far the
railroad company can ho decently exonerated.
This case is an exception. There is no mys¬
tery here# The switchman left the switch open,
and, of course, according to tho order of events,
the locomotive, tender, baggage cars and smok-

i ing car went over that convenient embankment

which teems, by a rale of fate, always to b*
on liaud whoa railroad cars are thrown off the
track. The switchman la, thorofore, directly
responsible for this calamity; but who is
responsible for keeping such a switchman la
the employ of a railroad upon which thou¬
sands of lives are daily put in jeopardy ?
We should think the company and the super¬
intendent ought to share the responsibility,
and we suggest this point to tho jury of
inquest.

Why should not Pio Nono have had an eye
to business in deciding to hold nn Ecumenical
Council ut Rome ? A temporal as well as »

spiritual sovereign, why should he not thus
securo for a city which is at onco the capital
of the States of tho Church and ot Christen¬
dom the recognized advantages which other
Eurftpnan sovereigns have gladly secured for
their respective capitals by such "world exhibi¬
tions" as those of London and Paris ? Napoleon
tho Third has in fact spared no pains to make
the capital of tho French empire the seat of a

permanent "world exhibition," which attracts
an unbroken succession of visitors from all
parts of the earth. Each visitor contributes
to the wealth indispensable for maintaining
and increasing the splendors of tho groat
French metropolis.
Rome also, with its classical and artlstio M

well as ecclesiastical associations, offers a per¬
manent "world exhibition." And tho Eou-
meuical Council will multiply indefinitely tho
number of the faithful, of tho heretical and of
tho heathen who freely avail themselves of tha
hospitalities which the Eternal City oxtends to
all the children of men. It will be the occasion
of a vast gathering, not only of ecclesiastics
of every degree, but of lay visitors from overy
country under heaven. The nggregato sum
which will then be brought to Homo will far
exceed any collection of "Peter's ponce" which
has hitherto been made. The Papal coffers
will be filled to overflowing by the gifts con¬
tained in the huge speoie snuff boxes, richly
ornamented treasure chosts and cathedral
"savings banks" carried to tho Iloly
Father by Archbishop McCloskey and
other prelates of North and South Ameri¬
ca, of Europe, Africa. Asia, Oceanica and the
islands of tho Pacific. Each of these pastors
will doubtless be accompanied in his pilgrim¬
age to the Holy City by not a few of his flock,
all beariug a heavy golden fleeco.

Curiosity will, moreover, attract thither many
Protestants, whose well filled purses will not
bo disdained by decayed nobles, who let fur¬
nished lodgings in their splendid ancestral
palaces, and with sham reluctance sell at the
highest possible figure, as works of "old mas¬

ters," the inexhaustible rubbish of their galle¬
ries and garrets ; or by polyglottal cicerones,
extortionate porters, and dealers in the wool¬
lens, silks, velvets, hats, gloves, stoekings,
leather, glue, glass bottles, liquors, pomade,
artificial flowers, photographs, copics of pic¬
tures and statues, mosaics, and ail sorts of
articles of bijouterie and virtu.or, as Mrs.
Malaprop might say, "bigotry and virtue".
which cbiofly constitute the various but not
extensive manufactures of Rome. That other
nations are not indifferent to the fine opportu¬
nity afforded by the Ecumonical Council for
displaying and recommending to the world
their own manufactures is shown by the enter¬
prise which we have already noted on the
part of the Protestant King of Prussia in
presenting to the Pope a splendid new carpet
for the Vatican. By this first rate advertise¬
ment of the products of the Prussian loom tho
royal "drummer" has got the start of all com¬

petitors, English, Belgian and French, and all
the Kidderminsters, Wiltons, Brussels, Tur¬
keys, three-plies and ingrains which may now

be forwarded to Pio Nono can win only
second, third and fourth medals and honorable
mentions, not the first grand prize.
The Pope has himself advertised a special

exhibition of works of ecclesiastical art. And
we are not surprised that in his wisdom tho
Holy Father accepts the position which the
Herald, with all due reverence, indicated
some time ago os being peculiarly his own.

tho position of custodian of the immenso
museum which Rome itself is for all mankind.
We need not enumerate its well known attrac¬
tions ; but take it all in all, with its gates, obe¬
lisks, triumphal arches, columns, tombs, hatha
and catacombs ; tho ruins of its ancient temples
and theatres ; its piazzas and fountains ; the
Tai pcian Rock, the Via Appia, tho Via Sacra
andtheCorso; tho Coliseum, the Forum and
the Capitol; its palaces, galleries, librarfos
and bridges; tho Vatican; its ono hundred
and oighty-six convents; its three hundred
and sixty-four churches, and St. Peter'a
"looming high over all," there is not anothor
such a museum of antiquity and art in tho
world, and no Barnum can ever aspire to rival
the Pope as a showman. Aside from other
considerations, the grand exhibition which
will bo givon ut Rome on the occasion of the
Ecumenical Council Is interesting from a hush-
ness point of view. It will pay.
