Han Francisco, Nov. 11, 1809.
Tlio Tahiti Mestewer, trio otileiai journal of the

French protectorate In the Society Islands, publishes
a detailed account of the tragedy on board the
French coolie ship, while becalmed off Byron island.

flying at tho time. The above named General St.
VU John was relieved from his command lit the
luidge of Jllragoaue and brought to this town under
escort; was tried by a military court, condemned to
death for cowardice and desertion of his post aud
executed on the 22d Inst.
The American steamer Poqtiod, rechrlstenol In

New York the Algonquin, arrived here Sunday last
rrom New York for the government ol Samave. She
was duiv transierred to the llaytten government the
27th lust, under the name or the Terror.

'1 he government continues to monopolize all cof¬
fee which conies to market, and this week and last
'they received large quantities, with which tlie.v in¬
tend to pay for the means of continuing the war. This
will uecesHarily tlirow all thocotl'ce into the hands ol a
few parties, and leave the bulk of the bu-iness eo.r.-
munitv without moans of mak.ng their remittances.

Commissioner filters objected to the adoption of

the report, aud moved as an amendment that the
sum total bo made $2,5:10,000. He objected to the
leaving out of the item providing fuuds for the
erection or buildings and purchase of altos,
lie allowed tno increase of expenditures during
the several years sinco 1894 to nave been
lis follows :. 1SH4, $1,787,000; 1806, $2,2!) -.000; 1800,
$2,464,000; 1807, $2,039,000; 186*, $3,179,000. That
the total increase trout 1h»4 to 1869 was jl,730,00i>,
and the uveraitc annual increase %;U0,0ii0, which
would make the amount for the present budget
$a,52">.ooo. They could, lie estimated, deduct
*¦100,000 for buildings and sites and oilier wise reduce
the amount, and that by making the total (2, 600 000
there would be a saving of $l.0u0,0O0, and that Willi
that there would be required a great deal or circum¬
spection aud economy to carry tuein turouirh.
Commissiounr Bands opposed the amendment

offered by Mr. (iross, and referred to the report
oilored by Uie spe. lal comiullteo of five, which had
been appointed to devise means of retrenchment.
Commissioner Lakhkmouk, on the Hour, endorsed

tne amendment offered ft Commissioner Gross, and
alludel strongly to (he necessity of having some
provision ror the purchase of sites ami crection of
new schools. He alluded to the roport referred to
by Mr. Sands, in which it was stated that there are
some 9,900 scats vacant in the schools. This, lie
said, was loutnled ou the average attendance
amounting to uo,oo3, but to obtain this aver¬
age there must have been an actual attendance of
123,000 pupils, and for that number It wus nocessnry
to provide accommodation. He wished to have
provision made for the building of schools on
aires already purchased and paid fur, and
which would otherwise necessarily remain idle. He
aduited to the laot that tho principal argument
which had repeatedly been urged against the old
board was that they did not provide accommoda¬
tion enough, and lie hoped that Mr. Gross' amond-
m°nt would prevail, although he feared that before
the end of the year the Hoard would tlnd itself be-
hind in the n.eans necessary to carry on tno wore.
Where the vacant scats were, ho said, the report did
stale, but he tiki not wish to have children liviir,'
in tho upper end of tho tslaod obliged to go down
to the schools In the lower wards, or vice vtn'ta.
Commissioner Wood agreed with Mr. Larremore

In that it would not be just to expect a child l'rotn
Tubby llook to go to the First Ward to school, nor
for a child trom down town to go up to Tubby rook.
He did not think, however, that there was any ab¬
solute necessity for new schools, and that where the
schools wore overcrowded the surplus oi pupils
