of funds %0 much as the fears of l=nd-
ers, many of whom, rather than rwisk their
money ot such a time, kept it unemploypd.
The panie, however, bas gone by, and much of it
worst features have been buried In ibat obllvion
to which Wall street soon consigns everything. 1he
tiine bas come around agiln for active money. The
lenders who bhave been waltlng all sumumer and fail
for an elghth and quarter per cent per day have been
grievously disappointed. Six wecks of (e active
season have gone by and It 18 nupossible Lo oblaln
more than the legal rate of interest. The
fact 18, actlve money has bLeen alscounted,
Wall  strest  always discounts eveuls  long
beforchamd. The capitaiista  who formeply
were content to employ their money ln varions en-
rerprizea—bubiding contracts, bonds and mortgeges
and the like—Dbave been tempted by the prospeet of
sarning blg rates of mterest without any tronble or
vexstion, simply by lending 1t at & wide margin on
colinterals, Hundrveds have done this thing, and
the copsequence s the speeulators of Wall street
have ut tneir disposal every day mblions of ille capt-
‘the lenders still bang on, waiting for some-
thing to turn up. IL48 too late now to draw out
their money apd go back to their ol work,
Winter is at hand, end with 1t a check to
operations, Henece it 1a that the movements in Wall
mtreet toward activicy are only spasmodic.  Oue day

now hold over twenty-three millions in excess of the
legal resoryve; the demand from the West, even if the
crop movement showid take nsteady and deecided

The merchants feel the disproportiionate distribution
very keenly, Thelr paper 18 sabjected to all sorts of
high rates, to pay which takes away the profits of
legitimate bustoess. The mania to lend money on
call will eventunliy onre itaslf, when in mid-winter
the interest rate gravitales to two and three per
cent. It would not be surprising if merchnots' paper,
whieh now passes with difieulty ot twelve, suould
then be sought for at six por cent.
