Before Judge ingraham.

The Erie Kailwau Company vs. Cornelius ran-
Oerbilt..It will no remembered by the readers oi
tno Herald that on Thursday last Judge Barnard,
Blums at Special Term of the supreme Court, re-
fused tUe inotlou to send the trial ol tins ease before
a jury, and set down me hearing for the '28th lust.,
at special Term. Yesterday morning, on appllca-
tion of Mr. David Dudley Field, couiuel for the Krle
-Hallway, Judge Ingraham granted an order to have
testimony taken before trial, and accordingly
the proceedings were at once begun 111 the
Supreme Court Circuit, room, where a large num¬
ber of influential and moneyed men were pres¬
ent to listen to the proceedings, Prominent
among tficui was Mr. James Fisk, Jr., whose corpu¬
lent and extremely healtlilul appearance seemed to
give the most perfect assurance that he is blessed
with an easy conscience, and that his mind is at
.rest.

Mr. David Dudley Field and Dudley Field appeared
in behalf of "Erie," while Mr. Kapallo, with whom
is associated Mr. Beach, of Troy, watched the pro¬
ceedings on the part of the Commodore.
Jucge Ingraham was not present during the exam¬

ination. but tt was understood that should any
knotty point arise, or if any objection was raised by
counsel, his Honor should be sontiorto settle the
matter.

THE ANSWKIl.
The defemlant. In answering the complaint, say*

he has no knowledge of the contents of the com¬
plaint In the action sulllt'ient to form a belief. He
admits the allegation in th« third clause, and that
tue actions tnenUoued in the complaint were com¬
promised in or about the mouth of July, ls68, and
na id actions were discontinued on or about the .'id of
July, 1868, but denies any knowledge or infor ma-
tion as to whether such comprotuse was effected
between the parties named in the fourth clause of
eald complaint, or what the terms of i-ald compro¬mise were, lie denies that he was a party to the
compromise; admits receiving the money aud the
bonds, but denies that they were received by him in
Dursuance of the alleged agreement in paid com-lilaint or by virtue of the alleged compromise. To
each and crery other allegation in the complaint the
defendant put's in a general denial.

If you send these 60,000 shares of
stock down to your broker* Work, Davis & Bordeu,
at twelve o'clock to-day, he will take them and give
two and a half millions more of money;" I sent the
stock down to Work, Davy A Borden and Hiey did
the rest ol the business; they gavo me credit lor the
money.

Not anything more than just that.

u. Did yo.i know or were you informed that at or
about tha: time the litigation of which I have
spoken was settled ?

At a quarter to four Saturday afternoon, Novem¬

ber 6, the steamship (treat Eastern, with upwards of
3,000 miles of Anglo-ludlan cable on board, weighed
anchor, und took her departure lrom the Portland
roadstead, England, under the command of Captain
llalpen. At live o'clook the big ship was clear In
the strait, and at hall-past five she was lost to view
in the westward, steaming at the rate of seven Knots
an hour.

ford, eldest son or the Duke of Marlborough. The
Prince and Princess or Wales, the Prince and Prin¬
cess Christian and the Duke of Cambridge were pre¬
sent at the ceremony.
In London, on the 8th or November, Mr. George

V tiling, late the lessee of the Princess' theatre, pre¬
sented his own petition ror an adjudication of bank¬
ruptcy.

on the morning of November 8, and the land and
gardens In the low-lying districts were again sub¬
merged.

ENGLAND.
United .States Government Finances.Mr. Bout-

well's Speech and Plan.
[From the London News, Nov. 8.)

The certainty that an attempt will soon be made
by the American government to reduce the rate of
Interest on Its debt may excuse our giving some
consideration to the process by which the object
desired may be accomplished. When we bear of
a debt between five and six hundred millions
sterling, bearing somewnere about £20,000,000 of
annual Interest, that it is proposed to reduce that
interest to £21,000,000 or less, the ways and means
to do so can hardly be said to be obvious. So great

a financial coup is not accomplished every day. We
way nave faith in its possibility for various reasons.
We maybelieve that tuo crod it or tho government
concerned is far below its proper level, tbat it is
only recovering Trom a much lower point to winch
It iiad fallen through exceptional ami temporary
causes, and that the government is pursuing a
policy which must quickly Improve its credit in the
market, mill it may be useful to look beyond and
bee how the thing can be done.
A letter which is before us, addressed by Mr.

