ENGLAND.

Hoary Galea and Marine Dliuten.
London, Nov. 20, 1869.

The gale* etllt contlnuo around the coast and ship¬
wrecks are numerous. The ship Modoc, from Ha¬
vana for Liverpool, with sugar, wont ashore at Rar-
mouth and was abandoned. No lives lost. The
Pilgrim, from Quebec lor Liverpool, was abandoned
at sea; no date. Tie crew wcrp saved.

St. Louis, Nov. 20, 1869.
The committee which a short time since examined

the case oi Captain Washington, who was charged
with passing the steamer Stonewall while she was

bnrnlng without stopping his boat, has reported,
after dnly weighing the evidence, that Captain
Washington committed a grave error, which should
not characterize our Western boatmen under similar
Oircumstances, In falling to land his boat, us he
could undoubtedly have rendered great nasi stance
to those in the water and others who had succccded
In getting ashore.

CUBA.

Tta Barillas of the 8near Plantation*.De¬
vastation by Fire.

Washington, Nor. 20, 1889.
Private and authentic advices from Cuba state

that toe burning of sugar plantations by the Cabana
la more general and extensive than la reported by
the telegrams from Havana, which are compelled to
undergo manipulation by the authorities before
being sent off. There are over 160 large sugar plan¬
tations belonging to patriot Cubans who have fled
which have been confiscated by the Spaniards,
with the view of getting money out of the crops.
The Cubans aro setting fire to the cauo on all these
plantations within reach to keep it from falling into
the hands of ttio enemy. The work of destruction,
however, is to be made general and great devasta¬
tion is expected on the island within a few weeks.
Henry Prneyro, Secretary of Legation to SeQor

Lemus, the Cuban Envoy, arrived here tlus morning
and during the day had Interviews with several
prominent officials. Mr. Lemuff and other promi¬
nent Cubans will be here next week to remain.

More Arrests by the Spanish Authorities.

Havana, Nov. 20, I860.
In Marlanao an Incendiary proclamation and a

large number of percussion caps were found by the
Spanish authorities, and a number of Individuals
have been arrested on suspicion of being concerned
in a plot to use tueni against the Spanish govern¬
ment.
The campaign in Clenaga de Zapata is con¬

cluded. The insurgents escaped to Cinco Villas.
Nearly l.ooo chinamen were lound near Clenaga,

who had organized an independent government.
They were arrested.

NEW YORK.

Explosion of u Locomotive on the Rome and
Oswego Railroad.One Man Killed and Two
Wounded.

osweuo, Nov. 20, 1869.
The looomotive Adams, which left this city at ten

minutes past eight this morning, on the Rome and
Oswego Kaiiroad, with the express train, exploded
her boiler near Pulaski. The engineer, Louis fiou-
verine, was instantly killed, and the fireman,
Thomas Cox. and a passenger named McCormlck,
slightly wounded. Iho baggage car was thrown
from the track. Tne locomotive Is a complete
wreck. Bouverine and Cox both lived In this city,
whero the furuer leaves a family of three young
ctulureu.

FIRE IN CQ3TUNDT STREET.

THE STORM.

EFFECTS IN NEW YORI AND VMITT.

Severe Damage to Property Along
the Hudson.

Reports from All Parts of
the Country.

Disastrous Effects la Ike City.Basement*
Flooded and Goods l>auia«ed.