Charles S. P. Bowles to Mr. Boutwell, and which the
latter would have received when he made his recent
speech, contains some suggestions ot a definite plan
which, in the auove view, seems worth considering.
Stated Hhortiy, the plan is to Issue a new loan or
$1,200,000,000.about £250,000,030..at four per cent
In gold bonds guaranteed against ail taxation and
expressed In equivalents of dollars, francs and
pounds.arrangements being made to cash the
coupoua at "tuo capitals or money centres of all
countries." This plan will account for about one
half of the debt and the remainder Is made up of the
legal tender currency, the Ave per cent debt which
tuere is comparatively less need to convert, a sum of
$300,000,000 held by the national banks, who can be
compelled to take four per cent bunds in exchange
lor the preacnt six per cent ones winch they hold,
and a further sum of $100,000, 000 wnich may be left
to be dealt with by the present rapid process 01 re¬
demption. There are various minor details, some or
which we shall notice, but such is the outline of the
scheme which would effect a good deal moro than
Mr. Boutwell ha* proposed. Mr. lioutwell only spoke
of an immediate saving of from $18, 000,000 to
tm,000,000.at the most rather more than £6,000,000:
but that amount will be saved by the main proposal
alone In the present scheme. Six per cent interest
on $1,200,000,000 is, as near as may be, £16.000,000,
and a reduction to four per cent will save a third of
that amount.
. * * What is promised, therefore, la an Imme¬
diate reduction or more than £7,000,000 in the inter¬
est or tho American debt, and if the scheme is in any
way plausible, Mr. Boutwell's more moderate ideas
must be strongly confirmed. Extravagant us these
hopes may seem we should hesitate a good deal
before pronouncing the scheme, or one like it, un¬
reasonable. A main point must clearly be given in
the projector's favor, ihe debt of the United status,
so far from being overwhelming in capital amount,
is really very manageable in prospect of any piau
or conversion. Though the common notion is or a
debt between five and six hundred millions, the
amount is in reality very little over the lower ligtire,
aiul it will only be necessary to deal with the half In
any operation to rednce the interest. The Ave per
ccut debt may very well be left alone; the legal ten¬
der currency, If dealt with as wc think it should,
should be dealt with an different grounds; the
bonds which the national banks are obliged to hold
ate subject to (jongrcssional legislation, so that with
a small amount over, to bo left for direct redemp¬
tion, about half the united States debt, or about
two hundred and fifty million pounds, is
all that can be regurded as boing in the
hands of the public at a high rate of
interest, stripped of ail exaggerations, this is the
solid fact with winch American financiers have to
deal, and their task at once ceases to be formidable.
It may surprise some to be told tbat four years arter
tiie war which left the Americans Indented In nearly
£700,000,000, incurred during (he agony of a severe
struggle »or existence, there should i>e no moro
owing than £ftoo,ooo,ooo, and that the amount
borrowed from the public at what must be
considered the low maximum of six per cent
should be only half that sum. But tlie fact is on
the surface, and must Itsulf have an effect |ou
American credit when It is popularly understood.
But why should the Americans, payiug six per cent
now, lie able to borrow In a few months at four?
In any circumstance* it maj lie said ihe change Is
too great to be conceivable. Hut si range as K may
set in, the unusual circumstances of the present case
appear strong enough to justify an approach to it.
In a very lew months American credit has im¬
proved about ten per cent: the six per cents
are now nearly at par; another similar improve¬
ment will make tuo government master of
the situation. And a similar improvement, or a
greater one, may lie predicted with safety.
The new events which have removed doubts of
ihe national credit are telluug more and more, and
wast is equally important as public competition
Increases tne amount to be competed for Is rapidly
dimmishing. Mr. Houtwell Is now redeeming an¬
nually about £20,000,000, practically a iwelllh part
of tne sum In the hands of the public; and it is
Impossible to overestimate the effect of that
operation on a limited market. We ma; al¬
most. expect it to work liko a New York
gold riUR. forcing up the article in demand to a
heavy premium at a bound, but wiihout the reac¬
tion winch is necessitated by a merely artiiicial
withdrawal of me supply, llie question at least
will very shortly be one of American credit as com¬
pared with that of railway debentures or tho stocks
ot other governments or any first class security.tho
qniintlty of American stocks being no lontter an ob¬
stacle; and when that is the esse, and all other ex¬
ceptional circumstances to the discredit of America
sre removed, it would only be natural that four per
cent should be the maximum, as with other
first class securities. 'J he scheme is. more¬
over, designed to be popnlsr In form to most capital¬
ists. By having tho bonds expressed in tiuropeau
currcncj as well as dollars, and payable In Europe,

do little friction In detail auoh m that caoaed by
tue anomalous mode of quotation on the London
Stock Excitative, wtatch always makes American
credit appear ten per cent worse than It realty is,
will be avoided. Familiarity with the aeourities will
likewise become an easier thing for the multitude of
European luveatorn. It will be qnlte consistent with
the scheme, we think, to have no forms! borrowing
In Kurope; but whether that be so or not, Ameri¬
cans, In adopting It, will only recognue practically
the actual fact that borrowing la prolltsble to them,
and that if they will borrow oneapl/ they must
borrow Irom abroad. It is peculiarly difficult to
understand the American "point of lonor" about
borrowing from abroad. As Mr. Bowlts points out,