The storm which commonced in New York on Fri¬
day evening, alter a brief lull during the night,
broke out with great fury early yesterday morning,
and, as If emulating the hurricane that has been
recently devastating the West, swept through the
city uprooting trees, demolishing unilnlslied build¬
ings, wrenching signs from their fastenings, unhing¬
ing window shutters, toppling over chimneys and
doing great damage throughout Mew York and the
adjacent cities. Every street and park gives some
indications of the presence of the storm, the most
disastrous effects of which wore visible In
those districts mandated by the unusually
high tide. Most of the cellars on Front and Water
streets were tlooded, causing great inconvenience to
tii use living In them, and considerable destruction
of property, the basements In the lower portion or
those streets being mainly ailed with heavy and
valuable go>ds. basement barrooms on West street
were deluged, tho water in many of them being two
ami three ieet deep. The rising tide penetrated the
cellars in the lower pait of Cherry street, all or
which are occupied by poor families, in many ol
them the curious spectacle was presented oi women
standing on chairs and cooking their breakfasts on
stoves, the legs ol which were Immersed in the
water, while the children were huddled on the beds
to keep out of reach of the inundation. Alter the
storm subsided the tide went down, so that theae in¬
conveniences were only temporary.
Steamers coming In durtug the day reported it

very rough outside. There can be no doubt that
the results ol the storm at sea will soon como to us
in the record or wrecks and terrible disasters. The
¦Sound boats mentioned a very heavy squall just
before daylight, lasting nearly an hour, but though
coming in alter time they managed to reach their
wharves in safety. 1 he steamer Continental, ol the
New llaveu line, arrlvod about four hours behinu
time. Her oaggage room was stove In by a heavy
sea and the room flooded.

The Storm in Jersey
vras particularly severe, sovoral vessels being sunk,
trees uprooted, fences destroyed and buildings un¬
rooted and demolished. In Hudson City, West Ho¬
boken and Union Hill, all of which arc located on
the old Bergen Heights, the storm hod a clear
sweep. Buildings rocked to and fro almost like a
cradle, and some of the occupants were up all night,
fearing that these buildings, most of which are
frame and mere shells, would be upset. Many claim
that It was like au earthquake; among others, Mr.
John W. Brlce, who resides lp Palisade ave¬
nue, Hudson City, states that his dwelling
shook from the very foundation. The tide rose full
three feet higher than It has for many ycurs, tho
water completely inundating the orbl^es lending to
the Uobokeu terry, and the dashing of the waves
made It au iinpussibUity for the pedeairiaus to reach
the lerry without wading un to their ankles in water.

A large feuce was blown down near the lerr.v and a
large sign on Mewark street. At the foot of Third
street, Hoboken, a coalboat, owned by P. 0. Filnn,
was sunk, containing some $2,000 worth or coal. It
win, however, be raised at a cost or about $:;uo. A
yacht moored along the dock at the foot of Seventh
street filled and suuk. At Weohawken a por¬
tion of the framework of the new coal
dock was blown down. At Union Hill a
new stable on the Bull's Perry road was unroofed
and damaged about $500. A large sign on the
Union Brewery was blown off, while several rences
were upset, in West Hoboken thero was terrible
destruction among signs and lences, whue the framo
or a new building on the west side or tho hill was
completely demolished. An old, ricketty edifice,
unoccupied for several years, on the Paterson road,
was blown down. In Hudson city the storm de¬
stroyed several beautiful trees, which were up¬
rooted. Several plies of lumoer on Hudson avenue
were blown down, the boards being carried a dis¬
tance of over fifty feet. In Jersey City there was
also considerable damage, especially among the
shipping. The Hoboken ilats present a very inter¬
esting picture, being completely inundaicd, and
many ot the occupants can leave their shanties only
by means of small boats.

THE STOItm ALOIS THE MJDSOiV.

The Storm at Nowbnrg.Heven Vessels Sank.
Lom of" Lumber.Wnlln Tlirowu Down and
Buildings Unroofed.

Nbwbdro, N. Y., Nov. 20, 1869.
Tho hurricane was disastrous In Its effects here.