I America Is in truth a "cosmopolitan'' nation. Its
glory should be to strike its roots deeply In the Old
World, which has made it, and by wery kind of
association propagate Us natural lifluence, and
enjoy tbe reciprocal aid which the Ud World can
furnish.
Looked at closely, then, the American project or

substituting a cheaper debt for (lie present dear
one does not appear extravagant or treasonable.
It la the natural result of advancing credit aud a
supply diminishing with the Increase o demand.all
the co operating circumstance sbeing in great force.
A great deal more might be urged, if lot In favor of
the plan discussed, at least In favor of the more
moderate ideas which Mr. Boutwei nas allowed
himself to entertain. The Americws, however,
contldsnt in their own system of pairing debts off,
may bear tho disadvantage with equanimity, Just us
they shun the toscluatlng and dangerous Kuropean
precedent of reducing the Interest by swelling the
uomlual capital of national debts.

GERMANY.
Tbe Late Hhoclu of Eurihquake and Their

Result*.
The shocks or earthquake of the 30th and 31st of

October, reported from Germany by cable, were
most distinctly leitat Frankiort. Wlisbaden, Darm¬
stadt, Mayence, Offenbach, Kberstadi, and Uiesseu.

A correspondent of the North Germtn Correspond¬
ent describes the shock or aist October la FraukTort
as follows:.
At twenty-six minutes past lire o'clock we experienced ft

¦hock of such severity tliat every object In the rooui began to
oscillate In a strange and alarming manntf. Tins continued
for three or four seconds, the direction ueiug Tram east to
west. The house »aa shaken to Its very foundation.
The writer adds that he tottered on his chair be

tore the secretary at which he was sitting. The
movement, its well as he could Juage, was undulo-
tory. Tho shock far surpassed in violence anything
of the kind previously experience* in tuat part or
Gormauy. we liud in another communication from
Frankfort:. w

Five of us were sitting at a round table In the se-ond storyof the house, when something bite an elicinu shock seemed
to puss through us ail simultaneously. It tint same moment
our chairs and the ground under our feet began to oscil¬
late in an Incomprehensible manner; the windows of
tbe new solid stone house clicked as If struck
by a sudden blast irom without, and the doors creaked as if

a more distant door on the same floor had been elosed by
some one with ft violent clash. There wm, however, neither
wind outside nor any person in tbe adjoining rooms. After

f;i vine vent to our astonishment and aUYigbt in a cry uttered
n unison we observed that the lustre In the middle of the

room was swinging like a slow pendulum. In Russeisheim
and Schwanheim several chimneys were overturned by the
shock.
On the 1st inst. another shock of earthquake was

felt at Frankfort, and Is described by a correspondent
of the Cologne Oazette, in a letter dated November i,
in the following tehiifl;.
The Inhabitants of Frankfort and its neighborhood were

startled lam night ut a quarter to twelve by an earthquake
sbock more serious than any of the preceding. Your cor¬
respondent will not easily toreet the feeling of terror with
which he awoke from sleep nor the sensation of giddiness
with which he was suddenly seized. Tlie shaking was so
violent that the furniture rocked, aud I have heard that in

a house on the Mavence road the plaster of tbe celling fell,
and the terrltled inmates sprang out of their beds, believing
the house was about to fall, and hastily struck . light.
The grand focus of the subterranean commotion

appears, however, to h&vo been Qross-Uerau, be¬
tween Mavence and Darmstadt, as we learn by
the lollowing.lnteresting details ia tto Frankfurter
Zeitang:.