It was the heaviest blow experienced In thirty years.
The steamer Syracuse, with twenty-eight boats m
tow, dragged her anchors, and much of the lumber
on the boats was swept overboard. Seven vessels
were sank at the wharf, as follows:.The sloop
Quackenbush, of Maiden, loaded with stone; yacht
James Bigler, owned by Captain Watts; a propeller,
owned by Major James A. Kalney; schooner Fly¬
ing Cloud, of Poughkeepsle, Captain Stratten;
schooner Belie Sage, ot Little Egg Harbor; sloop
William II. Hawkins. The sloop Luzerne lost one-
third of her cargo of flagging stones, orison Blunt s
steam yacht and the sloop Brick were badly dam¬
aged oy collisions. The damage to the Washington
iron Works amounts to $5,000. The ilagstail at
Washington's Headquarters wan blown down. Col-
den street, between First and Western avenues, was
completely blocked by tin roors torn irom buildings.
The tower or the Second Methodist church swayed
rearrully, but did not tall. The DricK walls 01 a new
building on 'third street were blown down. As yet
110 reports have been received or injuries to persons.
The river throughout the day was filled with
lumber.
Tne wind began to blow at ten o'clock last night,

the barometer falling rapidly, and ,at tour o'clock
this morning the hurricane was at its height. Dozens
of houses were unrooted in an lustant ana buildings
were shaken to their foundations. The greatest
alarm prevailed. To-night there is hsrdly a breath
ot air stirring and me moon is shining brightly.

Severe Southeast IJn'.r.Destruction of Frn.
perty.Houses Unroofed.Humane to 1

Mic&uiboat.
POUonKKEPSIE, Nov. 20, 1809.

A southeast gale prevailed with great violence at
all points on the Hudson at seven o'clock this morn¬
ing. Fences and trees wero prostrated and tele¬
graphic communication North and south was inter¬
rupted. At noon the tide was unusually high and
Is still rising. At Albany houses were unroofed and
other damage done. It is feared disasters have
occurred on tho river. This ulternoon the wind
shifted, and Is now blowing strongly from the south¬
west.
During the gale the steamboat Roglo lost her smoke

stack aud several houses at New burg were un¬
rooted.
There Is more damage reported from the hurri¬

cane. The Columbtavtiie Bridge, Columbia county,
is gone. Loss, jio.ono. The roof or the Hudson
Uiver Railroad machine shop at East Albany is
destroyed. The plank walk near tho depot was
torn up, breaking a mnn'H log. The steamboat
McDonald is agrouud oil' Stockport.

Severe Damage to Property In Albnny.Nn-
mr roiis Iluildings Unroofed.Foundry Do.
inollsbcd.

Albany, Nov. 20, 1869.
The storm reached its severest point between

¦even and eight o'clock this morning, aud at ten
o'clock had entirely ceased. Tho greatest damage
was sustained at Towniend's foundry, located on

Elk and Hawk streets. Not only the roof, but also
the walls or the firth story were blown down. The
lower portion ot the damaged building was usod as

a machine shop, and tho workmen were all at work
at the time, ami the crashing or timbers and walls
created a panic In tho workshop, causing the men
to make a hasty exit from the place. The upper
story was used tor the s'orago of patterns. Fortu¬
nately, no person was In it at the time. Tho patterns
were more or less damaged. The total loss is esti¬
mated at $0,000.
Sovoral buildings on the pier were unroolod, the

tin being torn off as completely as it it had been
doue by the hand ot un experienced rooler. The
roofs of three oulidlngs on the pier, occupied by Al¬
derman Coinos. S. Hale aud A. Robertson, commis¬
sion merchants, wero blown off, as was also the root
ot the building No. 104, occupied by tho onoudaga
Salt Company. Dr. Holley's church, on ciiutou
street; Mouready's malt house, Taylor's brewery.
Hansom's foundry, Co-operative fouudry, Argentine
Works and a large number of other buildings were
more or less dainagod.

of the Coliseum roof was blown off by.the storm and
hurled In very direction, leaving tne structure quitebare in appcaranee. la Somorvllle two unoccupiedbuilding* were blown down.Three ¦chooners were driven ashore at HamptonBeach last Wednesday nigh:. Two of them were
from 8t. John, N. U,, and one from Portland, alt
bouud for this port.
Tho vale on trie coast ts very severe, but no serious

marine disasters have yet been reported. .Several
vessels anchored In the harbor drilled from their
moorings and were slightly damaged, one was
driven against the steamer Nereus, ot tho New York
line, breaking her rail but doing 110 other damage.