The numerous shocks of earthquake to which Gross-Qer&u
has been exposed for the last six days are beginning to as¬
sume an alarming character. Since the night of the 'itilhto
the 27th of October, In which the 11 rat gentle heaving was per¬
ceptible, not less than 2(0 shocks.seven of them violent.ac¬
companied by subterranean thunder, have been experienced.
On the £)tb the undulations were frequent, but more curious
than disquieting. On the evening of the 3Uth, however, a vio¬
lent shock was t'elt at eight o'clock, which was repeated at
hail-past eleven and again at one o'clock In tbe morning.On the 31st two severe shocks occurred at a quarter
past twelve and a quarter to four respectively, and
a third at twenty minutes past live In the atWrnooii. The
latter was so violent that the chimneys tumbled over, the
plaster fell olf tbe ceilings, and lamps and bottles on tbe
table bail to be held fast uy the hand. Dogs ran terrified to
their masters, burses broke loose from their mangers and
men, women and children ran out into the streets. The
wealthier inhabitants took tbe railway train to seek refuge
In the adjoining towns. Tbe remainder passed a weary aud
anxious night listening to the low and continued rumbling
ben-atb their feet. After this the shocks, .though frequent,
were less severe till a quarter to twelve on the ulght of the
1st of November, when a violent undulation was again felt,
followod by a succession of minor eartb waves. The Inhabi¬
tants are In the greatest terror, and apprehend for their little
town the fate or Lisbon.

THE PARAGUAYAN WAR.

Brazilian Account of the Hunt After Lopez.
Connt D'Ku'a Holdlera and the Contractor*-*
Reported (Strength of the Paraguayan
Army.-Whereabout* of Lopex,

ElO Janeiro, Oct. 2S, 1800.
The Comte d'Eu's movements had been delayed

so lone, on account of the failure of the contractor*
to keep the army In rations.owing, they aliened, to
their vessels grounding in the Parana and Paraguay,
which are unusually low. Food was so scarce In ad
the camps and garrisons that lor several days no
meat conld be served out, and the soldiery had to
liro as they best could upon mandloca meal and
roots and sugar cane. Everything eatable in Asun¬
cion was bought up for the troops. Even small boxes
of sardines were purchased at a dollar each. The sol¬
diery accused the contractors of being traitorously
allied with Lopez to keep them from moving, and
It was found advisable to put the camp agents under
guard to save them from being killed. To add to
the difficulties of the time the stores of coal at Asun¬
cion were completely exhausted, so that the govern¬
ment steamers were crippled. Heavy charges art
made against the Brazilian agents In Montevideo for
their neglect to keop up the supply of coal, but It ia
probable they are embarrassed by the want of
money.
According to the lnst dates the Comte d'Eu com¬

menced his march on San Estanislao upon the 8U1
or »th of October from the river town ol
ltosarlo. San Estanislao Is reckoned at fiftymiles from Rosarlo. and It would require
at least a week to reach it. From San Kstanlslao to
Curuguaty Is glveu at sixty -five to seventy miles.
Therefore, if Lopez has uioved to the latter place, aa
is now said, there can be nothing done before the
beginning of November at least. San Joaquim,which vriw occupied by General Itesin, is only tnlrt/
or forty miles from Curuguaty, but a great lores!
Intervenes. Tue difficulties in regard to supplying a
large lorce at Han Joaquim will piobably prevent the
troops there ejecting much, as the Caaguazu range,
which had to be crossed by Ueueral Kesin, Is com¬
pared by that General, who Is a Swiss by birth, to
having Alps to cross.
Some deserters from Lopez say he has 4,000 men

with him, and over twenty cannon, but that
only l.ooo of his men are tit to fight, and that he
has no horses and very little ammunition.
The Brazilians occupied Villa Kica, and General

Portlnlio, leaving a garrison in it, marched back
towards San Joaquim, skirting the mountains of
Caaguazu on the east side. Troops have also been
sent to Conccpclon, so that the piece of Paraguayan
territory not controlled by the allies Is only about
200 miles from east to west and ISO from north to
south. It is, however, the most inaccessible pare of
Paraguay, consisting chiefly of a great mountain
chain and ol large forests.
The Brazilians have turned over to the provisional

government all their captures of tea, hides and
tobacco and the rents of the unclaimed houses at
Asuncion. The Argeutlnos axe 9AU19K instructions
before doing the same. The provisional governmentnominally sends a thousand men with the Comte
d'Eu, but the allies pay the bill The government
monopolies of tea gathering and logging have been
abollsned.
Asuncion la very gay. It has a theatre and fre¬

quent balls. Sovereigns are the current gold coins
and the silver are Bolivian dollars. Ten cents Is the
lowest current und this is manufactured by cutting
a Bolivian dollar into four piecas.
Exchange is eighteen and seven-eighths pence for

Adjournment of tbe Brazilian Parliament**
Tlio Government la a Fix.Speech of the
Emperor.fSiiipwreek on the Const.Storm.