A violent gale Iroin the southeast, accompanied

by thunder and lightning, passed over the Roads

Huron.

Cl.KVlU.AND, Ohio, Nov. 20, 1809.

ber of vessels ashore and gone to pieces, aud that
some lives were lost during the late heavy gale. The
amount ol' the uawagc Is not known.

Severe Wind Storm in all Parts of Colorado-
Injury to Property in Denver. *

DenVKK, Col., Nov. 19, 1869.
The roost severe wind storm ever known In this

part ot the cuuutry passed over tills city on Thurs¬
day morning. Many largo buildings wero unroofed,
chimneys blown down and telegraph lines and
fenocs prostrated. The damage in this city is esti¬
mated at from $10,000 to $12,000. At Golden City
the new Kpiscopal seminary was prostrated and
many chimneys blown down, as far as hoard from
the storm extended west to Central City, north to
Cheyenuu aud south to Sauta i'e.

Ckxtkal City, Col., Nov. 19, 1869.
A henvy wind storm destroyed twenty houses in

Georgetown yesterday. A little girt was killed and a
man seriously Injured. The loss Is estimated at
$50,000.

DISASTERS 0.\ TOE LAKES.

Vessels Ashore in lr<nkn Huron.The Weather
Still Stormy.

Detiioit, Nov. 20, 1889.
The following lias been received irom Lake

H uron :.The schooner Columbian is oshoro and full
of water off Duncan City; a bark, supposed to be
the Golden West, is ashore above Prosquo Isle: the
bark Oneonta, schooners Plymouth ltock, Bahama
and six others, names unknown, are ashore on
the .Straits of Mackinac; an unknown bark on the
foot of Bols Blanc Island. The schooners Maria, with

a caruo of supplies, tor Alpeua, and Vrlllugee area
total loss, and it is supposed that all hands are lost.
The bark Cream City ib ashore six miles east of De¬
tour. Pour vessels, names unknown, are ashore
In Hammond's Hay. One on White Shoals
Is probably gone to pieces. A three-masted
schooner Is ashore six miles northwest of
White Shoals. The schooners scovllie and Graves
are disabled south of Alauitou. The weather on
Lake Huron to-day is cold, and blowing a gale from
the northwest.

Detroit, Nov. 20, i860.
The schooner Bermuda, from Detroit with a cargo

of supulius for Marquette, Is ashore in Lake Su¬
perior and will probably be a total losa.

"CASTE."
Senator Sumner After John Chinaman.A New

Crusade.
The citizens of Elizabeth, N. J., have been on the

tiptoe of expectation for some time in consequence
of the announcement that the Hon. Charles Sumner
would delight them with one of bis orations; and
they were in a high state of excitement last
night when, true to his promise and the
huge posters that adorned the walls ot
the town, the Illustrious Senator appeared on the
platform of Library Hall and made his bow to the
line audience assembled to greet him. A mild young
gentleman occupied a seat besldo tho Senator, and,
when the applause had subsided, got up and jerked
oat a lew words of welcome and compliment and
then glided quietly out of sight.
Mr. Sumner said as if in corroboration of what the