The General Assembly of tbe Empire of Brazil

closed upon the 15th, after four prolongations, to
enable the ministerial budget of income and expen¬
diture for 1868-70 and 1870-71 to be voted. However,
the thing could not be effected, as not even the sup¬
porters of the Ministry would go to the Senate
to permit the bill to be carried through
its last stages. The government has, there¬
fore, to carry on until the sessions in May
next without legalized estimates of expendi¬
ture for any department, and with only the
financial means accorded by prolonging tbe esti¬
mates of 1868-06 until June 30, 1870, to which the
clauses authorizing the increase of forty per cent la
tbe flxed duties have been added. Tbe resolution to
this ofleet passed tbe Senate upon tbe 7th of October,
and tbe amendment to It was considered and ap¬
proved on the 9th by the chamber of Deputies
after which this Chamber sat only one day.
The bill granting a guarantee of five per oent in¬

terest on a further sum of £405,ooo sterling expended
or wasted on the construction of the Pernambuoo
Railroad passed the Senate on the 10th, and was
read tbe same day in the Deputies. No Honse could
be got together until the 13th, when It was received
wit u deemed hostility, notwithstanding tbe Minister
ol Agriculture had pledged himself to the company
to get the bill approved this year, and notwith¬
standing it had been approved three years ago
by the Deputies, to whom it baa come
back througu the Senate, having separated It
from tbe bill to which it was annexed. A
motion to lay It over was, It is true, rejected; but
tbe House could not be brought to a vote that day,and the members took care not to attend next daj.
Thus the ministerial pledge has been forfeited, and
the London directors are again free to denounce the
"Trojan laith" of Brazilian governments and cadgertho unfortunate Brazilian Minister In London,
through who-m tho pledge was made.

in-law, Army Marshal the Cotnle d'Eu, sustaining our
national honor upon the enemy's territory, and to the valu¬
able co-operation of our allies, we owe signal victories whlot»
In August expelled tbe forces of Lopez from tbe Importantpositions they occupied.
While the enemy tleen to the extremities of the Paraguayanterritory, the people, freed from the yoke which oppressedthorn, are showing by Irrefragable demonstrate.us their ad¬

hesion to the provisional government Installed In the capitalof the republic.
Full of rejoicing, I cherish the beft grounded hopes of soon

seeing the war concluded In a manner worthy of the Brati-
ttan name, and the time arrived for us to turn our attention
specially to Internal affairs, In the remembrance of such greatglories nndlng further stimulants to pledge ourselves yet the
more to the aggrandizement of Hrazil.

I thank you tor the means with which yon have enabled the
government to provide lor thn needs of the puhlto service.
The Importance of the measures Initiated this year bears

testimony to your enlightened solicitude, and ths patriotismwhich ever inspires Brazilians alliances that the refurme
urgently called for by our legislation will be passed In the
next legislative session.

trust that when you are restored to your provinces youwill be tbe best counsellors of our citizens in whatever affeaie
the public good.

A large Iron vessel, named the Royal Standard, waa
wrecked upon the northern coast of itlo Janeiro
ou the loth. She had encountered heavystorms on tbe ^uth to the 28th of September, and on
the morning of the 3oth her bowsprit smashed off
aud was followed by all iter masts, which were Iron
and with wire standing rigging, .sue was got under
Jury sail and steered for mo, but whether from tbe
compasses having lost their adjustment, or some
other cause, she got into the currents running to the
north and was carried ou tho bank of hau Tnomti,flvi) miles from ihe shore. None on board seem to
know where they were, and a boat sent off to land
tho women aud children trieo to do so on
tho surf-beaten shore, instead of going a
little north or south, to St. John da Barra
or to Maeahe. in trying to laud the boat
upnet, and eight pas.teugcrs wero drowned,
lour women and four cmidren. All tbe boats but
two were smashed during the falling of the masts,
but tlio remainder of tho seventy-threo persons were
saved by passing vessels and taken oir the raiw they
made, The English here have raised about (3,600
for tho wrecked passengers, they having lost every¬
thing, some of the women eveu their clothes when
the boat upset. The women who escaped were very
kindly treated by the Vicountess de Araruama,
wnose plantation they finally reached, and who
nearly stripped her own daughters to furnish thorn
with clothing. ,

i tie ill's t half or October was distinguished by
heavy gales lu the lttver I'late, and several wrecke
occurred. Among them are the British barks Stanton
and Ottodinl, the British brig Azof, the French
schooner i'etrus and the German brig Adonis. The
American hark Mary O'Brien waa destroyed by Ore
out at sea, but her crew were rescued. The destruc¬
tion of coasting vessels was also very groat.