mild young gentleman had said, that ho was senator
from Massachusetts and be was proud of the honor.
He had done his duty in the past and hoped to do It
In the future so a* to continue to deserve the confi¬
dence of his constituency. Plunging at once into
his subject, he said that slavery is dead here, but it
is not dead In other lands, but flourishes In many
forms in many countries. We have prejudices here,
however.the prejudice against the yellow man
from Asia. This caste prejudice was most
baneful in its effects, and whs a scandal and a shame
to the nation. Casta Is Inconsistent with snblime
truth, the unity of the human inmily and final har¬
mony on earth. Manhood does not depend ilpon
the color ot the skin or hair; white, black and yel¬
low are but varieties or the species, liniil this
becomes generally acknowledged in too government
we will not have attained to perioctlon In
our system. In olden times government
was but a device, a tnck, or at best on
art, but the time Is coming when It will be a sci¬
ence -the si lence of Justice on earth. But It Is a
science tne laws of which must first be understood,
and, most important 01 a'l, we must understand
ourselves. I may contribute something, said the
lecturer, to help the people to this understand¬
ing, so that they may blast the effrontery
ot caate, which is alike revolting and
unjust. This system, born or impossible
fable, and existing for centuries, took deep root in
India, where, as in our republic, it is the corner¬
stone of slavery, one hundred and eighty millions
of humau beings there are subject to its absurd
rules. The word "caste" is from the Portuguese
Costa, and was coined in 175J; but the thing Itself is
ancient. The lecturer then traced caste in ancient
and modern history, but dwelt particularly upon its
developments in India. Tho origin of caste
in India occurred in this way:.There were
four orders of creatures In the religion
of the ancients. The Brahmin was tlie
breath of God ; the soldier the arm ot (Sod; the hus¬
band the thigh of God. and tho Sudra was born of
the foot of God. Tne Brahmin was the supreme and
the Stiora the lowest in the scale of unman con¬
sideration, the latter having "no rights that tho
former wiis bound to respect. There was
no such thing as promotion from one caste to
another. The Bralimiu and the Sudra kept their
places unchanged through centuries in their de¬
scendants. The Brahmin never paid taxes and
nothing he did was wroug. Outside these classes
was yet another, Hie Pariah, or outcast, who was an

object of contempt even to the Sudra. So low was
the latter that even his shadow falling upon milk
rendered it unlit lor use br any of tne other castes.
Passing from tho consideration of the condition of

the people of lmila and their customs, the Senator
said that here in tne United States the white man is
relatively to the blacks and yellows a Brahmin, and
that Atrlcans ar-* me Sudra and the Chinese the ra¬
mus or our country. Diving into the question of
the origin ol species the lecturer scouted the idea
that white, black, yellow or red men were of dif¬
ferent races, iho claim that tins was a "wnne
man's government" was preposterous in the light of
the Declaration of Independence. The very assump¬
tion opens up a question ot surpassing interest.lu sci¬
ence, ichgion und In government. Mr. Sumner has
quoted Irom the Old and New Testament in proof of
his assertion that ineu, no matter ol what color,
are of the same human family, and have the
same rights in the brotherhood of man. llo
also quoted from Alexander von Humboldt
In proof that scienco supported religion In tills.
Kiutculiug the Idea that because a people developed
Characteristics of a savage nature that they were

incapable ol becoming civilized, Hie senator gave a
graphic account ot the condition of the inhabitants
of ureat Britain at tho time of the Conquest,
showing that thoy were in a worse condi¬
tion than arc the people of Africa to-day. Dwelling
upon the lads he produced In evidence, ho spoke

01 the clvlli/ed condition 01 England to-day in proof
of the correctness of his theory.

in concluding. his instructive and eloquent lec¬
ture the senator said the Chinese question must ha
met. Attention was once attracted to the Airicanj
now It is the CBlncso, who demand protection.
Seining can bo settled which is not right, and tins
question can onlyjie si tiled In harmony with the
principles of our fathers and In oonforinlty with
riglu Bnd justice. The Chinese must have equal
copartnership, fur justice is the best policy and
justice is (lie best practice.

Interview Between Judge Plerrepont

and the President.

THE SUBJECT A MYSTERY.

Important Action In Caban Affairs Probably
Contemplated

SEVERE INDIAN FIGHT IN TEXAS.

Washinoton, Nov. 20, 1869.
District Attorney Plerrepont's Visit to the
President.Probuble Change of Policy In
Ucgard to Cuba.
District Attorney Plerrepont arrived here from

New York to-duy lu obedience to a summons Irom
President Grant, lie had a long interview with the
President on some important business, the nature of
which neither he nor the White House people will
disclose. This much, however, 1 am authorized to
say, uamely, that during next week some very im¬

portant developments will occur. What these will
be must remain hidden in the womb of the future
till the proper moment arrives. 'J'ho news hunters
are In a regular fever to lind out and the sen¬
sationalists are busy testing their Inventive
powers. Some dcclare Plerrepont's suddon trip
hero and equally sudden departure.for he left again
for New York to-night. are In relation to certain
changes and frauds in the New York federal oillces;
but 1 have the best reason to know that there is

nothing in that explanation, others hold that it is
all about Cuba, that the administration Is resolved
to act at last, though in favor or which side does uot
appear, and tnut Plerrepont has been Instructed In
advance how to act. One thing is certain, and that.
Is that Plerrepont does not deny that Cuba has
something to do with his visit here.

Indian Flghtlnz on the Texan Border.
Information lias been received here from San An¬

tonio, Te.jS, November 10, stating that Captain
Trainer had arrived from the frontier and reports
that General Mackenzie sent 200 cavalry, under
Major Bacon and Lieutenant liean, who met, on the
Upper Brazos, 400 hostile savages coming down on

the frontier from the reserve. After two days' fight¬
ing the Indians (led, leaving forty dead and many
more wounded. The camp, horses and provisions
were all taken. Captain Hooker is badly wounded
and eight men hurt, but none killed.

A Danish Ship Canal.
Among the subjects which will cotne up before

the Committee of Foreign Affairs yf the House of
Representatives during next session wilt be the
memorial of C. Hansen in relation to a ship canal
from Brunsbuttet to the Bay of Neustadt, for the
purpose of uniting the North and the Baltic seas by
a direct and safe route. The work is under the
anthorlty of the government of Denmark and has
been commenced. Mr. Hansen U a naturalized
American citizen,and is In hopes a re quest from tne
United States will secure him hla rights rrom the
Danish government.

The Ninth Cciimiih.
Tho Sub-Committee on the Ninth Census to-day

resumqd their deliberations on the bill now before
them. They expect to finish their labors by the end
of next week, and will present their bill to Congress
at the earliest momenr. It has been discovered that
the change in the basis of representation, as affected
by the fourteenth amendment and the prospective
adoption of tho fifteenth amendment, will require
material alterations and enlargements in the forms
relating to population.

WRECK OF THE SCHOOfCE HiBCAAET
KVIIDT.

A Thrilling Narrative.llovr Onr ComwhArt
Manned.

On Monday last, the 15th mutant, the schooner
Manraret Kennedy, owned by Mr. Shad ford, of
Miiiord. and having on board her captain. Frank A.
Rich; the mate, Franklin Hyder, and the wtfe of the
latter, but without a crew, lelt New Jersey Tor Mil-
ford. Conn. She had on board 138 ions of coal,
fifteen tons of which were on the main batch
and seven on the lore batch, on deok, and
the remainder below. It was a heavy cargo
for the Hudson, the vessel's deck being
almost flush with the water; but It seemed
madness to send a vessel bo laden through the
Sound. Nevertheless, obedient to the mandate of
the rapacious Individuals who were her consignees
the captain had to put to sea. It was blowing hard
from the northwest when the vessel was off the
Battery waiting for a pilot, and tt blew still fresher
at Hell date. The pilot left when off tue North
Brothers, and gave the schooner in charge to
Captaiu KIcd. The weather being very threat¬
ening it was thought best to anchor at
Hurt's Island, which was accordingly done;
but the anchor was weighed again at two A. M.
and the schooner continued her voyage, at immi¬
nent risk of going down, and finally arrived off
Charles Island, where the anchor was again dropped
at hail- past ten. The captain went ashore here,
stating to the mate that he was going home to spend
Thanksgiving, and that he (Mr. Hyder) should tako
charge. Charles Island Is about four milt* from tue
main land, and a sand bar (only at low water) forma

a connection between, it was, consequently, a
dangerous place to be should the wind change and
it come on to blow hard. The captain sent a pilot
on board about hair-past live, and, as the
wind had died away In tho meantime, no
attempt was made to get under weigh. The foresail
and jtu, however, were got up In preparation for a
breeze. This was done under direction of the pilot,
who soon after went ashore, saying that- be would
come on board aguin shoul<> the wind spring up.
Alter supper the mate "turued In," leaving his

wife to watch. About naif-past nine he was aroused
by his watchful wile, who saw the sail flapping to
and Iro, but on examining the horizon bo saw no
immediate danger, and again retired to sleep, not,
however, without first giving the schooner rive
fathoms more of chain. An hour later the male was
aroused by Mrs. ityder, who was greatly alarmed
at the threatening appearance of t he weather. The
wind blew strongly from the southward and east¬
ward, and was getting fresher every minute, while
high runnlug waves uastied across the bows and
broke with a resounding noise on the bar close by.
The mate lound that me schooner was dragging,
and at once gave out more chain* With great exer¬
tion and the assistance ol Mrs. Hyder the sails
were taken in and stowed. The wind aud waves
momentarily increased in force and violence and
the water dashed over the rails and uows. At this
time Mrs. Hyder discovered thai the sea was pour¬
ing m through a wide fissure near the rudder posts,
and also that it was coming tn last from the deck
through the rotten hatches. At hail-past twelve
there were two feet of water in tho hold-
It was now blowing a perfitef hurricane, and
tue uppalllng fact became evident that in

a few minutes the vessel would go down. Tue mate
went to work at the pumps, while his wife hoisted
lights as signals of distress. Hour after hour went
by the mate being relieved at the pumps every fifteen
minutes by Mrs. Hyder; but no help came. At
length tho yawl was pulled up, and, obedient to the
voice of her husband, tlie courageous woman stepped
on board; but, missing her foothold, narrowly es¬
caped drowning. She was only rescued- by a despe¬
rate effort. Hut there was no time to be lost, The
schooner was settling down by the head, as
preparing for a final plunge. Mas. Hyder
again Jumped on board the yawl; but strain? her
side against, tuo gunwale tumbled across the thwarts
and was severely hurt. Ryder leaped id after
her, first, however, throwing in a coil of small rope,

a hatchet arid pair of knives, and the boat drifted
astern. The two uufortunates wero hardly clear
ol the vessel wnen she rolled once ami then went
down in the bubbling waves headforemost. The mate
had fortunately connected lus thirty-lour lathoin
line to the painter, ho tuat the boat rode anchored to
the stern of the sunken vessel. They remained lu
that position until live o'clock; but as the yawl was
filling with water aud the island right abeam, and
the bar right in their lee, the mate concluded to pull
up as close as he could toward Hie wreck und cut
connection with it. There was nothing for it then but
to take to the oars and pull for the west side of the
island. Though severely bruised Mrs. Hyder kept at
her oar until the boat (three-quarters or au hour later),
thumped against the rocks, wheu she was wuslied
into the sea. The mate then threw himself after her
and with great difficulty reached the shore with the
heroine in bis arms. The sea was tremendous aud
and several times almost dragged them back into its
icy grasp, it was as much as Mr. Hyder could do.
so worn and exhausted was he by his exertions, to
reach high water mark, where lio laid down to rest.
The house of John and Fred Schmidt was eventually
reached, where the mate and Ins wire remained two
days, receiving every possible kindness from the
owners of the house. On Friday morning some
parties came over trom Milford and the mate and
his wife proceeded to Bridgeport, the ticket master
at that place giving them tickets to their Home true
of charge.
